John 13:1-38

1 Now before the feast of the passover, when Jesus knew that his hour was come that he should depart out of this world unto the Father, having loved his own which were in the world, he loved them unto the end.

2 And supper being ended, the devil having now put into the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to betray him;

3 Jesus knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he was come from God, and went to God;

4 He riseth from supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and girded himself.

5 After that he poureth water into a bason, and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded.

6 Then cometh he to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him, Lord, dost thou wash my feet?

7 Jesus answered and said unto him, What I do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter.

8 Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. Jesus answered him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with me.

9 Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head.

10 Jesus saith to him, He that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth saith to the Apsotle Peter that , " . . . He that is washed, . . ." Not he that is Baptized; for every such person that is Baptist, making an outward show, is not wholly clean, but ONLY he who is regenerated by the Holy Spirit of God, or rather, who is washed in the blood of the "Pascal Lamb, the Christians Passover, the Lamb of God" Who takes away the sins of the world, (Kosmos, world=His family), the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Such an one who is washed in His blood ". . . is clean every whit"; is all over clean -- before God spiritually, acceptable to God, cleansed by the blood of the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; not that he has no sin in him, nor commits any; for those Born Again, the True Worshipers of God, the Elect of God still sin, which many "churches" "preach" that if you are "truly saved you do no longer sin," which is a lie straight from Hell.  The True Born Again Believer, is washed in the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and is thusly justified by His Righteousness, and being Born Again by the Holy Spirit of God he then is wholly and entirely clean in the sight of God; for he is justified from all things which he could not be justified from by the Law of Moses, with all the Ordinances in the Law against us, for God has nailed all of those Ordinances against us to the Cross of Calvary, Colossians 2:13-15 where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth fully paid for those sins  --  ALL the sins of all Born Again Believer, His family, for all times; all the Born Again Believer's sins are pardoned, and he is perfectly righteous before God the Father; and so is perfectly clean through the Word of God, which by the Word of God given unto him "a sentence of justification and absolution pronounced on him," which must be understood in a forensic (forensic meaning:   relating to or dealing with the application of scientific knowledge to legal problems; belonging to, used in, or suitable to courts of judicature) or Law sense. Such a one who is Born Again needeth not to be washed, save (except) to wash his feet, but is clean every whit; except for the feet of his life and his conversation, which are continually gathering dirt, and need daily washing in the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; and therefore recourse must be constantly had to that fountain to wash in, for a man's daily sin and for uncleanness of his thought. The allusion is to persons washed all over in a bath, perfectly clean, and therefore have no need to wash again, except for their feet, which may contract some soil or uncleanness in coming out of it.  The allusion can also be that of travelers, who have often need to wash their feet, though no other part, and such is the case of the Children of God in this life, for this is NOT our home, for we are merely aliens in the earth.  Our True Home is in Heaven with the God, and His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, forever.

". . . and ye are clean, but not all." Which shows, that justifying and regenerating Grace are common to all those Born Again, the Elect of God, the True Worshipers of God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; they are equally Born Again, alike justified, and are as clean one as another in the sight of God; not only the Apostle Peter, but all the Apostles, were clean, excepting one; there was one of them, Judas, who was not clean; and therefore the Lord Jesus Christ says, "but not all." Among even the purest Churches, there are tares, the filthy birds of satan, the fowls of the air who, are there in the midst of God's people, acting like them, but who are only actors (hypocrites), and steal the Word of God from some the moment the Word is sown Matthew 13; there was a Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon, an unclean person, a tare, a filthy bird of satan, among the pure Apostle's of the Lord Jesus Christ; there are chaff and tares among His wheat, filthy birds, fowls of the air, in the Churches along with the Born Again Believers, and goats among His sheep, as well as foolish virgins along with the wise ones.

11 For he knew who should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not all clean.

12 So after he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, Know ye what I have done to you?

13 Ye call me Master and Lord: and ye say well; for so I am.

14 If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

15 For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.

16 Verily, verily, I say unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord; neither he that is sent greater than he that sent him.

17 If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them.

18 I speak not of you all: I know whom I have chosen: but that the scripture may be fulfilled, He that eateth bread with me hath lifted up his heel against me.

Note:  The Holy Bible, in the New Testament, says of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that He fulfilled Prophecy which was written of the Messiah 76 times.  Seventy six Prophecies of the Messiah perfectly fulfilled in and by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Fulfilling all of the requirements of the Law in fulfilling those Prophecies.

