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Leviticus 18:1-30

King James Version

1 And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,

2 Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, I am the Lord your God.
3 After the doings of the land of Egypt, wherein ye dwelt, shall ye not do: and after the doings of the land of Canaan, whither I bring you, shall ye not do: neither shall ye walk in their ordinances.

4 Ye shall do my judgments, and keep mine ordinances, to walk therein: I am the Lord your God.
5 Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments: which if a man do, he shall live in them: I am the Lord.
6 None of you shall approach to any that is near of kin to him, to uncover their nakedness: I am the Lord.
7 The nakedness of thy father, or the nakedness of thy mother, shalt thou not uncover: she is thy mother; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

8 The nakedness of thy father's wife shalt thou not uncover: it is thy father's nakedness.

9 The nakedness of thy sister, the daughter of thy father, or daughter of thy mother, whether she be born at home, or born abroad, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover.

10 The nakedness of thy son's daughter, or of thy daughter's daughter, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover: for theirs is thine own nakedness.

11 The nakedness of thy father's wife's daughter, begotten of thy father, she is thy sister, thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

12 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father's sister: she is thy father's near kinswoman.

13 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy mother's sister: for she is thy mother's near kinswoman.

14 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father's brother, thou shalt not approach to his wife: she is thine aunt.

15 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy daughter in law: she is thy son's wife; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.

16 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy brother's wife: it is thy brother's nakedness.

17 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of a woman and her daughter, neither shalt thou take her son's daughter, or her daughter's daughter, to uncover her nakedness; for they are her near kinswomen: it is wickedness.

18 Neither shalt thou take a wife to her sister, to vex her, to uncover her nakedness, beside the other in her life time.

19 Also thou shalt not approach unto a woman to uncover her nakedness, as long as she is put apart for her uncleanness.

20 Moreover thou shalt not lie carnally with thy neighbour's wife, to defile thyself with her.
21 And thou shalt not let any of thy seed pass through the fire to Molech, neither shalt thou profane the name of thy God: I am the Lord.

Note:  Offer as a sacrafice to Molech, i.e.:  Baal.  Today, abortions is the offering to Baal.

22 Thou shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it is abomination.

Note:  Abomination in the Hebrew means:  Properly, something disgusting (morally), i.e. an abhorrence (Abhorrence:  To feel hatred or loathing for.) especially idolatry.  Repugnance (Repugnance:  Strong dislike, distaste, or antagonism (Antagonism:  Actively expressed opposition or hostility.)  The idea of abomination is if God was a man, that the sin is so vile, so repugnant, so disgusting that the smell of the sin to God would physically make him sick.  Therefore, God has open hostility toward certain sins and calls them an abomination.
23 Neither shalt thou lie with any beast to defile thyself therewith: neither shall any woman stand before a beast to lie down thereto: it is confusion.

24 Defile not ye yourselves in any of these things: for in all these the nations are defiled which I cast out before you:

25 And the land is defiled: therefore I do visit the iniquity thereof upon it, and the land itself vomiteth out her inhabitants.

26 Ye shall therefore keep my statutes and my judgments, and shall not commit any of these abominations; neither any of your own nation, nor any stranger that sojourneth among you:

27 (For all these abominations have the men of the land done, which were before you, and the land is defiled;)

28 That the land spue not you out also, when ye defile it, as it spued out the nations that were before you.

29 For whosoever shall commit any of these abominations, even the souls that commit them shall be cut off from among their people.

30 Therefore shall ye keep mine ordinance, that ye commit not any one of these abominable customs, which were committed before you, and that ye defile not yourselves therein: I am the Lord your God.
Ezekiel 33:29

King James Version

29 Then shall they know that I am the Lord, when I have laid the land most desolate because of all their abominations which they have committed.
Note:  God warned Israel, that if it wasn't for the promises (Covenant) made to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, God would have wiped Israel off the map, destroyed them as a people because of their sin.  Why?  Simply because God DOES NOT CHANGE.  Ever.
Malachi 3:6

King James Version

6 For I am the Lord, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed.
Note:  In fact, there is not even a shadow of turning in God, no change ever!  God, Who is the Father of lights.
James 1:17

King James Version

17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.

Note:  Variableness in the Greek means:  Change, variation, or mutation.  God does NOT change, have variation, or mutate.  Shadow here in the Greek means:  Properly, a shadow created by turning. Typically shadows change according to the changing position of the sun (being short at midday and lengthy at nightfall). However God doesn't change (shorten or lengthen, move!) because God Himself is His the only absolute reference point!  Unlike a shifting shadow, caused by revolution, i.e.:  movement, change in position, the Lord is immutable (Immutable:  Not capable of or susceptible to change.) and possesses all power and life in Himself and being perfect cannot add or take away from Himself or His words.
As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is God, the very Son of God, (the only Begotten Son of the Living God, Jehovah,) there is no change in Christ Jesus either!
John 10:27-30

King James Version

27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:
28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.
29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.
30 I and my Father are one.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth states that God the Father is greater than all, period.  Being God, being greater than all means no one, no man, no demon, no power, neither can satan and all of his demonic angels pluck one of God's Elect (Chosen of God, Called, Born Again Believer) from God's hand.  As the Lord Jesus Christ here declares as the very Son of God, the Only Begotten Son of God, being God Himself that as no one can take any of God's Elect from God, that none can take them from Christ Jesus' hand either as, "I and my Father are one."  You can separate us, the Lord Jesus Christ states, and being God Himself with God the Father from the beginning nobody can take any that the Father has given to the Son from Him.  God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has the same power, Authority as God the Father.

Matthew 28:18-19

King James Version

18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.
Note:  Power here in the Greek means:  Power to act, authority; to be, being given or inheriting as a right or privilege.  Authority, conferred power; delegated empowerment (Complete and Full Authorization).  Full delegated influence -- Authority, right, power, jurisdiction, liberty, strength to fully enforce His Own Will which always acts 100% in accord with God the Father's Will. 

19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:
John 8:28

28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things.
