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VATICAN CITY --
In a sweeping document on family life that opened a door to divorced and civilly remarried Catholics, Pope Francis insisted Friday that church doctrine cannot be the final word in answering tricky moral questions and that Catholics must be guided by their own informed consciences.




Note:
Judges 17:5-6; Judges 21:25; Proverbs 12:15; Proverbs 21:2


Judges 21:25
25 In those days there was no king in Israel: every man did that which was right in his own eyes.

Note:  "In those days there was no king in Israel . . . "  No King to rule as a supreme Magistrate, as Joshua now being dead, and as yet no Judge in Israel had risen up to restrain a man from his wicked behavior, or to punish him for it.  Therefore, " . . . every man did that which was right in his own eyes."  Though God was their King, every man now insisted that he would be his own master, and did what was right in his own eyes as if there was no King over them.  Therefore, what wonder was it then when all forms of wickedness overflowed their land.


Proverbs 21:1-2

1 The king's heart is in the hand of the Lord, as the rivers of water: he turneth it whithersoever he will.

Note:  Whithersoever in the Hebrew means:  To bend.  To desire.  To Will.  Thus the Lord God turns a King's heart, according to the Lord's desire, the Lord's Will.


2 Every way of a man is right in his own eyes: but the Lord pondereth the hearts.

Note:  Pondereth in the Hebrew means:  To regulate, measure, estimate.  To balance, i.e. Measure out (by weight or dimension); figuratively, arrange, equalize, through the idea of levelling.  To estimate, to test.  Right, or either equal, or not equal (unequal).  Directs.

Proverbs 3:5-7

5 Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.

6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.

7 Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the Lord, and depart from evil.



Jeremiah 17:9

9 The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it?

Note:  Everything in a man's heart is wicked.  The thoughts of it are evil.  The imaginations of the thoughts are so, even every imagination, and that only, and always is so, Genesis 6:5.  When God is absent, a man's affections are inordinate, Colossians 3:5-15, the mind and conscience are defiled, the understanding darkened, so dark as to call evil good, and good evil, Isaiah 5:20.  The will of a man is obstinate and perverse, and therefore there is no peace to them, Isaiah 48:1-22.  A man's heart is indeed wickedness itself, Psalm 5:9, it is so even to desperation, and it is "incurably wicked," and continues so without the Grace of God, and the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Therefore, "who can know it?"  Only the spirit of a man can know the things of a man within him, though the natural man does not know the plague of his own heart, 1 Corinthians 2:11.  The Pharisee and others who believe they are right in their own self do not, nor they would not say they were without sin, John 8:23-55.  Such boasting arises from the ignorance and deceitfulness of their own hearts.  Only a spiritual man knows his own heart, 1 Corinthians 2:12-15:  The plague of it, the deceitfulness and wickedness in it, and he understands fully that he does not know it at all.  God ALONE knows a man's heart fully, 1 Corinthians 2:11.


Isaiah 55:8-9

8 For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the Lord.

9 For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.






Returning to the article . . .

On thorny issues such as contraception, Francis stressed that a couple's individual conscience educated in church teaching - and not just dogmatic rules imposed on them across the board from above - must guide their decisions and the church's pastoral practice.

"We have been called to form consciences, not to replace them," he said.

He insisted the church's aim is to reintegrate and welcome all its members. He called for a new language to help Catholic families cope with today's problems. And he said pastors must take into account mitigating factors - fear, ignorance, habits and duress - in counseling Catholics who fail to live up to the ideal.

Note:  The aim of a True Church is NOT to reintegrate and welcome all its members, but to all the Assembly (and to all of those outside the Church) the "aim of the Church" is to Preach the Gospel, the same all the time -- whether in season (when people desire to hear the Word of God,) and out of season (when people hate to hear any Truth of the Word of God and will not endure Sound Doctrine), 2 Timothy 4:1-4.



"It can no longer simply be said that all those in any irregular situations are living in a state of mortal sin and are deprived of sanctifying grace," he wrote. Even those in an "objective situation of sin" can be in a state of grace, and can even be more pleasing to God by trying to improve, he said.


Note:  Those who HAVE NOT the Spirit of God, those who are NOT under God's Grace, indeed those in an "objective situation of sin" having NOT the Holy Spirit of God CANNOT please God as they have a carnal mind, Romans 8:8, not a mind renewed by the Holy Spirit of God, nor can they ". . . be even more pleasing to God by trying to improve . . .".  Trying to improve does not make a man righteous before God, as this is man-centered and is as filthy rags, Isaiah 64:6, as this denies the redeeming work at the Cross of Calvary by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  It is not man "trying to improve" that pleases God, but coming to the knowledge of Truth, the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ, alone, and trusting fully in Christ Jesus for one's Salvation before God, Romans 3:10-26.  It is by a Born Again Believer's FAITH and Testimony, as a True Worshiper, a Christian, one Called of God who puts their trust and faith, ALONE, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that by BOTH their faith and testimony in doing good to others in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ can one then be pleasing to God, Hebrews 11:5-6; Hebrews 13:16. 



Romans 8:7-9

7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.

8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.




Francis took a unilateral step last year and changed church law to make it easier to get an annulment. On Friday, he said the rigorous response proposed by the conservatives was inconsistent with Jesus' message of mercy.

"By thinking that everything is black and white, we sometimes close off the way of grace and of growth and discourage paths of sanctification which give glory to God," he said. "Let us remember that a small step in the midst of great human limitations can be more pleasing to God than a life which appears outwardly in order but moves through the day without confronting great difficulties."

And he went further by explicitly linking such discussions of conscience with access to the sacraments.

In a footnote, Francis cited his previous document "The Joy of the Gospel" in saying that confession should not be a "torture chamber," and that the Eucharist "is not a prize for the perfect but a powerful medicine and nourishment for the weak."

Note:  The host, i.e.: the consecrated host, the wafer, the eucharist, their “breaden god,” made a god by the words of a muttering Roman Catholic “priest” and given in their false communion.

A celebrated saying of Saint Augustine, cited by Pope Benedict XVI in n. 66 of his Encyclical Sacramentum Caritatis, ("Sacrament of Love"), teaches: “No one eats that flesh without first adoring it; we should sin were we not to adore it” (Enarrationes in Psalmos 98, 9). Kneeling indicates and promotes the adoration necessary before receiving the Eucharistic Christ. 

“Therefore, kneel before your 'God'” . . .  Kneel before your breaded 'god'.  A 'god' made out of bread.  Made so be the words of a muttering "priest".
