Micah 6:1-16

 1Hear ye now what the LORD saith; Arise, contend thou before the mountains, and let the hills hear thy voice.

 9The LORD's voice crieth unto the city, and the man of wisdom shall see thy name: hear ye the rod, and who hath appointed it. 

 10Are there yet the treasures of wickedness in the house of the wicked, and the scant measure that is abominable? 

 11Shall I count them pure with the wicked balances, and with the bag of deceitful weights? 

 12For the rich men thereof are full of violence, and the inhabitants thereof have spoken lies, and their tongue is deceitful in their mouth. 

 13Therefore also will I make thee sick in smiting thee, in making thee desolate because of thy sins. 

 14Thou shalt eat, but not be satisfied; and thy casting down shall be in the midst of thee; and thou shalt take hold, but shalt not deliver; and that which thou deliverest will I give up to the sword. 

 15Thou shalt sow, but thou shalt not reap; thou shalt tread the olives, but thou shalt not anoint thee with oil; and sweet wine, but shalt not drink wine. 

 16For the statutes of Omri are kept, and all the works of the house of Ahab, and ye walk in their counsels; that I should make thee a desolation, and the inhabitants thereof an hissing: therefore ye shall bear the reproach of my people.


Hosea 6:5-11

5Therefore have I hewed them by the prophets; I have slain them by the words of my mouth: and thy judgments are as the light that goeth forth. 

6For I desired mercy, and not sacrifice; and the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings. 

7But they like men have transgressed the covenant: there have they dealt treacherously against me. 

8Gilead is a city of them that work iniquity, and is polluted with blood. 

9And as troops of robbers wait for a man, so the company of priests murder in the way by consent: for they commit lewdness. 

10I have seen an horrible thing in the house of Israel: there is the whoredom of Ephraim, Israel is defiled.

 18Do good in thy good pleasure unto Zion: build thou the walls of Jerusalem. 

 19Then shalt thou be pleased with the sacrifices of righteousness, with burnt offering and whole burnt offering: then shall they offer bullocks upon thine altar.

Romans 11:30-32

 30For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief: 

 31Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. 

 32For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all.


Romans 11:30 "For as ye in times past have not believed God,". The times referred to, are the times of ignorance, idolatry, and superstition, when God suffered, put up with the Gentiles unbelief, for many hundreds of thousand of years, to walk in their own ways; while the Jews were His  people, were Chosen by Him above all people upon the earth, separated from them, and distinguished by His goodness toward them.  The Jews had been given His word and Oracles, His judgments and His statutes to direct them, and many other valuable blessings free from His Hand.  Verse 30 of Romans 11 speaks of the times before the coming of the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, when all the people, both Jew and Gentile sat in darkness, and in the region of the shadow of death . . . until Christ appeared:  Who came to Lighten the Gentiles, and He sent His Gospel among them, and which has been attended with great success.  In those times, as now, they were in a state of incredulity: they either, as a whole, did not believe there was a God, or that there was but one God made of three individuals:  Father, Son, and Holy Ghost, at least but very few believed it; and these did not know who He was; nor did they glorify Him as God, the One Triune God, nor did they perform any true Spiritual Worship of and to Him: the far greater part, as today, believed there were more gods, and did service to them which by their very nature were no gods, and fell down to them to offer their worship to idols of gold, and silver, and wood, and stone.

The Gentiles yet have now obtained God's mercy through their unbelief, meaning in the midst of their unbelief God showed them mercy; that is, they were regenerated, effectually Called and converted, through the rich and abundant mercy of God; repentance unto eternal life was granted to them; and faith in our Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as a free Grace gift, was bestowed upon them; and they had been given this application of pardoning Grace and mercy, through the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, made unto them; and all this brought about to them through the unbelief of the Jews: not that their unbelief could be the cause of the Gentiles obtaining mercy; but the Jews not believing in the Messiah, the Only Begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but rejecting Him as such, and contradicting and blaspheming His Gospel, God's Grace and Mercy, and His Gospel, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was taken away from them, and carried to the Gentiles; which because of the Jews unbelief was the means of the Gentiles believing in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and obtaining God's mercy; so that the unbelief of the Jews was the occasion and means, in Providence, of bringing the Gospel to the Gentiles, whereby faith came:


Romans 11:11

 11I say then, Have they stumbled that they should fall? God forbid: but rather through their fall salvation is come unto the Gentiles, for to provoke them to jealousy.

This mercy the Gentiles are said to enjoy "now"; for the present time of the Gospel has been given in the dispensation of mercy to the Gentiles.

Romans 11:31, "Even so have these also now not believed,". Now is the time of the Jews' unbelief, blindness has happened to them, the vail is over their hearts; as was the case with the Gentiles who formerly did not believe God's Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, so the Jews do not now; though they believe there is "a God, and that there is but one God," their worship is in vain as they yet do not believe God in Christ Jesus; nor that the One True God, Jehovah is the Father of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; nor that the Christ is the very Son of God, the true Messiah, the Only Begotten Son of the Father, and the only Savior of the world -- His Family: the Jews do not believe, in either Christ Jesus, in whom the Gentiles have obtained God's mercy; nor in His Gospel, the means of it by which is came; and the Jews did not and do not believe that mercy belongs to the Gentiles, having entertained a notion, believe that the Messiah, and the blessings of mercy and goodness by Him, are peculiar to Israel, so that Gentiles are not to be included.

John 5:23-24

23That all men should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent him. 

 24Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.

The Jews did not believe, nor do they believe today, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the only Begotten Son of God, and without believing this, their worship is in vain; for one MUST honor the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, to honor God the Father.  Why?  You can't separate them, as the Lord Jesus Christ Himself explained . . . I and the Father are one.


