Romans 3:24-26 
24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:

25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;

26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.


Note:  Faith does not then annul God Law; it fully establishes its authority. It shews man righteously condemned under it, and maintains the authority of God's Law, its power in that condemnation, for it holds all who are under it to be under the full curse of the Law.

God is the Author of that free justification given man by faith in His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, because it pleased Him: and the Lord Jesus Christ is He who suffered punishment for our sins, and in Whom we have complete remission of them: and the means by which we receive that complete remission of sins in by faith in God's complete Atoning work in and by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, who paid the price for sins of all those who Believe, the Born Again Christians, the Elect of God Only, at the Cross of Calvary.  In short, the result is the setting forth of the goodness of God, that by this full Atonement to prove God's complete Mercy toward His Elect, and the faithful in His promises, as He that freely, and of Grace alone, justifies the Born Again Believers.  " . . . faith in His blood . . ."  The name of the blood, His blood, the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ is that which reminds us of the symbol of the old sacrifices in the Old Testament, and that the Truth and substance of these sacrifices is in Christ Jesus alone for man's Salvation, i.e.:  to be Saved, Saved from the Wrath of God against those who do NOT believe, and who then are Judge according to His Law.  ". . . for the remission of sins that are past . . ."  Remission of those sins which we committed when we were His enemies, not Saved, not Born Again Believers, before we were Called His people, Own as Slaves by Him, and then Called His friends, not enemies.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has not, by His sacrifice and death, procured the love and favor of God, but has removed the obstructions which lay in the way of love's appearing and breaking forth; for there was, a Law broken, and thus God's Justice provoked, which had to be attended to, and by the Lord Jesus Christ's sacrifice of Himself He has satisfied both; so that neither the Wrath of God, nor any of the effects of it by His Law, can fall upon the persons for whom the Lord Jesus Christ is the propitiation for, even according to God's Justice itself; so that it is not love, but God's Justice that is made propitious (propitious means organized for the purpose of doing good) for this is all owing to the Grace and the goodness of God, who ". . . hath set him forth, . . ." set the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth forth for this very intent, in His eternal purposes and decrees within His Own Law; in the Promises of the Old Testament, in the types, shadows, and sacrifices of the old Law; by the exhibition of Him in our nature, and in the ministration of the Gospel toward and to His Elect; and this is said to be through faith in his blood. The "blood" of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is that, by which Christ Jesus alone is the propitiation; for without the shedding of that blood alone, Hebrews 9:22  (See at the bottom of the page the Explanation for Hebrews 9:22) there is no Grace offered to man, no redemption, no peace, no reconciliation, or remission of sin; and "faith" in His blood alone is the means by which persons become partakers of the benefits of His propitiation:  which is complete peace, pardon, Atonement, justification, and full adoption into God's family, His world, by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth unto Himself: and the end of the Lord Jesus Christ's being set forth as a propitiation, on the part of God's people, is, for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God: by "sins that are past," are meant, not sins before baptism, nor the sins of a man's life only while we were enemies of Christ Jesus, but in particular are meant the sins of the Old Testament Saints, who lived before the incarnation of Christ, who were not to be made perfect (perfect meaning whole or complete) without us, that is the Born Again Christians.


Hebrews 11:17-40
17 By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son,

18 Of whom it was said, That in Isaac shall thy seed be called:
19 Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; from whence also he received him in a figure.

20 By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning things to come.
21 By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.
22 By faith Joseph, when he died, made mention of the departing of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones.
23 By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and they were not afraid of the king's commandment.
24 By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter;

25 Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;

26 Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompence of the reward.
27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.
28 Through faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them.
29 By faith they passed through the Red sea as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do were drowned.
30 By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they were compassed about seven days.
31 By faith the harlot Rahab perished not with them that believed not, when she had received the spies with peace.

32 And what shall I more say? for the time would fail me to tell of Gedeon, and of Barak, and of Samson, and of Jephthae; of David also, and Samuel, and of the prophets:

33 Who through faith subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions.
34 Quenched the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made strong, waxed valiant in fight, turned to flight the armies of the aliens.

