Revelation 21:1-8

1 And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.

2 And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

3 And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.

4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.

5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

6 And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely.

7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son.

8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.



Note:  The new Heaven and the new earth will not be separate from each other.  God will make a new earth as He first made it, without sin, without death, without decay.  The earth that was once the Saints, of the Saints, as man had come from the dust of the ground, the earthly man, now Born Again as a spiritual being, a Christian, the Elect of God will have new  glorified bodies, which will be Heavenly. The old world, the old earth, with all its troubles and tumults, will have passed away. There will be no sea.  Sea represents both good and bad mixed together.  Having no more sea doesn't mean the ocean.  There will be water throughout the world, a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, coming from the Throne of God and the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in the New Jerusalem on earth.  Revelation 7:17 , Revelation 22:1-5

Matthew 13:47-48

47 Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind:

48 Which, when it was full, they drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into vessels, but cast the bad away.


The sea is always in turmoil, constantly going out and coming in, mixing good and bad together.  No more sea, as the Lord Jesus Christ came for His world.  World is the Greek word Kosmos which means:  (literally, "something ordered") – properly, an "ordered system" (like the universe, creation); the world.  An organized group.  A family.  This family, made a family by those who were not previously a family, not a people of God, are those adopted members, the Lord Jesus Christ's sheep, His flock, who are made a flock of the Lord Jesus Christ's by being adopted into His family by the Lord Jesus Christ unto Himself.

1 Peter 2:10
10 Which in time past were not a people, but are now the people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.

Note:  God's choice of them in Christ Jesus, before the foundation of the world, that they should be made Holy by separation from sin, being set apart to God, and sanctified by His Holy Spirit, in consequence of their Election in Christ Jesus. All who are Chosen to happiness as the end result of the Lord Jesus Christ's perfect sacrifice of Himself at Calvary, are Chosen to holiness as the means. In love they were predestinated, foreordained, to be adopted as children of God by their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for their Salvation, and to be openly admitted to the privileges of that high relation to Himself. The reconciled and adopted Born Again Believer, the pardoned sinner, gives all the praise of his salvation to his Gracious Heavenly Father. God the Father's love appointed this method of redemption, spared not His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and brought non-believers to hear and embrace this Salvation. to become Born Again Believers, as the very Elect of God. It was rich Grace to provide such a surety as His Only Begotten Son, and freely to deliver Him up to be murdered, which God had planned before the foundation of the world. 

Revelation 13:8
8 And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.

This method of Grace gives no encouragement to evil, but shows sin in all its hatefulness, and how it deserves vengeance. The Born Again Believer's actions, as well as his words, declare rightly the praises of Divine Mercy.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came for His own, His world, His family.  The Lord Jesus Christ came with a sword to divide His family out from the turmoil of the sea.  No more sea aptly represents freedom from sin, conflicting passions, temptations, troubles, changes, pain, suffering, harm, guilt, tears, or alarms. Whatever can divide or interrupt the Communion of the Born Again Saints of God is removed for all eternity never more to trouble a True Worshiper of God. This New Jerusalem is the Church, the Bride of the Lord Jesus Christ Nazareth Who paid for her with His Own blood, redeeming her for His Own, and it represents the Church in its new and perfect state, the Church triumphant. Its blessedness came wholly from God alone, and depends wholly on Him alone. The presence of God with His people in Heaven, will not be interrupt as it is on earth.  God will dwell with His Church, His people, and He will be with them continually. All effects of former trouble shall be done away. The True Worshipers of God, the True Church of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth have often been in tears, by reason of sin, because of affliction, and because of the calamities of the Church.  However, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth makes all things new, and there are no signs, no remembrance of former sorrows which shall remain.

Here on the earth, though, before the Church Triumphant, is hated, and very often the most hatred is directed at the True Worshipers by those who call themselves Christians, but are tares within the Church, who are deceived into believing they are Christians and deceived by satan in believing they are doing the Will of God.  However, just like the organized system of religion, Judaism of the time of the Lord Jesus Christ who persecuted Him, believing they were righteous before God in doing so, that is persecuting the Lord Jesus Christ and His Church, this will happen to the True Church here on earth today.  No just by the Jews, but by those within the organized system of religion called Christianity today, but which is not.  Just as the organized religion persecuted the Lord Jesus Christ, the same today will persecute the Born Again Believers who will NOT comprise their faith by going along with the worldly "churches."  These worldly "churches" that drag in all things worldly into their "church," their music, putting on plays, providing entertainment, instead of expounding on and Preaching the Word of God.  Instead, they glorify themselves, worship themselves, and make the church leaders wealthy.




