1 John 4:1
1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.

The Greek word here for try means:  to test, examine, prove, scrutinize (to see whether a thing is genuine or not), as metals to recognize as genuine after examination, to approve, deem worthy:  try/test, to see if it (the coin, or one's word to see if it is as good as gold, or true) whether or not the coin (one's word)can be accepted, (particularly of coins used as money:  acceptable currency),  to see if it would be accepted, pleasing, or acceptable.  

Try/test, means to test against some standard, i.e.:

How to test for real gold using an acid testing kit. . .  I ordered the box through the mail.  The testing kit for gold which arrived contained one page of instructions, a test stone, and several bottles of acid. There were acid testing solutions for:  platinum, silver, 10 carat gold, 14 carat gold, 18 carat gold, and 22 carat gold.

The instructions start with taking the stone and rubbing the gold or platinum jewelry on the stone backward and forward, at least twice, which leaves some of the gold or platinum scraped off behind on the stone. Since, I was testing for gold, I then placed a small amount of one of the acid testing solutions on the test stone. If an acid rated at a higher carat is placed on a metal then the color will change.  However, if the testing acid and the gold carat are the same . . . then the color will remain the same. So, if you were to place an 18 carat rated acid on 14 carat gold:  the color will change.  If, though, you place 14 carat rated acid on 14 carat gold:  then the color will NOT change.  If the same, the color is the same.  Therefore, trying the gold, the test is this:  does it add up TO THE SAME, does the color remain.  In essence, is it the same thing.  If it does not remain, that is, if it is NOT THE SAME, the color is different.  It therefore fails the test.

Therefore, Brethren, we are COMMANDED to TRY the Spirits (test against the ONE and ONLY standard) the Word of God, to see if the one who says they speak for God, has the Words of God, that there words are as good as gold.  Why, be NOT DECEIVED . . .  Everything that resembles God's Word, is not God's Word, particular when mixed with false Doctrine, EVEN if God's Word.  An example, is when satan used God's Word to tempt the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, if though that was actually possible.  Yes, satan spoke God's Words, quoted Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, but twisted those words, and therefore mixed in with the TRUE GOLD of God's Holy Word, satan's words, therefore, was "FOOL'S GOLD," false gold, false Truth, false words, words which where not of God, not of God's Truth.

Matthew 4: 1-11

1 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil.

2 And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred.

3 And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou be the Son of God, command that these stones be made bread.

4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.

5 Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple,

6 And saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone.

Note:  Psalm 91:11, 11 For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways.

7 Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God.

8 Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them;

9 And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me.

10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve.

Note:  Deuteronomy 6:13, 13 Thou shalt fear the Lord thy God, and serve him, and shalt swear by his name.

True Worship includes both an internal and external reverence and fear of God: the word "only" in verse 10 directly above, is not in the original text of Deuteronomy 6:13, but is added by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; and is done very justly; partly to express the emphasis which is on the word "Him"; and in perfect agreement with the context, which requires it.

11 Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.



Fools gold:  The mineral pyrite, or iron pyrite, is an iron sulfide with the formula FeS2. This mineral's metallic luster and pale brass-yellow hue have earned it the nickname fool's gold because of its resemblance to gold.

Despite being nicknamed fool's gold, pyrite is sometimes found in association with small quantities of gold. If using the Bible's Command, fool's gold (false words that claim to come from God and are His Truth) are mixed with small quantities of gold (God's Truth, God's Word) and this is done to deceive.  Partial Truth masked a lie.
