Eating or drinking blood is forbidden by God.  God's children, those Called of God, the True Worshipers, Born Again Believers are Commanded NOT to eat blood, nor to drink it (which is eating it,) but we are Commanded to pour it on the ground when eating an animal slain.  To eat (drink) blood in ANY fashion (not just having rare meat cooked when you have a steak,) but collecting the blood for the main purpose of eating or drinking it is the worship of satan.

Here are some satanic examples of eating (drinking) blood:

Genesis 9:1-6

1 And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth.

2 And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and upon every fowl of the air, upon all that moveth upon the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea; into your hand are they delivered.

3 Every moving thing that liveth shall be meat for you; even as the green herb have I given you all things.
4 But flesh with the life thereof, which is the blood thereof, shall ye not eat.

5 And surely your blood of your lives will I require; at the hand of every beast will I require it, and at the hand of man; at the hand of every man's brother will I require the life of man.

6 Whoso sheddeth man's blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the image of God made he man.


Note:  "But flesh with the life thereof, which is the blood thereof (that is, raw flesh) shall ye not eat."  This is the only exception to the eating of flesh; it was not to be eaten with the blood in it, which is said to be its life; not that the blood is of itself the life, but because it is a means of life, and that being exhausted, the creature must die, and because the animal and vital spirits appear to us most vigorous in it; yea, it is the ailment and support of them, and which furnishes out the greatest quantity of them.  While life is in the blood, or while the creature is yet living, as a creature designed for food should be properly killed, and its blood let out, bled upon the ground.  That the creature should not be devoured alive, as by a beast.  As a beast that would devour raw flesh or a man acting or who is like a beast such as a cannibal would do.  There might have been riotous flesh eaters before the flood.  There are those of many nations that have decided that as flesh without the blood might be eaten, so blood properly let out, and dressed, or mixed with other things, might be eaten separately; God's Law says contrary.  The blood must be poured upon the ground, not eaten.  Though God had made man as lords over the creatures, and had given man dominion over them, yet man as were the beast yet subjects to the Creator, and under the restraints of His Law.  God made man above the other creatures, as lords over them man must not be hasty in taking their food, but stay the preparing of it; not like King Saul's soldiers, 1 Samuel 14:32, nor as riotous eaters of flesh, Proverbs 23:19-21.  Man were to be lords, but not tyrants; they might kill creatures for their profit, but not torment them for their pleasure, nor tear away the member of a creature while it was yet alive, and eat it.  As the life of the sacrifice was accepted for the life of the sinner, blood must not be looked upon as a common thing, but must be poured out before the Lord, Deuteronomy 12:26-28, either upon God's altar or upon His earth.


It was thought by many heathen "religions" that as life was in the blood and that drinking blood made one "unite with their 'god,' " as there is no other God but Jehovah, drinking blood was then the worship of devils, demons, that they called "god".  When God first permitted man to eat flesh, God Commanded Noah, and in him all his posterity, whenever they killed any creature for food, to abstain from the blood thereof. 


Leviticus 17:10-11

10 And whatsoever man there be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among you, that eateth any manner of blood; I will even set my face against that soul that eateth blood, and will cut him off from among his people.

11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul. 


Leviticus 17:14

14 For it is the life of all flesh; the blood of it is for the life thereof: therefore I said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall eat the blood of no manner of flesh: for the life of all flesh is the blood thereof: whosoever eateth it shall be cut off.





Deuteronomy 12:21-25


21 If the place which the Lord thy God hath chosen to put his name there be too far from thee, then thou shalt kill of thy herd and of thy flock, which the Lord hath given thee, as I have commanded thee, and thou shalt eat in thy gates whatsoever thy soul lusteth after.

22 Even as the roebuck and the hart is eaten, so thou shalt eat them: the unclean and the clean shall eat of them alike.

23 Only be sure that thou eat not the blood: for the blood is the life; and thou mayest not eat the life with the flesh.

24 Thou shalt not eat it; thou shalt pour it upon the earth as water.

25 Thou shalt not eat it; that it may go well with thee, and with thy children after thee, when thou shalt do that which is right in the sight of the Lord.




Acts 15:13-20

13 And after they had held their peace, James answered, saying, Men and brethren, hearken unto me:

14 Simeon hath declared how God at the first did visit the Gentiles, to take out of them a people for his name.

15 And to this agree the words of the prophets; as it is written,

16 After this I will return, and will build again the tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; and I will build again the ruins thereof, and I will set it up:

17 That the residue of men might seek after the Lord, and all the Gentiles, upon whom my name is called, saith the Lord, who doeth all these things.

18 Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the world.

19 Wherefore my sentence is, that we trouble not them, which from among the Gentiles are turned to God:

20 But that we write unto them, that they abstain from pollutions of idols, and from fornication, and from things strangled, and from blood.
