2 Thessalonians 2:1-5
 
1 Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him,

2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.

3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;

4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that he is God.

5 Remember ye not, that, when I was yet with you, I told you these things?

6 And now ye know what withholdeth that he might be revealed in his time.

7 For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth will let, until he be taken out of the way.

8 And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming:

9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,

10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.

11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

Note:  They are delusional, God withholds His Truth from those who are NOT His, as He shows compassion and mercy to those He Chooses. Exodus 33:19; Romans 9:18

12 That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.
 
 
 
Matthew 13:10-12
 
10 And the disciples came, and said unto him, Why speakest thou unto them in parables?

11 He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given.

12 For whosoever hath, to him shall be given, and he shall have more abundance: but whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken away even that he hath.
 
 


Matthew 18:3
3 And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.

Note:  We cannot become as little children by regaining our innocence.  That is lost forever.  Little children trust what adults, especially their parents, say.  They do NOT demand "free will," to choose to accept what is given them, nor do they demand anything but that which their parents provide for them.  Children may throw a fit wanting something that there parents will not provide, but ultimately they accept fully what has been given them, if they are obedient children.  Their parents provide for all their needs, not their wants.  Loving parents provide unconditional love, instruction, discipline, safety, etc . . .  God as our Father does all these things for His children.  We claim nothing when coming to God.  We know that we believe, because God has Called us to believe.  As no man comes to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth without the Father Calling them.  John 6:65 Others, were not Called, and will never believe.  They cannot understand the Truth of Holy Scripture.  They hold and demand their own free will to come to God.  Born Again Christians simply bow the knee, and pray that God's Will is done in our lives.  Period.
 

Hebrews 12:5-11
 
5 And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:

6 For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth.

7 If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?

8 But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.

9 Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live?

10 For they verily for a few days chastened us after their own pleasure; but he for our profit, that we might be partakers of his holiness.

11 Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby.



2 Timothy 3:15-17

15 And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.

16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:

17 That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.
 
 

Matthew 13:15
15 For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.
 
 

Mark 4:12
12 That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.




Isaiah 6:1-12 

1 In the year that king Uzziah died I saw also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, and his train filled the temple.
Note:  Here, the Prophet Isaiah saw the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth upon His Throne . . .  In this figurative vision, the Temple in Heaven is thrown open to view, even to the most Holy place. The Prophet Isaiah, standing outside the Temple, sees the Divine Presence seated on the Mercy-seat, raised over the Ark of the Covenant, between the Cherubim and Seraphim, and the Divine Glory of God filled the whole Temple. See now the Mighty God, come as a babe to man, upon His Throne. Isaiah 9:6 This vision is explained by the Lord Jesus Christ in John 12:32-43.  The Prophet Isaiah now saw the Lord Jesus Christ's Glory, and spake of Him, which is a full proof that our Lord and Savior is God. Titus 2:13-14  In the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God is seated on a Throne of Grace; and through Him the way into the Holiest is laid open.  John 14:6  See God's Holy Temple, His Church on earth, filled with His Glory, made up of Living Stones, under Him, the Head being the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the Head Corner Stone. 1 Peter 2:1-10 The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's train, the skirts of His robes, filled the whole Temple, the whole world, for it is all God's Temple. Acts 7:47-49 Yet He dwells in every contrite heart turned from stone into a heart of flesh where He writes His Laws. Ezekiel 11:19; Ezekiel 36:26 See the blessed attendants by whom His Government is served. Above the Throne stood the Holy Angels, called Seraphim, which means "burners;" they burn in love to God, and have an eternal zeal for His Glory against sin. The Seraphim showing their faces veiled, declares that they are ready to yield obedience to all God's Commands, though they do not understand the secret reasons of His Counsels, His Government, nor His Promises. All vain-glory, ambition, ignorance, and pride, would be done away by one view of the Lord Jesus Christ in all His Glory upon the Throne. This awful vision of the Divine Majesty overwhelmed the Prophet Isaiah with a sense of his own vileness. We are undone if there is not a Mediator between us and this Holy God.  1 Timothy 2:5  A man cannot look on God in man's sinful nature.  The purity, the brightness of God would consume him.  A glimpse of Heavenly Glory is enough to convince us that all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags. Isaiah 64:6  Nor is there a man that would dare to even speak to the Lord God, if he saw the purity, the Justice, Holiness, and Majesty of God, without at the same time being able to discern His Glorious Mercy and Grace in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Romans 9:18; John 1:14; John 1:17; 2 John 1:3  The live coal here denotes the assurance given to the Prophet Isaiah, of pardon, and acceptance in his work, through the Atonement of the Lord Jesus Christ. Nothing is powerful alone to cleanse and comfort the soul, but what is taken from the Lord Jesus Christ's satisfaction and intercession. The taking away of a man's sin is necessary to our speaking with confidence and comfort, even though we are still sinful beings all a man's sins are taking away, forgiven, when he is saved by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for his Salvation.  When this happens a man can speak confidently and comfortably with assurance to God in prayer, or from God in a man's Preaching if he is Called of God to Preach His Word; and these shall have all of their sins taken away who complain of it as a burden, and see themselves in danger of being undone by it, and who mourn over it, and turn to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for their Salvation. It is great comfort to those whom God sends, that they go for God, and may therefore speak in His Name, assured that He will bear them out.
 
2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.

3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory.
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4 And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke.

5 Then said I, Woe is me! for I am undone; because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts.

6 Then flew one of the seraphims unto me, having a live coal in his hand, which he had taken with the tongs from off the altar:

7 And he laid it upon my mouth, and said, Lo, this hath touched thy lips; and thine iniquity is taken away, and thy sin purged.

8 Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I; send me.

9 And he said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not; and see ye indeed, but perceive not.

10 Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and convert, and be healed.

11 Then said I, Lord, how long? And he answered, Until the cities be wasted without inhabitant, and the houses without man, and the land be utterly desolate,

12 And the Lord have removed men far away, and there be a great forsaking in the midst of the land.
 
 
John 12:40
40 He hath blinded their eyes, and hardened their heart; that they should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their heart, and be converted, and I should heal them.

 
Acts 3:19
19 Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord.
 
 
Acts 28:27
27 For the heart of this people is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes have they closed; lest they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.
