Psalm 7:11
11 God judgeth the righteous, and God is angry with the wicked every day.

Note:  Angry here in the Hebrew means:  To abhor, find abominable, be angry, defy, have indignation towards.  Properly, to foam at the mouth, i.e. To be enraged and find abominable, to abhor.

God is always the same in His Nature, and God has the same aversion to sin continually.  Sin is against God's Righteousness, and God's Justice demands death for any sin.  All sin is against God alone, www.alemattec.com/Defining sin, Billy Graham's powerful reach and apostasy, Promise Keepers!.doc.  Although God is not always making men examples of His Wrath, yet God's Wrath is revealed from Heaven against all unrighteousness of men, Romans 1:17-19.  There are frequent stances of God's Wrath toward the ungodly, against wicked evil men.  Even when God is silent God is still angry, and in His Own time God will stir up all His Wrath, and rebuke all the wicked and shall laugh and vex them in God's burning hot displeasure.





Psalm 2:1-12
1 Why do the heathen rage, and the people imagine a vain thing?

2 The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against the Lord, and against his anointed, saying,

3 Let us break their bands asunder, and cast away their cords from us.
4 He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord shall have them in derision.

5 Then shall he speak unto them in his wrath, and vex them in his sore displeasure.

Note:  Sore in the Hebrew means:  Burning.  Burning anger!  Properly, sore displeasure, fierceness, fury, fierceness of His wrath!  The best day that ever dawns on a sinner brings a curse with it. Sinners may have many feast days and be happier on this earth day-to-day than even Born Again Believers, as sinners are happy in and love their sins (their darkness,) because their deeds are evil, John 3:19, but the wicked have no safe days.  Their days, those of the wicked, from the beginning of the year even to its ending, has not an hour, yea, has not a minute or even a second, in which God's oven is not hot, and burning in readiness for the wicked, who shall be as stubble. 

6 Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion.
7 I will declare the decree: the Lord hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.
8 Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession.

9 Thou shalt break them with a rod of iron; thou shalt dash them in pieces like a potter's vessel.

10 Be wise now therefore, O ye kings: be instructed, ye judges of the earth.

11 Serve the Lord with fear, and rejoice with trembling.
12 Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from the way, when his wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed are all they that put their trust in him.


Nahum 1:2-8

2 God is jealous, and the Lord revengeth; the Lord revengeth, and is furious; the Lord will take vengeance on his adversaries, and he reserveth wrath for his enemies.
3 The Lord is slow to anger, and great in power, and will not at all acquit the wicked: the Lord hath his way in the whirlwind and in the storm, and the clouds are the dust of his feet.
4 He rebuketh the sea, and maketh it dry, and drieth up all the rivers: Bashan languisheth, and Carmel, and the flower of Lebanon languisheth.
5 The mountains quake at him, and the hills melt, and the earth is burned at his presence, yea, the world, and all that dwell therein.

6 Who can stand before his indignation? and who can abide in the fierceness of his anger? his fury is poured out like fire, and the rocks are thrown down by him.
7 The Lord is good, a strong hold in the day of trouble; and he knoweth them that trust in him.

8 But with an overrunning flood he will make an utter end of the place thereof, and darkness shall pursue his enemies.
Job 21:30
30 That the wicked is reserved to the day of destruction? they shall be brought forth to the day of wrath.
Note:  The wicked have a reservation . . .

Proverbs 11:23
23 The desire of the righteous is only good: but the expectation of the wicked is wrath.
Isaiah 61:1-3

1 The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me; because the Lord hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound;

2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;

3 To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that he might be glorified.
Isaiah 63:1-6

1 Who is this that cometh from Edom, with dyed garments from Bozrah? this that is glorious in his apparel, travelling in the greatness of his strength? I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save.
2 Wherefore art thou red in thine apparel, and thy garments like him that treadeth in the winefat?

