Deuteronomy 32:39
39See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.

26The LORD killeth, and maketh alive: he bringeth down to the grave, and bringeth up.
27The LORD maketh poor, and maketh rich: he bringeth low, and lifteth up.

Job 12:17
17He leadeth counsellors away spoiled, and maketh the judges fools.

Job 12:25
25They grope in the dark without light, and he maketh them to stagger like a drunken man.


Psalm 9:12
12When he maketh inquisition for blood, he remembereth them: he forgetteth not the cry of the humble.

Note:  This is to be understood of God Himself, seeking for the blood of His Saints: He knows where it is, though ever so privately it might be shed, as He did Abel's blood; yet, to show His strict care and accurate notice of it, God is represented as searching for it, the blood of His Saints, and finding it out by secret search:

Jeremiah 2:34
34 Also in thy skirts is found the blood of the souls of the poor innocents: I have not found it by secret search, but upon all these.

This is the same phrase . . . but upon all these do I require it, which is His "requiring" of shed blood, and expresses a demand of satisfaction for it; and declares the vengeance that God will take on account of it: God requires the blood of every man at the hand of him by whom it is shed:


Genesis 9:5
5 And surely your blood of your lives will I require; at the hand of every beast will I require it, and at the hand of man; at the hand of every man's brother will I require the life of man.

God especially requires the blood of the righteous:

Matthew 23:35
35 That upon you may come all the righteous blood shed upon the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel unto the blood of Zacharias son of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar.

Here first spoken of the Jews who were those whose blood He required, which the Lord Jesus Christ, mentioned in Matthew 23:35 above, then all of this blood is also transferred to the Roman Catholic "church" with their Judaizer "priesthood" in Revelation 18:24 expounded upon below:

Judaizers is a Christian term, derived from the Greek verb ioudaïzō (ἰουδαΐζω "live according to Jewish customs", see ioudaioi). This term is most widely known from the Apostle Paul's letter to the Galatians, where the other Apostle's were allowing these Judaizers into they early Church, and dividing the Church of Christ.  These Judaizers, even led the Apostle's astray at first, except for the Apostle Paul correcting them and warning them of the false Brethren, the Judaizers who had come in as spies to destroy the early Church.  The Apostle Paul alone stands firm on Holy Scripture against this dividing of Christ's Church, correcting the other Apostles, mainly the Apostle Peter who was to blame;  as the Apostle Peter was guilty of even drawing away the Apostle Barnabas also was carried away with their dissimulation.  The Apostle Barnabas separated from the Apostle Paul for a while, following the Apostle Peter's false teaching, even though the Apostle Barnabas had been on missionary journeys with the Apostle Paul and must have been aware of the Apostle Paul's thoughts on what was happening within the Church.

Galatians 2: 1-21
1 Then fourteen years after I went up again to Jerusalem with Barnabas, and took Titus with me also.

2 And I went up by revelation, and communicated unto them that gospel which I preach among the Gentiles, but privately to them which were of reputation, lest by any means I should run, or had run, in vain.

3 But neither Titus, who was with me, being a Greek, was compelled to be circumcised:

4 And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage:

5 To whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might continue with you.

6 But of these who seemed to be somewhat, (whatsoever they were, it maketh no matter to me: God accepteth no man's person:) for they who seemed to be somewhat in conference added nothing to me:

7 But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was committed unto me, as the gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter;

8 (For he that wrought effectually in Peter to the apostleship of the circumcision, the same was mighty in me toward the Gentiles:)

9 And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go unto the heathen, and they unto the circumcision.

10 Only they would that we should remember the poor; the same which I also was forward to do.

11 But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be blamed.

12 For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision.

13 And the other Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that Barnabas also was carried away with their dissimulation.

14 But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the Jews?

15 We who are Jews by nature, and not sinners of the Gentiles,

16 Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified.

17 But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid.

18 For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor.

19 For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God.

20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.

21 I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.


Again, the Apostle Paul publicly challenges the Apostle Peter for compelling Gentile believers to "Judaize", also known as the Incident at Antioch.



