Note:  Honour in the Greek means:   (Value, preciousness) attached:  I value at a price, I honor, reverence and fear.  Fix a valuation upon to revere -- honour (fear,) value, to prize one of great price, one who is precious, and to be honored.  Properly, valuable as having recognized value in the eyes of the beholder.  Coming from the root word: 
timé: a valuing, a price

Short Definition: a price, honor
Definition: a price, honor. 
timé (Accord honor, pay respect, to fear) – Properly, perceived value; worth (literally, "price") especially as perceived honor – i.e.:  To properly perceive the price, weight, honor of that which is to have value in the eyes of the beholder; (figuratively) the value (giving the correct weight, honor) willingly understanding the correct assigned value given to something by one of Authority. 

24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.

Note:  Verse 23 of Matthew 5 above, concerns the Divine Power/Authority of the miracles done by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth proved Him to be the Son of God.  In performing the miracles, the Lord Jesus Christ declared that He worked with, and was like unto God His Father, and did these miracles as the Lord Jesus Christ saw it was good in the eyes of God His Father. These ancient enemies of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Jews who understood Him, and became more violent, charging the Lord Jesus Christ with not only with Sabbath-breaking, but blasphemy, in calling God His very Own Father, and making Himself equal with God before all men.  All things now, and at the Final Judgment, are committed to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, purposely that all men might honor God the Son JUST AS, EXACTLY LIKE they are to honor God the Father.  Every one who does not thus honor God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whatever he may think or pretend, does not honor God the Father who sent the Lord Jesus Christ, Christ Jesus, God's Messiah.  Therefore, if they honor NOT the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as God, the very Son of God, they may CLAIM to Worship God the Father, but in denying the Lord Jesus Christ HIS proper place of True Worship as one equal to God the Father, yet having the Father greater yet than He, they then deny Jehovah God, and they also then do deny the Trinity, and is so doing then deny the One True God.  In denying the True God, the One Triune God, the Trinity, they then "worship another Gospel," which is not another, for there is ONLY ONE TRUE GOSPEL OF THE LORD JESUS CHRIST OF NAZARETH, but they do worship by a "gospel of their own imagination, their own making and is free-will worship, again, they worship a god of their own making".  While claiming to Worship God, all the while denying the Lord God Jehovah and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Matthew 10:33; 2 Timothy 2:12; 2 Timothy 3:1-8; Titus 1:15-16; 2 Peter 2:1; Jude 1:4; John 14:1-31," and they are cursed of God for so doing, 2 Corinthians 11:1-4; Galatians 1:1-9; Jude 1:3.  Denying the True God, the Triune God, the Trinity, they will be denied by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth from entering into Eternal Life, Matthew 10:33; Romans 1:16.  Why?  As they are ashamed of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which proves that the Lord Jesus Christ IS God, the very Son of God, and equal to God the Father, although the Father is greater.  (This is a concept that is above man, unless the Holy Ghost, God the Holy Spirit, has opened their eyes and ears to hear, as God's ways are higher than man's ways, and God's thoughts are higher than man's thought or understanding, Isaiah 55:9).

Note:   Titus 2:10-13 and Revelation 1:7-8 teaches us to wait for the Blessed Hope, and the appearing of the Glory of our Great God and Savior the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  God's Grace which has now appeared. God’s Grace teaches us how to walk here below on the earth, to expect the appearing of God's Glory in the Person of the Lord Jesus Christ Himself.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is here most plainly called first that Mighty God, Genesis 49:24; Deuteronomy 7:21; Psalm 50:1; Psalm 132:1-5; Isaiah 9:6; Isaiah 10:21; Jeremiah 32:18; Habakkuk 1:12, then the Great God, and His appearance and coming is called by the figure of speech metonymy, from the Mighty God, to the Great God, to God Almighty, the Almighty God, who is the Judge, our hope.

