John 1: 1-13
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
2 The same was in the beginning with God.
3 All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.
4 In him was life; and the life was the light of men.
5 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.
6 There was a man sent from God, whose name was John.
7 The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that all men through him might believe.
8 He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light.
9 That was the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh into the world.
10 He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him not.
11 He came unto his own, and his own received him not.
12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:
13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.
Note:  Was man born, i.e.:  Born Again, having become True Worshipers, those Called of God, God’s Elect by man’s own self-will?  No, the ones that BECOME the sons of God, even to them THAT BELIEVE ON HIS NAME, WERE BORN . . .  The word were in the Greek means:  I bring forth, give birth to.  Properly, beget (procreate a descendant lineage coming from the male side of the family, i.e.:  begotten), produce offspring; (passive) to be born, to be "begotten." 

Were begotten, as I bring forth, says God, not by blood as this is NOT a physical birth, and it is NOT the will of the flesh which is the self-will of man, no it is NOT the will of a mere man (Not of that sinful, shameful, and corrupt nature of man, which is throughout the Holy Scriptures, the Holy Bible, described as an enemy of the Spirit of God, the Holy Spirit, John 3:6; Romans 8:1; Romans 8:4-5; Romans 8:9; Romans 8:13; 2 Corinthians 3:3; Ezekiel 11:19; Ezekiel 36:26; Galatians 4:29; Galatians 5:16.)
“ . . . , but of God.”  Being Born (Again) is by the Spirit of God -- WHICH IS the Spirit of Christ Jesus.
Romans 8:9
9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.
Again, being Born Again is not of man, “ . . . , but of God.”  
“ . . . , but of God.”  The word of in the Greek means:  “From out of.”  A primary preposition denoting origin, meaning coming out of a certain place, which is its place of origin. (The point whence action or motion proceeds forth from.  Properly, "out from" and (to “the outcome”,) proceeding out from within.)
John 1:17
17 For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.


Note:  The Greek word by means:  Through.  The Means or Instrument by which anything is affected.  What is done by means of a person or thing passes, as it were, through the same person or thing from another source.  Where a subject expressly mentioned, i.e.:  “The Law given by Moses” is said to do, or to have done, THROUGH another person or thing.  Thus, even though the author or principal cause is not mentioned as the cause of the thing being done, but is easily understood from the nature of the case, or from the context, i.e.:  by which the Law from the author, 1 Corinthians 14:33; Hebrews 5:8-10; Hebrews 12:2, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was passed THROUGH to Moses.
Thus the Law, which is God’s Truth, came by, i.e. THROUGH Jesus Christ Who is God’s Truth which was from another source, i.e.:  God the Father, and was then given by Moses from another source, i.e.:  the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
Psalm 119:142
142 Thy righteousness is an everlasting righteousness, and thy law is the truth.
John 14:6
6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth brought God’s Grace and Truth.  Truth which is thy, i.e.:  God's Law, was then passed THROUGH the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to Moses who then gave God’s Law to the people.
