1 Chronicles 16:22
22 Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no harm.
Psalm 105:15
15 Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no harm.
Note:  Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, the three Kings who were also Prophets:  In the midst of the world, (satan’s family,) a generation of Priests anointed to present sacrifice unto the Most High God, Jehovah, since to them the Oracles of God were committed.  These were also the Prophets of mankind, and they were Kings too--a royal Priesthood, as are all Born Again Believers today, (but there is no Prophecy today, as all Prophecy ended when the Book of Revelation was completed, 1 Peter 2:9-10,) hence they, though, who had received a threefold anointing. Their Holy Office surrounded them with a sacredness which rendered it sacrilege to molest or harm them. God will not have those touched who have been set apart unto Himself and calls them His Own, saying, "Mine anointed" as God declares that He has "anointed" i.e.:  hand Chosen them to be Prophets, Priests, and Kings unto Himself, and yet again God claims them as His Prophets--"Do my prophets no harm." All through the many years in which the three great fathers of the Hebrew faith dwelt in Canaan no man was able to injure them.  They were not able to defend themselves by force of arms, but the eternal God Jehovah was their refuge. Even so at this present time the remnant according to the Election of Grace cannot be destroyed, nay, nor so much as touched, without the Divine consent of God. Against the Church of the Lord Jesus Christ the gates of Hell cannot prevail, Matthew 16:18.  None could touch the Lord's peculiar, Chosen ones, for the Lord was among them, flaming forth in majesty between the Cherubims, 2 Kings 19:15. The presence of God having remained with His Chosen ones while they sojourned in Canaan, and He did not desert them when they were called to go down into Egypt. They did not go there of their own choice, but under Divine direction, and hence the Lord prepared their way and prospered them until He saw fit to conduct them again to the “land of promise,” Israel.
In Israel, God anointed certain men as Kings – as He does throughout all of those governments who had a monarchy form throughout the worlds history, and we understand God raises Kings (today, Presidents, or rulers, both good and bad) to either protect His Own people, or punish them for their sinfulness, according to His Own Will.  Anointed as Kings and as - My Prophets - Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob; who are called God's anointed, because they were consecrated to be God’s peculiar people, and to be Kings and Princes in their families and within their nation. They are called Prophets, because God familiarly conversed with them directly and revealed His Will to them, and by them God then revealed His Will to others.
Psalm 132:17
17 There will I make the horn of David to bud: I have ordained a lamp for mine anointed.
Note:  Lamp . . . the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the light which lightens every man with the light of reason; Who is the Light of the world (world=God's family) of His people, John 8:12.
Note:  King Saul was both Prophet and King.

1 Samuel 10:9-12
9 And it was so, that when he had turned his back to go from Samuel, God gave him another heart: and all those signs came to pass that day.
10 And when they came thither to the hill, behold, a company of prophets met him; and the Spirit of God came upon him, and he prophesied among them.
11 And it came to pass, when all that knew him beforetime saw that, behold, he prophesied among the prophets, then the people said one to another, What is this that is come unto the son of Kish? Is Saul also among the prophets?
12 And one of the same place answered and said, But who is their father? Therefore it became a proverb, Is Saul also among the prophets?
1 Samuel 2:9-10
9 He will keep the feet of his saints, and the wicked shall be silent in darkness; for by strength shall no man prevail.

10 The adversaries of the Lord shall be broken to pieces; out of heaven shall he thunder upon them: the Lord shall judge the ends of the earth; and he shall give strength unto his king, and exalt the horn of his anointed.
Note:  The "horn," which is an emblem of strength, power, dominion, and glory; hence the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is called the Horn of David, and the Horn of Salvation; it is a Name and Title given to Kings alone, 2 Samuel 22:3; Psalm 18:2; Luke 1:67-75.

That the power and honor of the Messiah, the Prince, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Mighty God, the King of Kings, the Lord of Lords, shall grow and increase more and more: God shall give strength unto His King, His Anointed for the accomplishing of His great undertaking.

