Many artistic representations of satan depict him as left handed.  The devil, satan, is said to "baptize with his left hand,” while the Christian Churches blessings, including Baptism, are performed with the right hand. 

The Horned Hand or "Cornuto" represents the devil, satan.  Greek and Spanish are cornuto, κερατάς (keratas) and cornudo respectively, literally "horned".  It is similar to the signing by the deaf for "I Love you".   A prolific author, Hellen Keller was well-traveled and outspoken in her convictions.  Helen Keller was a member of the Socialist Party of America and the Industrial Workers of the World.  She campaigned for women's suffrage, labor rights, socialism, and other similar causes.  Helen Keller was inducted into the Alabama Women's Hall of Fame in 1971.  Helen Keller was into Theosophy (founded by satanist Helena Petrovna Blavatsky, an occultist, and spirit medium).  The first social and religious association for deaf people, and the first public school for the deaf was founded by Abbe de L'Epee, a French Roman Catholic Jesuit Priest, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Charles-Michel_de_l%27%C3%89p%C3%A9e, in Paris.  Who would pick an ancient satanic sign to use as the sign for "I love you", which was taught to Helen Keller and millions of others, which literally means "I love you satan?"  Hardly coincidental that this was a Roman Catholic Jesuit Priest, Abbe de L'Epee, who invented sign language.  The cornuto, or the "horned hand" was popularized in the late sixties by the founder of the "church of satan," Anton LaVey, and later was passed on to the masses by Ozzy Osbourne’s band, Black Sabbath, and Ozzy's replacement, the late Ronnie James Dio, who started making the horned-hand on stage, circa 1979.  These rock musicians, the member of Black Sabbath, were into satanism.  They displayed the sign on the stage, and the crowd immediately started mimicked them without knowing what it actually means.  Now many people think that this hand sign means "rock" or "rock and roll," but literally means "I love you satan".  The Cornuto, the horned hand-sign, is used by those who openly show allegiance to satan, www.alemattec.com/_picture_Bible versions, pope, hand signs.htm, www.alemattec.com/Bible versions, pope, hand signs.doc, www.alemattec.com/satanic hand signs.doc.


In fact, the Latin word for "left" is "sinister," but also meaning:  Improper, adverse, inauspicious (Inauspicious:  Boding ill, ill-omened, unfavorable.) unpropitious (Unpropitious:  Not favorably inclined, not able to forgive.) unfavorable, harmful, awkward, forward -- future/further having yet to be owed.  Which could also go into why evil "nuns" used to force children to write with their right hands even if they were left handed.

Not only was left-handedness seen as a mark of the devil, of satan, that old serpent, but also as a sign of neurosis, rebellion, and criminal activities.  Furthermore, the word 'left' in English comes from the Anglo-Saxon word “lyft,” meaning "broken or weak".

Many historical texts regarding witchcraft practiced throughout Europe describes the left hand was the one witches used to cast spells and inflict harm on others.  Additionally, all that a witch had to do supposedly was to simply touch someone with their left hand to curse them.

As many people who are "lefties" are highly skilled, the left then was considered the lucky side among the pagan Greeks.  The pagan Greeks thought left, and therefore those who were "lefties," to be a good omen.  A good omen in their practice of augur, i.e:  divination (Divination:  The practice of attempting to foretell future events or discover hidden knowledge by occult or supernatural means).  The rite or ceremony of an augur was one who practices divination.  Divination was an omen, token, or indication of a future event or of hidden knowledge.

Left Handed People Have Shown To Have A Higher Risk Of Brain Disorders
The left hemisphere of the brain is used by both "lefties" and "righties" for language functioning.  Approximately 30% of "lefties" are partial to their right hemisphere for language.  As a result of this, "lefties" then run a higher risk of developing:  Schizophrenia, dyslexia, and Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder, ADHD.


Saint Lawrence University, (see note below,) conducted IQ tests among right and left handed people. The tests results concluded that there were more left handed people with IQs over 140 than those individuals with dominant right hands.

Note:  Saint Lawrence University is a private, four-year liberal arts college located in the village of Canton in Saint Lawrence County, New York, United States. It has roughly 2400 undergraduate and 100 graduate students, about equally split between male and female.  Today, Saint Lawrence University is non-denominational.  Saint Lawrence University was founded in 1856 by leaders of the Universalist Church, who were seeking to establish a seminary somewhere west of New England and were enthusiastically courted by the citizens of Canton. The "church" almost did not place the school in Canton, however, as they felt that students might be exposed to too much "excitement" within the village limits in 1856. The Universalist denomination, which has since merged with the Unitarian faith, was part of the liberal wing of Protestantism, championing such ideas as:  Critical thinking and gender equality—attributes that surfaced in the new Theological School of St. Lawrence University, which was progressive in its teaching philosophy and coeducational from the beginning. 

