Proverbs 29:18

18 Where there is no vision, the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.

Note:  " . . .  Where there is no vision, the people perish: . . . "  Where there is no vision, i.e.:  no Prophecy, no complete Truth spoken by the Pastors, Teachers, Evangelists, etc . . .   In the New Testament, Prophesying -- i.e.:  speaking the Truth of God is often used for Preaching.  Here vision, or Prophecy, signifies the public Ministering of the Word and Ordinances of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and want of men to Administer them, having no True expounder of God's Holy Word.  Where there are no faithful Ministers of the Word of God, the people do parish.  How bare, desolate does a place look without Bibles and the True Gospel Ministers!  What an easy prey is it to the enemy of men's souls!  The Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is an open vision, which holds forth its Head -- the Lord Jesus Christ; which humbles the sinner, and exalts the Savior, which promotes holiness in the life and conversation of people generally, even non-Christians.  The One Truth, which is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Gospel are precious Truths to keep a man's soul alive, and prevent it from perishing in Hell for all eternity.

" . . . Where there is no vision, the people perish: . . . "  The people rebel, not only against God, but against their Prince, against the King, against their Lord -- the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Good Preaching would make people good subjects, but, for want of it, they are turbulent and factious, and despise dominions, because they know no better, Jude 1:7-9. The people are idle, or they play, as even those who call themselves "Ministers" are apt to do when the Master is absent.  They do nothing to any good purpose, but stand all the day idle, and sporting in the market-place, for want of instruction what to do and how to do it.  The people are scattered as sheep having no Shepherd, for want of the Masters of Assemblies, i.e.:  Preachers, to call them and keep them together, Called by the Lord Jesus Christ to do so, Ephesians 4:3-16, to comfort them, and keep them in perfect Wisdom, Ecclesiastes 12:11; John 10:1-18; Mark 6:34. They are scattered from God and their duty by apostasies taught by false teachers in their midst, from one another by divisions.  God is provoked to scatter them by His judgments, 2 Chronicles15:3; 2 Chronicles 15:5; Jeremiah 10:14; Isaiah 63:4-6.  " . . . Where there is no vision, the people perish: . . . "  They are destroyed for lack of knowledge:


Jeremiah 6:15-17

15Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay, they were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush: therefore they shall fall among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down, saith the LORD. 16Thus saith the LORD, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein. 17Also I set watchmen over you, saying, Hearken to the sound of the trumpet. But they said, We will not hearken. 

Note: Watchmen were God's Prophets, then Apostles, Preachers and Teachers. Hearken to their voice, lifted up like a trumpet: 



Isaiah 58:1
1Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and shew my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins. 


Note:  Hearken to their voices, the voices of the Watchmen, whose voices were lifted up like a trumpet, hearken to the Word Preached by them. To God's Law, which lays before them their sin and danger. To the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which is a joyful sound, and gives a certain sound, which proclaims God's peace, pardon, and Salvation, by the Lord Jesus Christ -- alone. "But they said, We will not hearken". So the Jews, in the times of the Lord Jesus Christ and His Apostles, turned a deaf ear to their ministry, contradicted, attacked, and blasphemed the very Son of God, the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who had created them, and blasphemed His Gospel which was taught them, and judged themselves unworthy of it, and unworthy of Eternal Life, brought to light by the Gospel Watchmen. 

