Psalm 80:14-19
14 Return, we beseech thee, O God of hosts: look down from heaven, and behold, and visit this vine;
15 And the vineyard which thy right hand hath planted, and the branch that thou madest strong for thyself.

Note:  The man of God's right hand, the Branch, is most glorious in power, Exodus 15:6, therefore, is one most dear to God, God's Beloved, Matthew 3:17; Matthew 17:5; Mark 9:7; Luke 9:35; Ephesians 1:5-12; 2 Peter 1:17, the man most honored and joined with God the Father in Covenant.    Hebrews 1:1; Hebrews 1:3; Hebrews 1:13.  Upon the Son of Man, the Branch, www.alemattec.com/. . . and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. . . .doc.
16 It is burned with fire, it is cut down: they perish at the rebuke of thy countenance.
17 Let thy hand be upon the man of thy right hand, upon the son of man whom thou madest strong for thyself.

Note:  At meals, the Master of the feast placed the person whom He loved most on his right hand, as a token of His love and respect.  At meals, during the time of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth here on earth they did not sit at a table, but sat or leaned upon couches, in the intervals between the different courses being offered to eat, when the Master leaned on his left elbow, the man at his right hand, leaning also on his left elbow, would naturally repose his head over upon the Master's bosom, while at the same time the Master laid his right hand upon the favorite's shoulder or side, in testimony of his favorable regards.  As is shown of the Apostle John leaning against the Lord Jesus Christ's breast or chest, John 21:20.  This is representative of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in Heaven, seated in power/authority at the right hand of God the Father, Mark 16:19; Acts 2:33; Romans 8:34; Colossians 3:1; Hebrews 10:12; 1 Peter 3:21-22.  Upon the Son of Man, the Branch, www.alemattec.com/. . . and the fruit thereof shall be for meat, and the leaf thereof for medicine. . . .doc.
18 So will not we go back from thee: quicken us, and we will call upon thy name.

Note:  No one can call on God but such as are raised up from death to life, and regenerate, Saved by the Word of God by the Holy Spirit, Psalm 71:20; Psalm 119:25.

19 Turn us again, O Lord God of hosts, cause thy face to shine; and we shall be saved.

Note:  The Messiah, the Protector and Savior of His Church, is the Man of God's right hand, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord God of Israel, the Holy One of Israel, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Arm of the Lord, for all Authority/Power is given to Him, see Matthew 28:18 below. In the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is our strength, by which we are enabled to persevere to the end. The True vine, for their Salvation is secured by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and their inheritance is held by the very Power/Authority of God, therefore, cannot be ruined, nor can any fruitful branch perish.  The unfruitful, those not of God, but many who are merely professors, honoring the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth with their mouths, but like the Jews their hearts were far from God, will be cut off and cast into the fire. The end of our redemption is this:  that we should serve, honor, praise, and glorify the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who alone hath redeemed us.  O LORD God of Hosts, turn not thy face from they slaves, from those you have bought with your own blood, and whom you Call as friends, cause thy face to shine upon us, turn us again, and we Shall be Saved.


Matthew 28:18
18 And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.

Note: Power in the Greek means, Power to Act, Full Authority over.  All Power, Authority, weight, especially: moral authority, Spiritual power, and hence earthly power as Spiritual power trumps or takes control of physical, man, or earthly power.  Freedom to operate with Divine acceptance having complete mastery as one who is superhuman, One's who authority or power is beyond the natural realm, having Spiritual power/authority, as a potentate (Potentate:  A Sovereign Ruler, a King, or a Prince.  A Prince as Potentate is One Who is the sole or only Son of the King, John 3:16, one giving absolute power/authority from which to rule, 1 Timothy 6:14-16.) liberty, power, right, and strength.  




Psalm 45:1-7

1 My heart is inditing a good matter: I speak of the things which I have made touching the king: my tongue is the pen of a ready writer.

Note:  This Psalm is touching the King Jesus, the Mighty God, Deuteronomy 7:21; Psalm 50:1; Psalm 132:1-5; Isaiah 9:6; Isaiah 10:21; Jeremiah 32:17-25; Habakkuk 1:12, His Kingdom and His Government.


2 Thou art fairer than the children of men: grace is poured into thy lips: Luke 4:22, therefore God hath blessed thee for ever.


