1 Corinthians 16:1-4
1 Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so do ye.
2 Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come.
3 And when I come, whomsoever ye shall approve by your letters, them will I send to bring your liberality unto Jerusalem.
4 And if it be meet that I go also, they shall go with me.
“Upon the first day of the week . . .“ Which was already kept sacred by Christians as the Lord’s Day since the first day of the week was the day the Lord was resurrected, the beginning day both of the physical week and of the new spiritual creations.  The Lord’s Day, the first day of the week, gradually superseded the Jewish Sabbath on the seventh day of the week, Psalm 118:22-24; John 20:19, John 20:26; Acts 20:7; Revelation 1:10-20.
The Churches were to make a collection for the poor Saints at Jerusalem, as had been arranged with the Apostles when the Apostle Paul left Jerusalem as the Chief recognized Apostle, along with the Apostle Barnabas, Acts 14:14, to the Gentiles.  This was not to be done in haste when the Apostle Paul came, but by laying up in proportion to their prosperity, until the goal was met.  

“Upon the first day of the week . . .”.  Upon ONE first day of the week, OR MORE, if there was a necessity for it, until the collection was finished for the poor Saints at Jerusalem.  Indeed, the Syriac and Arabic versions render it, "Upon every first day of the week . . .”  However, this is not the Apostle Paul's intention, that a collection should be made every Lord’s Day, but only continually as long as it was necessary; since the close of the verse the Apostle Paul gives this reason for it, " . . . that there be no gatherings when I come."  Whereas, if this collection was to have been every first day, i.e.:  every Lord’s Day, and to have been always continued, it would have been continued also when he was present, as well as when absent.  This offering was only designed for a certain time, and on a certain account, for a specific purpose.  If for ALL the poor Saints “at every location,” then it would NOT have been sent to Jerusalem.  It would have been collected and sent to where the need was to be fulfilled.  Instead, this was for a specific collection, i.e.:  for the poor Saints at Jerusalem.

The reason the Apostle Paul fixed the gather of the “free will offering” upon the first day of the week, the Lord’s Day, was because on this day the disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in the early Churches did meet together for Divine Worship.  The intepreters of the King James Bible, the Authorized Version, understood this Truth and communicated the words faithfully, that the collection was for a fixed reason, and NOT EVERY FIRST DAY of the week, as the “newer” versions of the Holy Bible have translated.  The Saints of God would meet on the Lord’s Day, the first day of the week, to hear the Word of God Preached, and observed the Ordinances of the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, John 20:19.  Thus, it was a very fit reason for such an offering, when their hearts were warmed with the presence of God and His Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ, by and with the Grace of the Holy Spirit, and the true Doctrines of the Gospel having thus been Preached.  Having gathered together to Worship the One Triune God:  God the Father, God the Son – the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and God the Holy Spirit, as their affections were knit to one another, and by their love one to another to all the Saints.  The point was usual for the early Churches in the age following that of the Apostles, after the Worship of God was over on the Lord’s Day, ie.:  the first day of the week, to collect money for widows and orphans, and for those Saints in distress.  As many Saints of God were banished into distant parts, or condemned to the mines.


Therefore, “ . . . let everyone of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, . . . “.  The persons who are to contribute are everyone, of every sex, age, state, and condition, male and female, young and old, servants and masters, from the poorest as well as the richer sort.  The Saints of God in the Churches has been taught that the poor widow threw in her mite into the treasury, Mark 12:38-44, as well as the rich men who gave out of their abundance.  The act of communication or distribution is signified by laying by him in store.  This is not to be understood of separating a part of his substance from the rest, and laying it up “in his own house," as the Syriac version renders it, or the putting it in his pocket in order to give it, though both these acts may be necessary, as preparatory to the work.  It intends the very act itself, for communicating to the poor Saints in need, the necessity of those Saints of God of laying up in store a good foundation for the time to come, as it is a laying up of treasure in Heaven, and riches there, which will never corrupt.  The manner in which this is to be done, and the measure of it, " . . . as God hath prospered him, . . .".  That is, according to the success he has in his worldly business, and the increase of his worldly substance.
That there be no gatherings when I come; who had other work, and greater service to do among them; besides, he was desirous of having this collection over and ready when he came, that he might directly send it away to Jerusalem, knowing the pressing necessities of the Saints there. Thus, the Apostle Paul would send persons chosen by the Corinthians, or take them with him if he went himself to Jerusalem.  The Apostle Paul thought of remaining till Pentecost at Ephesus, where a great door was opened to him and there were many adversaries.
 Galatians 2:1-21
1 Then fourteen years after I went up again to Jerusalem with Barnabas, and took Titus with me also.
2 And I went up by revelation, and communicated unto them that gospel which I preach among the Gentiles, but privately to them which were of reputation, lest by any means I should run, or had run, in vain.
3 But neither Titus, who was with me, being a Greek, was compelled to be circumcised:
4 And that because of false brethren unawares brought in, who came in privily to spy out our liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage:
5 To whom we gave place by subjection, no, not for an hour; that the truth of the gospel might continue with you.
6 But of these who seemed to be somewhat, (whatsoever they were, it maketh no matter to me: God accepteth no man's person:) for they who seemed to be somewhat in conference added nothing to me:
7 But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the uncircumcision was committed unto me, as the gospel of the circumcision was unto Peter;
8 (For he that wrought effectually in Peter to the apostleship of the circumcision, the same was mighty in me toward the Gentiles:)
9 And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go unto the heathen, and they unto the circumcision.
10 Only they would that we should remember the poor; the same which I also was forward to do.
11 But when Peter was come to Antioch, I withstood him to the face, because he was to be blamed.
12 For before that certain came from James, he did eat with the Gentiles: but when they were come, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing them which were of the circumcision.
13 And the other Jews dissembled likewise with him; insomuch that Barnabas also was carried away with their dissimulation.
14 But when I saw that they walked not uprightly according to the truth of the gospel, I said unto Peter before them all, If thou, being a Jew, livest after the manner of Gentiles, and not as do the Jews, why compellest thou the Gentiles to live as do the Jews?
15 We who are Jews by nature, and not sinners of the Gentiles,
16 Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified.
17 But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid.
18 For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor.
19 For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God.
20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.
21 I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.
1Timothy 6:17-19
17 Charge them that are rich in this world, that they be not highminded, nor trust in uncertain riches, but in the living God, who giveth us richly all things to enjoy;
18 That they do good, that they be rich in good works, ready to distribute, willing to communicate;
19 Laying up in store for themselves a good foundation against the time to come, that they may lay hold on eternal life.
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
