Galatians 5:10-24
10 I have confidence in you through the Lord, that ye will be none otherwise minded: but he that troubleth you shall bear his judgment, whosoever he be.
11 And I, brethren, if I yet preach circumcision, why do I yet suffer persecution? then is the offence of the cross ceased.
12 I would they were even cut off which trouble you.

Note:  Cut off here in the Greek means:  I smite, cut off, emasculate, to amputate.  
The Apostle Paul not only openly denounces the false apostles as those who troubles the Church, but here assigns them to Hell, to be cut off, Zechariah 13:2; Zechariah 13:8.  Some supposed that the Apostle Paul was alluding to the rite of circumcision. (As if the Apostle Paul were saying to the Galatians, that these false apostles who compel you to cut off the foreskin of your flesh, to live as these Judaizers, to live under the Old Testament Law.  That the Apostle Paul wished they themselves were utterly cut off by the roots, and sent to Hell).  When God and His Word are openly blasphemed, then we must say, Blessed be God and His Word, and cursed be everything that is contrary to God and His Word, even though it should be taught by one calling themselves an Apostle, or even one as an Angel from Heaven, Galatians 1:6-12.  This goes to show again how much importance the Apostle Paul attached to the least points of Christian Doctrine, that he dared to curse these false apostles, evidently men of great popularity and influence, openly and before all.  What right, then, have we to make little of God's Doctrine?  No matter how nonessential a point of Doctrine may seem, if slighted it may prove the gradual disintegration of the Truths of our Salvation. 

Let us do everything to advance the Glory and Authority of God's Holy Word.  Every dot and tittle of God's Holy Word is greater than Heaven and earth.  Christian charity (love) and unity have nothing to do with the Word of God when used against the Church to prompt those things against Doctrine, as is homosexuality today is being used.  We are bold to curse and condemn all men who in the least point corrupt the Word of God, for a little leaven corrupts the whole, Luke 12:1; 1 Corinthians 5:6; Galatians 5:9.

Here, the Apostle Paul does right to curse these Judaizers within the Galatian Church, wishing that they were cut off and rooted out of the Church of God, and that their false doctrine with them might perish forever.  Such cursing is the gift of the Holy Ghost. Thus, we see the Apostle Peter cursed Simon mangus, the sorcerer, "Thy money perish with thee.", Acts 8:15-21.  Many instances of this Holy cursing are recorded in the sacred Scriptures, the Holy Bible, especially in the Psalms, e.g., "Let death seize upon them, and let them go down quick into hell.", Psalm 55:15.
The "pope" comes into the "churches" like Simon Mangus who with sorcery was regarded as a god and honored with a statue on the island in the Tiber river which the two bridges cross, with the inscription -- Simoni Deo Sancto, "To Simon the Holy God" . . .

So, the Apostle Paul then wishes those false teachers that troubled them with their pernicious doctrines were cut off either by the Lord, or from the Church.  Next, the Apostle Paul directs to the right use of Christian liberty, to which they were Called, and cautions against the abuse of it; that they should not use it as an occasion to the flesh, but, on the contrary, serve one another in Christian love.
 

13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.

14 For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.

15 But if ye bite and devour one another, take heed that ye be not consumed one of another.
16 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.

17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.

18 But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law.
19 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,

20 Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies,

21 Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,

23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.
Note:  There is a Law, of course, called "the Law of Moses," which is the Old Testament Law, but it does not apply to those who bear these fruits of the Holy Spirit. The Law is not given for the righteous man.  A man not made right with God by his own works, thoughts, deeds, but by the Lord Jesus Christ's sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary. A true Christian conducts himself in such a way that he does not need any Law to warn or to restrain him.  He obeys God's Law without compulsion. The Old Testament Law does not concern him. As far as he is concerned there would not have to be any Law, as his righteousness before Almighty God is under the Grace of God by faith, alone, in the sacrificial offering of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.


