Hebrews 10:26-27
26 For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,

27 But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries.
Note:  Which is not to be understood of a single act of sin, but rather of a willful course of sinning.  Nor of sins of infirmity through temptation, or even of grosser acts of sin, but is to be understood of voluntary sins; and not of all voluntary sin, or in which even a man's will is engaged and concerned, but of such which are done on purpose, resolutely and obstinately, having no concern nor thought nor care for doing the sin.  This willfully sinning is understanding that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, is the ONLY acceptable sacrifice for sin, but still rejecting the Lord Jesus Christ.  Done despite unto the Holy Spirit, the spirit of Grace.  Rejected all the work, the words, the Preaching, the pleadings of the Holy Spirit. 
Neither is this speaking of immoral practices, but of corrupt principles, and acting according to them, which intends a total apostasy from the truth of God, openly denying the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in word, action, and thought, against light and evidence of the Gospel message, joined with obstinacy.  This affronts and blasphemies the work and Office of the Holy Spirit, www.alemattec.com/Blasphemy against the Holy Spirit shall NOT be forgiven unto men . . ..doc.    Sin wilfully -- Without any cause or occasion, or show of occasion.  Willfully sinning without any cause or occasion (Occasion:  Need or necessity,) or show of occasion (Occasion:  Need or necessity), and this willful sinning is NOT just a violation of the God's Law, but of the whole economy (Economy:  An organized system or method, or the "world view" presented by the Holy Bible,) which is given of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth specifically in the New Testament, the Gospel message, Hebrews 10:28-29.


Wilfully -- in the Greek, presumptuously, "willingly."  After receiving "full knowledge of the truth, 1 Timothy 2:4" by having been "enlightened," and by having "tasted" a certain measure even of God's Grace of "the Holy Ghost"  Who IS (the Spirit of Truth, John 14:15-18; and "the Spirit of Grace,"Hebrews 10:28-29).  
To sin willfully is to fall away (as "sin" here means to apostatize -- Hebrews 3:12, Hebrews 3:17; Hebrews 6:6, as did the Roman Catholic "church," and as did Billy Graham, www.alemattec.com/Billy Graham Says Jesus Christ is Not the Only Way.htm, www.alemattec.com/Wider Mercy Salvation- John Macarthur talking about Billy Graham's view.htm, www.alemattec.com/Defining sin, Billy Graham's powerful reach and apostasy, Promise Keepers!.doc).
Again this is not a sin of ignorance, nor of error, but a deliberate sinning against the Holy Spirit, www.alemattec.com/Blasphemy against the Holy Spirit shall NOT be forgiven unto men . . ..doc.  Such sinning, where a consciousness of Gospel obligations not only was, Hebrews 10:29, but is present and their sinning is presumptuously (Presumptuous:  To take for granted, assume, or suppose.  To assume as true in the absence of proof to the contrary.  To undertake with unwarrantable boldness.  To undertake (to do something) without right or permission, i.e.:  female "preachers," sodomite "preachers".  To go too far in acting unwarrantably or in taking liberties,) and preserving (Preserve:  to keep up; maintain,) against the Lord Jesus Christ's redemption, and the Spirit of Grace, the Holy Spirit).  Thus, the apostate Angels who kept not their first estate, held in darkness until the Day of the Lord, and like them there be Angels (specifically stars, false teachers/Preachers, called wandering stars, who were before of old ordained, i.e.:  hand Chosen by God for this condemnation, who corrupt themselves, whom is reserved the blackness of darkness for ever, . . . . , Jude 1:3-13).
 

Proverbs 24:13-14
13 My son, eat thou honey, because it is good; and the honeycomb, which is sweet to thy taste:
14 So shall the knowledge of wisdom be unto thy soul: when thou hast found it, then there shall be a reward, and thy expectation shall not be cut off.

Note: As honey is sweet and pleasant to the taste, so wisdom is to the soul. It does not mean to make an image of honey, honeycomb and worship it as wisdom, or to make either one representative of God, as the Roman Catholic "church," has done with the Holy Spirit, making an image of the Holy Spirit "like a dove" and offer worship of that image, placing it on the throne of the "pope".


