Hebrews 10:25-27
25 Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.
26 For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins,

27 But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries.


Note:  "For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins, . . ."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will die no more.  The Lord Jesus Christ's blood will not be shed again, nor his sacrifice reiterated, nor has it been since the Cross of Calvary, nor will ANY OTHER sacrifice by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth be offered, for this He did once, when He offered up Himself, Hebrews 7:20-28, on the Cross of Calvary.  There will be no other Savior, there is no Salvation in any other, nor any other Name under Heaven given among men, whereby we must be Saved, Acts 4:12.  These words, in Hebrews 10:26-27 above, have been wrongly made use of to prove that persons sinning after being Saved and Baptized are not to be restored to Communion again upon repentance, and being understood of immoral actions willfully committed, after one having been Saved.  Indeed, this two verses in Hebrews 10:26-27 above, have given great distress to consciences burdened with the guilt of their sin, committed after a profession of their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, for their Salvation.  Hebrews 10:26-27, above, are exhortations against apostasy and to perseverance, which are urged by many strong reasons. The sin here mentioned is a total and final falling away, when men, with a full and fixed will and resolution, despise and reject the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Matthew 10:33, the only wise God and Savior, Jude 1:25, as the wisdom of God, 1 Corinthians 1:24, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the only way to God the Father, John 14:6.  Again, Hebrews 10:26-27 speaks of one who openly despises and resists the Holy Spirit, Hebrews 10:28-29.  Yes, one who openly despises and resists the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Grace, the revealer of all Truth, John 16:13, Who sanctifies, Romans 15:16.  Not only does the Holy Spirit sanctifies, but also those who are sanctified by God the Father, and preserved in Jesus Christ, and Called, Jude 1:1-3.  Hebrews 10:26-27, above, speaks of those who despise and renounce the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the only way of Salvation, and the words of Eternal Life.  In rejecting the ONLY sacrifice available for sin, they then deliberately trample under foot the Lord Jesus Christ's sacrifice of Himself on the Cross of Calvary, and have counted the blood of the Covenant, wherewith the Lord Jesus Christ was sanctified, as an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of Grace, and have apostatize from the Saving faith for Eternal Life, Hebrews 10:29.  Apostasy from the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which is termed "drawing back," Hebrews 10:38.  Of this destruction God gives some notorious sinners, while on earth, a fearful foreboding in their consciences, with despair of being able to endure or to escape it.  What punishment can be sorer than to die without God's Mercy?  To die by God's Mercy, by this same Mercy, Grace, and Righteousness which they have openly despised and rejected.  How dreadful is the case, when not only the Justice of God, but God's abused Grace, Mercy, and Righteousness call for vengeance!  All this does not in the least mean that any souls who sorrow for their sin, who mourns for their sin should not be comforted -- as they shall be comforted, Matthew 5:4.  They shall be comforted when calling on the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, to Save them from their sins.  These will NOT be shut out from God's Mercy, Joel 2:32; Acts 22:16; Acts 2:21; Romans 10:13.  As none will be refused the benefit of the Lord Jesus Christ's sacrifice, who are Born Again, Called by God, are True Worshipers.  Him that cometh unto the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth having Him only as their Lord, God, and Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ will in no wise cast out, John 6:30-38.
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
