Titus 3:4-7
4 But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,

5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;

Note:  Works in the Greek means:  ("work") is a deed (action) that carries out (completes) an inner desire (intension, purpose).  Man's free will would be his inner desire or purpose.  Any product whatever, anything accomplished by hand, art, industry, mind.  An act, deed, thing done.  
6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;
7 That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.


John 8:39

39 They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father. Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works of Abraham.

Note:  Who should one's children imitate but their parents?  Those who claim the privileges of Abraham, must do Abraham's works; must be strangers and sojourners in this world; keep up the worship of God in their families, and always walk before God. Abraham was a merciful, charitable, and hospitable man, as well as a man of strict justice and integrity; he feared God, believed in Him, and was ready to receive every message and revelation which came from Him, and they who walk after Abraham's faith are God's genuine children and offspring, as Abraham walked in the steps of his faith, charity, justice, and piety.  Abraham's children will do the works of Abraham, but you, the Jews, do not do Abraham's works, therefore you are not Abraham's children.  That is, they were Children of Abraham, which they here make claim, but ONLY according to the flesh; however, the children of Abraham's by faith and holiness they were not, but the reverse.  Those who would approve themselves Abraham's seed must not only be of Abraham's faith, but do Abraham's works, i.e.:  James 2:21-22.



James 2:21-22
21 Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had offered Isaac his son upon the altar?
22 Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith made perfect?

James 2:18-26
18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works.

19 Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.

20 But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?
21 Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he had offered Isaac his son upon the altar?

22 Seest thou how faith wrought with his works, and by works was faith made perfect?

23 And the scripture was fulfilled which saith, Abraham believed God, and it was imputed unto him for righteousness: and he was called the Friend of God.

24 Ye see then how that by works a man is justified, and not by faith only.
25 Likewise also was not Rahab the harlot justified by works, when she had received the messengers, and had sent them out another way?

26 For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.
