Ecclesiastes 9:5
5 For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not any thing, neither have they any more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten.

The above is used by a false teacher trying to give hope concerning death.  This is what they wrote:


"The Old Testament book of Ecclesiastes tells us that there is "a time for every purpose under heaven: a time to be born, and a time to die . . .""

Ecclesiastes 3:1-22

1 To every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven:

2 A time to be born, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to pluck up that which is planted;


Note:  Now lets look at the rest of the Chapter (he did not mention the rest, I added it below).

3 A time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build up;

4 A time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to dance;

5 A time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones together; a time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing;

6 A time to get, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to cast away;

7 A time to rend, and a time to sew; a time to keep silence, and a time to speak;

8 A time to love, and a time to hate; a time of war, and a time of peace.

9 What profit hath he that worketh in that wherein he laboureth?

10 I have seen the travail, which God hath given to the sons of men to be exercised in it.

11 He hath made every thing beautiful in his time: also he hath set the world in their heart, so that no man can find out the work that God maketh from the beginning to the end.

12 I know that there is no good in them, but for a man to rejoice, and to do good in his life.

13 And also that every man should eat and drink, and enjoy the good of all his labour, it is the gift of God.

14 I know that, whatsoever God doeth, it shall be for ever: nothing can be put to it, nor any thing taken from it: and God doeth it, that men should fear before him.

15 That which hath been is now; and that which is to be hath already been; and God requireth that which is past.

16 And moreover I saw under the sun the place of judgment, that wickedness was there; and the place of righteousness, that iniquity was there.

17 I said in mine heart, God shall judge the righteous and the wicked: for there is a time there for every purpose and for every work.

18 I said in mine heart concerning the estate of the sons of men, that God might manifest them, and that they might see that they themselves are beasts.

19 For that which befalleth the sons of men befalleth beasts; even one thing befalleth them: as the one dieth, so dieth the other; yea, they have all one breath; so that a man hath no preeminence above a beast: for all is vanity.

20 All go unto one place; all are of the dust, and all turn to dust again.

21 Who knoweth the spirit of man that goeth upward, and the spirit of the beast that goeth downward to the earth?

22 Wherefore I perceive that there is nothing better, than that a man should rejoice in his own works; for that is his portion: for who shall bring him to see what shall be after him?


Note:  Next he wrote:

In the same book we also read that "the dead know nothing"

Ecclesiastes 9:5
5 For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not any thing, neither have they any more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten.

He wrote, "Contrary to popular belief, people do not go in conscious awareness to heaven or hell or purgatory when they die. When people die, they are really dead—they are unconscious with no more powers of thinking and reasoning".


Note:  Now, my commentary on Ecclesiastes 9:5 . . .


"For the living know that they shall die: . . ." Death is certain, it is the demerit of sin, the appointment defined by God and the time of it is fixed.  Death may be known that it will be, from the Word of God that assures it, from all experience which confirms it, and from the decline of nature, and the seeds of death in men.  It has been appointed by God, that men die once . . . then the judgment of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Hebrews 9:27-28

27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment:

28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.


This "the living" know that live corporeally, even the wicked themselves, though they put the evil day far from them.  So good men, that live spiritually, having been spiritually quickened (quickened:  made alive spiritually to live in Heaven for all eternity) by the Holy Spirit and Grace of God, and live a life of faith and holiness.  Good men, too, know they shall die, though the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth died for them, and He has abolished death, as their punishment and curse, as for a Born Again Believer, one Called by God into His family, Christ Jesus took away deaths sting, and has made death to a Christian a blessing.  A blessing as it has become desirable to them, as being for their good.


2 Timothy 1:7-11

7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.

