Psalm 82:4-7

4 Deliver the poor and needy: rid them out of the hand of the wicked.
5 They know not, neither will they understand; they walk on in darkness: all the foundations of the earth are out of course.
6 I have said, Ye are gods; and all of you are children of the most High.

Note:  They have been honored with the name and title of gods. God Himself called them so in the statute against treasonable words, meaning:  those Judges and civil magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes, should not be brought into contempt, accursed, or despised for their decisions, as they were to use the wisdom of Angels in decided men's fate, Exodus 22:28.
7 But ye shall die like men, and fall like one of the princes.

Note:  God shall break them into pieces, Job 34:23-30, and God shall striketh them as wicked men in the open sight of others.  They shall die like men " . . . and fall like . . ."  Meaning, suddenly, swiftly, they will be brought down, Psalm 20:8; 91:7.  God thus declaring, here, in verse 7 above, that though they were "gods" by Office, yet were they but mortal men, and should die, and this would come upon them suddenly, swiftly, breaking them into pieces, being struck down as wicked men in the sight of others.  Magistrates are the mighty in authority for the public good. Magistrates are the ministers of God's providence, for keeping up order and peace, and particularly in punishing evil-doers, and protecting those that do well. Good Princes and good Judges, who mean well, are under Divine direction; and bad ones, who mean ill, are under Divine restraint. The authority of God is to be submitted to, in those Governors whom God's Providence places over us.  However, when justice is turned from what is right, no good can be expected. The evil actions of public persons are public mischiefs upon the people they rule over.  These Mighty Men, good princes and good Judges would simply have no right to condemn the guilty if God had not sanctioned the establishment of government, the administration of Law guided by His Laws, and the execution of sentences.  Here the Holy Spirit speaks most honorably of these Offices, even when at the same time the Holy Spirit censures the Officers, and thereby teaches us to render honor to whom honor is due, Romans 13:7, honor to the Office even if we award censure at the same time to the officer bearer, www.alemattec.com/How America Treats Illegal Aliens vs. Veterans . . . Tribute money . . .  Governments . . . .doc. 

We find God having complete control of all government into His Own hands.   As God had set up authority in the earth over all nations and peoples.  Those Mighty Men, directed by His Word in judgment and armed with His authority, the Judges in Israel, those who were to determine right and wrong, distinguish between good and evil, those who had even borne the name of God (Elohim) Himself.  None, of these though, would understand or deal righteously.  Thus, they would die as all men, fall like one of the chief men, the princes, noble but at the same time like all men, as those who are without understanding of God's Truth, as those who refuse to follow God's Word, they would walked in darkness, the blind leading the blind, Matthew 15:14; Luke 6:39.  Yet, ruling as Mighty Men, all the Judges and civil Magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes, of the earth, though they are as “gods” to us having great authority/power over us are called to discern God's Commandments as Angels themselves, are merely created beings, men to God, and they shall die like men, and all their honor shall be laid in the dust.

God had constituted them as Kings, Governors, Princes, as Judges and Magistrates, and invested them with such an Office, by which they came to have this title, and called by the Apostle Paul as "higher powers," Romans 13:1.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth interprets these words for us, that indeed they were gods "to whom" the word of God came, which gave them a commission and authority to exercise their office, John 10:22-42.  Though the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, admitted their official dignity and high Office they held, yet He reminds them here, who should be as gods -- Chief Judges and Civil Magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes, and discern good and evil, of their mortality, by referencing Psalm 82:4-7. 

As Judges and civil magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes have need to be as Angels, and to have the wisdom of them, to keep God's Commandments, 2 Samuel 14:19-20. 

These mighty men, those made as Judges and civil Magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes were to be as Angels, to have the wisdom of Angels, knowing God's Law, and able to rightly discern between right and wrong, good and evil.  Those of Seth's line, were those, who walked in God's Commandments, and were called because of their eminency (Eminence:  Prominence or relative high importance and dignity,) of their high office, post, and place, are so called "the Sons of God," Genesis 4:25-26; Genesis 6:2, www.alemattec.com/sons of God.doc, www.alemattec.com/sons of God, & speaking in tongues.doc.


What is man, that he should be thus magnified?  God Himself called them gods because unto them the word of God came, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth expounds it, John 10:34-36, making claim of being the Son of God.


