Proverbs 22:6

6Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.

Train children, not in the way they would go, that of their corrupt hearts, but in the way they should go; in which, if you love them, you would have them go. As soon as possible every child should be led to the knowledge of the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Bring him up virtuously and he will continue so following the teaching of truly virtuous parents.  

Train up a child in the way he should go, . . . As Abraham trained up his children, and those born in his house, in the way of the love of the Lord, in the paths of justice and judgment; which are the ways in which they should go, and which will be to their profit and advantage:

Genesis 14:14

14And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he armed his trained servants, born in his own house, three hundred and eighteen, and pursued them unto Dan.

Therefore, the parents of a child are to train them up, to teach life skills, and the discipline required to obtain true goals, and along with that it is the duty of parents and masters in all ages, and under the present Gospel dispensation, to bring such who are under their care in the nurture and admonition of the Lord:

Ephesians 6:4

 4And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord.


How?  By praying with them and for them, by bringing them under the means of Grace, as you have been given Grace by the Lord Jesus Christ, while we were yet sinners, we do the same thing for others, especially our children, showing them the love of God in Christ Jesus:

Grace, as a free gift or blessing brought to man by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- gratitude, thanks, a favor, kindness not deserved, mercy in place of wrath:

2 Corinthians 12:9

 9And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.

Ephesians 1:6

6To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved.

7In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace;

Ephesians 2:5

5Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)

Romans 5:15

 15But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many.

Romans 5:20-21

 20Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound:

 21That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.

Romans 6:14

14For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

15What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.

Romans 11:5-6

5Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant according to the election of grace.
6And if by grace, then is it no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work.

1 Corinthians 3:10

10According to the grace of God which is given unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and another buildeth thereon. But let every man take heed how he buildeth thereupon.

1 Corinthians 15:10

10But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me.

John 1:14

14And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

John 1:16-17

16And of his fulness have all we received, and grace for grace.

17For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.

Genesis 6:8

8But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.

Exodus 33:17

17And the LORD said unto Moses, I will do this thing also that thou hast spoken: for thou hast found grace in my sight, and I know thee by name.

Hebrews 2:9

9But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.

Isaiah 53:5

5But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.

Isaiah 53:10

10Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand.

Hebrews 4:16

16Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

Hebrews 12:27-29

27And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the removing of those things that are shaken, as of things that are made, that those things which cannot be shaken may remain. 

28Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which cannot be moved, let us have grace, whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear: 

29For our God is a consuming fire.

1 Peter 1:9-11

9Receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls. 

10Of which salvation the prophets have enquired and searched diligently, who prophesied of the grace that should come unto you: 

11Searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which was in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and the glory that should follow.

Therefore, as we have received God's Grace, let us speak this truth, through the ministry of the Word, by instructing our children in the principles of religion, teaching them their duty to God and man, and setting them good examples of a Holy and a just life amidst good conversation; and this is to be done according to their capacity, and as they are able to understand and receive the instructions given them: as soon as he is able to speak or go, even from his infancy; or as children are fed by little bits, or a little at a time, as their mouths can receive it; and when he is old he will not depart from it; at least not easily, nor ordinarily; there are exceptions to this observation; but generally this is the rule: where there is a good education, by godly parents, teaching the Truth of God in and by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the parents Lord and Savior, the impressions of it do not easily wear off, nor do men ordinarily forsake a good way they have been brought up in; and, however, when, being come to years of maturity and understanding, if they are Called of God, and convicted of their own sins, and if their hearts are seasoned with the Grace of God in their own lives while they are yet far from Him, they are then more so enabled to put that in practice which before they had only in theory, and so continue in the paths of God's Truth and Holiness by God's Grace.

1 Peter 5:10

10But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.
