Psalm 2:6-8


6 Yet have I set my king upon my holy hill of Zion.
7 I will declare the decree: the Lord hath said unto me, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.

Note:  Begotten here in the Greek means:  To bring forth (from the Father).  Figuratively, to install God the Son formally as a King into full theocratic (Theocratic:  One given immediate Divine guidance with full Divine rights) rights as the leader and Ensign of His people, Isaiah 11:10.
8 Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance, and the uttermost parts of the earth for thy possession.

Note:  These are the words of Jehovah God's Anointed and King, exercising His Kingly Office by the Will of God the Father, according to the Decree and Commandment of the Father.  These words refer to the generation of God the Son Who alone has seen God the Father, and has declared Him John 1:18 as His God and Father, John 20:17.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, is God's Messenger of the Covenant, Malachi 3:1.  As God's Messenger of the Covenant, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came forth declaring the sum and substance of both the Decree and Covenant of God, which God the Father did Ordained before the world was for the Born Again Believer's glory.  This Christ, the Messiah of God, was appointed to Preach, Matthew 4:17, and did declare it in the Great Congregation, Psalm 40:7-9, the same with the Counsel of God.  Agreeably to which God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth did executed His Office as both King and Prophet. The Doctrine was not His Own, but God His Father's that the Lord Jesus Christ did Preach.  The Lord Jesus Christ spake not of Himself, but He taught as the God the Father gave Him Commandment as to what the Lord Jesus Christ should say and speak, John 8:28; John 12:49.  Psalm 2 is thus declaring, The Kingdom of the Messiah, the Christ of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is founded upon an Eternal Decree of God the Father. This our Lord Jesus Christ often referred to, as what He governed Himself always. God hath said unto him, Thou art my Son; this day have I begotten thee.  Begotten thee . . . not by creation, as the Son of God was NOT a created being as was the Angels (both Heavenly and fallen,) and men, nor by adoption are His Saints, nor by Office as are Civil Magistrates, nor on account of His Incarnation or Resurrection, nor because of the great love of God unto Him as His Only Begotten Son, God's Beloved, but in such a way of filiation (Filiation:  The relationship especially of a son to his father, as one begotten by the father,) as cannot be said of any creature nor of any other being, as none other was Begotten by God the Father, but all others were created only.   Begotten thee . . .  which act of begetting refers to the physical nature of God the Son, not that of His Office, and certainly NOT to the Spiritual person of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Not to the Lord Jesus Christ's Divine Nature, which is common with the God the Father and God the Holy Spirit, wherefore as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who is equal to God the Father and God the Holy Spirit as One God, John 5:18; Philippians 2:5-11, therefore, if the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was Begotten in His Spiritual Nature, theirs too, God the Father and God the Holy Spirit's, must be also.  This speaks of God the Son's human nature, in which He was Begotten, i.e.:  by coming forth from God the Father, John 16:28.   Only BEGOTTEN MEANS:  "One-and-only" "One of a kind" – literally," One (monos) of a class, genos" (The Only One of its kind), Sole – the only Child:  John 1:14; John 1:18; John 3:16; John 3:18; 1 John 4:9, and made Hebrews 1:4-5, and with respect to which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is without a (earthly) father, Hebrews 7:3-4, i.e.:  without an earthly father as Joseph was NOT the Lord Jesus Christ's Father, but Christ Jesus was Begotten by God, being brought forth from the Father, John 16:28 by the Holy Spirit of God, Luke 1:35.  Nor does this speak of the Lord Jesus Christ's Office as Mediator, in which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth operates fully not only as a Son, but also a servant, i.e.:  slave, John 13:13-17 to God to do God’s Will not His Own.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was always a Son previous to His being Prophet, Priest, and King.  The Lord Jesus Christ's Office is not the foundation of the Lord Jesus Christ's Sonship, but the Lord Jesus Christ's Sonship IS the foundation of His Office.  By which His Office is supported, and which fits the Lord Jesus Christ for the performance of it.  Begotten thee . . . which is in respect to the Lord Jesus Christ's Person to bring Christ Jesus forth from God the Father spiritually.  As in any generation, God brought forth created things after his, or their kind, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, great whales, and every living creature that moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after their kind, and every winged fowl after his kind, the living creature after his kind, cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of the earth after his kind, the beast of the earth after his kind, and cattle after their kind, and every thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind, Genesis 1.  God made things living, created things after his, or their kind whether plants, animals, or man, 1 Corinthians 15:37-39.  Like comes forth from like.  Thus, person begets person, and like begets like, which is so in Divine generation as well, as God begat God, which was NOT as other created for God the Son was ALWAYS with God the Father, but begat meaning TO BRING FORTH from God the Father.  God the Father made a body for God the Son, which is a blending of the natures of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth coming forth from God the Father, being fully God from eternity past with God the Father, AND was then made fully man.  The Son of God is come into the world, when the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was made man, Psalm 40:7-10; Hebrews 10:5-7.  Though written by King David, this spoke NOT of King David, but the future Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  As King David was required by God's Law to make sacrifice and offerings, which were desired and required in his time.  Nor was King David able to do the Will of God, so as to fulfill the Law, and to make void the legal sacrifices under the Mosaic Law, nor did or could King David engage as a surety to do this, nor was it written of him in the Volume of the Book (the Old Testament) that he should or could do this.  Besides, here King David speaks of One that was not yet come, though ready to come, when the fulness of time should be up.  One Who is here spoken of as "coming into the world, and who is no other than the Mighty God, the Everylasting Father, the Prince of Peace, the Wonderful Counselor, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth".

