Revelation 1:1-7

1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave unto him, to shew unto his servants things which must shortly come to pass; and he sent and signified it by his angel unto his servant John:

2 Who bare record of the word of God, and of the testimony of Jesus Christ, and of all things that he saw.

3 Blessed is he that readeth, and they that hear the words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.

4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the seven Spirits which are before his throne;
5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood,

6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.
7 Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen.
Job 37:21
21And now men see not the bright light which is in the clouds: but the wind passeth, and cleanseth them.

Note: Wind is representative of the Holy Spirit, and the Bright Light IS the Great Light, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Isaiah 9:2, and God moves within the clouds: 
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John 3:1-21
1 There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews:

2 The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.

3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?
5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.

Note: Listeth means, where it, the Holy Spirit, Wills: see Job 37:21 above.

It's also IMPORTANT to note, what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth DID NOT SAY.  The Lord Jesus Christ DID NOT SAY, "Nicodemus all you have to do with your free will is WALK THIS ISLE, SAY THIS PRAYER, REPEAT AFTER ME".
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9 Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be?

10 Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest not these things?
11 Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and testify that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness.

12 If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?

13 And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.
14 And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up:

15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.
16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Note: The world loves to think that this means everyone's sins are forgiven, and all will receive Eternal Life. Read the next two verses and see if that make sense. It does not make sense thinking that John 3:16, directly above forgives everyone's sins, as those who do NOT believe are condemned by God already, and are children of (God's) wrath, Ephesians 2:1-3. As ONLY those who Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ alone as their Lord, God, and Savior, are NOT condemned by God.
17 For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.

Note: World here is the Greek word Kosmos, meaning a group. Here, a family, God's Family, those adopted into God's Family by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself, Ephesians 1:3-14. God sent His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth into His family (to be part of this family as the First Fruit, 1 Corinthians 15:19-28) NOT to condemn His Family, but that His Family through Him might (Might here not meaning may, but meaning would be, certainly) Saved.
18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.

Here, see the Apostle Paul's Command NOT to call any man on earth his spiritual "father" though they have 10,000 instructors, yet you (do) not (have) many fathers!

1 Corinthians 4:15-16

15 For though ye have ten thousand instructers in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.

Note: Have begotten in the Greek means: I beget, to bring forth, give birth to. In a Jewish sense, this means "to bring forth" and is spoken of one who brings others over to his way of life. If one teaches his neighbor the Law, and he believes and trusts Jehovah God, the Scripture reckons this the same as though "he had begotten him". Thus, the meaning means: "to bring forth" by opening up to"give birth to": As a woman's cervical tissue and thinning of the cervix must "open up" until the cervical opening itself has reached 10 centimeters or 315⁄16" in diameter and the baby is able then to pass into the birth canal, in order to give birth in the physical world; so too in the spiritual world (World: Here, God's family, www.alemattec.com/What in the world does the word 'WORLD' mean in the Greek . . . .doc) the Apostle Paul declares that he did "bring forth" by "opening up" to them God's Word -- as they become spiritually Born Again, through the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth -- through the Truth of God's Word, John 3:1-12.

16 Wherefore I beseech you, be ye followers of me.

Note: It does not lower any one to condescend, and sometimes even to beseech (Beseech in the Greek means: To beg. Entreat: To make an earnest request, to ask urgently, in order to persuade, plead -- to ask for something in a serious and emotional way) where, in strictness of right, one might Command speaking by Authority. However, here, the Apostle Paul pleads his case out, i.e.: Begs, entreats, makes an earnest request, asks urgently, pleads, asking in a serious and emotional way in order to persuade out of love, rather than by his authority, in behalf of one who was converted, Saved through his speaking of God's Truth, by the Holy Spirit, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ. This was Onesimus. In allusion to that name, which signifies "profitable," the Apostle Paul states that in time past Onesimus had been unprofitable to Philemon, but hastens to mention the change by which Onesimus, being Born Again, Saved, now had become profitable to both Philemon and to the Apostle Paul, such as in Titus 3:8.

9 Yet for love's sake I rather beseech thee, being such an one as Paul the aged, and now also a prisoner of Jesus Christ.
10 I beseech thee for my son Onesimus, whom I have begotten in my bonds:

12 Whom I have sent again: thou therefore receive him, that is, mine own bowels:

13 Whom I would have retained with me, that in thy stead he might have ministered unto me in the bonds of the gospel:

14 But without thy mind would I do nothing; that thy benefit should not be as it were of necessity, but willingly.
Here, see the Apostle Paul's Command NOT to call any man on earth his spiritual "father" though they have 10,000 instructors, yet you (do) not (have) many fathers!
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1 Corinthians 4:15-16

15 For though ye have ten thousand instructers in Christ, yet have ye not many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.

Titus 3:4-7
4 But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,
5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;
6 Which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour;
7 That being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life.
