Definition:  commend (commendeth)  Archaic (Ancient use) To recommend (a person) to the kind remembrance of another.

But God Commendeth (recommend (a person--us) to the kind remembrance of another--the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

Another way to write it is that God (stand near (or comes close to us) and by doing showed Christ Jesus) his love towards us to place that in the Lord Jesus Christ memory, so as to have Christ Jesus remember us while on the Cross of Calvary; that God the Father was drawing near to them and in doing so drawing them near to Him -- His Elect, His Chosen, those that would Believe, those who would become Born Again Believers, those whom God had Called.

Colossians 1:21 King James Version (KJV)
21 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled.

The carnal mind is not only an enemy to God, this enmity brings about man's wicked works.

Romans 8:7 King James Version (KJV)
7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.
Note:  Enmity is the Greek means:  Properly, enemy (hatred, hostility towards . . .)  

This enmity is a mutual enmity, God loathing the sinner, and the sinner loathing God.

Zechariah 11:8 King James Version (KJV)
8 Three shepherds also I cut off in one month; and my soul lothed them, and their soul also abhorred me.


Note:  In the Hebrew lothed means:  A harvestman, a reaper.  As a man would harvest (grass or grain), to cut down.  To cut it (them) down.  Lothed specifies an action.

The root word for Abhorred in the Hebrew means:  To feel a deep sense of loathing (toward someone); to be afraid; to tremble inwardly (or palpitate); to suddenly be alarmed; be (make) affrighted (afraid), Mark 5:8-10; James 2:19 . 


God is coming to them as a harvestman, to cut them down.  Sending His reapers (the Angels); those that abhorred God and His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth will tremble (inwardly afraid,) and are suddenly alarmed--affrighted!



Matthew 3:12

Note:  That is understanding of spiritual things, of Holy Scripture, of God's Holy Word.

13 Therefore speak I to them in parables: because they seeing see not; and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand.
14 And in them is fulfilled the prophecy of Esaias, which saith, By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand; and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive:
Note:  Esaias (the great Prophet Isaiah, Isaiah 6:9-10) 

15 For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.
16 But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear.

36 Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his disciples came unto him, saying, Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field. 
37 He answered and said unto them, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of man;

38 The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one;

Cast out into external darkness; the darkness outside the limits of the lighted palace, the Palace of the Messiah's (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth's) Kingdom.  Marriage feasts and other great feasts of the Jews were usually held in the evening.  Inside, therefore, there would be joy and light and gladness;  but outside there would be darkness and disappointment, tears and bitter self-reproach.  Hell is absence from Spiritual Light, eternal separation from the company of the Saved, there in Hell is lamentation, and impotent rage -- there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.  Those outside the Kingdom of the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ, are they who are weeping for what they have lost, and gnashing their teeth with the pain of what they forever endure.  In Hell there will be great grief, floods of tears shed to no purpose; anguish of spirit preying eternally upon the vitals (vital organs; those bodily organs that are essential to life:  as the brain, heart, liver, lungs, and stomach.) in the sense of the wrath of God against them, this is the torment of the damned. There is great indignation: damned sinners will gnash their teeth for spite and vexation, full of hatred of God, and receiving the full fury of the Lord; all the while seeing with envy the happiness of others, while reflecting with horror upon the former possibility of their own happiness, which is now past, lost forever.
