President Obama himself had said, during his campaign and in his 2009 address at Notre Dame, " . . . that religiously motivated voters should not be expected to leave our faith at the door when we enter the public square". He spoke for a view of America in which diversity was honored, even for religious institutions that others might find unusual or odd.

Psalm 5:1-12

 1Give ear to my words, O LORD, consider my meditation. 

 2Hearken unto the voice of my cry, my King, and my God: for unto thee will I pray. 

 3My voice shalt thou hear in the morning, O LORD; in the morning will I direct my prayer unto thee, and will look up. 

 4For thou art not a God that hath pleasure in wickedness: neither shall evil dwell with thee. 

 5The foolish shall not stand in thy sight: thou hatest all workers of iniquity. 

 6Thou shalt destroy them that speak leasing: the LORD will abhor the bloody and deceitful man. 

 7But as for me, I will come into thy house in the multitude of thy mercy: and in thy fear will I worship toward thy holy temple. 

 8Lead me, O LORD, in thy righteousness because of mine enemies; make thy way straight before my face. 

 9For there is no faithfulness in their mouth; their inward part is very wickedness; their throat is an open sepulchre; they flatter with their tongue. 

Note:  They delight in lies. They have no ill conscience of lying concerning the King, King David, (here a foreshadow or image of the future King of Israel, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) to do him mischief, so they have no ill conscience when lying to him, to conceal or hide the mischief and evil they design to bring against him in order to try and bring him down, and accomplish this as effectually as their twisted minds can imagine: They bless him with their mouth (they compliment King David to his face), but they curse him inwardly; in their hearts they wish King David all mischief and ill, and privately they are plotting against him and in their cabals carrying on some evil design or other, by which they hope to ruin him, to bring him low. It is dangerous putting our trust in men . . . smiling faces hide the evil that lurks within; but God is faithful to His own always.

(A cabal is a group of people united in some close design together, usually to promote their private views and/or interests in a Church, State, or other community, often by intrigue. Cabals are sometimes secret societies composed of a few designing persons, and at other times are manifestations of emergent behavior in society or governance on the part of a community of persons who have well established public affiliation or kinship (birds of a feather). A cabal can also be used to refer to the designs of such persons or to the practical consequences of their emergent behavior, and also holds a general meaning of intrigue and conspiracy. The use of this term usually carries strong connotations of shadowy corners, back rooms and insidious influence; a cabal is more evil and selective than, say, a faction, which is simply selfish; because of this negative connotation, few organizations use the term cabal to refer to themselves or their internal subdivisions. )

Yes, they are many and enthusiastic, but they are not to be depended on; they are mobile as the waves of the sea in constant turmoil, ready to be driven to and fro by any and every wind; as with the very Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, they cry "Hosanna" today, and "Crucify Him" tomorrow! The instability of popular applause is a proverb; as well build a house made with smoke and is such as those who find comfort in the adulation of the multitude. As the first son of Adam was called Abel or "vanity," so here we are taught that all the sons of Adam are Abels: it were well if they were all so in character as Abel as well as in name, for Abel was one who followed God and wanted to Worship rightly before Him; but alas! in this respect, too many who claim to follow God with their mouths are really of and like Cains. Men of high degree who are a lie. That is worse. We gain little by putting our trust in the elite, they are not one whit better than the average man who does NOT seek God's face, nor turn to His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for their guidance: nay, they are even worse, for we expect something from them, but get nothing. May we not trust the elite? Surely reliance may be placed in them, as they are the educated, the chivalrous, the intelligent? Right?  Ah ha!  This is the very reason they are a lie; because they promise so much, and in the end, when relied upon, yield nothing but disappointment for they follow simply the reason of man. How wretched is that poor man who puts his trust in princes, their "leaders," in the "elite" the well educated, one who promises much with his mouth. The more we rely upon God, the more shall we perceive the utter hollowness of every other confidence they offer us. They all are to be weighed in the balance, they are altogether lighter than vanity. The True Worshiper, the Elect of God, one Born Again should take a true estimate of them; judge them, for a righteous man is to judge all, 1 Corinthians 2:14-16; 1 Corinthians 6:1-4, everything, but judge neither by quantity nor by appearance, but by weight, and they will no longer deceive you. Calmly deliberate, quietly ponder by prayer, and your verdict will be that which is by the inspiration of and by God's Holy Spirit who is the discerner, who will teach you all things by the Word of God when we enter into the Rest of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Hebrews 4:11-13  Vainer than vanity itself are all human confidences: the great and the mean, alike, are unworthy of our trust. A feather has some weight in the scale, vanity has none, and creature confidence has less than that: yet such is the universal infatuation, "That mankind prefer an arm of flesh to the Power of the invisible Almighty God Jehovah Who is the Father of the Mighty God, the Creator God, Who is His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth."  Sadly, even God's own children are too apt to be bitten with this madness, for they do NOT seek His face, and they have become unequally yoked with non-believers being taught a lie by their "churches".


(Returning to Psalm 5 . . . )

10Destroy thou them, O God; let them fall by their own counsels; cast them out in the multitude of their transgressions; for they have rebelled against thee. 
Note:  King David predicts their doom, pronounces a sentence of death upon them, not as a King, but as a true Prophet of Jehovah God, in whom King David has always put his trust and faith: You shall be slain all of you, by the Righteous Judgments of God. 

 11But let all those that put their trust in thee rejoice: let them ever shout for joy, because thou defendest them: let them also that love thy name be joyful in thee. 

 12For thou, LORD, wilt bless the righteous; with favour wilt thou compass him as with a shield.


Psalm 4:1-8

 1Hear me when I call, O God of my righteousness: thou hast enlarged me when I was in distress; have mercy upon me, and hear my prayer. 

 2O ye sons of men, how long will ye turn my glory into shame? how long will ye love vanity, and seek after leasing? Selah.

Note:  Vanity, in the Hebrew means:  Empty, to no purpose, in vain thing, vanity, a worthless thing, to no purpose.  Leasing, in the Hebrew means:  
A lie, falsehood, a deceptive thing.  Selah, in the Hebrew means to lift up, exalt! Selah is used at the end of a musical phrase to finish "on a high note," or finishing the part with a CRESCENDO a gradual increase in volume of a musical passage, or the peak of this gradual increase.

 3But know that the LORD hath set apart him that is godly for himself: the LORD will hear when I call unto him. 

 4Stand in awe, and sin not: commune with your own heart upon your bed, and be still. Selah. 

 5Offer the sacrifices of righteousness, and put your trust in the LORD. 

 6There be many that say, Who will shew us any good? LORD, lift thou up the light of thy countenance upon us. 

 7Thou hast put gladness in my heart, more than in the time that their corn and their wine increased. 

 8I will both lay me down in peace, and sleep: for thou, LORD, only makest me dwell in safety.

Does not man know what God hath declared in His Word, the Holy Bible, that God's ways are not our ways?

1 Kings 3:14
14And if thou wilt walk in my ways, to keep my statutes and my commandments, as thy father David did walk, then I will lengthen thy days.

1 Kings 11:33
