Saying that those Born Again do not sin is a lie straight from Hell.  This “pastor” who is from a large “church” here in Saint Louis told me that we are cleansed from all unrighteousness, and if we are cleansed, that is Born Again, we don’t sin for that would mean we were not Born again.  He then proceeded to quote this verse, out of context.

1 John 1:9

 9If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.


Let’s see what the Holy Bible has to say, and let me then show you how it drew this Scripture, of from within other Holy Scripture in a way to turn the Truth into a lie.

Matthew 6:5-15

5And when thou prayest, thou shalt not be as the hypocrites are: for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward. 

 6But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly. 

 7But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking. 

 8Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him. 

 9After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. 

 10Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. 

 11Give us this day our daily bread. 

 12And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. 

 13And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen. 

 14For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you: 

 15But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses. 

Now, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth taught us to pray.  In this prayer, called the Lord’s Prayer, He taught us how the heathen, those without God, pray and He taught us how Christians are to pray.  Verse 12, “And forgive us our debts , . . .”  What debts?  What is it that we owe (debt) and have earned?  Wages.  
Romans 6:23

23For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.


Again, Verse 12, “And forgive us our debts , . . .”  What debts?  

DEBTS is an accounting term.  It’s the Greek word:  Opheilema which means, that which is owed, that which is justly or legally due, a debt, a metaphor for an offence, i.e.,:  sin.  It comes from a root word:  Opheilo, to owe, to owe money, be in debt for that which is due, the debt, to be guilty, be indebted.

It is not saying that we are to pray for what we owed, past tense.  All of a True Believers sins are forgiven, past, present, and future.  The ones past before we were Save by God’s Grace, through the Lord Jesus Christ’s blood alone, as well as all of our unrighteousness was paid for at the Cross.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth made ONE sacrifice for sin for all times.
Hebrews 10:11-13

11And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins: 

 12But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God; 

 13From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made his footstool.

Yes, we are freed from sin, not under the condemnation of the Law, because the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth paid the price – our debt, when we could not pay, for the wages of sin is death.

Sins are paid for, but we still sin.  We have two natures, one sinful, one forgiven.  All of our sins are forgiven, as there is no further sacrifice for sin.  They war against each other in the flesh, while we are alive.

Romans 7:22-24

22For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: 

 23But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. 

 24O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death?

Romans 7:18-20

18For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. 

 19For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. 

 20Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.

1 Peter 2:10-12

10Which in time past were not a people, but are now the people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy. 

 11Dearly beloved, I beseech you as strangers and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul; 

 12Having your conversation honest among the Gentiles: that, whereas they speak against you as evildoers, they may by your good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in the day of visitation.

Romans 6:22-23

22But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. 

 23For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Let’s look at our debt, and how it was paid for as Born Again Believers:

John 19:30

30When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.
The Greek word for finished is:  Teleo.  It is an accounting term meaning:  
1. to bring to a close, to finish, to end 

a. passed, finished 

2. to perform, execute, complete, fulfil, (so that the thing done corresponds to what has been said, the order, command etc.) 

a. with special reference to the subject matter, to carry out the contents of a command 

b. with reference also to the form, to do just as commanded, and generally involving the notion of time, to perform the last act which completes a process, to accomplish, fulfil, to pay a debt. 

3. to pay 

The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is without sin.  As the very Son of God, sinless, He paid a debt He did not owe; that the True Worshipers, would receive His Righteousness.
Hebrews 10:25-27

25Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching. 

 26For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins, 

 27But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation, which shall devour the adversaries.

“For if we sin willfully . . . “ meaning, Without any cause or occasion, or show of occasion.  Which is not to be understood of a single act of sin, but rather of a course of sinning; nor of sins of infirmity through temptation, or even of grosser acts of sin, but of voluntary ones; and not of all voluntary ones, or in which the will is engaged and concerned, but of such which are done on set purpose, resolutely and obstinately to purposely go against God and His Truths to stand against them or fight against them; and not of immoral practices, but of corrupt principles, and acting according to them; it intends a total apostasy from the Truth, against Light and evidence, joined with obstinacy.

After that we have received the knowledge of the Truth; of the Lord Jesus Christ, and of the Holy Scriptures – the Hly Bible, and the Gospel, or of some particular Doctrine, especially the principal one, Salvation by the Lord Jesus Christ alone; of which there may be a notional knowledge, when there is no experimental knowledge; and which is received not into the heart, but into the head: and whereas the Apostle Paul speaks in the first person plural, we, this is used not so much with regard to himself, but others; that so what he delivered might come with greater weight upon them, and be more readily understood by them; when they observed he entertained no hard thoughts or jealousies of them, which would greatly distress the minds of those that were truly under God’s Grace. Moreover, the Apostles use this way of speaking, when they do not design speaking of themselves at all, but others, under the same visible profession of religious faith, and who belonged to the same community of Believers, those who are True Worshiper of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  As a couple of examples:

1 Peter 4:1-5

 1Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin; 

 2That he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of God. 

