Psalm 146:1-10
1 Praise ye the Lord. Praise the Lord, O my soul.

2 While I live will I praise the Lord: I will sing praises unto my God while I have any being.
3 Put not your trust in princes, nor in the son of man, in whom there is no help.

4 His breath goeth forth, he returneth to his earth; in that very day his thoughts perish.
5 Happy is he that hath the God of Jacob for his help, whose hope is in the Lord his God:

6 Which made heaven, and earth, the sea, and all that therein is: which keepeth truth for ever:

7 Which executeth judgment for the oppressed: which giveth food to the hungry. The Lord looseth the prisoners:

8 The Lord openeth the eyes of the blind: the Lord raiseth them that are bowed down: the Lord loveth the righteous:

9 The Lord preserveth the strangers; he relieveth the fatherless and widow: but the way of the wicked he turneth upside down.

10 The Lord shall reign for ever, even thy God, O Zion, unto all generations. Praise ye the Lord.


Psalm 145:20-21
20 The Lord preserveth all them that love him: but all the wicked will he destroy.
21 My mouth shall speak the praise of the Lord: and let all flesh bless his holy name for ever and ever.
Psalm 1: 1-6
1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful.

2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.

3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.
4 The ungodly are not so: but are like the chaff which the wind driveth away.

5 Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.
6 For the Lord knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the ungodly shall perish.
Proverbs 2:12-22
12 To deliver thee from the way of the evil man, from the man that speaketh froward things;

13 Who leave the paths of uprightness, to walk in the ways of darkness;

14 Who rejoice to do evil, and delight in the frowardness of the wicked;

15 Whose ways are crooked, and they froward in their paths:

16 To deliver thee from the strange woman, even from the stranger which flattereth with her words;

17 Which forsaketh the guide of her youth, and forgetteth the covenant of her God.

18 For her house inclineth unto death, and her paths unto the dead.

19 None that go unto her return again, neither take they hold of the paths of life.

20 That thou mayest walk in the way of good men, and keep the paths of the righteous.

21 For the upright shall dwell in the land, and the perfect shall remain in it.
22 But the wicked shall be cut off from the earth, and the transgressors shall be rooted out of it.


Proverbs 15:5-16
5 A fool despiseth his father's instruction: but he that regardeth reproof is prudent.

6 In the house of the righteous is much treasure: but in the revenues of the wicked is trouble.

7 The lips of the wise disperse knowledge: but the heart of the foolish doeth not so.

8 The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination to the Lord: but the prayer of the upright is his delight.

9 The way of the wicked is an abomination unto the Lord: but he loveth him that followeth after righteousness.

10 Correction is grievous unto him that forsaketh the way: and he that hateth reproof shall die.

11 Hell and destruction are before the Lord: how much more then the hearts of the children of men?

12 A scorner loveth not one that reproveth him: neither will he go unto the wise.

13 A merry heart maketh a cheerful countenance: but by sorrow of the heart the spirit is broken.

14 The heart of him that hath understanding seeketh knowledge: but the mouth of fools feedeth on foolishness.

15 All the days of the afflicted are evil: but he that is of a merry heart hath a continual feast.

16 Better is little with the fear of the Lord than great treasure and trouble therewith.
Ecclesiastes 12:8-14
8 Vanity of vanities, saith the preacher; all is vanity.
9 And moreover, because the preacher was wise, he still taught the people knowledge; yea, he gave good heed, and sought out, and set in order many proverbs.

10 The preacher sought to find out acceptable words: and that which was written was upright, even words of truth.
11 The words of the wise are as goads, and as nails fastened by the masters of assemblies, which are given from one shepherd.

