Pastor Robbins,

Thank you for this E-mail.  My take precisely that which is going on in the churches today.  The Reformation isn't over.  We are being called out of these systems that have been set up as money machines.  They invest in their seminaries which do not produce any greater Christian man to Preach God's Word.  Some of the greatest Preachers of all time never entered a seminary.  The seminary cost much, lays a burder on many to pay their way through, and then the Pastor is a slave to the Church he has been "called" to where he is to Preach.  There is a love of money in the church system today.  It is a self propagating system that ensures the majority rules.  Truth is often slave to what the majority dictates.  All others fall in line or are branded as divisive without generosity of spirit toward the group.

Why are not their sermons against the system, the world system that has infiltrated Christ's Church?  We are to divide.  What does light have to do with darkness?  Judgment begins at the house of God!  Beware of the leaven of the Pharasees, the Saducees, the Herodians, and of women!

Matthew 16:6

 6Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed and beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees.

Mark 8:15

 15And he charged them, saying, Take heed, beware of the leaven of the Pharisees, and of the leaven of Herod.


Jesus forbidding woman preaching:
Matthew 13:33
33Another parable spake he unto them; The kingdom of heaven is like unto leaven, which a woman took, and hid in three measures of meal, till the whole was leavened.

Note:  *** Leaven, as a symbolic or typical substance, is always mentioned in the Old Testament in an evil sense.  (Genesis 19:3, Exodus 12:8; Exodus 12:15-20, Exodus 12:34; Exodus 12:39; Matthew 13.33).  In the New Testament, the Apostle Paul speaks of leaven in the principle of corruption working subtly (1 Corinthians 5:6-8); is invariably used in a bad sense and is defined by our Lord Jesus Christ as evil, false doctrine (Matthew 16:11-12; Mark 8:15).

Meal, or the dough made from the meal, on the contrary, was used in one of the sweet-savour offerings, (Leviticus 2:1-3) and was food for the Priests (Leviticus 6:15-17).  A woman, in the bad ethical sense, always symbolizes something out of place, religiously.  Woman Preaching or teaching men is forbidding by Holy Scripture, (1 Timothy 2:11-14).  In the church in Thyatira (Revelation 2:20) it was a woman teaching men.  (See also the Great Whore, the Roman Catholic “church,” the woman of Revelation 17, Revelation 17:1-6 ).

Interpreting the parable given by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth by these familiar symbols, illustrates a warning that the true Doctrine, given for the nourishment of the Children of the Kingdom, the True Worshipers, Born Again Believers, those Called of God (Matthew 4:4; 1 Timothy 4:6; 1 Peter 2:2), would be mingled with corrupt and corrupting false doctrine, and that officially, by the Apostate church itself (1 Timothy 4:1-3; 2 Timothy 2:17-18; 2 Timothy 4:3-4; 2 Peter 2:1-3).

The use of the word leaven in the New Testament is used as "malice and wickedness," as contrasted with "sincerity and truth" (1 Corinthians 5:6-8).  When women become involved in Preaching, that is they usurp the authority given to men, they corrupt the whole of the Church!  That is the teaching of Jesus Christ in the parable!  When this happens, the Church cannot be the pillar and the ground of God's truth!
1 Timothy 3:14-16
14These things write I unto thee, hoping to come unto thee shortly: 

 15But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how thou oughtest to behave thyself in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth. 
 16And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.

1 Corinthians 5:6-8
6Your glorying is not good. Know ye not that a little leaven leaveneth the whole lump? 
 7Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us: 

 8Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. 


Note:  Leaven is pure and it is simply evil doctrine (Matthew 16:5-12) in its three-fold form of Pharisaism, Sadduceeism, and Herodianism (Matthew 16:6; Mark 8:15).  The leaven of the Pharisees was externalism in religion, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth called them mere hypocrites, i.e.:  actors – (Job 36:13; Isaiah 33:14; Matthew 6:2; Matthew 6:5; Matthew 6:16; Matthew 15:1-8; Matthew 16:3; Matthew 22:18; Matthew 23:13-15; Matthew 23:23-20; Matthew 24:50-51, etc . . .)  (Matthew 23:14; Matthew 23:16; Matthew 23:23-28), and the false doctrine of the Sadducees, which was skepticism as to the supernatural and as to the Holy Scriptures (as the Sadducees did not believe in the Resurrection, so they were Sad(du see?) (Matthew 22:23; Matthew 22:29).  As well as the externalism in religion of the Herodians, worldliness -- a Herod party amongst the Jews, worship of the ruler, the Emperor, the King (Matthew 22:16-21; Mark 3:6).  The use then of the word leaven in Matthew 13:33 is congruous with it universal meaning, as leaven was NEVER allowed during Worship!

Note: (satan or those of satan is/are the fowl(s) or the wicked one(s): 

5Some fell upon stony places, where they had not much earth: and forthwith they sprung up, because they had no deepness of earth:

7And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprung up, and choked them: 

8But other fell into good ground, and brought forth fruit, some an hundredfold, some sixtyfold, some thirtyfold.

21Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended. 

22He also that received seed among the thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful. 

23But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty. 

24Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is likened unto a man which sowed good seed in his field: 

25But while men slept (those in the Church slept and were not watching and praying as the Lord Jesus Christ had warned the Apostle Peter in the Garden of Gethsemane so as not to be led into temptation himself, but to be delivered from evil by:  watching and praying . . . (as the Lord Jesus Christ had taught in the Lord's prayer.)), his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat, and went his way. 

26But when the blade was sprung up, and brought forth fruit, then appeared the tares also. 

27So the servants of the householder came and said unto him, Sir, didst not thou sow good seed in thy field? from whence then hath it tares? 

28He said unto them, An enemy hath done this. The servants said unto him, Wilt thou then that we go and gather them up? 

29But he said, Nay; lest while ye gather up the tares, ye root up also the wheat with them. 
30Let both grow together until the harvest: and in the time of harvest I will say to the reapers, Gather ye together first the tares, and bind them in bundles to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn. 

31Another parable put he forth unto them, saying, The kingdom of heaven is like to a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and sowed in his field: 

32Which indeed is the least of all seeds: but when it is grown, it is the greatest among herbs, and becometh [becometh or changes into -- a tree, (A mustard plant IS a herb, not a tree! It grew to be something it wasn't meant to be. This is a warning! (See verses 4 and 19 above.)   In Dr. Luke's Gospel, Luke 13:19, the Lord Jesus Christ says, ". . . and waxed a great tree; . . . ," so that the birds of the air come and lodge in the branches thereof. (See verses 4 and 19 above.)  Yes, birds (fowls) here are representative of satan who when the Church grows into something it was never meant to be, that those devouring the Word of God – the fowls of the air, feel comfortable in these now distorted false “churches” these megachurches, and the fowls of the air feeling comfortable in the false churches thus they make their home in the Church.  The fowls, those of satan feel comfortable in this worldly system now called the “church” and they make their home there . . . ]

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33Another parable spake he unto them; The kingdom of heaven is like unto leaven, which a woman took, and hid in three measures of meal , (Three measure of meal, symbol of the Holy Trinity or Christ's Church) till the whole was leavened. (What did she do? She "took and hid" in three measures of meal. She did this deceitfully, as the Lord Jesus Christ is warning us about satan's work in Jesus's Church with all three previous parables. The Lord Jesus Christ warns us further here!)  Furthermore, she left out the oil, which in Leviticus 2:1-16, is the very thing that Holy Scripture enjoined (Enjoined:  To direct or impose with authority and emphasis). 

Everywhere else in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, where the word "leaven," or “unleavened" appears,” ‘leaven’ carries with it a negative implication and never is to be used in Worship! . . . except in this one case of the woman baking? No, again I simply say no!  The Lord Jesus Christ did not change what had been taught previously.  Leaven is used 88 times in Worship and it means something bad in 87 of those 88.  Now, why would it be that this ONE EXCEPTION is made?  Again, 87 out of 88 times leaven means something bad?  (The one time NOT mentioned as bad was BEFORE the Law, before the Commandment NOT to use leavened bread.  Now, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth destroys the Law, turns everything around concerning leaven, and this one time it now means something good?  Obviously not. 

It doesn't make for a God who is the same yesterday, today, and forever, Hebrews 13:8. This woman baking with leaven must still be negative, and is taught this way here in this parable by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself Who is warning us of women who become involved in the Church as Preachers/Deacons/Teachers corrupt the system when they take the roles reserved in Holy Scripture for men.  In fact, the Lord Jesus Christ told parables in a group all with the same meaning so we wouldn’t miss what He was trying to teach.  The other parables told with the Mustard Seed are warnings, where satan sends the fowls to destroy.  This, too, where the woman is baking bread is a warning. 

So what is leaven? In its most basic sense, it is a symbol of corruption. It puffs up and is a symbol of hypocrisy. Its tendency is to multiply and spread just like yeast. A little bit of yeast in the dough will make the whole thing rise, because that yeast ferments and goes throughout the entire loaf and makes it all rise. That's the symbol of the leaven—sin that corrupts and spreads through the whole “church”. 


If the "leaven" represents the Gospel and the "meal" the human race, or, as some teach, then the figure which the Lord Jesus Christ here employed is a faulty one. This then is wrong in three different respects. First, in the way it works. How does "leaven" act? Why, because it is simply placed in meal, and then it works of itself! That is all: just place it there, leave it alone, and it is bound to leaven the whole lump.  Is that the way the Gospel works, God simply leaves man alone to build His Church?  Certainly not.  Multitudes have received the Gospel, but it has had no effect whatsoever upon them!

Second, in the word hypocrite (which in the Greek means an actor) here is certainly being mentioned.  It is a "woman’’ who places the leaven in the meal – acting as an Old Testament “priest” as the Priesthood was removed because of the Cross.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursing the Priesthood, the heads of the Priesthood – the Scribes (Lawyers) and the Pharisees, . . . “woe unto you . . . , Matthew 23:13:13-16; Matthew 23:23-30; Luke 6:24-26; Luke 11:42-52”  

Hebrews 7:11-12
 11If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron? 

