Human nature being what it is . . . Have you thought about the fact that there is a built in protection in the prohibition of women Pastors?  You do realize that if there were women Pastors that the men may start appointing the pretty ones and just relocating the frumpier, postmenopausal, (unpresentable) types to a backroom of the Church building.   We certainly would not want that to happen!

The first woman was deceived into accepting false Doctrine.  She even says so:

Genesis 3:13

13And the LORD God said unto the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and I did eat.


The man was not deceived. 


1 Timothy 2:14
14And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the transgression.

Now why did Adam follow Eve?  He was not deceived, so it must have been because he did not want to be without her fellowship and sex.  Sex being a powerful draw within men to the point that it can cause one to "follow the wrong head"  - not the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, or turn the headship upside down.

Could this be part of the reason why the woman is not to teach the man?  The first man could not stand up to the lies of the devil when they came from the woman who was deceived. 

2 Corinthians 11:3

 3But I fear, lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ.


Then there was Sampson.  Samson married a pagan against God's will. He suffered the consequences of his disobedience following after a beautiful woman . . . like men might in a "church".  Samson was a very strong man, but he couldn't resist the charm of Delilah.  Delilah's whining and nagging must have felt more brutal than the fierce battles than he had survived.  Using her sensuality, Delilah succeeding in convincing mighty Sampson to hand over his strength . . .  and when he did he was blinded . . . as man is to God's Truth when he follows the woman instead of God.

How about King Solomon?   It is said of King Solomon that his wisdom excelled the wisdom of all the children of the east country, and all the wisdom of Egypt. 1 Kings 4:29-34.  Yet he was led astray into false religion by some of his wives.

The First man, the Strong man, and the Wise man . . .   None of these could resist the woman.   1 Timothy 2:12  12But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence.

Women should not be a Pastor ....  a Pastor, by the way is a gift NOT just a title.  Ephesians 4:1-16  Elders are men who have been given the "gift" of Pastoring the Lord Jesus Christ's Church, by the Holy Spirit . . . not those chosen by man, or some organization that awards a degree or "legitimizes by conferring "rights" to a woman," due to completing a man made course of study -- against the teachings of the Holy Bible, but is a gift given to a man Chosen by God to be "a Pastor". The Elders of a Church are to be men ... that's Scriptural.

We read that the wife is to obey her husband.   

1 Peter 3:1-2

 1Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the word, they also may without the word be won by the conversation of the wives; 

 2While they behold your chaste conversation coupled with fear.

The Greek word subjection, is used in a verb form:

Subordinate, having her husband as her Master, Head.

The Holy Bible states woman are the weaker vessel, and other places in the Holy Bible that related to the differences in man and woman's clothing and hair length and how men are the main providers.  So, its not just about "women pastors" it is about everything concerning God's plan and the difference God provided in the physiological makeup between the sexes.  God's see us spiritually the same, but has roles for the sexes.  God's Choice, and always has been His Choice, alone to require of us these roles.  Why do you think that the Lord Jesus Christ says that the world will hate us Christians?  It just seems "fair" by man's standards to accept these so called "women pastors".  After all, we've been taught in our society that if we don't, we are narrow minded, bigots, who stand against equity of the sexes.  Yes, if we stand for sound Doctrine, the world will hate us.  They gather to themselves that which pleases themselves, not calling a man to whom God has Called to speak the hard Truths of Holy Scripture, which always divides (even down to families, 2 against 3, and 3 against two).  Instead, they want soft "professions".  They "preach" that God's love and Salvation, and forgiveness unto Eternal Life is offered to everyone, and they have feminized their "church," made it soft, effeminate.  John 17:1-23, 1 Corinthians 6:8-10.

