Acts 10:34-35; Romans 10:12; 1 Corinthians 1:24; Galatians 3:28; 1 Corinthians 12:13
Galatians 3:28

28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.

When everyone wins, society as a whole is a loser . . .

Rewarding kids with trophies and accolades disproportionate to their success is harmful to the child.  Kids today are constantly being affirmed, never criticized, and told they are in fact better than they actually are.

However, when every kid gets praised or gets a medal or trophy no matter how well or poor either he/she plays or how poorly the team as a whole does, this sends a very dangerous message.  This way of thinking, by those maybe having good intentions, does irreparable harm to children in life.  We may think that rewarding every child will make them feel good — and it may, for the moment.  The lesson taught, though, may also make them feel that they are entitled to praise and to receive recognition for merely existing -- effort or no effort on their part, struggle or no struggle, bruises or no bruises.  That simply does no one any favors.  Placing the children as the center of the household, too, instead of the man being the head of the household, 1 Corinthians 11:3 according to God's plan, gives children a distorted view of reality and causes them to be lovers of self, self-centered.

The truth is that in real life an individual doesn't get rewarded for merely showing up.  The real lesson we should be teaching kids is that the rewards come when you work hard and accomplish something.  Furthermore, the rewards might not always come.  That’s also a very important lesson for a child to learn.  To learn how to overcome failure or disappointment.

Believing you have "a right to win" having been taught this your whole life, and that those who oppose you then should be attacked, even physically attacked or even killed is due to an evil, wicked, bitter heart, Jeremiah 4:18; Jeremiah 17:9.  This was done to the Apostles and early Disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and is still done today, John 16:2.

Not being a black man, I've never experienced racial prejudice toward blacks.  However, most blacks act as though this is a one-way street.  I, as a white man, have experienced racial prejudice toward me by blacks.  I experienced it in school, and I've experienced it openly at work.  It is hard to describe at times, because it is subtle, but you do experience it and it is hurtful when it happens, or you are just astonished how hateful people are.  Maybe, just maybe, the reason that person openly refuses to say even hello to me, when I make a point of saying hi each time I see them, then they go on to speak to the black people right behind me -- shows me this prejudice.

That being said, I TOTALLY believe that what some people ascribe as racial prejudice isn't racial prejudice at all.  If you act like an ass, then maybe it has nothing to do with the fact that you are black or white.  Maybe, some decide to treat you different than others simply because you are an ass, self-centered, hateful, etc . . . !

I've seen many black people -- particularly youth -- in Saint Louis, Missouri, that walk around with a "chip on their shoulder".  I'm not sure, but my thought is that they are thinking that "all white people are evil and are bigots".  At least from my perspective, that it how I view it.  I mostly blame the black churches today, and those that call themselves Christian, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=f51388s8J2c,".  Blacks, in some of their "churches" teach black superiority.  (I'm sure in white racist circles this is absolutely true, too.)  These churches, along with other parts of each culture, also teach "victimization". 3 John 1:1-11
1 The elder unto the wellbeloved Gaius, whom I love in the truth.
2 Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth.
Note:  Those who "preach the prosperity 'gospel' " use verse 2 above to claim that God wants us to be rich.

In 3 John 1:2 the Apostle John gives part of a salutation.  In the beginning of the salutation, verse 1, the Apostle John calls the recipient “wellbeloved Gaius.”  The first thing we should note from this is that the Apostle John is writing to a personal friend. Secondly, the Apostle John is claiming to be expressing a wish for the complete well-being of his dear wellbeloved friend.  The Apostle John is not stating a general promise here for all Christians. Furthermore, the exact form in which the Apostle John casts his wish for his friend was thoroughly conventional even in the surrounding pagan culture.  Both Greeks and Romans wished health and prosperity to the recipients of their letters.

To say that first-century pagans used the same formula in their salutations does not mean that the sentiment that the Apostle John expresses is not inspired or is anything less than Christian.  Indeed, some Bible interpreters have a way of implying that they have unlocked a secret and very special message that ordinary Christians have simply overlooked. There are no hidden or esoteric spiritual Truth embodied in this conventional epistolary salutation.
3 For I rejoiced greatly, when the brethren came and testified of the truth that is in thee, even as thou walkest in the truth.

4 I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in truth.

5 Beloved, thou doest faithfully whatsoever thou doest to the brethren, and to strangers;

6 Which have borne witness of thy charity before the church: whom if thou bring forward on their journey after a godly sort, thou shalt do well:

7 Because that for his name's sake they went forth, taking nothing of the Gentiles.

8 We therefore ought to receive such, that we might be fellowhelpers to the truth.

9 I wrote unto the church: but Diotrephes, who loveth to have the preeminence among them, receiveth us not.

10 Wherefore, if I come, I will remember his deeds which he doeth, prating against us with malicious words: and not content therewith, neither doth he himself receive the brethren, and forbiddeth them that would, and casteth them out of the church.

11 Beloved, follow not that which is evil, but that which is good. He that doeth good is of God: but he that doeth evil hath not seen God.
1 Timothy 6:5-9
5Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, supposing that gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself.