19 Now I tell you before it come, that, when it is come to pass, ye may believe that I am he.

Note:  Yet again, the Lord Jesus Christ, at the Communion Table, reminds the Apostles that He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the very Son of God, the Shepherd of Israel.  (See my other Sermon Note:  I AM HE.doc).

20 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that receiveth whomsoever I send receiveth me; and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me.

21 When Jesus had thus said, he was troubled in spirit, and testified, and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, that one of you shall betray me.

22 Then the disciples looked one on another, doubting of whom he spake.

23 Now there was leaning on Jesus' bosom one of his disciples, whom Jesus loved.

24 Simon Peter therefore beckoned to him, that he should ask who it should be of whom he spake.

25 He then lying on Jesus' breast saith unto him, Lord, who is it?

26 Jesus answered, He it is, to whom I shall give a sop, when I have dipped it. And when he had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon.

27 And after the sop Satan entered into him. Then said Jesus unto him, That thou doest, do quickly.

28 Now no man at the table knew for what intent he spake this unto him.

29 For some of them thought, because Judas had the bag, that Jesus had said unto him, Buy those things that we have need of against the feast; or, that he should give something to the poor.

30 He then having received the sop went immediately out: and it was night.

31 Therefore, when he was gone out, Jesus said, Now is the Son of man glorified, and God is glorified in him.

32 If God be glorified in him, God shall also glorify him in himself, and shall straightway glorify him.

33 Little children, yet a little while I am with you. Ye shall seek me: and as I said unto the Jews, Whither I go, ye cannot come; so now I say to you.

34 A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another.

35 By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.

36 Simon Peter said unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus answered him, Whither I go, thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow me afterwards.

37 Peter said unto him, Lord, why cannot I follow thee now? I will lay down my life for thy sake.

38 Jesus answered him, Wilt thou lay down thy life for my sake? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, The cock shall not crow, till thou hast denied me thrice.


Romans 16:25-26

25 Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began,

Note:  Mystery means in the Greek, anything hidden, as if as secret, secret counsel of God, the counsels of God, once hidden but now revealed in the Gospel of Jesus Christ, or some fact now made know concerning the Old Testament thereof; the Christian revelation generally; particular Truths or details of the Christian revelation brought forth by the Lord Jesus Christ and His Prophets, Apostles, Preachers, Teachers, etc . . ..

26 But now is made manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith:

Note:  " . . . is made manifest, means made known (that which was a mystery previous).

"But now is made manifest, . . ." In these last days Hebrews 1:1-5, in which God has spoken by His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Chris of Nazareth by Whom the Doctrines of Grace are most clearly revealed, and fully dispensed; and by His Apostles, who were blessed with a clear insight into them, and with extraordinary gifts to minister them; and by the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible, and of His Prophets; or their Prophetic writings, in which these Truths are merely hinted, and by which, being made manifest (now known) by the Lord Jesus Christ and His Apostles, they are attested and confirmed; according to the Commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith; that is, it is by the express Order and Command of that God Who is from everlasting to everlasting, that the mystery of the Gospel is made manifest by the Preaching of the Apostles being witnessed to by the Law and the Prophets in all its Doctrines; particularly Justification in and by the Lord Jesus Christ's Righteousness, remission of sins through His blood alone, and Salvation by His sufferings and death; that this should be made known not only in the land of Judea, but to all the nations of the world Acts 1:8; for this end, that many souls may be brought to submit to the Righteousness of Faith, to embrace the Doctrine of Faith, make a profession of it, be subject to the Ordinances of it, live by faith in and on the Lord Jesus Christ alone, and also soberly, righteously and godly in this world: this Commandment refers, as it seems to do, to the order of the Lord Jesus Christ to His Apostles, to Preach the Gospel to Jews and Gentiles, to the Jews first, and upon their rejection of it, to turn to the Gentiles; for so, says the Apostle Paul, as the Lord Commanded us, Acts 13:47-52; here is a clear proof, among many others,, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is God, and that He is the Everlasting God, for He is the One who Commanded them to Preach, and is the One spoken of by the Prophet Isaiah.


Isaiah 40:28-31

28 Hast thou not known? hast thou not heard, that the everlasting God, the Lord, the Creator of the ends of the earth, fainteth not, neither is weary? there is no searching of his understanding.

Note:  Who created the earth, the ends of the earth?  Answer:  The Creator God, The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, created ALL things:  John 1.

29 He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he increaseth strength.

30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall:

31 But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.