John 10:30-33

30I and my Father are one. 

31Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him. 

32Jesus answered them, Many good works have I shewed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me? 

33The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God.


31Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. 



Romans 11:31

31Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain mercy. 

That through your mercy they may obtain mercy . . . Meaning, not through the mercy the Gentiles show to others, but that which they have received of God; and principally intends Grace received by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which springs from the mercy of God, and is a gift of his pure, free, rich Grace; and stands opposed to the unbelief of the Jews, through which the Gentiles are said to obtain mercy; and the meaning: is, that in time to come, the Jews, observing, seeing, seeking the mercy obtained and enjoyed by the Gentiles, will be provoked to jealousy, and stirred up to an emulation of them, that is the Jews will seek for the same mercy at the same hands received by the Gentiles, those of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and in the same way, the Gentiles have had it, and have received it, that is Grace of God in and by His Mercy.

Romans 11:32, "32For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all".

The Apostle Paul's argument here is in favor of God's Call and conversion of the Jews, upon the whole his argument is this:  that since the unbelief of the Gentiles was no bar to their obtaining God's mercy, and that through the infidelity of the Jews; then it cannot be thought, that through the present blindness, hardness of heart, enmity, and unbelief, which even now attend the Jews, that by God's power this can be, nor is any obstacle to their obtaining mercy in the same way the Gentiles have . . . but as the one has been, the other also shall be.



Romans 9:14-16

14What shall we say then? Is there unrighteousness with God? God forbid. 

 15For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion. 

 16So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy.



Luke 18:31-43

31Then he took unto him the twelve, and said unto them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem, and all things that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of man shall be accomplished. 

 32For he shall be delivered unto the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spitefully entreated, and spitted on: 

 33And they shall scourge him, and put him to death: and the third day he shall rise again. 

 34And they understood none of these things: and this saying was hid from them, neither knew they the things which were spoken. 

 35And it came to pass, that as he was come nigh unto Jericho, a certain blind man sat by the way side begging: 

 36And hearing the multitude pass by, he asked what it meant. 

 37And they told him, that Jesus of Nazareth passeth by. 

 38And he cried, saying, Jesus, thou son of David, have mercy on me. 

 39And they which went before rebuked him, that he should hold his peace: but he cried so much the more, Thou son of David, have mercy on me. 

 40And Jesus stood, and commanded him to be brought unto him: and when he was come near, he asked him, 

 41Saying, What wilt thou that I shall do unto thee? And he said, Lord, that I may receive my sight. 

 42And Jesus said unto him, Receive thy sight: thy faith hath saved thee. 

 43And immediately he received his sight, and followed him, glorifying God: and all the people, when they saw it, gave praise unto God.



Matthew 23:13-39

13But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are entering to go in. 

 14Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour widows' houses, and for a pretence make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the greater damnation. 

 15Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass sea and land to make one proselyte, and when he is made, ye make him twofold more the child of hell than yourselves. 

 16Woe unto you, ye blind guides, which say, Whosoever shall swear by the temple, it is nothing; but whosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he is a debtor! 

 17Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gold, or the temple that sanctifieth the gold? 

 18And, Whosoever shall swear by the altar, it is nothing; but whosoever sweareth by the gift that is upon it, he is guilty. 

 19Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gift, or the altar that sanctifieth the gift? 

 20Whoso therefore shall swear by the altar, sweareth by it, and by all things thereon. 

 21And whoso shall swear by the temple, sweareth by it, and by him that dwelleth therein. 

 22And he that shall swear by heaven, sweareth by the throne of God, and by him that sitteth thereon. 

 23Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 

 24Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel. 

 25Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess. 

 26Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also. 

 27Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness. 

 28Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity. 

 29Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of the prophets, and garnish the sepulchres of the righteous, 

 30And say, If we had been in the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in the blood of the prophets. 

 31Wherefore ye be witnesses unto yourselves, that ye are the children of them which killed the prophets. 

 32Fill ye up then the measure of your fathers. 

 33Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell? 

 34Wherefore, behold, I send unto you prophets, and wise men, and scribes: and some of them ye shall kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in your synagogues, and persecute them from city to city: 

 35That upon you may come all the righteous blood shed upon the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel unto the blood of Zacharias son of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar. 

(Note:  Roman Catholics, the false "church," Babylon, the Great Whore, the Mother "church," the Mother of Harlots, took the Old Testament, with the priesthood, and drug it into the New Testament, and took over most of what was the Church, turning it into Baal worship.  These false brethren, who snuck in unawares, are not Christians but are of the Jews (notice the hat, the covering used by the "pope" and cardinals:  A kippah or kipa, also known as a yarmulke) is a hemispherical or platter-shaped cap, usually made of cloth, often worn by Orthodox Jewish men to fulfill the customary requirement held by some orthodox halachic authorities that their head be covered at all times.  http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Kippah  These false brethren, formerly Jews who worship Baal, not True Worshipers who Worship by Sola Scriptura, Sola Scriptura (Latin ablative, "by Scripture alone") is the Doctrine that the Bible contains all knowledge necessary for Salvation and holiness. Consequently, Sola Scriptura demands only those Doctrines are to be admitted or confessed that are found directly within or indirectly by using valid logical deduction or valid deductive reasoning from Holy Scripture alone. However, Sola Scriptura is not a denial of other authorities governing Christian life and devotion. Rather, it simply demands that all other authorities are subordinate to, and are to be corrected by, the written Word of God, the Hold Bible. Sola Scriptura was a foundational Doctrinal principle of the Protestant Reformation held by the Reformers and is a formal principle of Protestantism today.

 38Behold, your house is left unto you desolate. 

 39For I say unto you, Ye shall not see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.