35 Women received their dead raised to life again: and others were tortured, not accepting deliverance; that they might obtain a better resurrection:

36 And others had trial of cruel mockings and scourgings, yea, moreover of bonds and imprisonment:

37 They were stoned, they were sawn asunder, were tempted, were slain with the sword: they wandered about in sheepskins and goatskins; being destitute, afflicted, tormented;

38 (Of whom the world was not worthy:) they wandered in deserts, and in mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth.
39 And these all, having obtained a good report through faith, received not the promise:

40 God having provided some better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect.
Note:  Perfect in the Greek meaning "whole or complete"  completely forgiven, for they received not the promise of complete forgiveness of sins to be made perfect, whole or complete" until the Cross of Calvary.  Where God in and by and through His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth made ONE SACRIFICE FOR SINS FOR ALL TIME.


Hebrews 10:11-13
11 And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins:
12 But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;

13 From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made his footstool.
Note:  Through the oblation of His, the Lord Jesus Christ's of Nazareth sacrifice; and though this is not to be restrained to the Old Testament Believers only, for the Lord Jesus Christ's blood was shed for the remission of all His people's sins, past, present, and those sins yet to come.  Yet the sins of the Saints of Old, before the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ, is particularly designed; which shows the insufficiency of the legal sacrifices by the blood of goats and bulls, and sets forth the efficacy of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood and sacrifice, demonstrates even further that the Lord Jesus Christ blood and sacrifice makes Him to be a perfect Savior, and gives us reason under the present dispensation to hope for pardon, since reconciliation is completely made: "remission" of sin shows us that weakness which sin has brought upon man, and left in man's human nature, whereby it is so enfeebled, that it cannot help itself, and is dead in man's trespasses and sins, and therefore the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was thus set forth, and sent forth, to be the propitiation, in that God's passing by, or overlooking the sin of those who by faith believe God for His Promise of a future One to come, and not punishing them at that time for their sin, as under the former dispensation their sins were to be Judged by God's Law which condemned them only, that is the Letter of the Law, without the Spirit of the Law; and thus shows then the complete forgiveness of it now, and redemption from the wrath of God by the Letter of the Law, by the Atoning blood of the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, "through the forbearance of God"; in deferring the execution of His Justice, until He sent forth His Only Begotten Son to pay the price for their sin, and in expecting satisfaction by executing His Justice upon His Own Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which it pleased God to do; which shows the Grace and goodness of God to His people, and the trust and confidence God the Father  put in His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ: the other end on the part of God, in setting forth Christ Jesus alone to be a propitiation, was to declare his righteousness:


Psalm 22:31

31 They shall come, and shall declare his righteousness unto a people that shall be born, that he hath done this.

The meaning is the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which was before hid, but now manifested (made known); and thus the righteousness of God the Father, His faithfulness in His promises relating to that of the redeemer, His Messiah, His Christ, His Only Begotten Son, His Grace and goodness in the mission of His Son, the Holiness and purity of His very nature, and His exacting Justice, in avenging sin by executing man's His Justice upon His own Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth at the Cross of Calvary, as the surety His people (surety means:  a formal engagement (as a pledge) given for the fulfillment of an undertaking : guarantee by one who has become legally liable for the debt, default, or failure in duty of another): the execution of this was Prophesized  from the beginning; the types and sacrifices of the God's Law prefigured it; the Prophecies of the Old Testament express it; and the sufferings and death of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth openly declare it, since God spared not His own Son, but sheathed the Sword of God's Justice against His people in Him.


Hebrews 9:22

22 And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.


Note:  "And almost all things are by the law purged with blood, . . ."  All "except a few things," for some things were cleansed by water, and others purged by fire:


Numbers 31:23

23 Every thing that may abide the fire, ye shall make it go through the fire, and it shall be clean : nevertheless it shall be purified with the water of separation: and all that abideth not the fire ye shall make go through the water.
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