Matthew 10:22
22 And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's sake: but he that endureth to the end shall be saved.

John 15:18
18 If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.


Note:  Again, like the sea above, the unorganized masses with both good and bad mixed together, Matthew 10:24-42 below shows God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth explaining the process of coming with a Sword (The Sword of God's Holy Spirit, which is the Word of God.  Ephesians 6:17) and dividing His out of the sea, the world of satan, dividing down into family units, and taking His own by adoption into His world, His family.


Matthew 10:24-42

24 The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant above his lord.

25 It is enough for the disciple that he be as his master, and the servant as his lord. If they have called the master of the house Beelzebub, how much more shall they call them of his household?

26 Fear them not therefore: for there is nothing covered, that shall not be revealed; and hid, that shall not be known.

27 What I tell you in darkness, that speak ye in light: and what ye hear in the ear, that preach ye upon the housetops.

28 And fear not them which kill the body, but are not able to kill the soul: but rather fear him which is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

Note:  Fear God! Not satan.  God has the power to kill the soul and destroy both the soul and body in hell.  Fear Him, fear God!
Ecclesiastes 12:13
13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.


29 Are not two sparrows sold for a farthing? and one of them shall not fall on the ground without your Father.

30 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered.

31 Fear ye not therefore, ye are of more value than many sparrows.

32 Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven.

33 But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven.

34 Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.

35 For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.

36 And a man's foes shall be they of his own household.

Note:  My own daughter, Alexandra, who will be 22 years old in April of this year, 2013, has nothing to do with me.  She says she doesn't believe in this Christianity stuff, and doesn't want to be around me because I do, and she says I constantly am teaching her about Him.  I don't act any different to my son, Matthew.  Matthew has not rejected me, although he is not a Christian.  We still communicate regularly, and he comes and visits me from Columbia, MO.


37 He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me.

38 And he that taketh not his cross, and followeth after me, is not worthy of me.

39 He that findeth his life shall lose it: and he that loseth his life for my sake shall find it.

40 He that receiveth you receiveth me, and he that receiveth me receiveth him that sent me.

41 He that receiveth a prophet in the name of a prophet shall receive a prophet's reward; and he that receiveth a righteous man in the name of a righteous man shall receive a righteous man's reward.

42 And whosoever shall give to drink unto one of these little ones a cup of cold water only in the name of a disciple, verily I say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward.

Note:  " . . . one of these little ones  . . . ," who in the sight of the world are vile and abject, even a cup of cold water . . . . The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gradually descends for us from the Prophets down to the righteous men, and from righteous men, to those of the lowest form and class among them, here called the little ones of faith.  The little ones of faith who have the least measure of God's Grace, and even the smallest share of spiritual knowledge and Light.  Those here called little ones who are outwardly the poorest, meanest, and most contemptible in the eyes of the world, and are thus the little, even thought of as the least of the Saints, maybe even so in their own esteem and account.  Here on earth, whosoever takes notice but of one of these by offering to them the smallest gesture in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and gives him even the smallest encouragement to take care of either their physical or spiritual needs, even just a cup of cold water only, is regarded by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, here used to express the least favor, or benefit whatever.  This is said to prevent any objection, on account of the mean and low condition one of the Brethren may be in, to relieving their necessities, as everyone is capable of doing this, offering a cup of cold water, and if they can do no more, it is accepted. 

Now whosoever takes notice of, and shows favor to the meanest, the little ones of the Lord Jesus Christ's people, the Brethren, though it be but bestowing so small a benefit as a cup of cold water, yet, if it is done in the name of another follower of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, a Disciple, that is a learner of the Lord Jesus Christ, Christ Jesus says, ". . . verily I say unto you, he shall in no wise lose his reward".  That is, God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will remember the kindness done in His Name, or even the name of one of His Disciples.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth takes what is done to the least of His brethren, as done to Himself.


Matthew 25:31-45

31 When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory:

32 And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats:

33 And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left.

34 Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:

35 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in:

36 Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me.

37 Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink?

38 When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee?

39 Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee?

40 And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.

41 Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:

42 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink:

43 I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.

44 Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee?

45 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.