3 I have trodden the winepress alone; and of the people there was none with me: for I will tread them in mine anger, and trample them in my fury; and their blood shall be sprinkled upon my garments, and I will stain all my raiment.

4 For the day of vengeance is in mine heart, and the year of my redeemed is come.
5 And I looked, and there was none to help; and I wondered that there was none to uphold: therefore mine own arm brought salvation unto me; and my fury, it upheld me.
6 And I will tread down the people in mine anger, and make them drunk in my fury, and I will bring down their strength to the earth.
Jeremiah 32:36-40


36 And now therefore thus saith the Lord, the God of Israel, concerning this city, whereof ye say, It shall be delivered into the hand of the king of Babylon by the sword, and by the famine, and by the pestilence;

37 Behold, I will gather them out of all countries, whither I have driven them in mine anger, and in my fury, and in great wrath; and I will bring them again unto this place, and I will cause them to dwell safely:
38 And they shall be my people, and I will be their God:

39 And I will give them one heart, and one way, that they may fear me for ever, for the good of them, and of their children after them:
40 And I will make an everlasting covenant with them, that I will not turn away from them, to do them good; but I will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall not depart from me.
Ezekiel 22:19-21

19 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Because ye are all become dross, behold, therefore I will gather you into the midst of Jerusalem.
20 As they gather silver, and brass, and iron, and lead, and tin, into the midst of the furnace, to blow the fire upon it, to melt it; so will I gather you in mine anger and in my fury, and I will leave you there, and melt you.
21 Yea, I will gather you, and blow upon you in the fire of my wrath, and ye shall be melted in the midst therof.
Ezekiel 36:16-38

16 Moreover the word of the Lord came unto me, saying,

17 Son of man, when the house of Israel dwelt in their own land, they defiled it by their own way and by their doings: their way was before me as the uncleanness of a removed woman.
18 Wherefore I poured my fury upon them for the blood that they had shed upon the land, and for their idols wherewith they had polluted it:

19 And I scattered them among the heathen, and they were dispersed through the countries: according to their way and according to their doings I judged them.
20 And when they entered unto the heathen, whither they went, they profaned my holy name, when they said to them, These are the people of the Lord, and are gone forth out of his land.
21 But I had pity for mine holy name, which the house of Israel had profaned among the heathen, whither they went.
22 Therefore say unto the house of Israel, thus saith the Lord God; I do not this for your sakes, O house of Israel, but for mine holy name's sake, which ye have profaned among the heathen, whither ye went.

23 And I will sanctify my great name, which was profaned among the heathen, which ye have profaned in the midst of them; and the heathen shall know that I am the Lord, saith the Lord God, when I shall be sanctified in you before their eyes.
24 For I will take you from among the heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and will bring you into your own land.
25 Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you.
26 A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.

Note:  The Word of the Lord, in the Hand of the Holy Spirit, is a means of breaking such hard stony hearts which are dead in their trespasses and sins, Ephesians 2:1; Colossians 2:12-15, as God is able to raise up these stones (stony hearts) until children of Abraham, Matthew 3:9.  God in His Mercy toward His world, i.e.:  His Family, those Chosen to be adopted unto Him by the Lord Jesus Christ before the foundation of the world, Ephesians 1:4-14, hath taking away the obduracy (Obduracy:  stubbornly persistent in wrongdoing and hardness) of them in refusing to come to God through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone.  Even though there is a legal contrition of it, through the Law part of His Word, by which there is a knowledge of their sin, and the soul is wounded with a sense of it, and sore broken; without any view of pardon, righteousness, and Salvation by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  God can cause His Holy Word to break the stony heart, in which He then quickens by bringing to life one's spirit that was dead, and places His Seed, His Holy Spirit within their heart causing it to be Spiritually alive, "a heart of flesh".  Thus, there is an evangelical contrition or brokenness of (stony) heart, through the Gospel part of the Word, by means of which the stony heart is not only broken, but melted and dissolved into true evangelical repentance for sin, through the discoveries by faith of a Savior bruised and broken for a sinners sin, and through a view of free and full pardon by the Lord Jesus Christ's blood alone, and justification by His righteousness alone. Now the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth itself is only an instrument that God through His Holy Spirit uses.  The Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ is not the efficient cause of all this; as a hammer is but an instrument, and a passive one, for it can do nothing of itself.  A hammer must be taken up and used by a powerful hand, or it can do no execution of its own.  What is a hammer without a hand? Therefore, the Gospel is only an instrument in the Hand of the Lord Jesus Christ by which when He takes His Word into His Own hand, and strikes with it through the Power of the Holy Spirit through His Word, His Gospel, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will break the hardest heart in pieces, and make a stony heart a heart of flesh.  Thus, quickening and making alive one in Christ Jesus having been granted eternal life in, by, and through the Lord Jesus Christ, alone.
27 And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.