Now returning to Psalm 9:12:

Psalm 9:12
12When he maketh inquisition for blood, he remembereth them: he forgetteth not the cry of the humble.

Which speaks specifically of the Jews, but is transferred to the Roman Catholic "church" with their Judaizer Priesthood, placing their followers back under the Law, and outside of Grace, for they in particular are responsible to God for the blood of the Martyrs, the blood of the Saints of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, shed by the Romish antichristian "church"; God will make inquisition for that, and will find in Babylon (Rome, the "pope" the Roman Catholic "church" the great Whore of Babylon,) guilty of the blood of the Prophets and the Saints, and of all that are slain on earth; and will avenge the blood of His Slaves at Rome's hand, and give her the Cup of blood to drink:


Revelation 14:9-11
9 And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive his mark in his forehead, or in his hand,

10 The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb:

11 And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name.


Revelation 16:18-20

18 And there were voices, and thunders, and lightnings; and there was a great earthquake, such as was not since men were upon the earth, so mighty an earthquake, and so great.

19 And the great city was divided into three parts, and the cities of the nations fell: and great Babylon came in remembrance before God, to give unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of his wrath.

20 And every island fled away, and the mountains were not found.


Revelation 18:24
24 And in her was found the blood of prophets, and of saints, and of all that were slain upon the earth.

9 And the kings of the earth, who have committed fornication and lived deliciously with her, shall bewail her, and lament for her, when they shall see the smoke of her burning,

10 Standing afar off for the fear of her torment, saying, Alas, alas that great city Babylon, that mighty city! for in one hour is thy judgment come.

11 And the merchants of the earth shall weep and mourn over her; for no man buyeth their merchandise any more:

12 The merchandise of gold, and silver, and precious stones, and of pearls, and fine linen, and purple, and silk, and scarlet, and all thyine wood, and all manner vessels of ivory, and all manner vessels of most precious wood, and of brass, and iron, and marble,

13 And cinnamon, and odours, and ointments, and frankincense, and wine, and oil, and fine flour, and wheat, and beasts, and sheep, and horses, and chariots, and slaves, and souls of men.

14 And the fruits that thy soul lusted after are departed from thee, and all things which were dainty and goodly are departed from thee, and thou shalt find them no more at all.

15 The merchants of these things, which were made rich by her, shall stand afar off for the fear of her torment, weeping and wailing,

16 And saying, Alas, alas that great city, that was clothed in fine linen, and purple, and scarlet, and decked with gold, and precious stones, and pearls!

17 For in one hour so great riches is come to nought. And every shipmaster, and all the company in ships, and sailors, and as many as trade by sea, stood afar off,

18 And cried when they saw the smoke of her burning, saying, What city is like unto this great city!

19 And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and wailing, saying, Alas, alas that great city, wherein were made rich all that had ships in the sea by reason of her costliness! for in one hour is she made desolate.

20 Rejoice over her, thou heaven, and ye holy apostles and prophets; for God hath avenged you on her.

21 And a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone, and cast it into the sea, saying, Thus with violence shall that great city Babylon be thrown down, and shall be found no more at all.

22 And the voice of harpers, and musicians, and of pipers, and trumpeters, shall be heard no more at all in thee; and no craftsman, of whatsoever craft he be, shall be found any more in thee; and the sound of a millstone shall be heard no more at all in thee;

23 And the light of a candle shall shine no more at all in thee; and the voice of the bridegroom and of the bride shall be heard no more at all in thee: for thy merchants were the great men of the earth; for by thy sorceries were all nations deceived.

24 And in her was found the blood of prophets, and of saints, and of all that were slain upon the earth.

God remembereth them:  the "righteous of God," whose blood has been shed; and also the wicked, who shed the blood of His Saints: God will remember them and their sins; which, for some time, may seem not to have been taken notice of by Him, and will pour out His great wrath upon them, and inflict just punishment on them:

Revelation 16:19
19 And the great city was divided into three parts, and the cities of the nations fell: and great Babylon came in remembrance before God, to give unto her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of his wrath.