Metonymy (/mɨˈtɒnɨmi/ mi-TONN-ə-mee) is a figure of speech in which a thing, a person, or concept is called not by its own ORIGINAL name, but rather by the name of something associated in meaning with that thing, concept, or person. The words "metonymy" and "metonym" come from the Greek: μετωνυμία, metōnymía, meaning "a change of name".

A Throne, the King's seat, i. e. a chair of a King having a footstool.  The Throne and the footstool of Kings, hence, for Kingly Power/Authority as the Judge, one of Royalty, and to God, as the Governor of the World.  Governor means Judge, Ruler, one who is the first, the leader, the Chief.  Governor properly means:  One who leads the way, a Governor who leads others, one who goes before, in front, which refers to one who comes first in priority such as:  The leading authority, the one who provides leadership, and one whom others are called to esteem/reckon heavily the person under whose influence is the Authority, as the one leading:  Micah 5:2; Matthew 2:6.  So, of a principal town as the capital of the region, the Judge, Ruler, the Governor, as in Pontius Pilate, Luke 3:1.  Thus, this speaks of the Divine Power/Authority belonging to the Great God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the One Who as Judge sits upon His Throne, as King, Ruler, Judge, the First (fruit,) the Leaser (Leaser:  A contract or instrument conveying property to another for a specified period or for a period determinable at the Will of the lessor.  Lessor is one who grants a lease, or ownership to another.) the Chief, the Head, the Master, a Governor.  
Matthew 5:34; Matthew 23:22; Acts 7:49 ; Isaiah 66:1; Revelation 1:4; Revelation 3:21; Revelation 4:2-6, 9-11; Revelation 1:18;  Matthew 19:28; Matthew 25:31; Revelation 3:21; Revelation 20:11; Revelation 22:3; Hebrews 1:8; Hebrews 4:16; Hebrews 8:1; Hebrews 12:2
 

Titus 2:13, above:  The Glorious appearing of the Great God, and our Savior Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not two Divine persons, only One are here intended.  As the word rendered "appearing," is never used of God the Father, only of the second Person in the Trinity, God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.  The propositive article is not set before the word "Savior," as it would, if two distinct persons were designed, and the copulative "and" is exegetical, and may he rendered thus, " . . . and the glorious appearing of the Great God, even our Savior Jesus Christ.”  The Lord Jesus Christ's appearing, manifestation, glorious display, properly, a fitting manifestation, advent, unveiling, an appearing, appearance (literally, "an epiphany", to "show forth, to appear", 2 Timothy 1:10).  Advent, a coming into being:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth at the Incarnation (Incarnation:  In the Christian faith, the belief in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as both God, fully God Himself, and fully a human being at the same time.  The embodiment of Deity or God's Spirit in an earthly form.  The union of Divinity with humanity in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth at His birth, God in human form, God with us, Isaiah 7:14; Matthew 1:21-23; Luke 1:31-33, and of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth at His Second Coming, 2 Timothy 4:1-5; 2 Timothy 4:6-8; 1 Thessalonians 4:17.  Who, in the next verse, is said to give Himself for the redemption of His people.  So that here is a very illustrious proof of the true and proper Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Isaiah 7:14; Matthew 1:21-23, God with us.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will appear at His second coming, for of that appearance are the, words to be understood, as the Great God, in all the Glories and perfections of His Divine Nature, as well as a Savior, which is mentioned to show that He will appear to the Salvation of His people, which He will then put them in the full possession of, the brightness of His Divine Majesty will not make them afraid, and this appearance will be a Glorious one.  Christ Jesus will come in His Own Glory, in the Glory of His Deity, particularly His Omniscience and Omnipotence (AlMightiness) will be very conspicuous.  The Lord Jesus Christ's Glory openly shown for His Own, His sheep, as Mediator will be presented, which will now be beheld by all His Saints, and in His Glory as the Judge, invested with Power and Authority from God His Father, which will be terrible to sinners, as the Lord Jesus Christ comes as the Lamb of God, to smite the nations: and He shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God, Job 21:7-22; Isaiah 63:3; Revelation 19:11-16.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth shall come in the Glory of His human nature, with which it is now crowned, and the Lord Jesus Christ will come in His Father's Glory, in the same Glory He had with God the Father before the world was, John 17:5, and which is the same with His Eternal Glory now and forever, and in that which the Lord Jesus Christ will receive from God His Father, as both man and Mediator, and as the Judge of the whole earth.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Mighty God, the Great God, the Almighty God, God Almighty, the Everylasting Father will come in the Glory of His Holy Angels, being attended with all His mighty ones, to which will be added, the Saints which will be raised from the dead, and with the living ones appearing now with the Great God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in all His Glory, Job 8:3; Job 33:4; Isaiah 13:6; John 1:1-5; Job 34:12; Joel 1:15; Revelation 1:3-7; Revelation 1:7-9; Revelation 4:8; Revelation 11:17; Revelation 15:3; Revelation 16:7; Revelation 16:14; Revelation 19:15; Revelation 21:22.  These Saints of God will make up His bride, the Lamb's wife, having the Glory of God placed within and upon her, so that this will be a grand appearance indeed.  Now this the Gospel directs, and instructs Born Again Believers to look for, to love, to hasten to, most earnestly desire, and yet patiently wait for, most firmly believing that this Blessed Hope, the Glorious Appearing of the Great God and Savior the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, will be.  This Glorious appearing will be the VERY thing the Saints of God have reason to look for, with longing desire and affection, and with pleasure, since it will be not only Glorious in itself, but also will be advantageous to them, as they will then be Glorified with the Lord Jesus Christ, the Mighty God, the Great God, the Almighty God, and will be forever in and with Him, John 17:21-26.