Luke 22:39-43
39 And he came out, and went, as he was wont, to the mount of Olives; and his disciples also followed him.
40 And when he was at the place, he said unto them, Pray that ye enter not into temptation.
41 And he was withdrawn from them about a stone's cast, and kneeled down, and prayed,
42 Saying, Father, if thou be willing, remove this cup from me: nevertheless not my will, but thine, be done.
43 And there appeared an angel unto him from heaven, strengthening him.
Note:  King David was both Prophet and King, having written a good many of the Psalms, including Prophecies of the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, such as Psalm 110.
1 Samuel 24:5-10

5 And it came to pass afterward, that David's heart smote him, because he had cut off Saul's skirt.
6 And he said unto his men, The Lord forbid that I should do this thing unto my master, the Lord's anointed, to stretch forth mine hand against him, seeing he is the anointed of the Lord.
7 So David stayed his servants with these words, and suffered them not to rise against Saul. But Saul rose up out of the cave, and went on his way.
8 David also arose afterward, and went out of the cave, and cried after Saul, saying, My lord the king. And when Saul looked behind him, David stooped with his face to the earth, and bowed himself.
9 And David said to Saul, Wherefore hearest thou men's words, saying, Behold, David seeketh thy hurt?
10 Behold, this day thine eyes have seen how that the Lord had delivered thee to day into mine hand in the cave: and some bade me kill thee: but mine eye spared thee; and I said, I will not put forth mine hand against my lord; for he is the Lord's anointed.
1 Samuel 26:10-12
10 David said furthermore, As the Lord liveth, the Lord shall smite him; or his day shall come to die; or he shall descend into battle, and perish.
11 The Lord forbid that I should stretch forth mine hand against the Lord's anointed: but, I pray thee, take thou now the spear that is at his bolster, and the cruse of water, and let us go.
12 So David took the spear and the cruse of water from Saul's bolster; and they gat them away, and no man saw it, nor knew it, neither awaked: for they were all asleep; because a deep sleep from the Lord was fallen upon them.
1 Samuel 26:22-24
22 And David answered and said, Behold the king's spear! and let one of the young men come over and fetch it.
23 The Lord render to every man his righteousness and his faithfulness; for the Lord delivered thee into my hand to day, but I would not stretch forth mine hand against the Lord's anointed.
24 And, behold, as thy life was much set by this day in mine eyes, so let my life be much set by in the eyes of the Lord, and let him deliver me out of all tribulation.
2 Samuel 12:1-9
 1And the LORD sent Nathan unto David. And he came unto him, and said unto him, There were two men in one city; the one rich, and the other poor. 
 2The rich man had exceeding many flocks and herds: 
 3But the poor man had nothing, save one little ewe lamb, which he had bought and nourished up: and it grew up together with him, and with his children; it did eat of his own meat, and drank of his own cup, and lay in his bosom, and was unto him as a daughter. 
 4And there came a traveller unto the rich man, and he spared to take of his own flock and of his own herd, to dress for the wayfaring man that was come unto him; but took the poor man's lamb, and dressed it for the man that was come to him. 
 5And David's anger was greatly kindled against the man; and he said to Nathan, As the LORD liveth, the man that hath done this thing shall surely die: 
 6And he shall restore the lamb fourfold, because he did this thing, and because he had no pity. 
 7And Nathan said to David, Thou art the man. Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, I anointed thee king over Israel, and I delivered thee out of the hand of Saul; 
 8And I gave thee thy master's house, and thy master's wives into thy bosom, and gave thee the house of Israel and of Judah; and if that had been too little, I would moreover have given unto thee such and such things. 
 9Wherefore hast thou despised the commandment of the LORD, to do evil in his sight? thou hast killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword, and hast taken his wife to be thy wife, and hast slain him with the sword of the children of Ammon.

Note:  The Lord’s anointed were Kings who were also Prophets and sometimes Priests.  God’s anointed spoken of in:
1 Chronicles 16:22
22 Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no harm.
Psalm 105:15
15 Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no harm.
are NOT Preachers today, nor are there any more Prophets or Apostles.  Those Offices closed when the Book of Revelation was completed and the last Apostle, the Apostle John died.