Saint Lawrence University as it exists today was created as a "Preparatory Department" to provide a foundation for theological study.  The Preparatory Department became what is today's liberal arts University.  The seminary closed in 1965 with the consolidation of Unitarian/Universalist "churches".



"Lefties" Embarrass Easily . . .

A behavioral test conducted in Scotland showed a correlation between left handedness and embarrassment.  Those who had a dominant left hand answered that they worried much more often about making mistakes, and were more sensitive to criticism, and thus worried constantly.  This study suggested that left handed people are generally much more cautious.  This study also found that "Lefties" tend to be quick to anger.  When it comes to processing moods, it was shown that male lefties showed an imbalance in processing emotions with the left and right hemispheres in their brains.  Thus, it was surmised that their frequent bad moods may be a result of lefties difficulty processing emotions as would others.


Left Handed People Tend To Drink More Often . . .
A survey of more than 25,000 people from 12 countries concluded that "lefties" tend to drink more frequently than their right handed counterparts.  However, the research did not indicate that left-handed people were more prone to alcohol abuse.


"Lefties" are better at divergent (Divergent:  To differ in opinion, character, form, etc . . .  meaning "To deviate".) thinking.  A survey of over 2,000 left-handed people showed that the majority of "lefties" were drawn to careers in, or had particular interest in, art and music.

Zechariah 3:1

1 And he shewed me Joshua the high priest standing before the angel of the Lord, and Satan standing at his right hand to resist him.


Note:  Joshua the High Priest, had at his right hand, his accuser, satan, to resist him.  Joshua had satan -- who was Joshua's accuser -- stood at the right hand of Joshua.  Both Joshua the High Priest and satan stood before the Angel of the LORD, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/The Angel of the LORD.doc.  The usual position of a prosecutor or the accuser in court, is on the right hand of the accused.  Thus, the devil, which is the Greek word for satan—(satan is the Hebrew term meaning "adversary") as an accuser in a court, stands on the right hand of the person before the court, Psalm 109:6.  The Messiah, God's Christ, is on the other hand, the left hand of the accused, and is the "advocate" for His people in the Court of Heaven's Justice, standing before God the Father.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth stands on the left hand of the one being accused, 1 John 2:1-3, and satan the adversary on the right hand of the one being accused.  This, though, is a "mirror image" of the one looking on.  The One looking on is God the Father.  So that the One looking on, God the Father, sees satan the accuser on the left of the one accused, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the "advocate" standing on the right of the accused.

Leviticus 14:15-20
15 And the priest shall take some of the log of oil, and pour it into the palm of his own left hand:

16 And the priest shall dip his right finger in the oil that is in his left hand, and shall sprinkle of the oil with his finger seven times before the Lord:

17 And of the rest of the oil that is in his hand shall the priest put upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the blood of the trespass offering:
18 And the remnant of the oil that is in the priest's hand he shall pour upon the head of him that is to be cleansed: and the priest shall make an atonement for him before the Lord.

19 And the priest shall offer the sin offering, and make an atonement for him that is to be cleansed from his uncleanness; and afterward he shall kill the burnt offering:

20 And the priest shall offer the burnt offering and the meat offering upon the altar: and the priest shall make an atonement for him, and he shall be clean.
Leviticus 14:24-29
24 And the priest shall take the lamb of the trespass offering, and the log of oil, and the priest shall wave them for a wave offering before the Lord:

25 And he shall kill the lamb of the trespass offering, and the priest shall take some of the blood of the trespass offering, and put it upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot:

26 And the priest shall pour of the oil into the palm of his own left hand:
27 And the priest shall sprinkle with his right finger some of the oil that is in his left hand seven times before the Lord:
28 And the priest shall put of the oil that is in his hand upon the tip of the right ear of him that is to be cleansed, and upon the thumb of his right hand, and upon the great toe of his right foot, upon the place of the blood of the trespass offering:
29 And the rest of the oil that is in the priest's hand he shall put upon the head of him that is to be cleansed, to make an atonement for him before the Lord.
Judges 20:8-17
8 And all the people arose as one man, saying, We will not any of us go to his tent, neither will we any of us turn into his house.

9 But now this shall be the thing which we will do to Gibeah; we will go up by lot against it;
10 And we will take ten men of an hundred throughout all the tribes of Israel, and an hundred of a thousand, and a thousand out of ten thousand, to fetch victual for the people, that they may do, when they come to Gibeah of Benjamin, according to all the folly that they have wrought in Israel.
11 So all the men of Israel were gathered against the city, knit together as one man.
12 And the tribes of Israel sent men through all the tribe of Benjamin, saying, What wickedness is this that is done among you?