Therefore, if one who claims to be one of God's Watchmen, one who lifts his voice up like a trumpet, to shew (i.e.: show) God's people their transgression and their sins, makes an uncertain sound, that is he is a false Preacher/Teacher, one who does NOT speaks God's Truth, how would God's people know to prepare themselves for battle? We MUST try, test the spirits, 1 John 4:1, to see if the Preacher/Teacher/Evangelist or Deacon, really ANY individual who claims to speak the Truth of God, to judge if their words agree with the Word of God, the Holy Bible. That is, not just merely quoting Holy Scripture as satan himself did that, Matthew 4:1-11; Luke 4:1-13, but does their words make Holy Scripture agree, or is there open contradiction from what they speak that they cannot explain? Indeed, if he makes an uncertain sound, i.e.: his words do NOT follow and harmonize Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, he is in fact a wolf in sheep's clothing, Matthew 7:15, 2 Corinthians 11:13-15, 1 John 2:18. Furthermore, if the Bible being used does NOT harmonize Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, that is, if it too makes "an uncertain sound," this "bible" is then counterfeit, and IS NOT GOD'S WORD. The King James Version, the Authorized Version, of the Holy Bible makes a certain sound, and IS God's Holy Word. Do NOT turn from God's Word, turn NOT to the right nor the left, Deuteronomy 5:31-33, Proverbs 4:26-27, and images shall be unto thee as a menstruous cloth, Isaiah 30:20-22. Neither shall they defile themselves any more with their idols, Ezekiel 37:23. 



1 Corinthians 14:8 
8For if the trumpet give an uncertain sound, who shall prepare himself to the battle?

The violent men of the last days is continually found in the Psalms.  The Great Whore Babylon is the full accomplishment of the woman -- the Roman Catholic "church, Revelation 17:1-18" who takes the simple in her snares and leads them down to death -- to Hell.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the perfect Wisdom of God, Genesis 1:1-2; John 1:1-5; Job 38:1-41; Proverbs 8:1-36; Luke 11:44-54; 1 Corinthians 1:20-24; Ephesians 3:9-12, which leads to life everlasting with God the Father in Heaven.  Indeed, that which manifest evil proceed from the heart of man at all times since the fall, as man's own heart deceives him, as it is desperately wicked, Jeremiah 17:9.  We have seen that there is an active development of the wiles of the evil woman -- the Roman Catholic "church," and its head, their "pope -- the man of sin," who has her own house and her own arrangements, apart from God and the True Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  The papacy, by the man of sin who is their head, the leader of the false satanic Roman Catholic "church," is not simply based on the principle of corruption, but is an organized system of evil created by satan that captures a great multitude and beguiles them, leading them straight to Hell.
In all popish countries, i.e.:  those headed by the papacy, their "pope," as the head of the Roman Catholic "church," -- (As is now the United States of America taken down by the Jesuits,) subject to the "holy see of Rome -- 'the pope'," where the True Word of God is not generally Preached to the people by faithful Ministers of God's Holy Word, nor suffered so much as to be read by them.  Yes, even in "Reformed Churches," today for the most part, only a little morality is Preached, and not the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  So that here the people are perishing for lack of knowledge:

Hosea 4:6
6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children.