3 Gird thy sword upon thy thigh, O most mighty, with thy glory and thy majesty.

4 And in thy majesty ride prosperously because of truth and meekness and righteousness; and thy right hand shall teach thee terrible things.

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself is "Truth," John 14:6, the Truth of all types:  i.e.:  Promises, Prophecies, and Doctrines.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Gospel of Truth which comes by Him.  Comes by the Lord Jesus Christ on account of His Truth and faithfulness in fulfilling His own engagements, and the promises of God His Father.  Truth because of the "meekness" which was so apparent in Him, in taking upon Himself the form of a slave, in His marriage to those once sinners, and His conversation with them.  In ministering to His Apostles and Disciples, in His conduct towards His enemies, in seeking not His Own Glory, but the Glory of God His Father, and because of His Righteousness, the very Holiness of His nature, the purity of His life and actions, and because of the Righteousness the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who IS the author of  and to His people, and of His Righteous administration of His Offices, as High Priest, the sole Mediator, as Prophet,  and here especially as a King.  Thy right hand shall teach thee terrible things, i.e.:  Thy power/authority, which the right hand is a symbol of, shall perform terrible things.  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth did in His work of redemption, by conquering and destroying the enemies of His people, and of Himself.

5 Thine arrows are sharp in the heart of the king's enemies; whereby the people fall under thee.
6 Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of thy kingdom is a right sceptre.

Note:  A right or righteous sceptre, Ester 4:11; Ester 5:2; Hebrews 1:8.


7 Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness: therefore God, thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows, Hebrews 1:9.
Note:  Not with material oil, but with the Holy Ghost, and the Power from On High, Luke 24:49, which is the Holy Ghost's gifts and Graces, Acts 10:38.


". . . above thy fellows." Denotes the abundance of the Holy Spirit's Grace, as the Lord Jesus Christ alone has the Holy Spirit of God and His Faith without measure, John 3:33-35, which is different from men, as God the Father gives each man his measure of faith, Romans 12:3, This does not refer to the Hebrews, the Jews, His Own people, for these, and not Angels, nor the princes of the earth, are here meant, neither of which are His fellows.  Those meant as His fellows are the True Saints of God, who are by adoption children of God as joint-Heirs of the same nature with Him, Romans 8:17, now of the same family as He, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who is the Head of, and these fellows will have the same dignity before God the Father through Him, being made kings and priests, Revelation 1:6; Revelation 5:10, by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and partakers of the same Holy Spirit and Grace of God.  These fellows will be companions with the Lord Jesus Christ, and sit on the same throne with Him, through all eternity.


Acts 3:13
13 The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and of Jacob, the God of our fathers, hath glorified his Son Jesus; whom ye delivered up, and denied him in the presence of Pilate, when he was determined to let him go.


Acts 5:30
30 The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew and hanged on a tree. 



Acts 22:13-15

13 Came unto me, and stood, and said unto me, Brother Saul, receive thy sight. And the same hour I looked up upon him. 
14 And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth.

15 For thou shalt be his witness unto all men of what thou hast seen and heard.
Acts 24:14-15
14 But this I confess unto thee, that after the way which they call heresy, so worship I the God of my fathers, believing all things which are written in the law and in the prophets:

Note:  The Apostle Paul, called before the Governor, because of the Jews, says that after "the way," which was what Christians were called, followers of "the way," before they were called Christians at Antioch, Acts 11:26, as a slur against them.  Here, the Apostle Paul says after "the way," which is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, John 14:6, that they (the Jews) call heresy, so worship I "the God of my fathers, . . ."
15 And have hope toward God, which they themselves also allow, that there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust.

Note:  "God of Our Fathers" is a 19th-century American Christian hymn, written in 1876 to commemorate the 100th anniversary of the United States Declaration of Independence.
God Of Our Fathers Hymn
God of our fathers, whose almighty hand
Leads forth in beauty all the starry band
Of shining worlds in splendor through the skies
Our grateful songs before Thy throne arise. 

Thy love divine hath led us in the past,
In this free land by Thee our lot is cast,
Be Thou our Ruler, Guardian, Guide and Stay,
Thy Word our law, Thy paths our chosen way.

From war’s alarms, from deadly pestilence,
Be Thy strong arm our ever sure defense;

Refresh Thy people on their toilsome way,
Lead us from night to never ending day;
Fill all our lives with love and grace divine,
And glory, laud, and praise be ever Thine.