25 If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.

Note:  "And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh . . . "  Not all as yet, who have not been Saved but that are secretly so, who are Chosen in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and by Him, are given by the Father to the Lord Jesus Christ in Covenant, and whom the Lord Jesus Christ has purchased by and with His Own blood, and considers as His people, His Chosen, His sheep, as His children, though as yet they are may not have been Called by His Grace.  These, as yet have not been Saved; therefore, what follows cannot be said, and must mean then  such as are those who are now openly the Lord Jesus Christ's, whom the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has laid hold on as His Own in the Effectual Calling, who have now His Holy Spirit as a Spirit of regeneration and sanctification, who have truly believed in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,ALONE, for their Salvation, and have given up themselves unto Him as their God, Lord, Savior, and King.

Indeed, it is these that have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.  It is important to note, by the flesh is meant, not the natural body to be macerated (Macerated:  to cause to waste away by or as if by excessive fasting,) and those who are afflicted with their own fastings, washings, etc . . . , but the corruption of nature, the old man and carnal heart is here meant.  By " . . . the affections and lusts" are NOT intended, the natural affections and passions of the soul, and the desires of it for love and sexual gratification.  What IS intended is its vile and inordinate affections, its corrupt inclinations, evil desires, and deceitful lusts, all which are "crucified" first "with the Lord Jesus Christ," Romans 6:6 and which are so abolished, done away, and destroyed, by the self-sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth on the Cross of Calvary.  In Christ Jesus crucifixion on the Cross of Calvary, the damning power of vile and inordinate affections, evil desires, and deceitful lusts with their complete control over His people is entirely gone.  In consequence of this crucifixion of the body of sin, with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth upon the Cross of Calvary, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth finished and made an end of sin, with its vile and inordinate passions and lusts, is then Crucified by the Holy Spirit of God, dies in regeneration and sanctification.  So that it loses its governing power, and has not the dominion it had before.  Not that the flesh, or one's corrupt nature as before, with its evil affections, and carnal lusts, are not still in being, and may still yet be alive in a Christian.  As a person fastened to a cross may be alive, though he cannot act and move as before, being under restraints, so then the old man, though crucified, is dying to self daily by the Grace of God not his own work, and under the restraints and constraints of God's mighty Grace, God is producing a new man, Ephesians 2:15-17, which is God's workmanship as a new creation, a new thing made for God, Ephesians 2:1-22.  A Christian, by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, as his Lord and Savior, is immediately Saved from God's Wrath and given Eternal Life, he however is NOT at the moment he is Saved a complete work as the new man.  God has begun a good work in a Born Again Christian, making him a new man, but he is NOT completed here, now, not on this earth, Philippians 1:6, as God is continuing that work until the Day of the Lord Jesus Christ in him.  In so producing the new man, one Born Again, the True Worshiper, one Called of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth completely destroyed the enmity, i.e.:  hatred, hostility, that which had alienated us from God -- which was sin.  God having destroyed this enmity -- including the last enemy, which was death, placing it under the feet of the Lord Jesus Christ off Nazareth, 1 Corinthians 15:20-28, God then nailed to the Cross of Calvary the Ordinances in the Law against us, thereby nullifying the Ordinances in the Law by the Lord Jesus Christ's blood, that condemned us before God causing death, Colossians 2:8-15.  Therefore, so as a man crucified on a cross is not free to reign and govern his own life as before, but yet is still alive, and acts, and operates, and oftentimes has great sway and influence still the same, but whereas he is deprived of his own reigning power, he is said to be crucified but is not yet dead.


Galatians 2:20
20 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.

Note:  God's reigning power in his life by his faith in the Lord Jesus Christ's righteousness rules his life; yet still a sinner a Christian, one Born Again, God restrains him day-by-day according to God's Grace which is refining him like a silversmith refines silver, and chastised him for his sins, Hebrews 12:1-11.

There are those Christians, I believe well meaning, that help to destroy other Christians faith, not Saving faith for a Christian is never lost who has been Saved, but diminish their faith by taking this verse out of contect:


Galatians 5:24

24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.