Honey was eaten for food, not only by children, but honey was also eaten by grown ups. Honey was and is very nourishing, strengthening, and refreshing. Honey was eaten by: Samson, Jonathan, John the Baptist, and others. Honey is good for medicine, is healthful and salutary, and useful preventative against many diseases. Honey is conducive to a prolong life and assists to preserve from diseases. Honey has been observed to those who have much used it have lived to a great age. The honeycomb, which is sweet to thy taste loaded with honey, especially that which is immediately squeezed or drops from the honeycomb was to give strength and health to the bones. We eat honey because it is sweet to the taste, and upon that account we call it good, especially that which runs first from the honey-comb which was to give strength to the bones. 



Proverbs 16:24
24 Pleasant words are as an honeycomb, sweet to the soul, and health to the bones.



Luke 24:30-42
30 And it came to pass, as he sat at meat with them, he took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them.

31 And their eyes were opened, and they knew him; and he vanished out of their sight.

32 And they said one to another, Did not our heart burn within us, while he talked with us by the way, and while he opened to us the scriptures?

33 And they rose up the same hour, and returned to Jerusalem, and found the eleven gathered together, and them that were with them,

34 Saying, The Lord is risen indeed, and hath appeared to Simon.

35 And they told what things were done in the way, and how he was known of them in breaking of bread.

36 And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.

37 But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit.

38 And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts?

39 Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have.

40 And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet.

41 And while they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said unto them, Have ye here any meat?

42 And they gave him a piece of a broiled fish, and of an honeycomb.

Proverbs 24:13-14
13 My son, eat thou honey, because it is good; and the honeycomb, which is sweet to thy taste:
14 So shall the knowledge of wisdom be unto thy soul: when thou hast found it, then there shall be a reward, and thy expectation shall not be cut off.




Proverbs 5:1-4
1 My son, attend unto my wisdom, and bow thine ear to my understanding:

2 That thou mayest regard discretion, and that thy lips may keep knowledge.
3 For the lips of a strange woman drop as an honeycomb, and her mouth is smoother than oil:

4 But her end is bitter as wormwood, sharp as a two-edged sword.

Isaiah 7:14-16
14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.
15 Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to refuse the evil, and choose the good.
16 For before the child shall know to refuse the evil, and choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest shall be forsaken of both her kings.

Note: Thus, the Messiah, the Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God with us, Who would feed upon wisdom, and relish the good instructions of God's Holy Word.

Exodus 16:31
31 And the house of Israel called the name thereof Manna: and it was like coriander seed, white; and the taste of it was like wafers made with honey.


Note: Many liked the Manna, and they said it tasted of Honey (verse above) and (Oil, Numbers 11:8 below). (Oil represents the Holy Spirit, and honey represents the goodness of God's Holy Word, and both represents the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Manna that came down from Heaven). Others hated it and wanted meat. They received the taste of the Manna, but it wasn't acceptable to them, such as: 
I believe that most people have tasted something that at first is a sweet taste, but it turns bitter in your mouth. There used to be a gum that I liked as a child that did exactly that, Adam's Sour Apple gum, http://www.candywarehouse.com/products/adams-nostalgic-sours-gum-5-stick-packs-apple-20-pack-box/?utm_source=Pricegrabber&utm_medium=CSE&utm_campaign=sidecar&scpid=7&scid=scsho3501571. This is EXACTLY like those who once were enlightened by God's Holy Word (saw the Truth of God's Holy Word, the Lord Jesus Christs perfect sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary) and tasted of the Heavenly gift (tasted like the mixed company of Israel of the Manna that came down from Heaven). Some liked and said the Manna tasted of "honey and oil," but others refused NOT liking the taste and finding it not satisfying. This, too, are spoken of those that taste of God's goodness, but refuse it as it taste bitter to them after they initially taste it, they refuse the Holy Gift of Salvation by Grace through faith in the ONE sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for sins). When at first they were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, and tasted the good Word of God and the powers to come . . . (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth but refused His ONE sacrifice) as the Manna that came down from Heaven, and make unto themselves another "god" that their father's knew not, Deuteronomy 8:16; Daniel 11:38: 
Hebrews 6:4-6, as did the Judaizers, which became the Roman Catholic "church," and others today who hold the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to public shame by keeping the Lord Jesus Christ Crucified and hanging on the Tree, the Cross of Calvary.