8 Be not thou therefore ashamed of the testimony of our Lord, nor of me his prisoner: but be thou partaker of the afflictions of the gospel according to the power of God;

9 Who hath saved us, and called us with an holy calling, not according to our works, but according to his own purpose and grace, which was given us in Christ Jesus before the world began,

10 But is now made manifest by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus Christ, who hath abolished death, and hath brought life and immortality to light through the gospel:

11 Whereunto I am appointed a preacher, and an apostle, and a teacher of the Gentiles.


There are some things about death that we ordinarily do not know.  We do not know the time of our death, nor the place where we shall die, nor of what death we shall die, nor in what circumstances, both outwardly and inward.  " . . . but the dead know not any thing, . . ." this is not to be understood of their separate spirits, and of the things of the other world where their Spirit will abide for all eternity.



However, the righteous dead, those True Worshipers, Born Again Believers know much.  The righteous dead's knowledge is greatly increased.  The righteous dead know, as they are known, as they know much of God in Christ Jesus:  of His perfections, purposes, Covenant, Grace, and love toward them.


1 Corinthians 13:12 
12For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.


The righteous dead know much of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, of His Person, His Offices, and His Glory, and they see Him as He is.  They know much of the Gospel, and the mysteries of it.  They understand Angels, and the Holy Spirit of God within just men.  The memory of the righteous with God, for whom a Book of Remembrance is written, and whose names are written in Heaven.  These have an everlasting remembrance, and their memory is blessed. 


Malachi 3:16 
16Then they that feared the Lord spake often one to another: and the Lord hearkened, and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before him for them that feared the Lord, and that thought upon his name.



The wicked dead, in their separate spirits, know there is a God that judegth, and that their souls are immortal.  They know there is a future state, indeed they know and understand the torments of Hell, the worm that never dies, and the fire that is not quenched.  They know not any thing that is done in this world after they die, nor how it fares with their children and friends they have left behind them.

Job 14:21
21 His sons come to honour, and he knoweth it not; and they are brought low, but he perceiveth it not of them.

Neither does the wicked dead have any more a reward.  The life on earth is all they receive.  The sense is, that after death there will be no enjoyment of a man's labors.  He will not have the use, profit, and advantage of them, but his heirs that succeed him.  The memory of his labors is forgotten. 


The righteous, the Saved, will receive the reward of their Heavenly Inheritance, though it will be, not of debt, but of the Lord Jesus Christ's Grace.

Psalm 58:11
11 So that a man shall say, Verily there is a reward for the righteous: verily he is a God that judgeth in the earth.


Every transgression of the wicked, though, will receive a just recompense (recompence) of reward, and the reward of their hands will be given them:


Hebrews 2:1-5

1 Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip.

2 For if the word spoken by angels was stedfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just recompence of reward;

3 How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him;

4 God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?

5 For unto the angels hath he not put in subjection the world to come, whereof we speak.



The memory of wicked men, though they take pains to perpetuate their names, which they give to their lands, yet the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth causes their memory to cease, and they are forgotten in the place where they lived.


Isaiah 26:14
14 They are dead, they shall not live; they are deceased, they shall not rise: therefore hast thou visited and destroyed them, and made all their memory to perish.

Even among those that now enjoy the fruit of their labor, as they will scarce think of them any more, for in a little time they will be quite forgotten by them.  Instead of coming to the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, they walked in their own counsels, and the imagination of their heart was only evil continually . . . and they went backward not forward.



Jeremiah 7:24 
24But they hearkened not, nor inclined their ear, but walked in the counsels and in the imagination of their evil heart, and went backward, and not forward.



Oh, that all men could be like Job . . .


Job 23:1-17

1 Then Job answered and said,

2 Even to day is my complaint bitter: my stroke is heavier than my groaning.

3 Oh that I knew where I might find him! that I might come even to his seat!

4 I would order my cause before him, and fill my mouth with arguments.

5 I would know the words which he would answer me, and understand what he would say unto me.

6 Will he plead against me with his great power? No; but he would put strength in me.

7 There the righteous might dispute with him; so should I be delivered for ever from my judge.

8 Behold, I go forward, but he is not there; and backward, but I cannot perceive him:

9 On the left hand, where he doth work, but I cannot behold him: he hideth himself on the right hand, that I cannot see him:

10 But he knoweth the way that I take: when he hath tried me, I shall come forth as gold.

11 My foot hath held his steps, his way have I kept, and not declined.

12 Neither have I gone back from the commandment of his lips; I have esteemed the words of his mouth more than my necessary food.