Upon the Mighty Men, Judges and civil magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes was intended; yet there are those who simply have imagined themselves to be "the children of the Most High," as did the King of Babylon so controlled by satan, the devil, that old serpent, that God speaks to him, satan, Lucifer, through the Prophet Isaiah :



Isaiah 14:9-27
9 Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the nations.

10 All they shall speak and say unto thee, Art thou also become weak as we? art thou become like unto us?

11 Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of thy viols: the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee.

12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!

13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:
14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.
15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

16 They that see thee shall narrowly look upon thee, and consider thee, saying, Is this the man that made the earth to tremble, that did shake kingdoms;

17 That made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the cities thereof; that opened not the house of his prisoners?

18 All the kings of the nations, even all of them, lie in glory, every one in his own house.

19 But thou art cast out of thy grave like an abominable branch, and as the raiment of those that are slain, thrust through with a sword, that go down to the stones of the pit; as a carcase trodden under feet.

20 Thou shalt not be joined with them in burial, because thou hast destroyed thy land, and slain thy people: the seed of evildoers shall never be renowned.

21 Prepare slaughter for his children for the iniquity of their fathers; that they do not rise, nor possess the land, nor fill the face of the world with cities.

22 For I will rise up against them, saith the Lord of hosts, and cut off from Babylon the name, and remnant, and son, and nephew, saith the Lord.

23 I will also make it a possession for the bittern, and pools of water: and I will sweep it with the besom of destruction, saith the Lord of hosts.

24 The Lord of hosts hath sworn, saying, Surely as I have thought, so shall it come to pass; and as I have purposed, so shall it stand:

25 That I will break the Assyrian in my land, and upon my mountains tread him under foot: then shall his yoke depart from off them, and his burden depart from off their shoulders.

26 This is the purpose that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is the hand that is stretched out upon all the nations.

27 For the Lord of hosts hath purposed, and who shall disannul it? and his hand is stretched out, and who shall turn it back?
As did also the King of Tyre, so controlled also by satan, the devil, that old serpent, that God speaks to him, satan, Lucifer, through the Prophet Ezekiel:

Ezekiel 28:1-10
1 The word of the Lord came again unto me, saying,

2 Son of man, say unto the prince of Tyrus, Thus saith the Lord God; Because thine heart is lifted up, and thou hast said, I am a God, I sit in the seat of God, in the midst of the seas; yet thou art a man, and not God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:
3 Behold, thou art wiser than Daniel; there is no secret that they can hide from thee:

4 With thy wisdom and with thine understanding thou hast gotten thee riches, and hast gotten gold and silver into thy treasures:

5 By thy great wisdom and by thy traffick hast thou increased thy riches, and thine heart is lifted up because of thy riches:

Note:  Traffick, in the Hebrew means:  Trade, Merchandise.  
6 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Because thou hast set thine heart as the heart of God;
7 Behold, therefore I will bring strangers upon thee, the terrible of the nations: and they shall draw their swords against the beauty of thy wisdom, and they shall defile thy brightness.

8 They shall bring thee down to the pit, and thou shalt die the deaths of them that are slain in the midst of the seas.
Note:  Psalm 82:7.
9 Wilt thou yet say before him that slayeth thee, I am God? but thou shalt be a man, and no God, in the hand of him that slayeth thee.
10 Thou shalt die the deaths of the uncircumcised by the hand of strangers: for I have spoken it, saith the Lord God.

Note:  Psalm 82:7.  Indeed, it is a hard thing for men to have so much honor placed upon them by the hand of God, and so much honor paid them by men for their position of authority/power as the Mighty Men, Judges and civil magistrates, Kings, Governors, Princes who are to have the wisdom of Angels, as ought to be by the children of men, and AT THE SAME TIME NOT to be proud of it as though it came by themselves and not by God bestowing it upon them, and not to become puffed up with it.  Not to become puffed up by this honor which God has bestowed upon them, and so to think of themselves above what is meet, and at the same time humble themselves, as God giveth His Grace unto the humble, Psalm 9:12; Jeremiah 13:18; James 4:6; James 4:10; 1 Peter 5:5-7.  That those who are the True Worshipers, who are Called of God, Born Again, who humble themselves before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Mighty God, the Great God, the Almighty God, Jehovah God. 
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