Extreme caution and care must be taken to remove all imperfection from this making of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, One Who is fully God by blending natures, that is the nature of God into that ALSO of a man, such as NOT using divisibility and multiplication of essence, priority and posteriority (Posteriority:  The quality or state of being later or subsequent, coming after or at a later time than God the Father and God the Holy Spirit) dependence, and the like.  Nor can the modus, (Modus:  Way in which anything is done,) or the manner of it, be conceived or explained by us.  The date of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, being Begotten is, "today," which designs eternity past, as in Isaiah 43:13, which is one continued day, an everlasting now.  Furthermore, this may be applied to any time and case in which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is declared to be the Son of God, such as at His Incarnation, Isaiah 7:14; Isaiah 8:8; Matthew 1:23, His Baptism, Matthew 3:16-17; Luke 3:21-22, at His Transfiguration upon the Mount, Matthew 17:1-8; Mark 9:1-8; Luke 9:28-36, and also to His Resurrection from the dead, as it is in Acts 13:33, from which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was declared to be the Son of God with power, Romans 1:4, and to the Lord Jesus Christ's Ascension into Heaven, where the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was made Lord and Christ (Messiah,) and His Divine Sonship more manifestly appeared, see Hebrews 1:4-6 below.  No name is so universal, no power and influence so generally felt, as that of the Savior of the world (world:  God's family, His family, His people, Matthew 1:21; Luke 1:68; Luke 1:77; Luke 7:12-17; Revelation 21:3) the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
Psalm 8:1-9
1 O Lord, our Lord, how excellent is thy name in all the earth! who hast set thy glory above the heavens.

2 Out of the mouth of babes and sucklings hast thou ordained strength because of thine enemies, that thou mightest still the enemy and the avenger.

3 When I consider thy heavens, the work of thy fingers, the moon and the stars, which thou hast ordained;
4 What is man, that thou art mindful of him? and the son of man, that thou visitest him?
5 For thou hast made him a little lower than the angels, and hast crowned him with glory and honour.