 3For the time past of our life may suffice us to have wrought the will of the Gentiles, when we walked in lasciviousness, lusts, excess of wine, revellings, banquetings, and abominable idolatries: 

 4Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with them to the same excess of riot, speaking evil of you: 

 5Who shall give account to him that is ready to judge the quick and the dead.

Acts 22:1-5
 1Men, brethren, and fathers, hear ye my defence which I make now unto you. 

 2(And when they heard that he spake in the Hebrew tongue to them, they kept the more silence: and he saith,) 

 3I am verily a man which am a Jew, born in Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, yet brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, and taught according to the perfect manner of the law of the fathers, and was zealous toward God, as ye all are this day. 

 4And I persecuted this way unto the death, binding and delivering into prisons both men and women. 

 5As also the high priest doth bear me witness, and all the estate of the elders: from whom also I received letters unto the brethren, and went to Damascus, to bring them which were there bound unto Jerusalem, for to be punished.

Besides, these words are only hypothetical, and do not prove that True Believers could, or should, or do sin in this manner: to which may be added, that True Believers are manifestly distinguished from persons who draw back or fall away from the Doctrine of Christ, as the sole One who can save one from their sins and trespasses:


Hebrews 10:38-39

38Now the just shall live by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him. 

 39But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul.

If one draws back, falls from what they “said they believed,” but it is obvious that they DID NOT believe what they said, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins; meaning, not typical sacrifice; for though the daily sacrifice ought to have ceased at the death of the Lord Jesus Christ, yet it did not in fact until the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 A.D; but the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which will never be repeated; as the Lord Jesus Christ will die no more; His blood will not be shed again, nor His sacrifice reiterated; nor will any other sacrifice be offered; there will be no other Savior; there is no Salvation in any other, nor any other Name whereby we must be saved.
Revelation 1:17-21

17And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last: 

 18I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death. 

 19Write the things which thou hast seen, and the things which are, and the things which shall be hereafter; 

 20The mystery of the seven stars which thou sawest in my right hand, and the seven golden candlesticks. The seven stars are the angels of the seven churches: and the seven candlesticks which thou sawest are the seven churches.

Revelation 22:12-16

12And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be. 

 13I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last. 

 14Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. 

 15For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. 

 16I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.


Those claiming that those Born Again, the True Worshipers do not sin is a false claim on them.  These words have been wrongly made use of to prove that persons sinning after Baptism are not to be restored to Communion again upon repentance; and being understood of immoral actions willfully committed, have given great distress to consciences burdened with the guilt of their sin, those who mourn over there sin, committed after a profession of faith in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; but the true sense of the whole is this, that after men have embraced and professed the Truths of the Gospel, and particularly this great Truth of it, that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the only Savior of men by His blood and sacrifice; and yet after this, against all evidence, all the light and convictions of their own consciences, they willfully deny this Truth, and obstinately persist in the denial of it; seeing there is no more, no other sacrifice for sin, no other Savior, nor any Salvation in any other way, the case of these men must be desperate; there is no help for them, nor hope of them; for by this their sin they shut up against themselves, in principle and practice, the Way of Salvation – the Lord Jesus Christ who is “The Way,”.
1 John 1:4-10

4And these things write we unto you, that your joy may be full. 

 5This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all. 

 6If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 

 7But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 

 8If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 
 9If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
 10If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not in us.

All who walk near to God, in Holiness and Righteousness, are sensible that their best days and duties are mixed with sin. God has given testimony to the sinfulness of the world, by providing a sufficient, effectual Sacrifice for sin, needed in all ages; and the sinfulness of Believers themselves is shown, by requiring them continually to confess their sins to God, through the Lord Jesus Christ who is the sole mediator between man and God, not through a “priest,” and to apply by faith to the blood of that Sacrifice which is the Lord Jesus Christ alone. Let us plead guilty before God, be humble, and willing to know the worst of our case. Let us honestly confess all our sins in their full extent – again, not to some “priest” but to God, relying wholly on His mercy and Truth through the Righteousness of his Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, for a free and full forgiveness, and our deliverance from the power and practice of sin.
If we do NOT sin, as God’s Elect, His Chosen, those Born Again, why would he chasten us?  You don’t chasten someone who hasn’t done wrong – sinned?

Chasten:  to correct by punishment or suffering:  discipline; to purify 
Hebrews 12:5-8

5And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him: 

 6For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. 

 7If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not? 

 8But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.



To walk in the Light as God is in it and Who is this Light, to have fellowship with one another, to be cleansed from all sin by the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth; these are the three parts of Christian position. We feel the need there is of the last; for while walking in the Light as God is in the Light, with (blessed be God the Perfect Light) a perfect revelation to us of Himself with a nature that knows Him, that is capable of seeing Him spiritually, as the eye is made to appreciate light (for we participate in HIS Divine Nature), however, we cannot say that we have no sin. The Light itself would contradict us. We can and do say, though, that the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cleanses us perfectly from all sin (It is not said "has" nor "will." It does not refer to time, but to its efficacy. As I might say such a medicine cures the ague fever - A fever (such as from malaria) that is marked by paroxysms of chills, fever, and sweating recurring regular intervals. Also a fit of shivering, a chill.