Note:  "The words of the wise are as goads, and as nails fastened by the masters of assemblies, . . ."  All words of the wise, are as goads . . . 
As the goad teacheth the ox to plow, as these goads are but "pricks," because goads are sharp pointed sticks or staves, with which men push and prick their cattle, when driving them from place to place, or ploughing with an ox.  This goads can be used as a weapon of war:  Judges 3:28-31.  The "masters of assemblies" are the inspired penmen of the Holy Scriptures, 2 Peter 1:21, the Holy Bible such as Moses, King David, here King Solomon, the Apostles, and of others since, who wrote concerning the Doctrines of Holy Scripture, and the Truth of God's Holy Word, the Holy Bible, are as these which are like "goads" or "pricks," sharp pointed sticks or staves to a man's heart.  These goads or pricks, when attended with a Divine efficacy by the Preaching of God's Holy Word, and the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, are a means of pricking sinners to the heart, and of laying open their vileness and sinfulness to them before a Just and Holy God.  Those writing and speaking God's Holy Word, in the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ, Calling men to repentance and contrition, and awakening them from their "sleep in sin" to a sense of their danger without the ONE SHEPHERD, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:


Psalm 73:20-22
20 As a dream when one awaketh; so, O Lord, when thou awakest, thou shalt despise their image.


21 Thus my heart was grieved, and I was pricked in my reins.

Note:  Pricked in the Hebrew means:  To pierce.  Figuratively, to inculcate (Inculcate:  to cause (something) to be learned by (someone) by repeating it again and again).  To prick, sharp(-en), teach one diligently.  " . . . in my reins."  Reins in the Hebrew means, literally:  the kidneys.  Figuratively, "the inner most parts".  A kidney (IS as an essential organ,) figuratively, the mind, the soul (as the interior essential self).

22 So foolish was I, and ignorant: I was as a beast before thee.


Acts 2:37
37 Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do?

Acts 2:21-37

Acts 26:9-15

Acts 22:1-16


The Shepherd of Israel, the Lord of Hosts, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Lord God of Israel, the One Shepherd, is the Giver of ALL Divinely inspired Wisdom.  All the Prophets sought diligently to find the answers to two questions:  What, or what manner of time, the Spirit of Christ in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and the glory that should follow.  What, or when was the Anointed One of God, the ONE SHEPHERD of God would appear, and WHO WAS this GREAT SHEPHERD, WHO WAS THE MESSIAH, THE CHRIST of the Living God?  To desire to write many books was not suited to the shortness of human life, and would be weariness to the writer, and to the reader to try and figure out this Truth, without the Revelation of God.
Vanity of vanities, saith the preacher (King Solomon, before he was turned to worship Moloech, i.e.:  Baal, 1 Kings 11:1-13, was a follower of Jehovah God, and called the Preacher); all is vanity, and vexation, except that would lead a man to this FINAL CONCLUSION:  That to fear God, and keep His Commandments, is the whole duty of man. The fear of God includes in it all the affections of a man's soul towards Him, which are produced by the Holy Spirit alone. There may be terror where there is no love of God in a man, nay, where there is no love of God in a man there is hatred.  Certainly, this is different from the Gracious fear of Lord, as a man, Called by God, to come with the feelings of an affectionate child, trembling before the one the child knows loves and provide for him. The fear of God, is often put for the whole of true religion in a man's heart, and includes its practical results in the life. 

FINAL CONCLUSION:  That to fear God, and keep His Commandments, is the whole duty of man.  www.alemattec.com/Reverend, fear Him . . . .doc


A man's heart becomes weary of research, and after all his writings and much study to produce such writing, a man who does much studying dies just like, and the same as, one who does not study, nor even read. The world is ruined as a system, and death cuts the thread of a man's thoughts and projects, and annihilates all connection between the most skillful workman and the fruit of his labors. What profit has it been to him? There is a time for all things, and man must do each in its season, and enjoy that which God gives on his way. God is the same in all His works, and the conclusions is that men should fear before Him. Thus, as far as man's knowledge extends, he dies as the beast of the field dies, without God. There is no question here of the revelation of the world to come, but only of the conclusions drawn from experience of what takes place in this world. The knowledge of God teaches that there is a judgment:  to man all is darkness beyond the present life, who know NOT God.

12 And further, by these, my son, be admonished: of making many books there is no end; and much study is a weariness of the flesh.

13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.
14 For God shall bring every work into judgment, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.
Note:  Verse 14 directly above does NOT apply to Born Again Christians, the Elect of God, those Called by God, the True Worshipers of God, through the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  As the Lord God, the Lord of Hosts has pronounced us "clean," before Him, as He did to Isaiah 6, for there is no condemnation toward one Born Again.


Psalm 103:12
12 As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us.

25 I, even I, am he that blotteth out thy transgressions for mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins.