 12For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.
The priesthood being changed . . . Changed here in the Greek means:  I transfer, desert, change, I go over to another party, desert, change sides – followed after and worshiped Baal and Tammuz -- as their lord as did the rest of the Middle East.  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth cursed the Jewish Priesthood – Woe to you . . . , and it went away.  The Jews have not had a Priesthood for over 2,000 years.  Thus, also the Priesthood was changed from the Tribe of Levi to the Tribe of Judah from which our Lord Jesus Christ came.  No longer an earthly priesthood, but a man in Heaven who is our High Priest and sole mediator between man and God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  We enter by a new a living way – through the Lord Jesus Christ doing away with the Old Covenant (Old Testament) which was only a “shadow” of the things to come.

Hebrews 10:19-22
19Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 

 20By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh; 

 21And having an high priest over the house of God; 

 22Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.

Note:  The Old Testament covenant through the Levitical priesthood had continual sacrifices (go to the Priest for everything) to get right with God.  Now, the priesthood is destroyed and we go straight to the only mediator between man and God, the Lord Jesus Christ.
The Lord Jesus Christ came to take away the First Covenant, as it was not perfect (remember perfect in Holy Scripture means whole or complete, fully mature).  It was not whole or complete, but was only a shadow of the Second . . .  One sacrifice for all sin for all Believers for all time.  No need to go to a “priest” to have them tell you what to do to be right with God.  You can never by your own righteousness be right with God.  God simply declares a Believer right with God as it is His Righteousness which is imputed to a Believer by God – His Grace alone.
Hebrews 10:8-10
 8Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law; 

 9Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second. 
 10By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.
The Lord Jesus Christ has not committed His Gospel into the hands of women. There were none among the Twelve Apostles, nor among the Seventy whom He Chose and sent forth. The Preaching of the Gospel is a man’s job. The part allotted to the sisters, and an important part it is, is to hold up the hands of their ministering Brethren by prayer and supplication.

Third, in the effects it produces . . . When leaven is placed into meal it causes it to swell, it puffs it up! Is that what the Gospel does when it enters human hearts? No indeed; it produces the very opposite effect! It humbles, it abases.

The popular interpretation is contradicted by the plain facts of history and by present-day experience. Were the current explanations true, then we should be forced to acknowledge that this prediction of the Lord Jesus Christ has failed in its accomplishment. The Gospel has now been Preached for nineteen centuries, yet not a single nation nor state, no, nor even city, town, or village, has been completely evangelized—let alone won to Christ! If the popular view is the correct one, then the Gospel is a colossal and tragic failure.


Matthew 16:12 

12Then understood they how that he bade them not beware of the leaven of bread, but of the doctrine of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees. 

What about this woman here in Matthew 13:33? This is kind of interesting, because in all the other parables it had been a man—the sower—who went out to sow, which is the Son of man, or God the Father. (Now, out of the blue the Lord Jesus Christ throws in a woman? This is out of context. What is "a woman" in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible)? 

In Revelation 12:1-17, a woman is symbolic of the Church of God.  In Revelation 17, a woman—a fallen woman—is symbolic of the false church, or the false system. In Isaiah 47:1-15, a woman is symbolic of Babylon (whether you're talking about the nation Babylon, or you're talking about the system of Babylon controlled by the Roman Catholic “church”). In Galatians 4:21-31 the Apostle Paul uses "women" there to symbolize the Old Covenant and the New Covenant.  In Ezekiel 16:1-63, God uses a woman to symbolize Israel.  In other places "Aholah" is Israel, Ezekiel 23:4-5; Ezekiel 23:36; Ezekiel 23:44, and "Aholibah" is Judah, Ezekiel 23:4; Ezekiel 23:11; Ezekiel 23:22; Ezekiel 23:36; Ezekiel 23:44. 

What can we get from all this? Every time a symbol of a woman is used in Holy Scripture, the common denominator is the idea of a system of beliefs and practices that influence other people – wrongly.  A Church, or religion, is a system of beliefs and practices. This world has a system of beliefs and practices that go contrary to Jehovah God and are thus – antichristian (antiChrist).  This false worship pleases themselves, and goes against what God teaches in His Word.

To find out what kind of system is being referred to, you have to look at the context and see how this system works, how it reacts, and what it does. So what is the characteristic of this woman in the parable? First she took leaven. Now this is the common word used to mean "to come into possession of." It's a common Greek word, but it can also have the connotation of "to seize," or "to take by force!" It doesn't say which connotation is here, but the next verb is the word hid. 

Now this is an interesting word. The Greek word for hid enkrupto. It means "to hide in," or "to mix." It is used here, enkrupto, in only this way. It's kind of interesting that the Lord Jesus Christ used this word here. This word enkrupto is the same word from which we get our word encrypted. A general tells his lieutenant, "Encrypt this message and get it to my major [or whoever] in the field."  What does he do when he encrypts it?  He mixes up the letters, or he gets a code, and that code stands for something else!  Then it goes out . . . and only a person with the key to the encryption knows what the message is saying. 