Well when Eve was deceived, it wasn't like the devil didn't know what he was doing.  He played to her weaknesses. So satan had a plan to dupe Eve into believing that she who was inferior, or under her husband who was her Lord, her Head, into believing she had received the "short end of the stick" and satan's lie to her was that your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods.  The same thing is happening today.   The woman is told that she is being shortchanged and oppressed.  Just like Eve was told she was suppressed or held down by being under her husband's Headship, the feminists are contending that not only will women be lifted up but that the Churches and/or society will benefit also.   In this way, the deceived, but maybe even "well meaning" "religious" women feel it is "their duty" to change things because she is doing "society a favor".  Jeremiah 17:9




Ephesians 5:20-33

1.  Submit to one another  (verse 21) (Man and wife submit to one another according to God's plan, his plan of love and relationship, between husband and wife).


2. Wives submit to husband vs 5:22
   a. husband loves wives (and is the women's Head or Master, even as Christ is the Head of His Church:  5:23


Ephesians 6:1-10

3.  Children obey parents 6:1
     a. fathers provoke not children  6:4

3.  Servants be obedient to masters  6:5
     a. masters forbear threatening to servants.  6:9

Even as all are subject one to another (in love as the Lord Jesus Christ loved His Church,) we still have a Head, Master, one who Rules over us.


1 Peter 5:5-7

 5Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea, all of you be subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for God resisteth the proud, and giveth grace to the humble.

Satan hates God and His creation therefore satan sets out to destroy it, and to try and usurp God's Authority (as men deny God).   Somehow satan realized (he is smart) that the woman could be readily deceived, and satan could just get into her mind that she was being held back or down, then he could get a stronghold.  The serpent convinced Eve that she was being held back from a higher plane and this was a huge part of the rationale that this "silly garden snake" used in duping the first woman.  Satan told her:


Genesis 3:5

 5For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.


Why should satan change his tactics now?  You go with what works.  Since satan was able to deceive the first woman into accepting false Doctrine:


Genesis 3:4
4And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

Why should satan change his game plan?  The serpent, satan, the devil, always has and always will go after the woman in order to get to the man.  The devil, satan, that serpent, will go after your loved ones to get to you!  The devil knows he can get the man to follow the woman, as Adam did, therefor God said to Adam: " . . . Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, . . ."

Genesis 3:17-19

 17And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life; 

 18Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field; 

 19In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.


If you don't agree, you don't care about the Truth of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, and you have decided to refuse sound Doctrine.  The Holy Spirit, simply was not privy to social changes, neither was the Apostle Paul.  No where in the Holy Bible has permission been given to change it according to society's demands.  The Holy Bible states EXACTLY the opposite:  God Law doesn't change, nor does God's Words.


2 Timothy 4:1-4

 1I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom; 

 2Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and doctrine. 

 3For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears; 

 4And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.


Matthew 25:34-43

34Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: 

 35For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in:
Note:  This can mean either:  physical or spiritual meat (God's whole Truth, the full counsel of God and drink (the Holy Spirit).

 36Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me.
Note:  Again, this can also mean spiritual not just physical. 

 37Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink? 

 38When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? 

 39Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? 

 40And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me. 

 41Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: 

 42For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink: 

 43I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.


Please don’t let on that you knew me when . . .  I was hungry and athirst for God's Word, and it was your world, and you gave me none.


1 Timothy 2:12

 12But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence.

The Greek word for suffer is:  Original Word: ἐπιτρέπω

Meaning:  I turn to, commit, entrust; I allow, yield, permit.
I do not (turn to, allow, yield, commit, entrust or permit) a woman to teach . . . nor usurp authority . . . but TO BE . . . in silence.
The Greek verb:  to be means:

Transliteration: eimi
Phonetic Spelling: (i-mee')
Short Definition: I am, exist
Definition: I am, exist, which expresses being or existence, lust after, please well

. . . but to exist, lust after or please well (God) by her silence.


Original Word: ἡσυχία, ας, ἡ
Part of Speech: Noun, Feminine
Transliteration: hésuchia
Phonetic Spelling: (hay-soo-khee'-ah)
Short Definition: quietness, silence, stillness
Definition: quietness, stillness, silence (quiet, stillness, peaceful) – quietness, implying calm; for the believer, (hēsyxía) is used of their God-produced calm which includes an inner tranquility that supports appropriate action.
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