28 And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers; and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God.
29 I will also save you from all your uncleannesses: and I will call for the corn, and will increase it, and lay no famine upon you.

30 And I will multiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that ye shall receive no more reproach of famine among the heathen.

31 Then shall ye remember your own evil ways, and your doings that were not good, and shall lothe yourselves in your own sight for your iniquities and for your abominations.

32 Not for your sakes do I this, saith the Lord God, be it known unto you: be ashamed and confounded for your own ways, O house of Israel.

33 Thus saith the Lord God; In the day that I shall have cleansed you from all your iniquities I will also cause you to dwell in the cities, and the wastes shall be builded.

34 And the desolate land shall be tilled, whereas it lay desolate in the sight of all that passed by.

35 And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the garden of Eden; and the waste and desolate and ruined cities are become fenced, and are inhabited.

36 Then the heathen that are left round about you shall know that I the Lord build the ruined places, and plant that that was desolate: I the Lord have spoken it, and I will do it.

37 Thus saith the Lord God; I will yet for this be enquired of by the house of Israel, to do it for them; I will increase them with men like a flock.

38 As the holy flock, as the flock of Jerusalem in her solemn feasts; so shall the waste cities be filled with flocks of men: and they shall know that I am the Lord.
Psalm 5:4
4 For thou art not a God that hath pleasure in wickedness: neither shall evil dwell with thee.
Ezekiel 18:23
23 Have I any pleasure at all that the wicked should die? saith the Lord God: and not that he should return from his ways, and live?
Ezekiel 33:11
11 Say unto them, As I live, saith the Lord God, I have no pleasure in the death of the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his way and live: turn ye, turn ye from your evil ways; for why will ye die, O house of Israel?

Romans 2:4-11


4 Or despisest thou the riches of his goodness and forbearance and longsuffering; not knowing that the goodness of God leadeth thee to repentance?
5 But after thy hardness and impenitent heart treasurest up unto thyself wrath against the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God;
6 Who will render to every man according to his deeds:
7 To them who by patient continuance in well doing seek for glory and honour and immortality, eternal life:
8 But unto them that are contentious, and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness, indignation and wrath,

9 Tribulation and anguish, upon every soul of man that doeth evil, of the Jew first, and also of the Gentile;
10 But glory, honour, and peace, to every man that worketh good, to the Jew first, and also to the Gentile:
11 For there is no respect of persons with God.
Revelation 16:19
19 And the great city was divided into three parts, and the cities of the nations fell: and great Babylon came in remembrance before God, to give unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of his wrath.

Note:  www.alemattec.com/The Cup.doc.  The Great City was divided into three parts . . . which is not meant Christendom, distinguished or divided into:  Protestants, Papists, and neutrals.  As in the day that this occurs, the "churches," once called Protestant, "those that protested the error and evil of the Roman Catholic 'church'" have become again like "mommy," i.e.:  the "mother church," the Roman Catholic "church".  Neither is this the City of Jerusalem, inhabited by Christians, Jews, and Muslims, also called "the great city," Revelation 11:8.  Nor is this the City of Rome itself, the seat of the beast, the antiChrist, the "pope," which will have suffered under the fifth vial, Revelation 16:10-11.  This is the "woman, the mother church" which is the whole of the Romish jurisdiction, which is the great city, that reigns over the kings of the earth, Revelation 17:18, Rome, the Roman Catholic "church".  