Psalm 125:3
4For the rod of the wicked shall not rest upon the lot of the righteous; lest the righteous put forth their hands unto iniquity.


God forgetteth not the cry of the humble: that is, the afflicted persons are generally humble, afflictions make them humble before God; in that God's people are an afflicted people; afflicted with their own sin, afflicted with satan, with the world, with antichrist and his followers, as was Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked:

2 Peter 2:6-10

6 And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly;

7 And delivered just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked:

8 (For that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;)

9 The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be punished:

10 But chiefly them that walk after the flesh in the lust of uncleanness, and despise government. Presumptuous are they, selfwilled, they are not afraid to speak evil of dignities.


God forgetteth not the cry of the humble: that is, the afflicted persons are generally humble, afflictions make them humble before God; in that God's people are an afflicted people; afflicted with their own sin, afflicted with satan, with the world, with antichrist and his followers, as was Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked:

Psalm 125:3
4For the rod of the wicked shall not rest upon the lot of the righteous; lest the righteous put forth their hands unto iniquity.


The Lord's Justified and Chosen Ones, the true Jews of the Old Testament, and the seed of Abraham in the New Testament, which are His portion, and the lot of His Inheritance; and all that belong unto them:  their persons, families, estates, and good name: in all which they are sometimes oppressed and afflicted by wicked men; as these wicked men (and women) are a rod of correction in the hand of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the rod of men with which He uses to chastises them, His Chosen, the Elect of God; but this shall not always continue: also, the Word of God is used for a rod of correction:

Proverbs 22:15
15 Foolishness is bound in the heart of a child; but the rod of correction shall drive it far from him.

Deuteronomy 8:5
5Thou shalt also consider in thine heart, that, as a man chasteneth his son, so the LORD thy God chasteneth thee.

Proverbs 13:24
24 He that spareth his rod hateth his son: but he that loveth him chasteneth him betimes.

Hebrews 12:6
6For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth.

Hebrews 12:7
7If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not?

Proverbs 14:3
3In the mouth of the foolish is a rod of pride: but the lips of the wise shall preserve them.


2 Samuel 7:13-15

13 He shall build an house for my name, and I will stablish the throne of his kingdom for ever.

14 I will be his father, and he shall be my son. If he commit iniquity, I will chasten him with the rod of men, and with the stripes of the children of men:

15 But my mercy shall not depart away from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I put away before thee.


Job 21:8-10

8 Their seed is established in their sight with them, and their offspring before their eyes.

36For David himself said by the Holy Ghost, The LORD said to my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand,T till I make thine enemies thy footstool.
Mark 14:62
62And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.
Mark 16:19
19So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God.

1 God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;
3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high:
4 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.
Hebrews 1:13
13But to which of the angels said he at any time, Sit on my right hand, until I make thine enemies thy footstool?
Hebrews 8:1-2
1 Now of the things which we have spoken this is the sum: We have such an high priest, who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens;
2 A minister of the sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched, and not man.
Hebrews 10:11-13
11 And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins:
12 But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;
13 From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made his footstool.
Hebrews 12:2
2Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.
1 Peter 3:22
22Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God; angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto him.


Revelation 19:15
15And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.


Psalm 74:2
2Remember thy congregation, which thou hast purchased of old; the rod of thine inheritance, which thou hast redeemed; this mount Zion, wherein thou hast dwelt.

Job 5:17-18
17 Behold, happy is the man whom God correcteth: therefore despise not thou the chastening of the Almighty:

18 For he maketh sore, and bindeth up: he woundeth, and his hands make whole.


Job 33:18-20

18 He keepeth back his soul from the pit, and his life from perishing by the sword.

19 He is chastened also with pain upon his bed, and the multitude of his bones with strong pain:

20 So that his life abhorreth bread, and his soul dainty meat.


Psalm 6:1
1O LORD, rebuke me not in thine anger, neither chasten me in thy hot displeasure.
Psalm 38:1
1O Lord, rebuke me not in thy wrath: neither chasten me in thy hot displeasure.