There is but one Greek article to "God" and "Saviour," which shows that both are predicated of One and the same Being. "Of Him Who is at once the Great God and our Saviour." Also, "appearing" (epiphaneia) is never used by the Apostle Paul predicated (Predicated:  Something that is affirmed or denied of the subject in a proposition in logic, i.e.:  the part of a sentence that expresses what is said about the subject,) of God the Father, John 1:18; 1 Timothy 6:16, or even of "God's Glory".  It is invariably applied to the Lord Jesus Christ's appearing at His coming, to which (at His the Lord Jesus Christ's first advent.  Thus, compare 2 Timothy 1:10) the kindred verb "appeared" (epephanee), Titus 2:11, to the second advent of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth 1 Timothy 6:14; 2 Timothy 4:1, 8). Also, in the context Titus 2:13-14, there is no reference to God the Father, but to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone.  Therefore, there is no occasion for reference to God the Father in the exigencies of the context. Also, the expression the glorious appearing of the "Great God," as applied to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, is in accordance with the context, which refers to the Glory of His appearing).  Just as "the True God" is predicated of the Lord Jesus Christ, 1 John 5:20. The phrase occurs nowhere else in the New Testament, but often in the Old Testament, predicated of Jehovah God, Who, as the Jews manifested Lord, Who led the Israelites through the wilderness.  The Great God, a Mighty God, IS NOT DOUBTLESS the Second Person in the Trinity, God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

18 He doth execute the judgment of the fatherless and widow, and loveth the stranger, in giving him food and raiment.

19 Love ye therefore the stranger: for ye were strangers in the land of Egypt.
20 Thou shalt fear the Lord thy God; him shalt thou serve, and to him shalt thou cleave, and swear by his name.

Note:  The True Worshipers, Born Again Believers, those Called of God, those Saved (from the fierceness of the Almighty God's Wrath, the Wrath of the Lamb,  now look for the manifestation of the Great God's Glory, inasmuch as they shall share in it.  Here does God through His Holy Word, make "the Great God" to be One with the Father, as "our Savior," God the Son, and thus places God the Father and God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth on an equal relation to "the Glory" of the future appearing.  A fact incompatible with the notion that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is not Divine, is not Himself God.  Indeed it would be of the greatest blasphemy to couple any mere created being, Angel or man, with Jehovah God.