13 Now therefore deliver us the men, the children of Belial, which are in Gibeah, that we may put them to death, and put away evil from Israel. But the children of Benjamin would not hearken to the voice of their brethren the children of Israel.
14 But the children of Benjamin gathered themselves together out of the cities unto Gibeah, to go out to battle against the children of Israel.

15 And the children of Benjamin were numbered at that time out of the cities twenty and six thousand men that drew sword, beside the inhabitants of Gibeah, which were numbered seven hundred chosen men.

16 Among all this people there were seven hundred chosen men lefthanded; every one could sling stones at an hair breadth, and not miss.

Note:  Left handed people are very skilled, which indeed is one of the traits of left-handers, "lefties".  Above, there were 700 chosen men, lefthanded, who were gifted in their ability to sling stones . . .

The Phoenicians, the old inhabitants of Canaan, were the first inventors of slings, and from these the Benjamites might have learn this skill.  Also, American Indians were very expert in slinging stones to a hair's breadth.  The sling was one of the earliest weapons used in war.  The Hebrew sling was similar to that of the Egyptian sling, consisting of a leather thong, broad in the middle, with a loop at one end, by which it was firmly held with the hand.  The other end terminated in a lash, which was let slip when the stone was thrown, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Sling_%28weapon%29.  Those skilled in the use of the sling, as the Benjamites were, could hit the mark with unerring certainty.  A good sling could carry its full force to the distance of over two hundred yards, and thus it was indeed a deadly weapon, and one used in war.  King David was a "SLINGER OF STONES," by which King David used a sling to kill Goliath, 1 Samuel 17:38-50, http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Sling_%28weapon%29#Biblical_accounts.

The sling is used as a weapon of war today against the Israelis. These Benjamites had those who were highly skilled slingers, who were left-handers.  In Nineveh, Jonah 4:11, there was more than 120,000 people that could not discern between their right hand and their left hand.  That is, spiritually speaking, the Ninevehites could not discern between their right hand and their left hand -- they did not know the one from another, such as is used by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth concerning giving to the poor, Matthew 6:1-4.  Therefore, the Ninevehites could not distinguish between good and evil, clean or unclean, right and wrong, www.alemattec.com/To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean -- this is the Law of leprosy.doc. 
17 And the men of Israel, beside Benjamin, were numbered four hundred thousand men that drew sword: all these were men of war.

18 And the children of Israel arose, and went up to the house of God, and asked counsel of God, and said, Which of us shall go up first to the battle against the children of Benjamin? And the Lord said, Judah shall go up first.

Note:  "And the Lord said, Judah shall go up first."  The mighty Tribe of Judah pitched their standard first about the Tabernacle.  The mighty Tribe of Judah marched first in their journeys in the wilderness.  The mighty Tribe of Judah was ordered to go up first and fight the Canaanites, as the Tribe of Judah was mighty indeed, being a powerful and warlike tribe.  This mighty Tribe of Judah is from whence the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth doth come, as the Lord Jesus Christ is the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, Genesis 49:9; Hosea 5:1-15; Revelation 5:1-14!


We must see here that nothing but blind passion and unbending obstinacy could have impelled the Tribe of Benjamin to take the field against their Brethren with such a disparity of numbers.  It was resolved by the Children of Israel that the inhabitants of Gibeah should be subjected to condign (Condign:  Well-deserved, fitting.) punishment.  The resolutions were conditional.  The common law of nations requires that an inquiry should be made and satisfaction demanded before going to war, before committing an act of hostility or vengeance.  Therefore, messengers were dispatched through the whole territory of the Tribe of Benjamin, demanding the immediate surrender or execution of the evil men of Belial. The request was just and reasonable according to the Old Testament Law.  By refusing the request of the Children of Israel, the Benjamites then made themselves a party in the quarrel, as the Benjamites had become unequally yoked with the evil men of Belial.  It must not be supposed that the people of the Tribe of Benjamin were insensible or indifferent to the atrocious character of the crime that had been committed on their soil -- sodomy.  However, it appears that the Tribe of Benjamin's sense of "fairness" and their patriotism or their national pride was offended by the hostile demonstration of the other Tribes of the Children of Israel.  Passions were inflamed on both sides.  Certainly, though, the Benjamites incurred an awful responsibility by the attitude of resistance they assumed.

The Benjamites were so prodigiously vile as to patronize the wickedness that was committed: They would not hearken to the voice of their brethren, either because the Benjamites were generally more vicious and debauched at this time than the rest of the Tribes of the Children of Israel, and therefore would not bear to have the men of Belial punished of which they knew themselves guilty, (indeed, some of the most fruitful and pleasant parts of Canaan fell to the Tribe of Benjamin).  Their land, like that of Sodom, was as the garden of the Lord, which perhaps helped to make the inhabitants of the land of Benjamin then like the men of Sodom, wicked, and sinners before the Lord exceedingly:

Genesis 13:10-13
10 And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered every where, before the Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, even as the garden of the Lord, like the land of Egypt, as thou comest unto Zoar.