Note:  Also, when the Two Witnesses against the nations and peoples of the world will be slain, as they Prophesy in sackcloth, there will be an entire stop put to Prophesying or Preaching for a while . . .
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However, when the Two Witnesses shall rise from the dead, the earth will be filled with the knowledge of God, through the Ministry of the Word.  Now, where there is no True Preaching of the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Gospel -- men perish in their sins.  The Word being the ordinary means of God's Grace, of regeneration, conversion, faith, and Salvation.  Without the True Preaching of the Word of God, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Truth of God, men know nothing of the Lord Jesus Christ, of His peace, pardon, Righteousness, and eternal life by Christ Jesus -- alone.  Where there is Preaching, yet it not being of the right kind, there is no spiritual knowledge (discernment) spread by it, no food for the souls of men under it.  They perish with hunger, as the Prodigal Son did, Luke 15:11-19, or are in starving and famishing circumstances for bread -- the Bread of Life, the Manna that came down from Heaven, Exodus 16; Numbers 11:1-9; Numbers 21:5-9; John 6:28-51, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which most of the people despised, however some said it tasted as honey and oil, Exodus 16:31; Numbers 11:8.  As the people despised the Manna that God sent down from Heaven (represented of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) God sent among them fiery serpents, www.alemattec.com/Fiery serpents . . . .doc.  Therefore, there is no comfort even for the people of God, who perish in their comforts under such a false Ministry, 1 Corinthians 8:11.  By weak, false Preaching of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth poison is spread among others, false Doctrine eats as a canker, and destroys men's souls.  Again, where there is no right vision, and no prophecy -- i.e.:  True Preaching of the Word of God, and/or that is despised and neglected, men perish for lack of Truth – i.e. for the lack of the Word of God, John 14:6, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth WHO IS THE TRUTH, and God's Holy Word, the Holy Bible that reveals God's Holy Truth of Christ Jesus and God's Word is True, Psalm 119:160; Revelation 21:1-5.  Men perish for lack of Truth – the word translated "perish" has various senses, which agree with the text.  It may be rendered, "the people become idle," or "cease" from the performance of good works, grow dissolute in their manners, and licentious in their practices, and like the world around them which they conform to they become refractory, fierce, obstinate, and ungovernable, and rebel against their superiors.  Men become or they are "made naked, before the Lord God of Israel, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth"  Exodus 32:15-35, stripped of their ornaments, for NOT following the Lord their God, i.e.:  stripped of their privileges, civil as well as religious privileges of speaking God's Truth, which is often the case where no vision is, as well as a lack then of all virtue and morality, and of the blessing and protection of God.

Revelation 3:14-18
14 And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God;

15 I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot.
16 So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth.
17 Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked:
Note:  Naked in the Greek means:  Without clothes.  Their's was a moral nakedness.  The soul of man may be naked before God when the body is well clothed.  They only are clothed who have on the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Moral nakedness arises from want of righteousness, which is only covered by the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Therefore, before God they are naked which also springs shame, which the Lord Jesus Christ's righteousness hides.  That is, they were without house, clothes, or safety in their own righteousness, for they were without God, in Whom alone the soul of man can find rest and safety, Psalm 9:9; Psalm 46:11; Psalm 91:9-10; Psalm 94:22; Psalm 142:5; Jeremiah 16:19; Jeremiah 6:16; Matthew 11:29.  Without their own righteousness, without white raiment - True holiness, Romans 3:21-27; Revelation 7:13-15. 
18 I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see.
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Revelation 16:12-16
12 And the sixth angel poured out his vial upon the great river Euphrates; and the water thereof was dried up, that the way of the kings of the east might be prepared.

13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.

14 For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty.

15 Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they see his shame.
Note:  Naked in the Greek means:  Without clothes.  Their's was a moral nakedness.  Indeed, the soul of man may be naked before God when the body is well clothed.  They only are clothed who have on the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Moral nakedness arises from want of righteousness, which is only covered by the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Therefore, before God they are naked which also springs shame, which the Lord Jesus Christ's righteousness hides.  That is, they were without house, clothes, or safety in their own righteousness, for they were without God, in Whom alone the soul of man can find rest and safety, Psalm 9:9; Psalm 46:11; Psalm 91:9-10; Psalm 94:22; Psalm 142:5; Jeremiah 16:19; Jeremiah 6:16; Matthew 11:29.  Without their own righteousness, without white raiment - True holiness, Romans 3:21-27; Revelation 7:13-15. 
16 And he gathered them together into a place called in the Hebrew tongue Armageddon.
Revelation 17:1-18
1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters:

2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication.
3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.

4 And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication:
5 And upon her forehead was a name written, Mystery, Babylon The Great, The Mother Of Harlots And Abominations Of The Earth.
6 And I saw the woman drunken with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration.
7 And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her, which hath the seven heads and ten horns.
8 The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.
9 And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the woman sitteth.

10 And there are seven kings: five are fallen, and one is, and the other is not yet come; and when he cometh, he must continue a short space.

11 And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth into perdition.
Note:  www.alemattec.com/Man of Sin revealed . . . Vicar of Christ, Vicar of the Son of God, Vicarious Christi, antiChrist, 'pope' of Rome, the Papacy . . . .doc
12 And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast.