These diminish one's faith by saying that they are not a Christian if they continue to sin once Saved.  Here, the Apostle Paul does warn the Galatians of this very thing, Galatians 5:14-16; Galatians 6:1-3.  Indeed, according to the Apostle John, if any man says that he is NOT a sinner, he is a liar and the Truth is not in him, 1 John 1:8-10; 1 John 2:1-5

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth not only preserves our temporal life (earthly physical life,) but maintains the Spiritual life which He has given to Born Again Believers, Christians, those Called of God.  By afflictions we are proved, Psalm 34:19; Psalm 132:1; Acts 7:10; Acts 20:23;  2 Corinthians 6:4; Colossians 1:24; 1 Thessalonians 3:3; 2 Timothy 1:8; 2 Timothy 3:11; 2 Timothy 4:5; Hebrews 10:32-33; 1 Peter 5:9, as silver in the fire, Psalm 66:10. 

God has proved a Born Again Believer, a True Worshipers, one Called of God and found them to be true and faithful.  God has proved and found them to have the Truth of His Grace given them, and they are not found to be as reprobate silver, Jeremiah 6:27-30, or their Grace as a counterfeit grace.  God shows to the world, those that are His which are tried, as a proof, proved, to be the right kind, solid and substantial, thou hast tried us as silver is tried in a furnace, where it is put and melted by the refiner, and purified from the dross that attends it.


1 Thessalonians 2:4
4 But as we were allowed of God to be put in trust with the gospel, even so we speak; not as pleasing men, but God, which trieth our hearts.
Note:  Trieth here in the Greek means:  I put to the test, prove, examine; I distinguish by testing, approve after testing; approve to be fit, Proverbs 8:10;  Proverbs 17:3; Zechariah 13:9; 1 Peter 1:7; Luke 12:56; Luke 14:19; 2 Corinthians 8:8; Galatians 6:4; 1 Thessalonians 2:4; 1 Thessalonians 5:21; Romans 2:18; Philippians 1:10; 1 Timothy 3:10; 1 Corinthians 11:28; 2 Corinthians 13:5; Hebrews 3:9; Psalm 94:9; 1 John 4:1; Romans 12:2; 1 Corinthians 3:13; Ephesians 5:10.  To test, examine, prove, scrutinize (to see whether a thing be genuine or not, as is done of metals. (Provedd, tested, examined, scrutinized to see if the gold is real, or "fools gold" -- not real gold).  "Fools gold" is pyrite.  Pyrite is derived from the Greek word meaning "of fire".  In ancient Roman times, the name pyrite was applied to several types of stone that would create sparks when struck against steel.  Pyrite is a sulfide mineral.  Pyrite is often found with other sulfide minerals as well as coal.  Pyrite minerals metallic luster and pale brass-yellow hue gives it a superficial resemblance to gold, hence the well-known nickname "fool's gold".  The color has also led to the nicknames:  brass, brazzle, and Brazil, primarily used to refer to pyrite found in coal.


Jeremiah 17:8-10

8 For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, and that spreadeth out her roots by the river, and shall not see when heat cometh, but her leaf shall be green; and shall not be careful in the year of drought, neither shall cease from yielding fruit.
 
Note:  Men as trees, www.alemattec.com/Men as Trees.doc.

9 The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it? 
10 I the LORD search the heart, I try the reins, even to give every man according to his ways, and according to the fruit of his doings.
Note:  Man can only judge according to outward appearance, but God searches the reins of the heart, i.e.:  God proves, or tries the heart of man, as one would try silver or gold to see if they would be real:  Psalm 7:9; Jeremiah 17:10; Revelation 2:23.

Note:  Reins means in the Hebrew: Kidneys -- IS an essential organ – Properly, the Innermost being, the inward parts. A person's innermost feelings, particularly as they come to bear on decision-making, creating a belief system.  (A "belief system" is a set of mutually supportive beliefs held to be true and acceptable to the person which guides and governs a person's attitudes and beliefs, which are closely associated with one another and retained in one's memory). Their emotions which drives their conscience, "i.e. affections that influence decisions,” figuratively, the mind, the soul (as the interior essential self). 