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Jeremiah 2:6-8
6 Neither said they, Where is the Lord that brought us up out of the land of Egypt, that led us through the wilderness, through a land of deserts and of pits, through a land of drought, and of the shadow of death, through a land that no man passed through, and where no man dwelt?
7 And I brought you into a plentiful country, to eat the fruit thereof and the goodness thereof; but when ye entered, ye defiled my land, and made mine heritage an abomination.
8 The priests said not, Where is the Lord? and they that handle the law knew me not: the pastors also transgressed against me, and the prophets prophesied by Baal, and walked after things that do not profit.
Note: These became the Roman Catholic "church".



Nehemiah 9:24-26
24 So the children went in and possessed the land, and thou subduedst before them the inhabitants of the land, the Canaanites, and gavest them into their hands, with their kings, and the people of the land, that they might do with them as they would.

25 And they took strong cities, and a fat land, and possessed houses full of all goods, wells digged, vineyards, and oliveyards, and fruit trees in abundance: so they did eat, and were filled, and became fat, and delighted themselves in thy great goodness.
26 Nevertheless they were disobedient, and rebelled against thee, and cast thy law behind their backs, and slew thy prophets which testified against them to turn them to thee, and they wrought great provocations.



Numbers 11:1-35
1 And when the people complained, it displeased the Lord: and the Lord heard it; and his anger was kindled; and the fire of the Lord burnt among them, and consumed them that were in the uttermost parts of the camp.

2 And the people cried unto Moses; and when Moses prayed unto the Lord, the fire was quenched.

3 And he called the name of the place Taberah: because the fire of the Lord burnt among them.
4 And the mixt multitude that was among them fell a lusting: and the children of Israel also wept again, and said, Who shall give us flesh to eat?

Note: When the Children of Israel left Egypt for the Promise Land, Israel, they came out of Egypt with mixed multitude a great number, Exodus 12:37-39 , In other words, they brought Egyptians with them whom they had married. These Egyptians quickly turned the Children of Israel against Jehovah God when Moses was up in the Mountain for 40 days. They tempted the Children of Israel to build and worship an idol. One of the "gods" of Egypt was Apis the bull, www.alemattec.com/Breach, Watchman, Apis the Bull God of Egypt, the Golden Calf . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/Apis, the Bull god of Egypt.htm, and they tried to make an idol of Apis. They did not have enough gold to make a full-blown idol of a grown bull, i.e.: Apis, so they made a small bull . . . the golden calf.

5 We remember the fish, which we did eat in Egypt freely; the cucumbers, and the melons, and the leeks, and the onions, and the garlick:

6 But now our soul is dried away: there is nothing at all, beside this manna, before our eyes.
7 And the manna was as coriander seed, and the colour thereof as the colour of bdellium.


Note: Word akin to Hebrew bedhōlah, name of a fragrant yellowish transparent gum. The "shoham" stone as one of the chief products of Havilah. Since Manna is compared in appearance to Bdellium in this verse, it may be concluded that the latter (Bdellium) was generally known among the Hebrews, and was considered very precious. Again in Havilah on the Arabian coast, Bdellium was as equivalent to a pearl, having a similar color and was considered very precious. The Shoham stone is an onyx:
shoham: (a gem) perhaps an onyx
Original Word: שֹׁ֫הַם
Part of Speech: Noun Masculine
Transliteration: shoham
Phonetic Spelling: (sho'-ham)
Short Definition: onyx 


In antiquity all colors of onyx from white to dark brown and black were called onyx. Today when we think of onyx we often preface the word with black to distinguish it from other varieties of onyx that come in: white, reddish brown, brown and banded colors. Most commercially available Black Onyx available today is color enhanced (heated and dyed) to increase it's depth of color.