13 But he is in one mind, and who can turn him? and what his soul desireth, even that he doeth.

14 For he performeth the thing that is appointed for me: and many such things are with him.

15 Therefore am I troubled at his presence: when I consider, I am afraid of him.

16 For God maketh my heart soft, and the Almighty troubleth me:

17 Because I was not cut off before the darkness, neither hath he covered the darkness from my face.

Note:  it was amazing to Job, and troubled him when he thought of it, that he was not cut off by death, before the darkness of afflictions.  This dark dispensation came upon him, as sometimes righteous ones are taken from the evil to come.  By means of Job's afflictions, he wondered how he was supported to get through them, carried through them, that they did not press him down to death.  Job wondered how such a poor wasted creature as he was, reduced to skin and bones, should ever be able to endure what he did.  Job was sensible of the darkness of affliction upon him, yet God has covered it so from me, that I cannot see an end of it, nor any way to escape out of it. 

Isaiah 57:1 
1The righteous perisheth, and no man layeth it to heart: and merciful men are taken away, none considering that the righteous is taken away from the evil to come.



Job could not see death, as in his inflictions he wished for it, but could not have it, as death was hid from him.  God hath covered death and the grave from Job, which is a state of darkness, a land of darkness, of darkness itself.  Job felt that God had covered Himself with a cloud from Job, that Job could not find Him to plead Job's cause:  


Job 10:21-22

21 Before I go whence I shall not return, even to the land of darkness and the shadow of death;

22 A land of darkness, as darkness itself; and of the shadow of death, without any order, and where the light is as darkness.



Lamentations 3:44
44 Thou hast covered thyself with a cloud, that our prayer should not pass through.


Psalm 130:1-3

1 Out of the depths have I cried unto thee, O Lord.

2 Lord, hear my voice: let thine ears be attentive to the voice of my supplications.

3 If thou, Lord, shouldest mark iniquities, O Lord, who shall stand?


Note:  God sees all the evil actions of bad men done in the dark, which cannot hide them from Him.  Also, all the iniquities of good men, God sees so as to correct and chastise them, but not with His eye toward vindictive justice.  Would God visit them in a way of wrath, or enter into His Judgment on account of their sins, with men standing before Him in their own persons, while God demands satisfaction for the sins of their own hands, without any regard to the sacrifice and satisfaction of His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth?  All a man's righteousness, repentance, humiliation and tears, would stand him in no stead, would not answer for him, nor atone for his own sins.  Still his iniquities would remain marked before God, and the consequence of which would be eternal damnation.  

Jeremiah 2:22
22 For though thou wash thee with nitre, and take thee much soap, yet thine iniquity is marked before me, saith the Lord God.
Note:  Nitre in the Hebrew means:  lye, mineral potash (so called from effervescing with acid, carbonated especially from wood ashes) -- nitre.


Isaiah 63:3 
3I have trodden the winepress alone; and of the people there was none with me: for I will tread them in mine anger, and trample them in my fury; and their blood shall be sprinkled upon my garments, and I will stain all my raiment.



Hebrews 3:6-19

6 But Christ as a son over his own house; whose house are we, if we hold fast the confidence and the rejoicing of the hope firm unto the end.

7 Wherefore (as the Holy Ghost saith, To day if ye will hear his voice,

8 Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, in the day of temptation in the wilderness:

9 When your fathers tempted me, proved me, and saw my works forty years.

10 Wherefore I was grieved with that generation, and said, They do alway err in their heart; and they have not known my ways.