Note:  Man is lower than the Angels.  This Psalm, as does the 2nd Psalm, speaks of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth coming as a babe, being made a little lower than the Angels.  As Angels are greater in power and might than man . . . 2 Peter 2:9-11, yet though made as a man, was yet made better than the Angels:  Hebrews 1:1-4; Hebrews 5:8-10; 1 Peter 3:21-22, so that Angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who has a Name above every Name, Ephesians 1:20-23; Philippians 2:8-11, indeed, a Name above every Name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come.
6 Thou madest him to have dominion over the works of thy hands; thou hast put all things under his feet:
7 All sheep and oxen, yea, and the beasts of the field;

8 The fowl of the air, and the fish of the sea, and whatsoever passeth through the paths of the seas.
9 O Lord our Lord, how excellent is thy name in all the earth!

Hebrews 2:1-18
1 Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip.

2 For if the word spoken by angels was stedfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just recompence of reward;

3 How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him;

4 God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?

5 For unto the angels hath he not put in subjection the world to come, whereof we speak.

6 But one in a certain place testified, saying, What is man, that thou art mindful of him? or the son of man that thou visitest him?

7 Thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownedst him with glory and honour, and didst set him over the works of thy hands:

8 Thou hast put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection under him, he left nothing that is not put under him. But now we see not yet all things put under him.
9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.

Note:  Man is lower than the Angels.  The 2nd Psalm, and the 8th Psalm, speaks of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth coming as a babe, being made a little lower than the Angels.  As Angels are greater in power and might than man . . . 2 Peter 2:9-11, yet though made as a man, was yet made better than the Angels:  Hebrews 1:1-4; Hebrews 5:8-10; 1 Peter 3:21-22, so that Angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who has a Name above every Name, Ephesians 1:20-23; Philippians 2:8-11, indeed, a Name above every Name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come.


10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings.
11 For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren,

12 Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto thee.

Note:  Psalm 40:7-9
13 And again, I will put my trust in him. And again, Behold I and the children which God hath given me.

14 Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil;
Note:  Partakers here means:  Share in, share the same (nature) which is frail and delicate

15 And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.
16 For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham.
17 Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.

Note:  Made, given a fleshy body, like unto His Brethren.  Made a man.  In the Greek here made means:  Become like, made to resemble.  To become similar to -- be (made or make) like, (in the) liken(-ess), to fully resemble.  To be similar (in appearance or character) -- like and manner.