It is its efficacy -- the power to produce an effect).   Through the Power of the Holy Spirit we enjoy the Light together: it is the common joy of our hearts before God, and well pleasing to Him; a testimony to our common participation in the Divine Nature and Will of God, which is love also. Furthermore, our conscience is no hindrance, because we know the value of the Blood of the Lamb in all its efficiency. We have no conscience of sin upon us before God, though we know it is in us; but we have the conscience of being cleansed from it by the Blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ alone who is the Lamb of God. The same Light which shows us this, prevents our saying (if we are in His Light) that we have no sin in us; we should deceive ourselves if we said so; and the Truth (which IS the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth) would not be in us; for if the Truth were in us, if that revelation of God’s Divine Nature, which is His Light, that is the Lord Jesus Christ is our life, that is were in us, the sin that is in us would be judged by the Light itself. If it be NOT judged, this Light-the Truth which speaks of things as they are - is not in us.

There is none who does not need this benefit, because there is none that is not a sinner.  Therefore the beginning of Salvation is to acknowledge our wickedness and to require pardon from Him, God the Father, who freely forgives all sins, because He has promised to do so and He is faithful and just.  So then, our Salvation depends on the free promise of God, who because He is faithful and just, will perform that which He hath promised.  Where then are our merits?  We have none before Him, for all of our merits are as filthy rags before the Pure Perfect Light, for this is our true happiness in that it is His Righteousness, that of the Lord Jesus Christ, by which we are seen by God the Father not our own. 

Notwithstanding True Believers are cleansed from their sins by the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, yet they are not without sin; no man is without sin: this is not only true of all men, as they come into the world (satan's family,) being conceived in sin, and shapen in iniquity (lawless against God,) and of all that are in a state of unregeneracy, but also of God's Elect, while in such a state, but even of all regenerated and sanctified persons in this life; as appears by the ingenuous confessions of sin made by the Saints in all ages; by their complaints concerning it, and groans under it; by the continual war in them between flesh and God’s Holy Spirit in them; and by their prayers for the discoveries of pardoning Grace, and for the fresh application of the Lord Jesus Christ's blood for cleansing; by their remissness in the discharge of duty, and by their frequent slips and falls, and often backslidings: and though their sins are all pardoned, and they are justified from all things by the Righteousness of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, yet they are not without sin; though they are freed from the guilt of sin, and are under no obligation to punishment on account of it (no condemnation  Romans 8:1-5 for it,) yet not from the being of it; their sins were indeed transferred from them to the Lord Jesus Christ at the Cross of Calvary, and He has bore them, and took them and put them away, and they are redeemed from them, and are acquitted, discharged, and pardoned, so that sin is not imputed to them, and God the Father sees no iniquity in them in the article of justification; and also, their iniquities are caused to pass from them, as to the guilt of them, and are taken out of their sight, and they have no more conscience of them, having their hearts sprinkled and purged by the blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ, and are clear of all condemnation, the curse of the Law, the wrath of God, or the second death, by reason of them; yet pardon of sin, and justification from it, though they take away the guilt of sin, and free from obligation to punishment, yet they do not take out the being of sin, or cause it to cease to act, or do not make sins cease to be sins, or change the nature of actions, of sinful ones, to make them harmless, innocent, or indifferent; the sins of True Believers are equally sins with other persons, are of the same kind and nature, and equally transgressions of the Law, and many of them are attended with more aggravating circumstances, and are taken notice of by God the Father, and resented by Him, and for which He chastises His people in His love: now though a True Believer may say that he has not this or that particular sin, or is not guilty of this or that sin, for he has the seeds of all sin in him, yet he cannot say he has no sin; and though he may truly say he shall have no sin, for in the other state after this life the being and principle of sin will be removed, and the Saints will be perfectly Holy in themselves, yet he cannot, in this present life, say that he is without it: if any of us who profess to be completely cleansed from all sin and unrighteousness by the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ in our lives should affirm this, we deceive ourselves; such persons must be ignorant of themselves, and put a cheat upon themselves, thinking themselves to be something when they are nothing; flattering themselves what "pure and holy creatures" they are, when there is a fountain of sin and wickedness in them; these are self-deceptions, sad delusions, and gross impositions upon themselves: and the Truth is not in them; it is a plain case the Truth of Grace is not in such persons, for if there was a real work of God's Will upon their souls, they would know and discern the plague of their own hearts, the impurity of their nature, and the imperfection of their obedience; nor is the Word of Truth in them, for if that had an entrance into them, and worked effectually in them, they would in the Light of it discover much sin and iniquity in themselves; and indeed there is no principle of Truth, no veracity in them; there is no sincerity nor ingenuity in them; they do not speak honestly and uprightly, but contrary to the dictates of their own conscience.


Hebrews 10:16-22

 16This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 

 17And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

 18Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin. 

 19Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 

 20By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh; 

 21And having an high priest over the house of God; 

 22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.