The root word for enkrupto is krupto, and it means "to cover, to conceal, to keep secret."  Its major connotation is "to be sneaky, or to be secret, or covert, or surreptitious."  So this woman is up to no good whatsoever.  First she takes something, which was not given to her, but something she takes, then she hides leaven in it!  Leaven, according to the Lord Jesus Christ is doctrine.  False, corrupt doctrine.  She hids her Doctrine – which is corrupt, because a little bit of leaven corrupts the whole!  She's a bad lady!  She's a bad system!  She's up to no good.  Now she hides this leaven in three measures of meal.  This is really interesting that the Lord Jesus Christ uses the very phrase "three measures of meal," and it is a key, because this Christ Jesus told His audience, the Hebrews, something that He didn't have to explain.  It was something that they were familiar with.  It was a normal practice and meant something to them, meant something to the Jews. 

Now it has been suggested that the Lord Jesus Christ used this amount because it's the average quantity of meal a housewife would employ in her daily baking. This is absurd when we consider that three measures of meal equal about 2 gallons of meal (7.3 liters).  This is a lot. 

We figured out that an average loaf of bread contains about three cups of flour.  So, two gallons of meal, which is the equivalent of about eight quarts, or thirty-two cups, would make nearly eleven loaves.  That's a lot of bread!  As bread was made every day.  Furthermore, they she had to grind this meal every day to make bread.  Even the most bread-gorging family on this earth would not eat eleven loaves in a day.  Normally one loaf would be enough for two people per day.  I know they had big families, but that's a lot of meal! 

Now let's go back to Genesis 18:1-33, and we're going to see the first usage of "three measures of meal." This is when the Lord Jesus Christ and two angels came up to Abraham, and Abraham’s made them a meal. The Lord Jesus Christ tells him in verse 5, "Go ahead and make a meal." So Abraham hastened into the tent to Sarah and said: 

Genesis 18:6-8 Quickly, make ready three measures of fine meal; knead it and make cakes.  Abraham ran to the herd, took a tender and good calf, gave it to a young man, and he hastened to prepare it.  So Abraham took butter and milk and the calf which he had prepared, and set it before them; and he stood by them under the tree as they ate. 

Now what was "three measures of meal" here? There's a law—a principle of Bible study—that says (it's called the law of first mention), "the first time a thing is mentioned in the Holy Bible influences how it should be interpreted or used throughout." What we have here is the first time "three measures of meal" is used.  It's used in the context of a fellowship meal—giving hospitality, and to God—so it has a Spiritual connotation, IT IS WORSHIP! 

There is some instruction on the Law of grain offerings in Numbers 15:8-9. 

And when you prepare a young bull as a burnt offering, or as a sacrifice to fulfill a vow, or as a peace offering to the LORD [That's very interesting—a burnt, a vow, or a peace offering,] then shall be offered with the young bull a grain offering of three-tenths of an ephah of fine flour mixed with half a hin of oil. 

We need to know a little bit about Israelite measures. The smallest unit of measure is an omer. Three omers equal one seah. This seah is what is translated "measure" in Matthew 13:33, except its in Greek—saton. Three omers equal one seah. We also have an ephah. An ephah is ten omers. Ten omers equal one ephah. Three omers equal one seah. Three seahs made up of three omers, equal one ephah. These verses show that the smallest meal offering that could be given was one seah—three-tenths of an ephah. It had to be of fine flour. 

I know this is difficult, so let's go through it one more time. Three omers make one seah. Three seahs make one ephah.  The smallest grain offering was one seah.  Abraham gave three seahs—three measures.  He went above and beyond what was required in the meal offering. 

Judges 6:16-19 shows Gideon's offering to Christ. How much did he give? 

Judges 6:16-19 Do not depart from here, I pray, until I come to You and bring out my offering and set it before You. And He said, I will wait until you come back. Then Gideon went in and prepared a young goat, and unleavened bread from an ephah of flour. 

Gideon gave an ephah—three measures of meal. 



In I Samuel 1:24 is Hannah's thank offering. How much? 

I Samuel 1:24 Now when she had weaned him, she took him up with her, with three bulls, one ephah of flour, and a skin of wine, and brought him to the house of the LORD in Shiloh. And the child was young. 

Hannah's offering was one ephah—three measures of meal. 

In Ezekiel 45:24 ; Ezekiel 46:5,7,11 are the offerings given at the Feast during the Millennium. How much is given? 

Ezekiel 45:24 And he shall prepare a grain offering of one ephah for each bull and one ephah for each ram, together with a hin of oil for each ephah. 

Ezekiel 46:5 And the grain offering shall be one ephah for a ram, and the grain offering for the lambs, as much as he wants to give, as well as a hin of oil with every ephah. 

Ezekiel 46:7 He shall prepare a grain offering of an ephah for a bull, an ephah for a ram, as much as he wants to give for the lambs, and a hin of oil with every ephah. 

Ezekiel 46:11 At the festivals and the appointed feast days the grain offering shall be an ephah for a bull, an ephah for a ram, as much as he wants to give for the lambs, and a hin of oil with every ephah. 

An ephah—three measures of meal—is given. 