"And the great city was divided into three parts, . . . "  Divided into three parts is either in reference to the three heads of the "mother church, the Roman Catholic "church,":  The Dragon, the Beast, and the false Prophet, or to the three unclean spirits that come out of them, which will lead on to this ruin.  Though the allusion seems rather to be to the destruction of Jerusalem, Ezekiel 5:1-12 . . . 

Ezekiel 5:2,12

2 Thou shalt burn with fire a third part in the midst of the city, when the days of the siege are fulfilled: and thou shalt take a third part, and smite about it with a knife: and a third part thou shalt scatter in the wind; and I will draw out a sword after them.


12 A third part of thee shall die with the pestilence, and with famine shall they be consumed in the midst of thee: and a third part shall fall by the sword round about thee; and I will scatter a third part into all the winds, and I will draw out a sword after them.
However, Revelation 16:19, above, denotes the utter ruin of the Romish antichrist, in all its branches and remains.  A tenth part of this Great City will fall towards the close of the sixth trumpet, Revelation 11:13, and now all the other nine parts will fall, in a threefold division, which will be made of the Great City, each division then containing three parts.  


The Great City, the Great Babylon came in remembrance before God, Revelation 18:5.  Rome, is the seat of the beast, which is affected under the fifth vial, and the Great City is thus affected and since no other is called Babylon in this Book of Revelation but the Romish antichristian "church/state," i.e.:  the Roman Catholic “church,” the papacy must also be meant here.  Many hundreds of years this confusion, Babylon, within the "church" which is ruled by the papacy seemed to be forgotten by God, and it seems as no notice has been taken of her sins and iniquities in a judicial way.  Now God remembers her sins, and inflict deserved punishment upon her, Revelation 18, to give unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of his wrath, as a just retaliation for the wine of her fornication, with which she has intoxicated the Kings and inhabitants of the earth; the Wrath of God is sometimes signified in the Old Testament by a cup, a wine cup, a wine cup of fury, Psalm 75:8.  First, the blood of the Prophets, Saints, and Apostles were at the hands of the Jews,
Luke 11:49-51
49 Therefore also said the wisdom of God, I will send them prophets and apostles, and some of them they shall slay and persecute:
50 That the blood of all the prophets, which was shed from the foundation of the world, may be required of this generation;
51 From the blood of Abel unto the blood of Zacharias which perished between the altar and the temple: verily I say unto you, It shall be required of this generation.

Where also our Lord was crucified . . . that is, in that great city, which is fitly compared to Sodom and Egypt; for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was crucified in Judea, which was then a Roman Province, and under a Roman King Pontius Pilate, and by Pilate's order, and the Lord Jesus Christ suffered a Roman death of crucifixion, for a crime the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was charged with, though a false one, concerning Tribute money, which was against pagan Rome, Luke 23:1-3, www.alemattec.com/How America Treats Illegal Aliens vs. Veterans . . . Tribute money . . .  Governments . . . .doc. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has been crucified at Rome and so were His followers, who have suffered persecution and death, and even the death of the cross there. In the Roman Catholic “church,” the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is crucified afresh, by the frequent sacrifices of Him in the evil Roman Catholic Mass.