Speaking of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth . . .


Psalm 69:10
10When I wept, and chastened my soul with fasting, that was to my reproach.

Note:  "When I wept, . . . " When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth wept for the sins of His people which were imputed to Him; Jesus mourned over the hardness and unbelief of the Jews that rejected Him; their impiety and profaneness in polluting the Temple with their merchandise:  Jesus wept at the grave of Lazarus, and over the city of Jerusalem, on account of the blindness of its inhabitants, and the ruin coming upon them; and in His prayers at different times, especially in the Garden of Gethsemane and on the Cross of Calvary, which were offered up with strong crying and tears:

John 11:35
35Jesus wept.

" . . .and chastened my soul with fasting . . . " "in the fasting of my soul": 

Psalm 35:13
13 But as for me, when they were sick, my clothing was sackcloth: I humbled my soul with fasting; and my prayer returned into mine own bosom.

Note:  Why “ . . . and my prayer returned into mine own bosom.”  As He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the Son of God, and being One with God the Father, all His prayers returned to Himself, being One with God the Father, in the bosom of God the Father:

John 1:18

18No man hath seen God at any time, the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.

 "Soul" is meant for the body, or the whole person. The Lord Jesus Christ fasted forty days and nights in the wilderness; and often, through neglect of Himself, and multiplicity of business, while He was Preaching, and in healing diseases, often went without food for some time: He the Last Supper with His Apostles, the Lord Jesus Christ then fasted the day that He suffered and died on the Cross of Calvary, when He made atonement for sin; and so answered the type on the day of Atonement, when every man was to afflict his soul with fasting:

Leviticus 16:29-30
29 And this shall be a statute for ever unto you: that in the seventh month, on the tenth day of the month, ye shall afflict your souls, and do no work at all, whether it be one of your own country, or a stranger that sojourneth among you:

30 For on that day shall the priest make an atonement for you, to cleanse you, that ye may be clean from all your sins before the Lord.


Hence the Jews taunting at Him, mocking the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth while He was crucified on the Cross of Calvary, and gave Him gall for His meat, and vinegar for his drink:


Psalm 69:21
21 They gave me also gall for my meat; and in my thirst they gave me vinegar to drink.

Psalm 69:10
10When I wept, and chastened my soul with fasting, that was to my reproach.

Given unto Him with taunting and mocking, and " . . . that was to my reproach." If the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ate and drank, He was reproached, charged with being a glutton and a winebibber; and if He wept and fasted, as John the Baptist his forerunner did, they reproached him with madness, and having a devil:

Matthew 11:18
18 For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they say, He hath a devil.

Mocking, we suppose they were thinking "Can this poor creature, that weeps, and mourns, and fasts, be thought to be the Son of God, a divine Person, as He makes Himself to be, and His followers believe He is?" and so the blind Jews reason to this very day.


Psalm 94:12-13

12 Blessed is the man whom thou chastenest, O Lord, and teachest him out of thy law;

13 That thou mayest give him rest from the days of adversity, until the pit be digged for the wicked.


Psalm 118:18
18The LORD hath chastened me sore: but he hath not given me over unto death.


Proverbs 3:11-12

11 My son, despise not the chastening of the Lord; neither be weary of his correction:

12 For whom the Lord loveth he correcteth; even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.


Proverbs 19:18
18Chasten thy son while there is hope, and let not thy soul spare for his crying.



The Word of God, the One who is the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth uses His mouth, His Words, the Word of God, as His Rod, to Judge and to smith the wicked of the earth:

Isaiah 11:4
4But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth: with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.