Deuteronomy 32:39 
39 See now that I, even I, am he, and there is no god with me: I kill, and I make alive; I wound, and I heal: neither is there any that can deliver out of my hand.


There is a belief in some "churches and some cults" that God is only One Divine person, that God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was ONLY a created being, and thus NOT Divine, and the Holy Ghost, the Holy Spirit IS not God, they claim, for there is no verse in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible that makes that direct claim.

The Holy Spirit, the Comforter, even the Spirit of Truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth Him not, neither knoweth Him . . . , John 14:16-17.  God exists in a permanent, eternal, Trinity:  God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit -- each eternally present, each eternally existing in relationship One with the other.


John 14:16-23

16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;

17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.

18 I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.

Note:  I will come daily to you in my Spirit, i.e.:  the Holy Spirit -- in the tokens of the Holy Spirit's love, and visits of His Grace upon you.  The Holy Ghost Himself, who should never leave them, as the Lord Jesus Christ was about to do physically. The world (satan's family) could not receive the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, NOR could they receive the Spirit of Truth, the Holy Spirit of God.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God the Son, had been shewn physically to the eyes of the world, and ought to have been received by it.  The Holy Ghost would act, being invisible, NOT known by those of the world, satan's family.  Isaiah 61:1-3; Matthew 1:18; Luke 4:1; John 7:39; Acts 1:16; Acts 2:38; Acts 7:55; Acts 9:17; Acts 10:38; Romans 15:16; 1 Corinthians 12:3; 2 Corinthians 13:14.

The Holy Spirit, also know as the Spirit of the Lord,  shown in the Old Testament:  Judges 3:10; Judges 6:34; Judges 11:29; Judges 13:25; Judges 14:6; Judges 14:19; Judges 15:14; 1 Samuel 10:6; 1 Samuel 16:13-14; 2 Samuel 23:2; 1 Kings 18:12; 1 Kings 22:24; 2 Kings 2:16; 2 Chronicles 18:23; 2 Chronicles 20:14; Isaiah 11:2; Isaiah 40:7; Isaiah 40:13; Isaiah 59:19; Isaiah 61:1; Isaiah 63:14; Ezekiel 11:5; Ezekiel 37:1; Micah 2:7; Micah 3:8 and in the New Testament:  Luke 4:18; Acts 5:9; Acts 8:39; 2 Corinthians 3:17-18.

The Deity of the Holy Ghost, the Holy Spirit:  Matthew 3:16-17; Matthew 28:19; John 14:16-17; Acts 5:3-4,9; Romans 8:16-17; Romans 15:30; 2Corinthians 1:21-22; 1Peter 1:2


W see that both God the Father, and God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth send the Holy Spirit, John 14:26; John 15:26; John 16:7.  To have One is to also have the Other Two.  Thus, we have the Trinity.  Within the Trinity, we have: 

· Distinction of persons, but not difference of nature, essence or character.

· Unity of purpose, Will, and action, but not fusion or merging in that there is a loss of individual identity -- Three Holy Persons in One, United equal, but also within a hierarchy -- a body of Persons in Authority, each One subordinate to the One above Him who is Head of All.

· Equality of Deity in all of the aspects of Deity, including, for example, Hebrews 9:14,  Isaiah 40:1-31 , 1 Corinthians 2:1-16, and  Psalm 139:1-24; Psalm 7:9; Psalm 26:2; Jeremiah 11:20; Jeremiah 17:10; Jeremiah 20:12; Revelation 2:17-29. 


God the Father, and the God the Son are Persons, that is, personal beings with the characteristics of personhood such as:  Verbal communication, thought, emotions and Will.  However, it does not seem to be so clear cut or easy to accept that the Holy Spirit, the Holy Ghost, is actually a Divine Person and not just a Divine influence, power, or force.  The Holy Spirit is indeed a Diving Person, with the characteristics of personhood is evident in the way the Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible speaks of Him, 2 Samuel 23:2; Isaiah 59:19; Isaiah 63:10; Ezekiel 11:1; Micah 2:7; Ephesians 4:30; Acts 13:2; Acts 13:4, Acts 15:8; Acts 15:28; Acts 16:6-7; Acts 21:11; Acts 28:25.


The Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible uses many names or titles to refer to God the Father, to refer to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and also to refer to God the Holy Ghost, the Holy Spirit.  When we look at these names or titles our understanding of God is expanded. The names reveal the nature and the character of the One Triune God, the Trinity, in this case, the nature and character of God the Holy Spirit:

Genesis 1:2; Judges 3:10; Nehemiah 9:20; Psalm 51:11; Isaiah 11:2; Isaiah 30:1; Matthew 10:16-22; John 14:16-17; Romans 1:4; Romans 8:2; Romans 8:9; Romans 8:14-15; 1 Corinthians 6:11; 2 Corinthians 3:3; Galatians 4:6; Ephesians 4:30; Philippians 1:19; Hebrews 9:14; Hebrews 10:29; 1 Peter 1:11; 1 Peter 4:14.
God's revelation of Himself is manifested in distinct ways . . .

Note:  These words stand connected, for in the state of the Lord Jesus Christ's humiliation, and through His sufferings and death on the Cross of Calvary, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was Willingly made to be lower than they, the Angels, for this very purpose.  When the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was risen from the dead, and ascended to Heaven, exalted, Acts 2:29-36; Acts 5:27-32; Philippians 2:5-11, and was placed at the right hand of God the Father, where none of them, the Angels, ever was, nor ever will be on the right hand of God the Father.
6 Thou madest him to have dominion over the works of thy hands; thou hast put all things under his feet:
7 All sheep and oxen, yea, and the beasts of the field;

8 The fowl of the air, and the fish of the sea, and whatsoever passeth through the paths of the seas.
9 O Lord our Lord, how excellent is thy name in all the earth!

3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high:
4 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.
5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

Note:  The phrase, "Being made . . . " in the Greek signifies no more than that "he was made", thus "(He was) so much better than the Angels, . . ." Properly, to emerge, to become, transitioning from one point (realm -- Heaven, or condition) to another, i.e.:  earth. Fundamentally, the phrase, "Being made . . ."  means "to become" (becoming, or became) so it is not an exact equivalent to the ordinary equative verb "to be".  Therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth IS so much better than the Angels.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was proven to be more excellent than any creature, since the Lord Jesus Christ is preferred to the most excellent of creatures, i.e.:  the Angels.

6 And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.
Note:  By "the first begotten" is meant the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. This is a name given him in the Old Testament, and is what the Hebrews were acquainted with, and therefore the Apostle Paul here uses it, Psalm 89:27.  This name, the first begotten is acknowledge and understood of the Messiah by the Jews, God's Christ, Who, as the Son of God, is the Only Begotten of the Father, and was Begotten from all Eternity, as before declared, and before any creature had a being or was made, and therefore called the firstborn of every creature, Colossians 1:12-18, and in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, are all things made, and the Lord Jesus Christ is is the Head of the body, which is His Church, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the beginning, Colossians 1:18, Genesis 1:1, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth being the first born of every creature, from the beginning, but also by being the first begotten from the dead.  The Lord Jesus Christ rose the first in time, and is the first in causality and dignity, the Lord Jesus Christ is called the firstborn, with respect to the Saints of God, who are of the same nature with the Lord Jesus Christ, and are partakers of the Divine nature, and are adopted into the family of God by the Lord Jesus Christ, Ephesians 1:3-6, though they are not in the same class of sonship with the Lord Jesus Christ.  The bringing of the Lord Jesus Christ into the world may refer to His Second Coming, for this seems agreeable from the natural order of the words, which may be rendered, "when he shall bring again," that is, a second time, and from Psalm 97:1-12, from whence the following words are cited, and from the Glory the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth shall then have from the Angels, who will come with the Lord Jesus Christ, and minister to Him.
7 And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels spirits, and his ministers a flame of fire.
8 But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom.