11 Then Lot chose him all the plain of Jordan; and Lot journeyed east: and they separated themselves the one from the other.

12 Abram dwelled in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelled in the cities of the plain, and pitched his tent toward Sodom.

13 But the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners before the Lord exceedingly.
Evil men of Belial . . .

Note:  Eli was not of the sons of Belial, but Eli was a Priest of God who walked after the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc, 1 Samuel 1:1-28.  However, the sons of Eli were wicked men.  The Benjamites were like the sons of Eli, where Benjamin means one who was right "before God," the Benjamites became turned, or were "left-handed," skilled in the ways of the world, expert, but lacking spiritual discernment, men NOT of God.

The evil, wicked men of Belial were homosexuals, sodomites, Judges 19:22, drunkards, 1 Samuel 1:9-16, vain men (Vain in the Hebrew means:  Empty, foolish, worthless, unprofitable.) 2 Chronicles 13:7, who worshiped other "gods," and taught the people to do so also, Deuteronomy 13:13, and these wicked, evil, men of Belial knew not the Lord . . .
1 Samuel 2:12
12 Now the sons of Eli were sons of Belial; they knew not the Lord.

Note:  The sons of Eli were the sons of Belial . . . " . . .  they knew not the Lord."  Not that the sons of Eli had no knowledge of God "in theory," or that these who were called "the sons of Belial" were real atheists, but they were so practically, i.e:  they denied the Lord of Hosts in works, they had no love to Jehovah God, nor did they fear the Lord, www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc, and thus they departed from the Holy One of Israel, and from His ways and Worship, as much as if they were entirely ignorant of Jehovah God, as do most of the "churches" today.

Proverbs 6:12;  Psalm 41:9; Nahum 1:11; Nahum 2:1; 2 Samuel 22:5; Psalm 18:5
2 Corinthians 6:14-18
14 Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?
15 And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?

16 And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.

17 Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you.

18 And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.

Note:  The Benjamites had fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, these men of Belial, as do those today that have a confederacy with those that support and openly accept homosexuality, making themselves guilty of other men's sins by countenancing (Countenance:  Approval or favor, encouragement, moral support.) and defending them.  It seems there is no cause so bad or evil but it will find some patrons from the tares, Matthew 13:37-39; Matthew 13:39-43, within the Church, some who are advocates, to appear for it (using the phrase, "Hate the sin, but love the sinner.") they pierce themselves, and openly stand directly against the Word of God in their defense of an individual's "free-will" to disobey, be disobedient to the Word of God, and they are proclaimed then as children of disobedience, children of wrath, Ephesians 2:2-3.  Woe be to those by whom such offenses come, 1 Corinthians 10:22.  The Benjamites would not allow the wicked men of Belial to be punished, by this action they declared themselves in agreement with their evil, and therefore all were justly punished.

Then Tribe of Benjamin mustered forth 26,000 men, besides 700 men of Gibeah.  The children of Israel mustered 400,000 men against them.  The Children of Israel was thus 99.4% stronger in man power than the Benjamites.  It appears the Benjamites depended upon the skill of their men to make up what was wanting in their numbers, especially a regiment of slingers of stones -- 700 left-handed men skilled at slinging stones that they would not be a hair's breadth beside their mark.  These extremely good marksmen, though, were very much out in their aim when they espoused this sinful cause.  Benjamin signifies "The son of the right hand."  Yet here we find these of Benjamin's posterity as left-handed -- missing the mark.



Ephesians 5:1-33
1 Be ye therefore followers of God, as dear children;

2 And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.

3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;

4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.
5 For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God.

6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience.

7 Be not ye therefore partakers with them.

8 For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light:

9 (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;)

10 Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.
11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.
12 For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done of them in secret.

13 But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light: for whatsoever doth make manifest is light.

14 Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light.

Note:  If the state of God's people collectively gives rise to iniquities which require discipline within Christ's Church, the whole people are involved in the chastisement by God that follows.  The chastisement by God, the effect of which is to make them take their condition to heart, to repent and return to God.  That condition had prevented the repression of iniquity, or its immediate punishment when committed, made them before God foolish, not wise.
15 See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,

16 Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

17 Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the Lord is.
18 And be not drunk with wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit;

19 Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;

20 Giving thanks always for all things unto God and the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ;

21 Submitting yourselves one to another in the fear of God.
22 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.

23 For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body.

24 Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing.

25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;

43 I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.

44 Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee?

45 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.
46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.