13 These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast.

14 These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.

15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.

16 And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire.

Note:  Naked in the Greek means:  Without clothes.  Their's was a moral nakedness.  The soul of man may be naked before God when the body is well clothed.  They only are clothed who have on the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Moral nakedness arises from want of righteousness, which is only covered by the righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Therefore, before God they are naked which also springs shame, which the Lord Jesus Christ's righteousness hides.  That is, they were without house, clothes, or safety in their own righteousness, for they were without God, in Whom alone the soul of man can find rest and safety, Psalm 9:9; Psalm 46:11; Psalm 91:9-10; Psalm 94:22; Psalm 142:5; Jeremiah 16:19; Jeremiah 6:16; Matthew 11:29.  Without their own righteousness, without white raiment - True holiness, Romans 3:21-27; Revelation 7:13-15.   

Note:  “And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, . . . ”  The ten rulers shall strip of the Great Whore, the Roman Catholic “church,” her purple and scarlet color, her gold and pearls and precious stones, and cease to give their power and strength to her.  They shall withhold their taxes and tribute, deprive her of her power and authority – both civil and ecclesiastical in their realms, and take away even her patrimony (Patrimony:  An estate inherited from one's father or ancestors.)  from her; and not only so, but expose her shame and filthiness, her abominable principles and practices, to all the world . . .
17 For God hath put in their hearts to fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God shall be fulfilled.

18 And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth over the kings of the earth.



Proverbs 29:18

18 Where there is no vision, the people perish: but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.
Note:  All deniers and condemners of the Word of God today, as the Jews of old in the time the Apostle Paul did Preach the Truth of God in Acts 13 . . .  41 Behold, ye despisers, and wonder, and perish: for I work a work in your days, a work which ye shall in no wise believe, though a man declare it unto you.   

Here, the Apostle Paul speaks . . .

Acts 13:26-41
26 Men and brethren, children of the stock of Abraham, and whosoever among you feareth God, to you is the word of this salvation sent.

27 For they that dwell at Jerusalem, and their rulers, because they knew him not, nor yet the voices of the prophets which are read every sabbath day, they have fulfilled them in condemning him.

28 And though they found no cause of death in him, yet desired they Pilate that he should be slain.

29 And when they had fulfilled all that was written of him, they took him down from the tree, and laid him in a sepulchre.

30 But God raised him from the dead:

31 And he was seen many days of them which came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, who are his witnesses unto the people.

32 And we declare unto you glad tidings, how that the promise which was made unto the fathers,

33 God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.
Note:  The fact of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, so well attested by competent witnesses, is introduced, not only as the final proof of the Lord Jesus Christ's Messiahship, but should have been happy tidings to these Jews, as Christ Jesus' resurrection being no less than the fulfillment of the promise to the fathers – Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and the realization of their most cherished hopes.  At the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as Christ Jesus appeared plainly and manifestly as the Only Begotten Son of God, when the Lord Jesus Christ came forth out of the grave, having conquered death.  If the Lord Jesus Christ had remained dead, he would not have been the true Son of God, neither would the Covenant which was made with King David have been certain, Isaiah 55:1-4; Acts 13:21-34.  In the Second Psalm, then repeated through the New Testament, Psalm 2:7; Acts 13:33; Hebrews 1:5; Hebrews 5:5, God had raised up the Lord Jesus Christ, made Christ Jesus to come as a man, as the Son of Man, www.alemattec.com/Son of Man, Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth . . . .doc, to reveal the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth fully before all men as the Only Begotten Son of God.  Then, at the Lord Jesus Christ's resurrection, God had raised up Christ Jesus again, Acts 2:22-24; Acts 2:32; Acts 3:15; Acts 4:10; Acts 5:30; Acts 10:30-41; Acts 13:22-31; Acts 13:37; Romans 10:9; 1 Corinthians 6:14; Galatians 1:1; Colossians 2:12; 1 Peter 1:21.  It is against the whole sense of the New Testament to ascribe the origin of the Lord Jesus Christ's Sonship to His resurrection, as some falsely “preach”. 