Yes, the troubles of the Church will certainly end well.  Through various conflicts and troubles (afflictions, tribulations,) one Born Again, a Christian, who was once the slave of satan, escapes from satan's yoke, not by his own efforts, but freed by the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  This freed slave to sin, one Born Again, a Christian, obtains joy and peace in believing by faith in the sufficient sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ on the Cross of Calvary to pay for the man's sins.  Through much tribulations the Christian, the Born Again Believer must enter into the Kingdom of God, Deuteronomy 4:29-31; John 16:33; Acts 14:21-22; Romans 5:3-5; Romans 8:35; Romans 12:1-21; 2 Corinthians 1:3-5; 2 Corinthians 7:4; Ephesians 3:13; 1 Thessalonians 3:4; 2 Thessalonians 1:3-10; Revelation 1:9; Revelation 2:9;  Revelation 2:10; Revelation 7:9-17.


Galatians 5:24
24 And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.

Yea, though this act is ascribed to them that are now the Lord Jesus Christ's, yet not as done by them in their own power, own or by their own strength, who are not able to grapple with one's own corruption, but as under the influence of the Grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and through the power of His Holy Spirit, Romans 8:13.

True Born Again Believers are no hypocrites (Hypocrite:  An actor, pretender).  They crucify the flesh with its evil desires and lusts daily.  Inasmuch as they have not altogether put off the sinful flesh, as mere men they too are inclined to sin and still do.  Yes, even Born Again Believers, True Worshipers are not yet perfect, and still do not fear or love God as they should.  They are still likely to be provoked God to anger, because of their envy, impatience, still having carnal lust, and other emotions.  However, they will not do the things to which the flesh incites them as they may have done before being Born Again.  They crucify the flesh with its evil desires and lusts by prayer, fasting, or exercise.  They do, above all, by walking in the Truth of the Holy Spirit, by focusing on the Word of God.  Thus, to resist the flesh in this manner is to daily die to oneself.  Although the flesh is still alive, as one constrained on a cross, he cannot very well act upon his desires freely, because he is bound and nailed to a cross.  His sins now nailed to a cross whence it has no power to break loose, but is continually dying day-by-day, weaker and weaker.  With its affections and desires - and all its evil passions, appetites, and inclinations, the Born Again Believer, the True Worshiper of God, the Christian dies daily, 1 Corinthians 15:29-34, www.alemattec.com/The Mormon Church Examined, being baptized for the dead . . . .doc.

As in their Baptism, Born Again Believers, Christians were obliged hereunto (for, being Baptized into Christ, they were Baptized into his death, 1 Corinthians 12:13; Romans 6:4-6,) so they are now sincerely employing themselves herein, and, in conformity to their Lord and Head, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, True Worshipers, Christians endeavoring to die unto sin, as the Lord Jesus Christ had died for them.  They have not yet obtained a complete victory over sin; they have still flesh as well as Spirit in them, and that has its affections and lusts, which continue to give them no little disturbance.  Yes, as sin does not now reign in their mortal bodies, so as that they obey it in the lusts thereof, Romans 6:12, so they are seeking the utter ruin and destruction of sin, and to put this sin in their lives to the same shameful and ignominious, though lingering death, which our Lord Jesus underwent for our sakes on the Cross of Calvary.

If we should therefore prove ourselves to be the Lord Jesus Christ's, such as are united to Him and follow Him, we must make it our constant care and business to crucify the flesh with its corrupt affections and lusts. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will never Own those as His who yield themselves openly as the servants (i.e.:  slaves) to sin.  Being Saved, does this give us one license to freely sin?  God forbid, Romans 6:1-3.  Though the Apostle Paul here only mentions the crucifying of the flesh with the affections and lusts, as the care and character of real Christians, yet, no doubt, it is also implied that, on the other hand, we should show forth those fruits of the Holy Spirit which the Apostle Paul states, describes, as the fruits of Righteousness, 2 Corinthians 9:9-11; Philippians 1:11, being called to bring forth fruits of Holiness, Romans 6:21-22.  This is no less our duty than that, nor is it less necessary to evidence our sincerity in our faith. It is not enough that we cease to do evil, but we must learn to do well. Our Christianity obliges us not only to die unto sin, but to live unto righteousness.  Not only to oppose the works of the flesh, but to bring forth the fruits of the Spirit too.  Fruits mean:  Deed, action, result, that which originates or comes from something -- an effect, a result, an action, a deed, John 15:1-2; 1 John 4:17.  If, therefore, we would make it appear that we do indeed belong to the Lord Jesus Christ, this must be our sincere care and endeavor as well as the other.  Thus, it was the design of the Apostle Paul to represent both the one and the other of these as our duty, i.e.:  both dying to self, daily, and bring forth fruits of the Holy Spirit.  Indeed, it is a Christian's duty as necessary to support our character as Christians to strive to do these by the Holy Spirit of God in us, daily.