8 And the people went about, and gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat it in a mortar, and baked it in pans, and made cakes of it: and the taste of it was as the taste of fresh oil.

Note: Again, the taste was of fresh oil, not rancid dead oil, but fresh alive oil, representing the Holy Spirit of God.
9 And when the dew fell upon the camp in the night, the manna fell upon it.
10 Then Moses heard the people weep throughout their families, every man in the door of his tent: and the anger of the Lord was kindled greatly; Moses also was displeased.

11 And Moses said unto the Lord, Wherefore hast thou afflicted thy servant? and wherefore have I not found favour in thy sight, that thou layest the burden of all this people upon me?
12 Have I conceived all this people? have I begotten them, that thou shouldest say unto me, Carry them in thy bosom, as a nursing father beareth the sucking child, unto the land which thou swarest unto their fathers?

13 Whence should I have flesh to give unto all this people? for they weep unto me, saying, Give us flesh, that we may eat.

14 I am not able to bear all this people alone, because it is too heavy for me.
15 And if thou deal thus with me, kill me, I pray thee, out of hand, if I have found favour in thy sight; and let me not see my wretchedness.
16 And the Lord said unto Moses, Gather unto me seventy men of the elders of Israel, whom thou knowest to be the elders of the people, and officers over them; and bring them unto the tabernacle of the congregation, that they may stand there with thee.

17 And I will come down and talk with thee there: and I will take of the spirit which is upon thee, and will put it upon them; and they shall bear the burden of the people with thee, that thou bear it not thyself alone.
18 And say thou unto the people, Sanctify yourselves against to morrow, and ye shall eat flesh: for ye have wept in the ears of the Lord, saying, Who shall give us flesh to eat? for it was well with us in Egypt: therefore the Lord will give you flesh, and ye shall eat.

19 Ye shall not eat one day, nor two days, nor five days, neither ten days, nor twenty days;

20 But even a whole month, until it come out at your nostrils, and it be loathsome unto you: because that ye have despised the Lord which is among you, and have wept before him, saying, Why came we forth out of Egypt?
21 And Moses said, The people, among whom I am, are six hundred thousand footmen; and thou hast said, I will give them flesh, that they may eat a whole month.

22 Shall the flocks and the herds be slain for them, to suffice them? or shall all the fish of the sea be gathered together for them, to suffice them?

23 And the Lord said unto Moses, Is the Lord'S hand waxed short? thou shalt see now whether my word shall come to pass unto thee or not.

24 And Moses went out, and told the people the words of the Lord, and gathered the seventy men of the elders of the people, and set them round about the tabernacle.
25 And the Lord came down in a cloud, and spake unto him, and took of the spirit that was upon him, and gave it unto the seventy elders: and it came to pass, that, when the spirit rested upon them, they prophesied, and did not cease.
26 But there remained two of the men in the camp, the name of the one was Eldad, and the name of the other Medad: and the spirit rested upon them; and they were of them that were written, but went not out unto the tabernacle: and they prophesied in the camp.

27 And there ran a young man, and told Moses, and said, Eldad and Medad do prophesy in the camp.

28 And Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of Moses, one of his young men, answered and said, My lord Moses, forbid them.

29 And Moses said unto him, Enviest thou for my sake? would God that all the Lord'S people were prophets, and that the Lord would put his spirit upon them!

30 And Moses gat him into the camp, he and the elders of Israel.

31 And there went forth a wind from the Lord, and brought quails from the sea, and let them fall by the camp, as it were a day's journey on this side, and as it were a day's journey on the other side, round about the camp, and as it were two cubits high upon the face of the earth.

32 And the people stood up all that day, and all that night, and all the next day, and they gathered the quails: he that gathered least gathered ten homers: and they spread them all abroad for themselves round about the camp.

33 And while the flesh was yet between their teeth, ere it was chewed, the wrath of the Lord was kindled against the people, and the Lord smote the people with a very great plague.