11 So I sware in my wrath, They shall not enter into my rest.)

12 Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the living God.

13 But exhort one another daily, while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin.

14 For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence stedfast unto the end;

15 While it is said, To day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts, as in the provocation.

16 For some, when they had heard, did provoke: howbeit not all that came out of Egypt by Moses.

17 But with whom was he grieved forty years? was it not with them that had sinned, whose carcases fell in the wilderness?

18 And to whom sware he that they should not enter into his rest, but to them that believed not?

19 So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.


Hebrews 4:3 
3For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, As I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest: although the works were finished from the foundation of the world.


Psalm 95:11
11 Unto whom I sware in my wrath that they should not enter into my rest.

Note:  The Apostle Paul in Hebrews 4:3 above quotes Psalm 95:11 above, and applies this proof by removing all other rests, and particularly by showing that the rest does not mean God's rest from the works of creation.  Although the works of God's Creation were finished from the foundation of the world, that is, though the works of creation, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth designed and were finished and perfected within the first six days of His making of the worlds, when God then rested and ceased to work further in a creative way.  Therefore, no unbelievers enter into God's rest -- which is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.


Colossians 1:12-18

12 Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light:

13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:

14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins:

15 Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature:

16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:

17 And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.

18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.
 


Isaiah 54:5-17

5 For thy Maker is thine husband; the Lord of hosts is his name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The God of the whole earth shall he be called.
Note:  the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:  www.alemattec.com/The Lord of Hosts the God of Israel, I AM HE, the Lord thy God, I AM the Lord, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Lord God, Jehovah God.doc

6 For the Lord hath called thee as a woman forsaken and grieved in spirit, and a wife of youth, when thou wast refused, saith thy God.

7 For a small moment have I forsaken thee; but with great mercies will I gather thee.

8 In a little wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with everlasting kindness will I have mercy on thee, saith the Lord thy Redeemer.

9 For this is as the waters of Noah unto me: for as I have sworn that the waters of Noah should no more go over the earth; so have I sworn that I would not be wroth with thee, nor rebuke thee.

10 For the mountains shall depart, and the hills be removed; but my kindness shall not depart from thee, neither shall the covenant of my peace be removed, saith the Lord that hath mercy on thee.

11 O thou afflicted, tossed with tempest, and not comforted, behold, I will lay thy stones with fair colours, and lay thy foundations with sapphires.

12 And I will make thy windows of agates, and thy gates of carbuncles, and all thy borders of pleasant stones.

13 And all thy children shall be taught of the Lord; and great shall be the peace of thy children.

14 In righteousness shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far from oppression; for thou shalt not fear: and from terror; for it shall not come near thee.

15 Behold, they shall surely gather together, but not by me: whosoever shall gather together against thee shall fall for thy sake.

16 Behold, I have created the smith that bloweth the coals in the fire, and that bringeth forth an instrument for his work; and I have created the waster to destroy.

17 No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every tongue that shall rise against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord, and their righteousness is of me, saith the Lord.


Matthew 6:33 
33But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.
Note:  Who is the Lord's Righteousness, the One Whom we are to seek first for the Kingdom of God?