Therefore the Son of God was to be made like the adopted Sons of God, who were Brethren before even the Lord Jesus Christ's Incarnation at the Manger, being from all eternity past predestinated to the Adoption of Children by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth unto Himself, Ephesians 1.  The Lord Jesus Christ's Incarnation was in time, and after that many of the Brethren existed.  It was for the Brethren's sakes that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth assumed human nature, made liken unto them, made in the likeness of men, Philippians 2:6-8, and therefore it was proper the Lord Jesus Christ should be made like them in that nature, in all things: in all the essentials of it, it was not necessary that He should have it by natural generation, nor that it should have a subsistence in itself as theirs, and in all the properties and affections of it, that are, not sinful.  As it did not behove the Lord Jesus Christ to be like them in sin, nor in sickness, and in diseases of the body, and in all temptations.  However, there might be a common enough conformity between the Head of His Church, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and the body of His Church, the Called Members, the True Worshipers, those Born Again.  Though there is in some things a difference, yet the Lord Jesus Christ's sufferings were by way of punishment, and were attended with God's Wrath upon Him, and were meritorious, which cannot be said of theirs.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth should have an human nature, as to its essence, like to theirs, and it was necessary.  It was truly and proper that the Lord Jesus Christ should be both truly and really man, as well as truly and wholly God.  In order that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth might be a merciful and faithful High Priest.  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth could not be an High Priest, offer sacrifice for sin, and make intercession, unless He was man.  Nor could he be a "merciful" and compassionate High Priest, to be able to sympathize with His people in their sorrows, temptations, and sufferings, unless the Lord Jesus Christ was made like them in these, nor would the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth be a true and Lawful One otherwise, because every High Priest is taken from among men, Hebrews 5:1-3.  However, at the same time as being fully man to be a High Priests, the Lord Jesus Christ's position as High Priest was NOT after men, not the same as those of the Tribe of Levi, but the Lord Jesus Christ's Eternal Priesthood is established by the Oath of God Himself referring to Psalm 110:1-7.  The Lord Jesus Christ's descent is not counted from the Tribe of Levi, Hebrews 7:3-6, but of the Tribe of Judah, Hebrews 7:14.  In things in which God has to do with His people, as to preside in God's Name over them, to declare God's Will unto them, and bless them before God His Father, and in things in which the people have to do with God:  To offer to God a sacrifice for their sins, to present this sacrifice to God Himself, to appear in God's very presence for them, to carry in their petitions, and plead their cause as their Advocate, Mediator, and Judge and to make reconciliation for the sins of His people, of God's Covenant people, the people God has Chosen for Himself, and given to His Only Begotten Son.  Those Elect of God, Called of God, Chosen of God, those Born Again Believers in whom the Lord Jesus Christ Saves from their sins, by making satisfaction for them, to the Law, and the Righteousness and Justice of God, which is here meant by reconciliation.  In order to this, which could not be done without blood, Hebrews 9:22; Hebrews 13:12; 1 Peter 1:18-21, without sufferings and death, it was proper that the Lord Jesus Christ should be made a man, and like unto His Brethren, made a High Priest (as a man,) but different from them by Oath of God the Father, Psalm 110:1-7.  The allusion seems to be to the two goats on the Day of Atonement, one of which was to be slain, and the other let go, the Scape Goat, Leviticus 16.  Which were to be, "alike," in color, in stature, spotless, and in price.  So too were the birds to be alike in the same things, that were used at the cleansing of the leper, Leviticus 14:6-8.  Also, the High Priest was to be greater than his Brethren, in his beauty, in his strength, in his wisdom, and in his riches:  Not of earthly things, but of Spiritual things, which is true of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

18 For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.

Note:  This does NOT mean putting any temptation before the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by which Christ Jesus was "tempted" to turn from God, which could not be done, nor could satan, that old serpent, the devil, get any advantage over the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Yes, satan solicited the Lord Jesus Christ with one thing and another, but in vain, Hebrews 4:15; Hebrews 9:28.  Indeed, though these temptations were very troublesome, and disagreeable, and abhorrent to the pure and Holy Nature of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, they indeed must be reckoned among Christ Jesus' sufferings, or things by which the Lord Jesus Christ suffered:  As tribulations, and afflictions, are sometimes called temptations, i.e.:  to test (under pressure, as in:  1 Thessalonians 3:3, as afflictions here means tribulations, properly, pressure (what constricts or rubs together,) used of a narrow place that "hems someone in"; tribulation, especially internal pressure that causes someone to feel confined (Confined:  Restricted, "without options,") which are promised by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to Christians, John 16:33.  Thus, to have satan and the world (world:  i.e.:  satan's family) attempt to put those of God under the test of afflictions, through tribulation, Matthew 4:11; Luke 22:28; 1 Corinthians 10:13, in this sense also then did the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth then did suffer, being tempted -- afflicted, tested, with outward poverty and meanness, with slight and neglect from His Own relations, and with a general contempt and reproach among men.  Thus, by satan was then the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth often tempted, tested, brought under afflictions, endured tribulation by the Jews (the Jews who were of satan, and in bondage to him, and did the will of their father, satan, John 8:42-44) with ensnaring questions.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was deserted by His followers, even by His own Disciples, yea, with even God His Father hiding His face from God the Son on the Cross of Calvary which was the severest of these afflictions, tests, and all which were great trials to the Lord Jesus Christ.  All of these then must be accounted indeed as sufferings emotionally, as well as having also endured great pains of body, along with the anguish of mind, and at last physical afflictions and death itself.
Acts 13:32-34