With these examples in mind we can understand that the Lord Jesus Christ's use of this phrase would have made His Jewish audience think immediately of the Meal offering in Leviticus 2:1-16, and they would have been absolutely shocked to see that someone had the audacity, the blasphemy, to put leaven in a meal offering!  On top of that, a WOMAN acting (hypocrite) as a Priest!  That wasn't kosher!  You didn't do it.  To them, that was sin.  So what would the normal Jew here have thought?  He would have understood immediately that the Kingdom of Heaven was subverted, turned upside down, having been corrupted, overthrown by a woman!  Something good had been subverted, turned upside down!  Furthermore, a woman was making the offering!  A woman Priest?  Never!  It was not Commanded by God.

Matthew 13:34-58

34All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without a parable spake he not unto them: 

35That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, I will open my mouth in parables; I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world. 

36Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his disciples came unto him, saying, Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field. 

37He answered and said unto them, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of man; 

38The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one; 

39The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; and the reapers are the angels. 

40As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world. 

41The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things that offend, and them which do iniquity; 

42And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 

43Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Who hath ears to hear, let him hear. 

44Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field. 

45Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls: 

46Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it. 

47Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind: 
(My note here:  Remember, sea means confusion, or the masses of unorganized peoples.  What does a sea do?  It goes out, and comes in, it is in turmoil, and drags things under, is constantly changing.  The word world (kosmos) on the other hand, means an organized grouping: either a family a nation, a tribe, or those who think alike.)

48Which, when it was full, they drew to shore, and sat down, and gathered the good into vessels, but cast the bad away.

 
49So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked from among the just, 

50And shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth. 

51Jesus saith unto them, Have ye understood all these things? They say unto him, Yea, Lord. 

52Then said he unto them, Therefore every scribe which is instructed unto the kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is an householder, which bringeth forth out of his treasure things new and old. 

53And it came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed thence. 

54And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty works? 

55Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas? 

56And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things? 

57And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house. 

58And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief. 
Matthew 13:33
33Another parable spake he unto them; The kingdom of heaven is like unto leaven, which a woman took, and hid in three measures of meal, till the whole was leavened.

The Kingdom of Heaven SHOULD be like unto unleaven, not leaven!  Furthermore, the fact the the woman hid the measures speaks of her dishonesty by sneaking something in where it didn't and doesn't belong, i.e.:  a woman preaching by "sneaking" into that area (meal or dough) which was reserved for use by God's Priests (today men Called to Preach the Word of God, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ) whom He had ordained to Preach His Word.  Woman usurping the role ordained by God specifically for men to Preach His Word.  This is the explanation of Jesus' parable, that when women Preach God's Word, they bring in corruption with their Doctrine (leaven) and thus corrupt the whole of the Church, and only do so by sneaking into an area God reserved for His Preachers who were always men.

God the Father, I believe, through the power of His Holy Spirit has given me a gift that I know is not mine.  The world needs to hear that which is being spoken.  If this turns people off, then it is precisely what the Holy Spirit is seeking to accomplish.  Doctrine divides.  Stating clearly where error exists will not be tolerated by the world (satan's family).  I know this, as I see this spirit virtually everywhere I turn.  I will be faithful to His Truth, even though it cost me much.  It already has cost me much.  The Lord Jesus Christ said that they will hate you for speaking His Word, as they hated Him.  The world system today only wants to gaze lazily at Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and speak only of love and everyone is forgiven, peace, peace between them and God.  Speaking the Truth of His Gospel will be considered unloving, as a absence of generosity of Spirit.  In fact, speaking His truth will be considered divisive, and eventually and I'll say is already true, speaking His Word in Truth will not only be considered divisive, but will be considered evil.  So much so, that they will kill us who do speak the Truth thinking that as they do they are doing God's Will.


We can't know God unless we know His truth revealed in His Word.  When we see error, we are to: 
2 Timothy 3:10-17
 10But thou hast fully known my doctrine, manner of life, purpose, faith, longsuffering, charity, patience, 

 11Persecutions, afflictions, which came unto me at Antioch, at Iconium, at Lystra; what persecutions I endured: but out of them all the Lord delivered me. 
 12Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution. 

 13But evil men and seducers shall wax worse and worse, deceiving, and being deceived. 
 14But continue thou in the things which thou hast learned and hast been assured of, knowing of whom thou hast learned them; 

 15And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. 
 16All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 

 17That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.
1 Timothy 1:18-20

18This charge I commit unto thee, son Timothy, according to the prophecies which went before on thee, that thou by them mightest war a good warfare; 

 19Holding faith, and a good conscience; which some having put away concerning faith have made shipwreck:

 13But rejoice, inasmuch as ye are partakers of Christ's sufferings; that, when his glory shall be revealed, ye may be glad also with exceeding joy. 

 14If ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye; for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part he is evil spoken of, but on your part he is glorified. 

 15But let none of you suffer as a murderer, or as a thief, or as an evildoer, or as a busybody in other men's matters. 

 16Yet if any man suffer as a Christian, let him not be ashamed; but let him glorify God on this behalf. 

 17For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God?

Titus 2:11-15
 11For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, 

 12Teaching us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly, in this present world; 

 13Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 

 14Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works. 

 15These things speak, and exhort, and rebuke with all authority. Let no man despise thee.