The sense be, that as the great city, or jurisdiction of Rome, is spiritually or mystically called Sodom and Egypt, so likewise the place where our Lord was crucified, that is, Jerusalem under the Jews. As the Jews at Jerusalem stoned and killed the Prophets of the Lord, and upon the inhabitants of it were found all the righteous blood shed upon the earth physically, Luke 11:50, above. So that in Rome, in mystical Babylon, will be found the blood of Prophets, and of Saints, and of all that were slain upon earth, transferred from the Jews at Jerusalem under the control of Rome, pagan Rome, now "to spiritual Rome, the Roman Catholic “church”, Revelation 18".
When the Christian Church came along, the practices and beliefs of the Babylonian religion worshiped at Rome followed right into the Churches, and five of the seven Churches spoken of by the Lord Jesus Christ in Revelation already had turned from the faith, Revelation 2. The Apostle Paul spent a great deal of effort fighting these Judaizers, who unsettled the early Church, dragging the Old Testament (circumcision, and their Priesthood under Aaron, and the Tribe of Levi) into the New Testament.  However, in the New Testament, the Priesthood was changed, taken away from the Tribe of Levi, and given to the Tribe of Judah, from where our Lord Jesus Christ had come, Hebrews 7:12-28.


These Judaizers came in as "false Brethren, Galatians 2:4-5" and as spies, to spy out the Christian’s liberty (freedom being under Grace by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth).  Spies sneak into a system to take it over, and to destroy it from within.  Thus, these spies the Judaizers eventually took over the Church and drug the Old Testament Priesthood, into the New Testament Church, becoming the Roman Catholic “church”.  The True Worshipers, the True Born Again believers were forced to go underground, and were persecuted, eventually in an organized Inquisition, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Inquisition, and put to death if they refused to deny the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by taking the false Communion of the Roman Catholic "church," Why were the Protestants forefathers burned to the stake.doc  and refusing to accept their "pope" as the Head of the Church.

The Lord Jesus Christ ALONE is the Head of man, and the Head of His Church, 1 Corinthians 11:3.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth told us that you can't take an Old Garment (Old Testament) and place it onto a New Garment (New Testament), Matthew 9:16; Mark 2:21.  You can't take Old wine (Old Covenant), and put it into New wine skins (New Covenant), Matthew 9:17; Mark 2:22; Luke 5:37; Luke 5:39.  They are not compatible systems.  When the rend comes, as the Old Testament was not good enough, with its sacrifices of bulls and goats to take away sin, the split will be much greater trying to forces two non-compatible systems together.  The Old Testament was based on works, that is going to a Priest, who acted as a Mediator between man and God, and took the offerings for sin.  The New Testament, sin has been destroyed for the Born Again Believer, it does not have rule (dominion over them with its Ordinances against them, Romans 6:14; Colossians 2:13-15) as God has nailed their sins to the Cross of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth at Calvary.  The New Testament, where the Priesthood has changed from the Tribe of Levi to the Tribe of Judah, where there is only one High Priest that lives forever, and Who is the sole Mediator between man and God, the man Jesus Christ, this New Testament is based on Grace alone.  The Judaizers, from which the Babylonian (confusion) system is now called the Roman Catholic "church," from which "the antiChrist" comes, and is where the Holy Spirit tells us so here in 1 Peter 5:13, as the Apostle Peter wrote his Epistle using Rome as Babylon.  Therefore, Babylon = ROME, and this helps us to understand the Great Whore, from Babylon, the Mystery religion with its mixture of Egyptian, Baal, Babylonian, and Christian in Revelation 17.

Historians have said that it seemed almost the entire City of Rome converted virtually overnight to Christianity.  What actually happened is that the Babylonian religion, controlled by the Pontifex Maximus, as Julius Caesar was elected Pontifex Maximus and praetor in 62 B.C., http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Pontifex_Maximus, was simply brought into and accepted by the papacy. Thus, the Babylonian religion was brought into and become the Roman Catholic “church,” the false antiChristian system of “worship”.  The three supreme gods of the Babylonian religion, as Murduk was the head of the Babylonian pantheon, along with Ea, the god of wisdom, spells, and incantations; Sin, the moon god, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Marduk, were simply renamed as God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

Revelation 19:9-16

9 And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.
10 And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.

Note:  ". . . worship God: . . ." then Heaven Opened to reveal the God the Apostle John was Called to Worship:

11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.
12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.
14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.

15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.
16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.