Again, the Lord's Justified and Chosen Ones, which are His portion, and the lot of His Inheritance; and all that belong unto them:  their persons, families, estates, and good name: in all which they are sometimes oppressed and afflicted by wicked men; as these wicked men (and women) are a rod of correction in the hand of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the rod of men with which He uses to chastises them, His Chosen, the Elect of God; but this shall not always continue: also, the Word of God is used for a rod of correction:

This Rod of Correction, which is the Word of God, sometimes signifies a sceptre;  a sceptre which is an ensign of power and government:


Genesis 49:10
10 The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the people be.

This here speaks of the nations of the world, the antichristian states, prevailing and ruling over the people of God in a tyrannical manner, which shall not always last; the reign of antichrist will come to an end, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will come with His Host (Armies) and destroy him and his followers, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will come with the rod of His mouth, His Holy Word, the Holy Bible and all the plagues, and curses of God toward those against Him will then come to pass. The Rod of Correction is sometimes signifies as a tribe or a family, or in the Greek Kosmos, meaning world, i.e.:  family, tribe; "the tribe, the world, the family of satan, the family of the wicked shall not rest in the part of the Righteous;" they shall no more dwell among them, lest, being led by their example, they should learn their works, and do as they the wicked do.  Lest the Righteous put forth their hands unto iniquity; for the Righteous of God are not perfect in this life: they are not without sin, nor do they live without the commission of it; and may be under sin's temptation, by long afflictions and oppressions, and seeing the wicked prosper, some may at first think to desert and forsake the ways of God, and join with the wicked, and commit iniquity as they do, and strike out with anger as the wicked do, and to come upon others with wrath for their treatment by the wicked; and therefore, to prevent this, the Lord God will not suffer them always to be under affliction and oppression, or them and theirs to be always in the hand of the enemy:


Psalm 37:8
8 Cease from anger, and forsake wrath: fret not thyself in any wise to do evil.


God's people, the True Worshipers, the Elect, Chosen of God, the Born Again Believers are a humbled people; Grace makes them humble, and a sense of their own sin and unworthiness keeps them so: and this is a proper character of the followers of the Lord Jesus of Nazareth. These Saints of God in their distress cry to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as SOME of the Israelites did in Egypt under their bondage and, pressures: yea, their blood even cries after death, as did righteous Abel's blood did, and as the blood of the martyrs of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth does, whose souls under the altar cry for vengeance:

Revelation 6:9-11

9 And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of them that were slain for the word of God, and for the testimony which they held:

10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth?

11 And white robes were given unto every one of them; and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a little season, until their fellowservants also and their brethren, that should be killed as they were, should be fulfilled.


God is not unmindful of their cry, the Saints of God; however He may seem to be, He takes notice of it, and wilt in His own time avenge His Elect, which cry unto him day and night.


Isaiah 24:1
1Behold, the LORD maketh the earth empty, and maketh it waste, and turneth it upside down, and scattereth abroad the inhabitants thereof.


Isaiah 42:8
8I am the LORD: that is my name: and my glory will I not give to another, neither my praise to graven images.

Isaiah 43:7
7Even every one that is called by my name: for I have created him for my glory, I have formed him; yea, I have made him.

Isaiah 48:11
11For mine own sake, even for mine own sake, will I do it: for how should my name be polluted? and I will not give my glory unto another.

Ezekiel 39:21
21And I will set my glory among the heathen, and all the heathen shall see my judgment that I have executed, and my hand that I have laid upon them.


Psalm 2:1-12

1 Why do the heathen rage, and the people imagine a vain thing?

2 The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against the Lord, and against his anointed, saying,

3 Let us break their bands asunder, and cast away their cords from us.

4 He that sitteth in the heavens shall laugh: the Lord shall have them in derision.

5 Then shall he speak unto them in his wrath, and vex them in his sore displeasure.

6 Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion.

7 I will declare the decree: the Lord hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.

8 Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession.

9 Thou shalt break them with a rod of iron; thou shalt dash them in pieces like a potter's vessel.

10 Be wise now therefore, O ye kings: be instructed, ye judges of the earth.

11 Serve the Lord with fear, and rejoice with trembling.

12 Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from the way, when his wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed are all they that put their trust in him.