Note:  "Being made so much better than the Angels,...".  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is so much better than the Angels, as the Lord Jesus Christ is the Creator, rather than the creature, as Lord Jesus Christ is an independent being, rather than a dependent one, as the Lord Jesus Christ blesses, rather than He that is blessed, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is worshipped, rather than he that worships.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is a King, rather than his subjects, the Lord Jesus Christ is the Master, rather than his servants, i.e.:  slaves, the Lord Jesus Christ sends, than he that is sent (not withstanding being sent by God the Father,) and the Lord Jesus Christ may be said to be "made so," when he was manifested and declared to be so.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is preferred to Angels, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is exalted above them, after the Lord Jesus Christ had expiated the sins of His people, and when then finished with His earthly work was sat down at the right hand of God the Father.  
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than the Angels, which is that of the Son of God, a name peculiar to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone.  Which belongs to Him in such a sense as it does not to Angels.  The Lord Jesus Christ's name is not founded on His Office as Mediator, but arises from His very nature and relation to God the Father.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was declared to be the Son of God, and it was made manifest -- known, that this name of right belonged to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, upon the discharge of His Office, at His resurrection and ascension to Heaven.  Therefore, the Lord Jesus Christ is said to obtain it by inheritance, to inherit His name by right, and that it was and is the Lord Jesus Christ's possession for evermore.

"For unto which of the angels said he at any time, . . ." That is, the Lord God never said to any of the Angels what God the Father has said to God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, namely, "Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee?"  Though Angels are created beings, being called the Sons of God, Job 1:6; Job 38:7, yet none of the Angels are ever said to be Begotten by God the Father.  Furthermore, this annexed to it, " . . . this day have I begotten thee?"  This is only spoken by God the Father of God the Son, Psalm 2:7, both ancient and modern Biblical scholars agree this to belong to the Messiah, God's Christ. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, is the Son of God, not by Creation, nor by Adoption, nor by Office, but by His nature.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the true, proper, natural, and eternal Son of God, and as such is owned and declared by Jehovah God the Father.  In these words, the foundation of which relation lies in the begetting of the Lord Jesus Christ, which refers not to the Lord Jesus Christ's very nature as God, either the Lord Jesus Christ Divine or human nature.  Not to the Lord Jesus Christ's Divine nature, which is common with the God the Father and God the Holy Spirit, wherefore if the Lord Jesus Christ's nature was begotten, theirs must be also, as the Triune God, the Trinity, being the same undivided nature, common to all three.  Much less does this refer to the Lord Jesus Christ's human nature, in which he is never said to be Begotten, but always to be made, and with respect to which the Lord Jesus Christ is without an earthly Father.  Nor does this refer to the Lord Jesus Christ's Office as Mediator, in which the Lord Jesus Christ comes to mediate not a Son, but a servant, i.e.:  a slave.  Besides, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was a Son, previous to the Lord Jesus Christ being revealed as a Prophet, Priest, and King.  This is important to note, that the Lord Jesus Christ's Office IS NOT the foundation of his sonship.  The Lord Jesus Christ's sonship is the foundation of His Office, by which His Office is supported, and which fits the Lord Jesus Christ for the performance of His Office.  This statement,  "Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee?" has respect to the Lord Jesus Christ's Divine Person, for as, in human generation:  Begotten means from the male side of the family, and thus male begets a person, and like nature begets like nature, and thus, God begets God, therefore it is in Divine generation.  Though much care must be taken to remove all imperfection from it, as divisibility and multiplication of essence, priority and posteriority, dependence, and the like.  Nor can the modus, or manner of it, be conceived, or explained by us, i.e.:  the date of it, today, designs eternity, as in Deuteronomy 32:39; Isaiah 43:13, which is one continued day, an everlasting now.  This may be applied to any time and case, in which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is declared to be the Son of God:  At the Lord Jesus Christ's Incarnation, His Baptism, His transfiguration, and finally at His resurrection from the dead, as in Acts 13:24-41, and at his ascension to Heaven, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was made Lord and Messiah, ie.:  Christ, and His Divine Sonship more manifestly appeared.  And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son . . .  Which words are spoken of King David, a "type of Christ," that God will NEVER take King David's Kingdom from him, as God was to raise His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ from King David's house, 2 Samuel 7:11-17.  The sense is, not that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth should be God the Father's Son by adoption, nor that the Lord Jesus Christ should be as dear to God the Father as a son is to a father, but that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was really and properly so beloved of God the Father as His Only Begotten Son, and God the Father would make it manifest -- known, and declare that God the Son was so, as God the Father did at Jordan's river, upon the Mount, and at the Lord Jesus Christ's resurrection and ascension into Heaven.
" . . . a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom."  The sceptre is an ensign of royalty, and a sceptre of righteousness, or rightness, is expressive of the Justice of the Lord Jesus Christ's Government.  A sceptre stretched out . . . which is a sceptre of God's Mercy, as the instance of Ahasuerus stretching out his Golden Sceptre to Esther the Queen shows, Esther 8:4.  Such is the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which holds forth and declares God's Mercy, Grace, and the love of God to those Called of God, Chosen of God, through Christ Jesus and His Gospel.  The Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth may then be called a Sceptre of Righteousness, since it reveals and directs those to be Saved to the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ, Romans 3:20-27.  Therefore, it here designs the Righteous Administration of Christ's Kingly Office, for just and true are, have been, and ever will be the Lord Jesus Christ's ways, as King of kings, Lord of lords, and Savior of the Saints. 
Hebrews 2:5-10 
5 For unto the angels hath he not put in subjection the world to come, whereof we speak.