34 And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more to return to corruption, he said on this wise, I will give you the sure mercies of David.

35 Wherefore he saith also in another psalm, Thou shalt not suffer thine Holy One to see corruption.

36 For David, after he had served his own generation by the will of God, fell on sleep, and was laid unto his fathers, and saw corruption:
37 But he, whom God raised again, saw no corruption.
38 Be it known unto you therefore, men and brethren, that through this man is preached unto you the forgiveness of sins:
39 And by him all that believe are justified from all things, from which ye could not be justified by the law of Moses.
40 Beware therefore, lest that come upon you, which is spoken of in the prophets;
41 Behold, ye despisers, and wonder, and perish: for I work a work in your days, a work which ye shall in no wise believe, though a man declare it unto you.
Note:  I work a work.  Two different Greek words here.  The first work is to accomplish a task, the second work means to carry out an inner desire (intension, purpose).  Verses 40 and 41, these words referred primarily to the invasion of Israel by the Chaldeans, Habakkuk 1:5-10, but reached beyond to a greater punishment for the greater sin of rejecting the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Thus, only a few years after the Apostle Paul had quoted the above at Antioch the despisers both wondered and perished in the awful calamity of the Jewish nation as the Roman Army led by General Titus, Jewish–Roman wars, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Jewish%E2%80%93Roman_wars, – more fierce than the Chaldeans – descended upon the Jews, brought on by refusing the Lord and Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God.
Note:  The Work, the first Works was the Preaching of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:  See . . .
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Revelation 2:1-7
1 Unto the angel of the church of Ephesus write; These things saith he that holdeth the seven stars in his right hand, who walketh in the midst of the seven golden candlesticks;

2 I know thy works, and thy labour, and thy patience, and how thou canst not bear them which are evil: and thou hast tried them which say they are apostles, and are not, and hast found them liars:

3 And hast borne, and hast patience, and for my name's sake hast laboured, and hast not fainted.
4 Nevertheless I have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left thy first love.
5 Remember therefore from whence thou art fallen, and repent, and do the first works; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will remove thy candlestick out of his place, except thou repent.


Note:  “ . . . first works; . . . ”  Works here in the Greek mean an inner desire, intention, purpose to complete a task.

6 But this thou hast, that thou hatest the deeds of the Nicolaitanes, which I also hate.
Revelation 2:15
15 So hast thou also them that hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitanes, which thing I hate.
Note:  First, came the Judizers, then the Nicolaitans -- those who pretended having a zeal for the Lord Jesus Christ, but actually, really, in reality they opposed and worked against the Gospel and Person of Christ Jesus the Lord.  These Nicolaitans, these antiChrists, were like the fowls of the air -- those who were of satan, who made their home in the Churches, Matthew 13:31-32; Mark 4:30-32; Luke 13:18-19. 
While the Apostles were yet living, the enemy came, and sowed tares; there were then the deeds of the Nicolaitans, persons who pretended zeal for the Lord Jesus Christ, but really opposed Him.  Pride, ambition, and worldly interest of church-Pastors and church-rulers, as in Diotrephes (His name means "nourished by Jupiter") was mentioned in 3 John 1:9-11, being ambitious, proud, disrespectful of Apostolic authority, was both rebellious, and inhospitable, and tried to hinder those desiring to show hospitality to the Christian Brethren and to expel these from the Congregation.) and others, were the early working of the “mystery of iniquity,” 2 Thessalonians 2:7 which, by degrees, came to that prodigious (Prodigious:  Extraordinary in size, amount, extent, degree, force, abnormal monstrous.) height which has been visible in the Roman Catholic “church” under the Papacy.