Galatians 5:25
25 If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.


Galatians 5:22-23
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,

23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.


Note:  Again, Fruits mean:  Deed, action, result, that which originates or comes from something -- an effect, a result, an action, a deed, John 15:1-2; 1 John 4:17.

Therefore, If we profess to have received the Spirit of Christ Jesus, or that we are renewed in the Spirit of Christ, or that we are renewed in the Spirit of our minds, by the Holy Spirit, and endued with a principle of spiritual life, let us make it appear by the proper fruits of the Spirit in our lives.  The Apostle Paul had before told that the Spirit of Christ is a privilege bestowed on all the Children of God, Galatians 4:6.  Our conversation will always be answerable to the principle which we are under the guidance and government of the Holy Spirit, Romans 8:5.  If, therefore, we are the Lord Jesus Christ's, and that we are partakers of His Spirit, it must be by our walking not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.  We must set ourselves in good earnest both to mortify the deeds of the body, and to walk in newness of life. 
Titus 3:1-7

1 Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work,
2 To speak evil of no man, to be no brawlers, but gentle, shewing all meekness unto all men.
3 For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful, and hating one another.
4 But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,

5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;

7 That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.

Baptism for a Christian is supposed to mark a complete separation between the old life of sin and the Christian life.  If we are born again, we are Called then to show our Calling by walking in obedience to the Holy Spirit.  Yes, although not a perfect walk of obedience, the more we walk in the Spirit, the less we walk in the flesh.


Romans 5:20-21
20 Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound:

21 That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.

"That as sin hath reigned unto death, . . . "  This is, another end of the Law's entrance, or rather an illustration of the Grace of God, by comparing the reigns of sin in one's heart and God's Grace together.  Sin has such a power over man in his state of nature, which amounts to a dominion or complete bondage over man.  Sin has not only an enticing, ensnaring power, to draw into a compliance with it, as well as an obstructive power to hinder that which is good, and an operative power over one which is evil of the devil himself, but also sin has a captivating power, enslaving one to their own same.  Sin is such that it has a kingly, governing, and commanding power over man, and sins dominion is universal to all men.  Sins effects are both to the members of the body, and faculties of the soul.  Sin is supported by laws -- which are its lusts, and has its voluntary subjects, to whom it gives wages, Romans 6:23, which is death, and sin reign is very cruel and tyrannical, it is "unto death" corporal, moral, spiritual, and eternal. 

Even so might God's Grace reign through righteousness unto Eternal Life by Jesus Christ our Lord.  God's Grace is meant here.  Grace as it is in the heart of God Himself, which reigns or bears sway in man's Salvation in all the parts of it, "through God's Righteousness" consistent with the Justice of God, in a way in which God is Glorified, through a Christian's redemption paid for by the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Grace reigns unto Eternal Life.  Grace has promised, prepared, and makes meet for God's love to His Own, and will introduce them into it, and freely gives God's Grace to those God shows Mercy or Compassion toward, Exodus 33:18-19; Romans 9:15.  God's Grace reigns by the Lord Jesus Christ and His Righteousness, and in God's Grace God's Justice is Glorified by the Lord Jesus Christ, and Eternal Life is in Christ Jesus, alone.  Through the Lord Jesus Christ, by Him God's Grace shows forth in the hearts of converted persons, the True Worshipers, those Saved, and thus God's Grace reigns.  God's Grace in, by, and through, the Lord Jesus Christ then has dominion, is the governing principle, is the way of righteousness and true Holiness.  God's Grace will reign until it is perfected in Glory, and crowned with Eternal Life.  All God's Grace is by the Lord Jesus Christ by His righteousness, and the perfect sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary.


Romans 6:1-6
1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound?

2 God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?

3 Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:
6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.