34 And he called the name of that place Kibrothhattaavah: because there they buried the people that lusted.

35 And the people journeyed from Kibrothhattaavah unto Hazeroth; and abode at Hazeroth.

Psalm 78:17-42

17 And they sinned yet more against him by provoking the most High in the wilderness. 
18 And they tempted God in their heart by asking meat for their lust.
19 Yea, they spake against God; they said, Can God furnish a table in the wilderness?
20 Behold, he smote the rock, that the waters gushed out, and the streams overflowed; can he give bread also? can he provide flesh for his people?

21 Therefore the Lord heard this, and was wroth: so a fire was kindled against Jacob, and anger also came up against Israel;
22 Because they believed not in God, and trusted not in his salvation:

23 Though he had commanded the clouds from above, and opened the doors of heaven,

24 And had rained down manna upon them to eat, and had given them of the corn of heaven.
25 Man did eat angels' food: he sent them meat to the full.
26 He caused an east wind to blow in the heaven: and by his power he brought in the south wind.

27 He rained flesh also upon them as dust, and feathered fowls like as the sand of the sea:

28 And he let it fall in the midst of their camp, round about their habitations.
29 So they did eat, and were well filled: for he gave them their own desire;

30 They were not estranged from their lust. But while their meat was yet in their mouths,

31 The wrath of God came upon them, and slew the fattest of them, and smote down the chosen men of Israel.

32 For all this they sinned still, and believed not for his wondrous works.
33 Therefore their days did he consume in vanity, and their years in trouble.
34 When he slew them, then they sought him: and they returned and enquired early after God.
35 And they remembered that God was their rock, and the high God their redeemer.
36 Nevertheless they did flatter him with their mouth, and they lied unto him with their tongues.

37 For their heart was not right with him, neither were they stedfast in his covenant.



Note: The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the Manna that came down from Heaven, the Rock, the High God, Israel's redeemer. When the High God of Israel, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Manna that came down from Heaven, presented Himself to the leaders of Israel, the Scribes and the Pharisees they denied Him, as did their forefather's here. They refused the Manna that came down from Heaven, and only honored God with their mouths, as their hearts were far from Him. Isaiah 29:13-14, Matthew 15:7-9.

38 But he, being full of compassion, forgave their iniquity, and destroyed them not: yea, many a time turned he his anger away, and did not stir up all his wrath.
39 For he remembered that they were but flesh; a wind that passeth away, and cometh not again.

40 How oft did they provoke him in the wilderness, and grieve him in the desert!
41 Yea, they turned back and tempted God, and limited the Holy One of Israel.

42 They remembered not his hand, nor the day when he delivered them from the enemy.


John 6:26-59
26 Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and were filled.
27 Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed.
28 Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works of God?
29 Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent.
30 They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work?

31 Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them bread from heaven to eat.
32 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven.

33 For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world.
34 Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread.
35 And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.
36 But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not.
37 All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out.

38 For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me.
39 And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day.

40 And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.
41 The Jews then murmured at him, because he said, I am the bread which came down from heaven.
42 And they said, Is not this Jesus, the son of Joseph, whose father and mother we know? how is it then that he saith, I came down from heaven?

43 Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Murmur not among yourselves.
44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.
45 It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.
46 Not that any man hath seen the Father, save he which is of God, he hath seen the Father.
47 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life.
48 I am that bread of life.
49 Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, and are dead.
50 This is the bread which cometh down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not die.

51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if any man eat of this bread, he shall live for ever: and the bread that I will give is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.
52 The Jews therefore strove among themselves, saying, How can this man give us his flesh to eat?

53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.

54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day.

55 For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed.

56 He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him.

57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me.

58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.
59 These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum.
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Deuteronomy 8:1-3
1 All the commandments which I command thee this day shall ye observe to do, that ye may live, and multiply, and go in and possess the land which the Lord sware unto your fathers.

2 And thou shalt remember all the way which the Lord thy God led thee these forty years in the wilderness, to humble thee, and to prove thee, to know what was in thine heart, whether thou wouldest keep his commandments, or no.
3 And he humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed thee with manna, which thou knewest not, neither did thy fathers know; that he might make thee know that man doth not live by bread only, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of the Lord doth man live.