Micah 7:9
9I will bear the indignation of the Lord, because I have sinned against him, until he plead my cause, and execute judgment for me: he will bring me forth to the light, and I shall behold his righteousness.
Note:   The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the mighty Redeemer, and powerful and prevalent Mediator, not only pleads the cause of His people with God His Father, and obtains all blessings of Grace for them, but Christ Jesus also pleads their cause against their enemies, an ungodly people that strive with them, persecute and distress them. The Lord Jesus Christ will in His own time do them justice, and execute vengeance which are His righteous Judgments on those that hate them, and rise up against them, as He will on all the antichristians.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will bring the Prophet Micah forth to the Light, the Light of the World, the Lord Jesus Christ Himself.  The Prophet Micah declares he is like a person taken out of prison, or out of a dungeon, to behold and enjoy the light of the sun and day. The sense is, that the Lord Jesus Christ will openly espouse the cause of His Church, and give her honor and glory publicly before men.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will bring forth her righteousness as the light, and her judgment as the noon day, and make her innocence appear as clear as the day, and bring her at last to the Light of His Glory, Psalm 37:6.  I shall behold His righteousness: the equity of His proceedings with His people, in chastising and afflicting them, that they are all right and good, and His Justice in punishing their enemies, and executing judgment on them.  I wll behold His righteousness in His goodness and beneficence to the Saints, all His ways being mercy and Truth, and His faithfulness in the fulfillment of His promises, and the Righteousness of His Christ, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which justifies them before God, renders them acceptable to Him, will answer for them when we stand before God in judgment, and He will introduce them into His everlasting Kingdom and Glory.
Romans 3:21-30
21 But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law and the prophets;
22 Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference:
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;
24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:
25 Whom God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God;
26 To declare, I say, at this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which believeth in Jesus.
27 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? Nay: but by the law of faith.

28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law.

29 Is he the God of the Jews only? is he not also of the Gentiles? Yes, of the Gentiles also:

30 Seeing it is one God, which shall justify the circumcision by faith, and uncircumcision through faith.

Romans 5:17
17For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.)

Romans 5:21
21That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.

1 Corinthians 1:25-31


25 Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men; and the weakness of God is stronger than men.

26 For ye see your calling, brethren, how that not many wise men after the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, are called:

27 But God hath chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the wise; and God hath chosen the weak things of the world to confound the things which are mighty;

28 And base things of the world, and things which are despised, hath God chosen, yea, and things which are not, to bring to nought things that are:

29 That no flesh should glory in his presence.

30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption:
31 That, according as it is written, He that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord.
Matthew 6:33 
33But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.
Note:  Therefore, seek ye first the Kingdom of God, and the Lord Jesus Christ's righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you, which are the fruits of His righteousness!
Philippians 1:11
11Being filled with the fruits of righteousness, which are by Jesus Christ, unto the glory and praise of God.
1 John 2:1-3
1 My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:
2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world.

Note:  World in the Greek is Kosmos, a grouping, here meaning God's Family, those adopted by God into His Family by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, before the foundation of the world, before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the righteous, created anything.  Ephesians 1:3-6 

3 And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments.

Romans 6:8-23

8 Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him:

9 Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him.

10 For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.

11 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof.

13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.

14 For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

15 What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.

16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?

17 But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you.

18 Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness.

19 I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.

20 For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness.

21 What fruit had ye then in those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is death.

22 But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.

23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.


Note:  Holiness is a fruit of freedom from the bondage of sin, and of serving God as His slave (The word servants in verse 22 above means a bondslave, one bought out of a marketplace).  Holiness begun in regeneration the moment one Believed in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone for their Salvation, which continued with their Calling and conversion, and is a fruit of the Holy Spirit.  Which brings about a course of living righteously, which is a fruit of Holiness, as a principle implanted in a man by the Holy Spirit.  Which brings about a gradual increase in Holiness, which is carried on by the Holy Spirit of God in a continued course of righteousness.  A course of righteousness, from a principle of Grace, issues in perfect holiness, "without which no man shall see the Lord".



Hebrews 12:14-16

14 Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord:

15 Looking diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and thereby many be defiled;

16 Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for one morsel of meat sold his birthright.





Romans 5:19-21

19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.

20 Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound:

21 That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.



Psalm 86:15 
15But thou, O Lord, art a God full of compassion, and gracious, long suffering, and plenteous in mercy and truth.


Psalm 145:8 
8The Lord is gracious, and full of compassion; slow to anger, and of great mercy.


Lamentations 3:22 
22It is of the Lord's mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not.


Mark 1:41 
41And Jesus, moved with compassion, put forth his hand, and touched him, and saith unto him, I will; be thou clean.