32 And we declare unto you glad tidings, how that the promise which was made unto the fathers,
33 God hath fulfilled the same unto us their children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee.
34 And as concerning that he raised him up from the dead, now no more to return to corruption, he said on this wise, I will give you the sure mercies of David.
Note:  Man is lower than the Angels.  The 8th Psalm, as does the 2nd Psalm, speaks of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth coming as a babe, being made a little lower than the Angels.  As Angels are greater in power and might than man . . . 2 Peter 2:9-11, yet though made as a man, was yet made better than the Angels:  Hebrews 1:1-4; Hebrews 5:8-10; 1 Peter 3:21-22, so that Angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who has a Name above every Name, Ephesians 1:20-23; Philippians 2:8-11, indeed, a Name above every Name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come.

Hebrews 1:1-8
1 God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,
2 Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;

3 Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high:

Note:  John 1:1-3; Colossians 1:12-18; 1 Corinthians 8:6; Hebrews 1:1-8; Hebrews 3:1-6; Revelation 4:1-11
4 Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.
5 For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

6 And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.

Note:  Man is lower than the Angels.  The 8th Psalm, as does the 2nd Psalm, speaks of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth coming as a babe, being made a little lower than the Angels.  As Angels are greater in power and might than man . . . 2 Peter 2:9-11, yet though made as a man, was yet made better than the Angels:  Hebrews 1:1-4; Hebrews 5:8-10; 1 Peter 3:21-22, so that Angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who has a Name above every Name, Ephesians 1:20-23; Philippians 2:8-11, indeed, a Name above every Name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come.

7 And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels spirits, and his ministers a flame of fire.

8 But unto the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: a sceptre of righteousness is the sceptre of thy kingdom.
Note:  "Being made so much better than the angels,..."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, IS so much better than the Angels, as the Creator God, the Creator of all things, is so much better than the creature, the thing created, and as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as an independent being with God from the beginning, than a dependent one, a creature that is made, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is He that blesses, than he that is blessed, Hebrews 7:7, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth that is Worshiped, than the created being that worships, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as a Mighty King, the King of kings, than His created beings that are His subjects, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as a the Lord and Master, than His created servants, i.e.:  slaves, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as He that sends (as does God the Father,) than the created being who is sent, John 13:16.  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than all Angels, which is that of the Son of God, a name peculiar to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, and which belongs to Christ Jesus in such a sense as it does not to any created Angel or any other being.

All the Angels have Worshiped Him, that is, they shall Worship Him, as they have done, so they will do. Angels are called upon to Worship God's firstborn, God's Only Begotten Son, with a religious Worship and adoration, even all of them, not one excepted, which shows, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as the first begotten of God the Father, is the Lord God Himself, for the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth only is to be served and worshiped.  As Angels are greater than man, that if Angels are to Worship the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, so then men ought as well.  Angels are not to be Worshiped, Colossians 2:18-19, and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is preferable to Angels, thus the whole of man's (and Angels) Worship sets forth the excellency and dignity of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as Lord, God, King, Master, and Savior.  Therefore, the Logos, or Word of God, is to be Worshiped as the Only, and as the first, begotten of God the Father.
John 14:9-11
9 Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Show us the Father?
10 Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.
11 Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake.

John 16:13-16

13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come.
14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you.
15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you.
16 A little while, and ye shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall see me, because I go to the Father.

Titus 2:12-14
12 Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world;
13 Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ;

Note:  No place in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible does it speak of God the Father “appearing”. Throughout Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible when it speaks of “God appearing” it is the “Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,” Who IS the Great God and Saviour.
14 Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.
Revelation 19:11-21

11 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.

12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself.

13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.

14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.
15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

Note:  Now we see, the Mighty God, Who has been revealed as the Great God, now coming, at his appearing, as the Almighty God in great wrath.  This Almighty God, the Word of God, God, the Son is clearly defined by the very next verse . . .


16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, King Of Kings, And Lord Of Lords.
17 And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the great God;

19 And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army.

20 And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.

21 And the remnant were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.