When Jesus' Word which is God’s Truth is taught, it will divide.  It will divide those, even those of your family who will not accept His Words.  This has happened to me.  I have been divorced and my children despise me for following the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  It has cost me dearly.  Although our relationship in the last year has improved greatly!  I have been “preached against, prayed against, and called evil” for speaking the Truth of God.  The Lord Jesus Christ said that if we don't hate, the Greek word for hate -- Miseo in verse 26 below means -- 
1. to hate, pursue with hatred, detest 
2. to be hated, detested

What Jesus was saying then, if we aren't willingly to hate or to be hated – that is detested by those we love for believing and speaking the Truth of God in love, then we cannot follow Him.  I have done this.  It has cost me dearly.
Luke 14:25-26
25And there went great multitudes with him: and he turned, and said unto them, 
 26If any man come to me, and hate not his father, and mother, and wife, and children, and brethren, and sisters, yea, and his own life also, he cannot be my disciple. 

 27And whosoever doth not bear his cross, and come after me, cannot be my disciple. 


Note:  I pray daily that the Holy Spirit will teach me and give me wisdom, strength, courage, knowledge, and understanding of God's Word.  Wisdom to know His Truths, strength to continue day by day, courage to stand even when the whole world system is against you for standing, knowledge to bring to bear those Holy Scriptures that reveal false teaching, and understanding to know when a half truth is being used or twisted to seem to mean what is not the very Word of God.  I am zealous to protect this at all cost to myself.  I have not desired this, nor would I have decided my life this way.  It is how God has made me and will use me powerfully as I will not be ashamed.  I am not ashamed of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  I proclaim it without hesitation.  We are Called to be doers of the Word not just hearers.  I am not declaring this of myself, for that would be very prideful indeed.  I have this, as a gift from God, it is not my own doing.  Most people believe that doers mean simply to walk a quiet and peaceable life.  When a decision is to be made, to rationalize their way into doing what they want and then believe that God will bless that endeavor because circumstances have given them some opportunity, thus it must be the Will of God.

I went to a Christian coffee house last week in Knob Knoster.  I spoke about Election and against women Preaching.  All there thought this was blasphemy.  I had a young male, Nicholas who is 20 years old, call me on my cell phone yesterday and track me down.  Keri my best friend in Warrensburg, and I served at the Food Pantry in the morning, and had just left and went to eat breakfast at the Corner Cafe.  Nicholas had heard me say that I was going to be at the Food Pantry Saturday morning, and he came there.  Finding we had just left, he then called my cell phone number which I had given him, and wanted to know if he could come and speak with me.  Keri wasn't very happy with this, but he did come.

He was adamant that Scripture allowed women Preachers, and tried to give example after example how he believe this to be so.  When I showed him Scripture after Scripture explaining that what he was doing was "gymnastics" with Scripture to try to get around sound Doctrine, he withstood me, and told me that I was simply wrong.  He used as examples two different examples:  Anna, a prophetess:
Luke 2:36-38

36And there was one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Aser: she was of a great age, and had lived with an husband seven years from her virginity; 

 37And she was a widow of about fourscore and four years, which departed not from the temple, but served God with fastings and prayers night and day. 

 38And she coming in that instant gave thanks likewise unto the Lord, and spake of him to all them that looked for redemption in Jerusalem. 


This is not Preaching, it is witnessing.  Nicholas then quoted John 4 concerning the woman at the well as another example of the woman "preaching," and those following.

However, this was not an example of Preaching, but again of witness.  
John 4:27-42

27And upon this came his disciples, and marvelled that he talked with the woman: yet no man said, What seekest thou? or, Why talkest thou with her? 
 28The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to the men, 

 29Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ? 

 30Then they went out of the city, and came unto him.
31In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat. 

 32But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of. 

 33Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man brought him ought to eat? 

 34Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work. 

 35Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white already to harvest. 

 36And he that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto life eternal: that both he that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice together. 

 37And herein is that saying true, One soweth, and another reapeth. 

 38I sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour: other men laboured, and ye are entered into their labours. 

 39And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did. 

 40So when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two days. 

 41And many more believed because of his own word; 

 42And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world. 

Note:  This woman wasn't Preaching, but simply witnessing that the Lord Jesus Christ had spoken to her of things only God would know.  Her witness was one who believed he might be who he said he was, but she wasn't completely sure, for you see she said to them in verse 29, " . . . Is not this the Christ?"  That is completely different than, Is not this the Christ!  So, believing that what she had said concerning her, they believed that this would have to be the Christ.  Jesus had told her that He was the Messiah.

We are all called to witness of Him, but not all are called to Preach.  Speaking the truth of God is what we are all to do in our witness.  Preaching is a role reserved solely for men by the Head of the Church, the Lord Jesus Christ our Lord!

Ephesians 4:8-16

8Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto men.

(The complete thought here goes from verse eight down to verse 11.  So, the Apostle Paul is saying that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth gave gifts unto men.  These gifted men, some who were Apostles; and some, were Prophets, etc . . .  were to guide His Church.  The Apostle Paul, as a side note (shown by the verses in parenthesis) in verse nine and 10 explains that we don't need to be messing around by trying to descend to find Christ like some who were seeking spirits or mediums to find the Spirit of God, nor do men have to ascended up far above the heavens as the Gnostics were teaching in a kind of transcendental way of finding Him.  The Gnostics taught they had a "higher" truth of the Gospels.)
 9(Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended first into the lower parts of the earth? 