6 But one in a certain place testified, saying, What is man, that thou art mindful of him? or the son of man that thou visitest him?

7 Thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownedst him with glory and honour, and didst set him over the works of thy hands:

8 Thou hast put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection under him, he left nothing that is not put under him. But now we see not yet all things put under him.

9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.

10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings.

Hebrews 5:1-14
1 For every high priest taken from among men is ordained for men in things pertaining to God, that he may offer both gifts and sacrifices for sins:

2 Who can have compassion on the ignorant, and on them that are out of the way; for that he himself also is compassed with infirmity.

3 And by reason hereof he ought, as for the people, so also for himself, to offer for sins.

4 And no man taketh this honour unto himself, but he that is called of God, as was Aaron.
5 So also Christ glorified not himself to be made an high priest; but he that said unto him, Thou art my Son, to day have I begotten thee.

6 As he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.

7 Who in the days of his flesh, when he had offered up prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears unto him that was able to save him from death, and was heard in that he feared;

8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered;

9 And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;

10 Called of God an high priest after the order of Melchisedec.
11 Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing.

12 For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.

13 For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe.

14 But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.
Hebrews 1:1-3
1 God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;

3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high:
Note:  "Image" alone is applied to the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Colossians 1:10-18; Hebrews 1:1-8.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the "Express image," in the Greek, meaning "the impress image, i.e.:  an exact reproduction," Hebrews 1:3.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the exact reproduction of God the Father, as the supreme effulgence (Effulgence:  Radiant splendor, i.e.:  brilliance, of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, showing forth the Lord Jesus Christ's Glory as the second Person of the eternal Godhead in God the Son.  The Divine Son is not merely "like" God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is God of God, "being of one substance (essence) with God the Father." 
John 14:9-11
9 Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Show us the Father?
10 Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.
11 Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake.
John 16:13-16
13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.
14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you.
15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you.

16 A little while, and ye shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall see me, because I go to the Father.
1 Timothy 6:15-16
15 Which in his times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords;

16 Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto; whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power everlasting. Amen.

Revelation 17:14
14 These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful. 
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