Mark 5:19 
19Howbeit Jesus suffered him not, but saith unto him, Go home to thy friends, and tell them how great things the Lord hath done for thee, and hath had compassion on thee.


Mark 6:34 
34And Jesus, when he came out, saw much people, and was moved with compassion toward them, because they were as sheep not having a shepherd: and he began to teach them many things.




Luke 7:12-16

12 Now when he came nigh to the gate of the city, behold, there was a dead man carried out, the only son of his mother, and she was a widow: and much people of the city was with her.

13 And when the Lord saw her, he had compassion on her, and said unto her, Weep not.

14 And he came and touched the bier: and they that bare him stood still. And he said, Young man, I say unto thee, Arise.

15 And he that was dead sat up, and began to speak. And he delivered him to his mother.

16 And there came a fear on all: and they glorified God, saying, That a great prophet is risen up among us; and, That God hath visited his people.



Luke 15:20; 22-24 
20And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him.

22 But the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet:

23 And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be merry:

24 For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. And they began to be merry.


Romans 9:15 
15For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.



1 Peter 3:7-9

7 Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to knowledge, giving honour unto the wife, as unto the weaker vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life; that your prayers be not hindered.

8 Finally, be ye all of one mind, having compassion one of another, love as brethren, be pitiful, be courteous:

9 Not rendering evil for evil, or railing for railing: but contrariwise blessing; knowing that ye are thereunto called, that ye should inherit a blessing.



1 John 3:16-18

16 Hereby perceive we the love of God, because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren.

17 But whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels of compassion from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him?
Note:  Brother here in the Greek means:  A brother, member of the same religious community, a fellow-Christian, one of the Brethren.

18 My little children, let us not love in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth.





Matthew 25:40 
40And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.

Note:  Brethren here in the Greek means:  A brother, member of the same religious community, a fellow-Christian, one of the Brethren.



Psalm 148:13 
13Let them praise the name of the Lord: for his name alone is excellent; his glory is above the earth and heaven.


Isaiah 37:16 
16O Lord of hosts, God of Israel, that dwellest between the cherubims, thou art the God, even thou alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth: thou hast made heaven and earth.
Note:  John 1:1-5


Isaiah 44:23-28

23 Sing, O ye heavens; for the Lord hath done it: shout, ye lower parts of the earth: break forth into singing, ye mountains, O forest, and every tree therein: for the Lord hath redeemed Jacob, and glorified himself in Israel.

24 Thus saith the Lord, thy redeemer, and he that formed thee from the womb, I am the Lord that maketh all things; that stretcheth forth the heavens alone; that spreadeth abroad the earth by myself;
Note:  John 1:1-5

25 That frustrateth the tokens of the liars, and maketh diviners mad; that turneth wise men backward, and maketh their knowledge foolish;

26 That confirmeth the word of his servant, and performeth the counsel of his messengers; that saith to Jerusalem, Thou shalt be inhabited; and to the cities of Judah, Ye shall be built, and I will raise up the decayed places thereof:

27 That saith to the deep, Be dry, and I will dry up thy rivers:

28 That saith of Cyrus, He is my shepherd, and shall perform all my pleasure: even saying to Jerusalem, Thou shalt be built; and to the temple, Thy foundation shall be laid.



Luke 13:7-9

7 Then said he unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these three years I come seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why cumbereth it the ground?

8 And he answering said unto him, Lord, let it alone this year also, till I shall dig about it, and dung it:

9 And if it bear fruit, well: and if not, then after that thou shalt cut it down.


Romans 8:27 
27And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.


Hebrews 7:20-28

20 And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest:

21 (For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:)

22 By so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament.

23 And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death:

24 But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood.

25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.
Note:  Uttermost in the Greek means:  completely, entirely, perfectly, through all time.

26 For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens;

27 Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself.

28 For the law maketh men high priests which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore.