 10He that descended is the same also that ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.) 

 11And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; 

 12For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: 

 13Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: 

 14That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 

 15But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 

 16From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. 

I don't want to beat a dead horse here, but this is important as we have discussed this as well.  The world teaches different, and it is hard to get our minds around.  Let's look closely at verse 11 again:

11And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

The word some in verse 11 is translated as:  truly, certainly, surely, indeed, THE -- but look at the Original Word some in the Greek:  meÑn which is translated as Men.  The true understanding is thus:  the Apostle Paul states that men who were/are truly, certainly, surely, indeed THE Apostles; and some THE Prophets, etc . . . had been given by Christ to His Church.

The Greek word here:  meÑn (men) is used 179 times in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.

God has made this clear that women do not hold the office of Elder nor Deacon, but He gave gifted men to His Church which is man’s role, reserved by God for men alone. Ephesians 4:8.


John 4:23-24

23But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 
 24God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. 

Note:  Again, the True Worshippers will Worship Jehovah God in Spirit and in Truth.  Those who do not Worship Him in both Spirit and in Truth are not Worshiping Him no matter what they say.  They are false worshipers.  They may be worshiping a god, or demon, of their own imagination with names attached to that false god or demon that uses the name of God.  (Example:  Islam.  They claim the worship of God, but it is not Jehovah God, thus a demonic “god”.)  The Lord Jesus Christ will say to them, I never knew you.  How do we know someone?  We communicate with them.  We can know of someone, but only when we communicate with them do we truly get to know them.  When we learn what is true about them we get to know them.  When we learn what is false about them, if there is anything false we also get to know them.  In the case of getting to know the Lord Jesus Christ, the more we know Him the more we know Truth and we see that there is nothing false.  Period.


However, if the communication is a lie, then we don't really know that person.  They may tell us something, and if we believe it without having the truth, we are harmed.  We then only know about them what we think is true, but instead we don't know them at all.  The Lord Jesus Christ rejects such a person who doesn't know Him, but instead “worships” Him wrongly without the Truth.  We have whole nations, religions, “Pastors, and Teachers” leading people into the broad road, the broad gate, which says heaven but instead leads to hell.  We cannot go against the Truth of God and Worship Him wrongly when we should know the Truth – His Truth – the Lord Jesus Christ – His Word.  Instead, many people today simply reject the Truth of God wanting only those who will teach them instead the Doctrines of men, those things that are pleasing to them, they love the leaven which corrupts the whole.  This is willful disobedience as described by the Apostle Peter in II Peter 1-7.  Here, the Apostle Peter is describing what the Lord Jesus Christ had taught his Apostles:
Luke 17: 23-33
23And they shall say to you, See here; or, see there: go not after them, nor follow them. 

 24For as the lightning, that lighteneth out of the one part under heaven, shineth unto the other part under heaven; so shall also the Son of man be in his day. 

 25But first must he suffer many things, and be rejected of this generation. 

 26And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of man. 

 27They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they were given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark, and the flood came, and destroyed them all. 

 28Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they builded; 

 29But the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven, and destroyed them all. 

 30Even thus shall it be in the day when the Son of man is revealed. 

 31In that day, he which shall be upon the housetop, and his stuff in the house, let him not come down to take it away: and he that is in the field, let him likewise not return back. 

 32Remember Lot's wife. 

 33Whosoever shall seek to save his life shall lose it; and whosoever shall lose his life shall preserve it.
Note:  The basis of Salvation is the shed blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which purges sin. Yet there are still people who reject this to their damnation.   Hebrews 10:26 is a warning to them: "For if we sin willfully after we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins." If they reject the Lord Jesus Christ and His Gospel, there is nothing in the universe that can take away their sin, and they will die in their sin John 8:24.
The parable of the Mustard seed . . .

 
Luke 13:18-19
18Then said he, Unto what is the kingdom of God like? and whereunto shall I resemble it? 

 19It is like a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and cast into his garden; and it grew, and waxed a great tree; and the fowls of the air lodged in the branches of it.
The word “cast” in the Greek is the verb Ballo, which means:  

to throw or let go of a thing without caring where it falls 

to scatter, to throw, cast into 

to give over to one's care uncertain about the result 

of fluids 

to pour, pour into of rivers 

to pour out.

Note:  This is not how God operates with His Word or His Elect, His Church, but is speaking of a false system where God allows them to “worship” as they please, without God's True guidance!

Isaiah 55:11
11So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.
Luke 13:18-19
 18Then said he, Unto what is the kingdom of God like? and whereunto shall I resemble it? 

 19It is like a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and cast into his garden; and it grew, and waxed a great tree; and the fowls of the air lodged in the branches of it.
It grew into something a herb is not!  A great tree!  I will explain more of that in a minute!

Let's look at the Gospel of Matthew to see the same parable, the sower here is God not “a man”:

Matthew 13:3-4, & 18-19
 3And he spake many things unto them in parables, saying, Behold, a sower went forth to sow; 

 4And when he sowed, some seeds fell by the way side, and the fowls came and devoured them up:
Note:  You could say those cast out, or  haphazardly was allowed to fall by the way side . . . received the seed (the fowls received the seed!  The fowls are of satan, of satan's own family!).

The Lord Jesus Christ now explains the parable he had just spoken:

 18Hear ye therefore the parable of the sower. 
 19When any one heareth the word of the kingdom, and understandeth it not, then cometh the wicked one, and catcheth away that which was sown in his heart. This is he which received seed by the way side.
Daniel 4 . . .
Verse 20. The tree which thou sawest . . .  In these two verses is related part of the dream, which respects the flourishing estate of Nebuchadnezzar and his kingdom;

Verse 22. It is thou, O king, that art grown, and become strong,.... Here begins the interpretation of the dream: the tree was an emblem of King Nebuchadnezzar, of his greatness, and growing power and strength:  for thy greatness is grown, and reacheth unto heaven; he overtopped all the kings of the earth, exceeding them in honor and power, and aspired to deity himself! (See Daniel Chapter 3.) and thy dominion to the end of the earth; 

Verse 23. And whereas the king saw a watcher, and an Holy One (Angel).  Here is related another part of the dream, which respects the cutting down of the tree, or the miserable condition the king should be brought into; see Daniel 4:13.
Note:  So we see the parable of the mustard seed, is representative of Daniel 4, in which the thing that grows becomes distorted reaching over everything else so that they become corrupted in their thinking, and a Holy One, verse 14 He cried aloud, and said thus, Hew down the tree, and cut off his branches, shake off his leaves, and scatter his fruit: let the beasts get away from under it, and the fowls from his branches: 
10Thus were the visions of mine head in my bed; I saw, and behold a tree in the midst of the earth, and the height thereof was great. 

 11The tree grew, and was strong, and the height thereof reached unto heaven, and the sight thereof to the end of all the earth: 
 12The leaves thereof were fair, and the fruit thereof much, and in it was meat for all: the beasts of the field had shadow under it, and the fowls of the heaven dwelt in the boughs thereof, and all flesh was fed of it. 
 13I saw in the visions of my head upon my bed, and, behold, a watcher and an holy one came down from heaven; 

 14He cried aloud, and said thus, Hew down the tree, and cut off his branches, shake off his leaves, and scatter his fruit: let the beasts get away from under it, and the fowls from his branches: 

 15Nevertheless leave the stump of his roots in the earth, even with a band of iron and brass, in the tender grass of the field; and let it be wet with the dew of heaven, and let his portion be with the beasts in the grass of the earth: 

 16Let his heart be changed from man's, and let a beast's heart be given unto him; and let seven times pass over him. 
 17This matter is by the decree of the watchers, and the demand by the word of the holy ones: to the intent that the living may know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of men, and giveth it to whomsoever he will, and setteth up over it the basest of men.
Note:  There are only two Offices in a Christian Church:  the Office of Bishop, held by a man called an Elder, and the Office of Deacon, also held by a man.
1 Timothy 3:1-6

 1This is a true saying, if a man desire the office of a bishop, he desireth a good work. 

 2A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant, sober, of good behaviour, given to hospitality, apt to teach; 

 3Not given to wine, no striker, not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous; 

 4One that ruleth well his own house, having his children in subjection with all gravity; 

 5(For if a man know not how to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?) 

 6Not a novice, lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the devil.

Titus 1:5-9

 5For this cause left I thee in Crete, that thou shouldest set in order the things that are wanting, and ordain elders in every city, as I had appointed thee: 

 6If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children not accused of riot or unruly. 

 7For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God; not selfwilled, not soon angry, not given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre; 

 8But a lover of hospitality, a lover of good men, sober, just, holy, temperate; 

 9Holding fast the faithful word as he hath been taught, that he may be able by sound doctrine both to exhort and to convince the gainsayers.



1 Timothy 3:8-13

 8Likewise must the deacons be grave, not doubletongued, not given to much wine, not greedy of filthy lucre; 

 9Holding the mystery of the faith in a pure conscience. 

 10And let these also first be proved; then let them use the office of a deacon, being found blameless. 

 11Even so must their wives be grave, not slanderers, sober, faithful in all things. 

 12Let the deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their children and their own houses well. 

 13For they that have used the office of a deacon well purchase to themselves a good degree, and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus.

Note:  Again, there are ONLY two offices in the Christian Church, the True Church of the Lord Jesus Christ.  We don't have sub-offices, or higher offices as the Roman Catholic system of error has.  Just two offices.  The Office of Bishop, held by a man called an Elder, and the Office of Deacon, also held by a man.  Each, the Bishop (Elder/Pastor) and Deacon, was (and are) to be the husband of one wife.  (1 Timothy 3:1-13) Women, are excluded from holding these offices by Command of an Apostle. (1 Corinthians 14:33-35) and women are not to usurp authority (self-appointed or acting without authority) over the man (1 Timothy 2:11-13) An Apostle was Called as an Apostle, as he received his Office by God's Call and received revelation by the Lord Jesus Christ Himself, not by men nor the teachings of men, but according to God’s Word.

God is great!  God is good!  Amen!
