
Exodus 20:1-19

 1And God spake all these words, saying, 

 2I am the LORD thy God, which have brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. 

 3Thou shalt have no other gods before me. 

 4Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. 

 5Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me; 
 6And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments. 

 7Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. 

 8Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. 

 9Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: 

 10But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: 

 11For in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it. 

 12Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee. 

 13Thou shalt not kill. 

 14Thou shalt not commit adultery. 

 15Thou shalt not steal. 

 16Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbour. 

 17Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's. 
 18And all the people saw the thunderings, and the lightnings, and the noise of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking: and when the people saw it, they removed, and stood afar off. 

 19And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with us, and we will hear: but let not God speak with us, lest we die.
Deuteronomy 5:23-25

 23And it came to pass, when ye heard the voice out of the midst of the darkness, (for the mountain did burn with fire,) that ye came near unto me, even all the heads of your tribes, and your elders; 

 24And ye said, Behold, the LORD our God hath shewed us his glory and his greatness, and we have heard his voice out of the midst of the fire: we have seen this day that God doth talk with man, and he liveth. 
 25Now therefore why should we die? for this great fire will consume us: if we hear the voice of the LORD our God any more, then we shall die.
Deuteronomy 18:15-17

 15The LORD thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken; 

 16According to all that thou desiredst of the LORD thy God in Horeb in the day of the assembly, saying, Let me not hear again the voice of the LORD my God, neither let me see this great fire any more, that I die not. 

 17And the LORD said unto me, They have well spoken that which they have spoken.
Acts 3:21-23

 21Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all things, which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since the world began. 

 22For Moses truly said unto the fathers, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear in all things whatsoever he shall say unto you. 

 23And it shall come to pass, that every soul, which will not hear that prophet, shall be destroyed from among the people.
Acts 7:36-40

 36He brought them out, after that he had shewed wonders and signs in the land of Egypt, and in the Red sea, and in the wilderness forty years. 

 37This is that Moses, which said unto the children of Israel, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear. 

 38This is he, that was in the church in the wilderness with the angel which spake to him in the mount Sina, and with our fathers: who received the lively oracles to give unto us: 

 39To whom our fathers would not obey, but thrust him from them, and in their hearts turned back again into Egypt, 

 40Saying unto Aaron, Make us gods to go before us: for as for this Moses, which brought us out of the land of Egypt, we wot not what is become of him.
Luke 9:35-36
 35And there came a voice out of the cloud, saying, This is my beloved Son: hear him. 

 36And when the voice was past, Jesus was found alone. And they kept it close, and told no man in those days any of those things which they had seen. 
Acts 9:1-8

 1And Saul, yet breathing out threatenings and slaughter against the disciples of the Lord, went unto the high priest, 

 2And desired of him letters to Damascus to the synagogues, that if he found any of this way, whether they were men or women, he might bring them bound unto Jerusalem. 

 3And as he journeyed, he came near Damascus: and suddenly there shined round about him a light from heaven: 

 4And he fell to the earth, and heard a voice saying unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? 
 5And he said, Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said, I am Jesus whom thou persecutest: it is hard for thee to kick against the pricks. 

 6And he trembling and astonished said, Lord, what wilt thou have me to do? And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go into the city, and it shall be told thee what thou must do. 

 7And the men which journeyed with him stood speechless, hearing a voice, but seeing no man. 

 8And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: but they led him by the hand, and brought him into Damascus.
Acts 22:13-15

 13Came unto me, and stood, and said unto me, Brother Saul, receive thy sight. And the same hour I looked up upon him. 

 14And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth. 

 15For thou shalt be his witness unto all men of what thou hast seen and heard.


The Apostle John, "turned to see the voice."  Saw the voice that was speaking to Him, Jesus Christ!
Revelation 1:11-13

 11Saying, I am Alpha and Omega, the first and the last: and, What thou seest, write in a book, and send it unto the seven churches which are in Asia; unto Ephesus, and unto Smyrna, and unto Pergamos, and unto Thyatira, and unto Sardis, and unto Philadelphia, and unto Laodicea. 

 12And I turned to see the voice that spake with me. And being turned, I saw seven golden candlesticks; 

 13And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, clothed with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.

Revelation 6:1-3

 1And I saw when the Lamb opened one of the seals, and I heard, as it were the noise of thunder, one of the four beasts saying, Come and see. 
 2And I saw, and behold a white horse: and he that sat on him had a bow; and a crown was given unto him: and he went forth conquering, and to conquer. 

 3And when he had opened the second seal, I heard the second beast say, Come and see.


White horses are generally not used by leaders in war, because they make the rider a mark for the enemy.  White horses are reserved for the ride of Victory.  However, our Lord Redeemer, Jesus Christ is sure of the victory and a glorious triumph, and He rides on the white horse of a pure but despised Gospel, His Words, with great swiftness through the world. (2.) He had a bow in his hand. The convictions impressed by the Word of God are sharp arrows, they reach at a distance; and, though the Ministers of His Word draw the bow where God can and will direct it to the joints of the very soul. This bow, in the hand of Christ, abides in strength, and as in Isaiah 55:11 never returns empty.
Isaiah 55:11

 11So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.
Verse (3.) A crown was given him, showing that all who receive the Gospel must receive Christ as their King of kings and Lord of lords, and our Master, and must be His loyal and obedient subjects as He is the Master, and we are His slaves, but then called His friend.  He will be glorified in the success of His Gospel. When the Lord Jesus Christ was going to war, one would think a helmet would be more proper than a crown; but a crown is given Him as the earnest and emblem and surety of His victory. Verse (4.) He went forth conquering, and to conquer. As long as His Church continues militant Christ will be conquering; when He has conquered His enemies in one age He meets with new ones in another age; men go on opposing, and the Lord Jesus Christ goes on conquering, and His former victories are pledges of His future victories.

The Lord Jesus Christ conquers His enemies which are in His people; their sins are their enemies and His enemies; when the Lord Jesus Christ comes with power into their soul He begins to conquer these enemies, and He goes on conquering, in the progressive work of Sanctification, making them Holy, till He has gained us a complete victory. He conquers His enemies in the world (satan’s family), wicked men, some by bringing them to his foot as slaves who proclaim Him their Master and King and Lord as He adopts them into His family (world), and others by making them His footstool.   All shall bow the knee.




Isaiah 45:22-24

 22Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God, and there is none else. 

 23I have sworn by myself, the word is gone out of my mouth in righteousness, and shall not return, That unto me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear. 

 24Surely, shall one say, in the LORD have I righteousness and strength: even to him shall men come; and all that are incensed against him shall be ashamed.
Daniel 3:28-29 

 28Then Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in him, and have changed the king's word, and yielded their bodies, that they might not serve nor worship any god, except their own God. 
 29Therefore I make a decree, That every people, nation, and language, which speak any thing amiss against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, shall be cut in pieces, and their houses shall be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that can deliver after this sort.

There were those who said they followed God, the Jews.  When their Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ came, they could not see that He was God, and was sent by God.
John 9:15-30

 15Then again the Pharisees also asked him how he had received his sight. He said unto them, He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed, and do see. 

 16Therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath day. Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And there was a division among them. 

 17They say unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of him, that he hath opened thine eyes? He said, He is a prophet. 

 18But the Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his sight, until they called the parents of him that had received his sight. 

 19And they asked them, saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind? how then doth he now see? 

 20His parents answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind: 

 21But by what means he now seeth, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of age; ask him: he shall speak for himself. 

 22These words spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue. 

 23Therefore said his parents, He is of age; ask him. 

 24Then again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise: we know that this man is a sinner. 

 25He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see. 
 26Then said they to him again, What did he to thee? how opened he thine eyes? 

 27He answered them, I have told you already, and ye did not hear: wherefore would ye hear it again? will ye also be his disciples? 

 28Then they reviled him, and said, Thou art his disciple; but we are Moses' disciples. 

 29We know that God spake unto Moses: as for this fellow, we know not from whence he is. 
 30The man answered and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye know not from whence he is, and yet he hath opened mine eyes.

These Jews who refused the Lord Jesus Christ as their King, Lord, Master, was told by their Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ plainly, that unless they Worship Him as God, proclaim that He was the Messiah, the Anointed One of God, the Christ, that they would die in their sins.


John 8:23-24


23And he said unto them, Ye are from beneath; I am from above: ye are of this world; I am not of this world. 

 24I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in your sins.
Revelation 11:18-19

 18And the nations were angry, and thy wrath is come, and the time of the dead, that they should be judged, and that thou shouldest give reward unto thy servants the prophets, and to the saints, and them that fear thy name, small and great; and shouldest destroy them which destroy the earth. 

 19And the temple of God was opened in heaven, and there was seen in his temple the ark of his testament: and there were lightnings, and voices, and thunderings, and an earthquake, and great hail.
Do you hear the voice?  Do you hear the voice of God speaking as you read His Word?  When you hear a sermon from a True Pastor, one speaking the Truth of God, do you hear His voice?

There are those, like the Jews of old who will NOT hear the voice.  They refuse to hear the voice.  It scares them; they hide from it.  Those who hear His voice, are calmed by His voice.  It gives one who is a True Believer, True Worshiper of God, peace during times of distress, and confidence in the Hope of His appearing.
Deuteronomy 5:23-25

 23And it came to pass, when ye heard the voice out of the midst of the darkness, (for the mountain did burn with fire,) that ye came near unto me, even all the heads of your tribes, and your elders; 

 24And ye said, Behold, the LORD our God hath shewed us his glory and his greatness, and we have heard his voice out of the midst of the fire: we have seen this day that God doth talk with man, and he liveth.

What is the word "glory," and what does this represent about God?
1. glory, honour, glorious, abundance 

a. abundance, riches 

b. honour, splendour, glory 

c. honour, dignity 

d. honour, reputation 

e. honour, reverence, glory 

f. glory 
It comes from the Greek root word which means weight.  Glory means weight.  Huh?

Glory:

to be heavy, be weighty, be grievous, be hard, be rich, be honourable, be glorious, be burdensome, be honoured
1. to be heavy 
2. to be heavy, be insensible, be dull 
3. to be honoured 

All the abundance of riches, honour, splendor, dignity, reputation, reverence that together give God weight before His creation.  The fullness of all that He is before us:  His Truth, His Brightness, His Steadfastness, etc. . . . collectively these perfections are which makes up God's weight before us which is His Glory.  His pure Light shines so brightly, it outshines the sun!  His voice so overpowering, that men flea in fear when they are not His, or cower before him when they are in disobedience to His Word.  (Adam and eve.) They fall to the earth in a heap like Saul, before the Almighty God, the Lord Jesus Christ who CALLED him:

Acts 22:14-16
14And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth. 
 15For thou shalt be his witness unto all men of what thou hast seen and heard. 

 16And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord.

We, who believe, can see His thunder, the weight of His Word, His Glory so powerful that we, too, like the Apostle Paul fall feel like we can’t at times stand before Him.  When I came to be a Christian, when I heard the Truth of God's Word spoken, Preached to me, I fell on my knees in Worship.  It pierced my very soul, causing me at that exact moment to receive the Breath of Life given by the Holy Spirit, causing me to be Born Again.  I had not woke up that morning planning on being saved.  In fact, I remember I did not even want to go to Church.  Most Sundays, as a youth I did not want to go to Church.  I did nothing to receive this Salvation of my Soul.  Nothing.  I simply fell to my knees crying out loud in huge cries, crying uncontrollably.  Trying not to feel ashamed of myself crying so in public, I tried to not cry.  I could not keep myself from doing so.  I felt completely cleansed and free at that very moment.  I, as a baby Christian didn't know any theology, I didn't have any understanding to make an informed decision about how this was going to change my life.  I simply was Called by the Word of God, and was saved.
Isaiah 60:1-3 
 1Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon thee. 
 2For, behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the people: but the LORD shall arise upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee. 

 3And the Gentiles shall come to thy light, and kings to the brightness of thy rising.
2 Chronicles 7:1-5

 1Now when Solomon had made an end of praying, the fire came down from heaven, and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the house. 

 2And the priests could not enter into the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD had filled the LORD's house. 

 3And when all the children of Israel saw how the fire came down, and the glory of the LORD upon the house, they bowed themselves with their faces to the ground upon the pavement, and worshipped, and praised the LORD, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever. 

 4Then the king and all the people offered sacrifices before the LORD. 

 5And king Solomon offered a sacrifice of twenty and two thousand oxen, and an hundred and twenty thousand sheep: so the king and all the people dedicated the house of God.

Luke 9:28-33

 28And it came to pass about an eight days after these sayings, he took Peter and John and James, and went up into a mountain to pray. 

 29And as he prayed, the fashion of his countenance was altered, and his raiment was white and glistering. 

 30And, behold, there talked with him two men, which were Moses and Elias: 

 31Who appeared in glory, and spake of his decease which he should accomplish at Jerusalem. 

 32But Peter and they that were with him were heavy with sleep: and when they were awake, they saw his glory, and the two men that stood with him. 
 33And it came to pass, as they departed from him, Peter said unto Jesus, Master, it is good for us to be here: and let us make three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elias: not knowing what he said.
John 12:40-43

 40He hath blinded their eyes, and hardened their heart; that they should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their heart, and be converted, and I should heal them. 

 41These things said Esaias, when he saw his glory, and spake of him. 

 42Nevertheless among the chief rulers also many believed on him; but because of the Pharisees they did not confess him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue: 

 43For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God.

Revelation 18:1-3

 1And after these things I saw another angel come down from heaven, having great power; and the earth was lightened with his glory.
 2And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and is become the habitation of devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and a cage of every unclean and hateful bird. 
(Remember, Babylon = Rome, the Roman Catholic church)
 3For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the abundance of her delicacies.

I saw another angel; not the Lord Jesus Christ, though several things said of this Angel agree with what is revealed of Jesus Christ 1 John 3:1-3; nor one of the ministering spirits, though the characters of the Lord Jesus Christ also fits here, but rather this Angel, is a Minister of the Gospel, a messenger of God, an Angel, who will arise a little before the downfall of Babylon, in the spiritual reign of Christ.

Note, this Angel is distinct from the Angel that showed the Apostle John the preceding vision, and gave him the interpretation of it, and from all the seven Angels that had the vials, and is described as follows: the Apostle John saw him come down from heaven; denoting the suddenness of his appearance and cry; he came down at once, and cried out immediately; the subject of his cry:  the destruction of Babylon, and this suddeness will catch those under her system which is satan's world unawares.

The commission and authority of the ministers signified by the Lord Jesus Christ, who will have their warrant from heaven to say what they will deliver.  So, they likewise express the Truth of their message, since both the message, God's Word, and this Angel himself, this Holy Angel, have come from heaven.  In what way or why is this Angel being sent?  Having great power; to do great work, to declare the fall of Babylon the Great, "having great authority"; being sent from the King of kings, the Lord Jesus Christ, in His name, as His Ambassador, to proclaim what shortly will come to pass.  This event of the greatest importance to the Glory of God, the interest of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the comfort of His people.  The whole earth was lightened with his Glory.
Ezekiel 43:2

 2And, behold, the glory of the God of Israel came from the way of the east: and his voice was like a noise of many waters: and the earth shined with his glory.


The Angle of God declares the Glorious Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ, the light of which will be very great indeed, able to light the whole of the earth.


Isaiah 60:1

 1Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon thee.

.
This Angel cried mightily with a strong voice . . . Which shows not only the vehemence and affection of the True Minister of the Word, who will publish what follows, but the greatness and importance of it, his message; and this loud voice may be, as for the sake of the whole Church in general, that all may hear, so for the sake of those of the Lord's people in particular.

Saying, Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen: the whole world system is spoken here as Babylon (who follows after Rome), as the whole world follows this antichrist, unless they are the Elect of God, Chosen by Him before the foundation of the world.  This Babylon is distinguished from all nations in verse 3:

Revelation 18:3
 3For all nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, and the kings of the earth have committed fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth are waxed rich through the abundance of her delicacies.

This Babylon the Great is Papal Rome (the Roman Catholic church that system of error lead by and run by the “pope,” and is the "woman" who sits on seven mountains, and is that great city, the city of Rome, that reigns over the kings of the earth.
Revelation 17:1-6

 1And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters: 

 2With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication. 
 3So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. 
 4And the woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication:

Very rich church.  (The Roman Catholic church has spent over three billion dollars in defense of pedophile priests.)
 5And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH. 

 6And I saw the woman drunken with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration




I will show unto thee the judgment of the Great Whore; that noted and famous one, known before to the Apostle John by the names of Jezabel and Babylon, who taught and caused many to commit fornication (unlawful relations with other gods, worshipping Mary, etc.), Revelation 2:18-29 Revelation 14:8 and is no other than Rome papal, papal meaning Of or relating to the Roman Catholic church, the pope. That this city/state is meant is clear from the Apostle Peter's writing, as he was the Bishop of Rome, writing from Rome his Epistles:
1 Peter 5:13 
 13The church that is at Babylon, elected together with you, saluteth you; and so doth Marcus my son.


Peter here, by the Holy Spirit of God, writes to show us that Rome is Babylon, and Babylon is Rome.

It is usual for idolatrous or an apostate city to be called whores or harlots.
Isaiah 1:21

 21How is the faithful city become an harlot! it was full of judgment; righteousness lodged in it; but now murderers.

This city/state Whore is called a "great" one, because of the largeness of the papal see; and because of the multitude of persons, the kings of the earth, and the inhabitants of its many waters, with whom the Romish antichrist has committed spiritual fornication, and idolatry: her "judgment" signifies either her sin and wickedness; in which sense the word is used in and exposed, Revelation 17:5 namely, her idolatry and cruelty, and her condemnation.

This Great Whore that sitteth upon many waters; which is interpreted for us by the Holy Spirt as people, multitudes, nations, and tongues, subject to the jurisdiction of Rome; and so several antichristian states (nations) as are peoples throughout the world are in the preceding chapter signified by the sea, and by rivers and fountains of water: and this is in reference to Babylon, an emblem of the Romish harlot.
Revelation 17:7-9
7And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell thee the mystery of the woman, and of the beast that carrieth her, which hath the seven heads and ten horns. 

 8The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is. 

 9And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the woman sitteth.
Revelation 17:12-18

 12And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. 

 13These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast. 

 14These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful. 

 15And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues. 

 16And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire. 
 17For God hath put in their hearts to fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God shall be fulfilled. 
 18And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth over the kings of the earth.

What is the one great city/state that reigneth over the kings of the earth?  Rome.


We know this about the antichrist to come: 

1.)  The antichrist comes from a city that ruled/rules over the people of the earth.   18And the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth over the kings of the earth.

2.)  This city, Babylon, sits upon many waters.  The waters are described as 15And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.  

3.) This Babylon is a city that is of seven hills/mountains where this Whore of Babylon sits, the city where this antichrist comes from and rules from 9And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the woman sitteth.
This city, Babylon the Great Whore, reigneth over the kings of the earth at the time this message was delivered to the Apostle John. 
Rome here is more distinctly marked. It is the city of the seven hills. Nor is this all. Rome was the existing authority in the time of the prophecy: five of its governing powers had fallen; one was there; there was then one yet to come for a short space Constantine, and then the beast out of the abyss, the last diabolical state of the empire where the antichrist would appear, would finally in the end be destroyed. The last empire, the Roman Catholic church, however is not a new form; it is one of the seven, though an eighth, distinct from the rest, not like the rest, as it is both a spiritual power and a earthly state or soverign country.  The beast, this Roman Catholic church, though imperial, has ten horns, ten distinct kingdoms under her rule. They have their power, and for the same period, with the beast. However, they all give their power to the beast, submit to his authority, and make war against the Lord Jesus Christ and his True Worshipers, True church, the rejected One (King) on earth, and His Saints.  The Lord Jesus Christ shall overcome them. Though, despised as the Lord Jesus Christ may be, Supreme Authority/Power is His, and there are others coming with Him, not merely Angels but Called ones, Chosen ones, The Elect, His Saints.

Details are then added. The waters are explained as peoples, multitudes, nations, and tongues-masses of populations in their diverse divisions. Next the ten horns, the kingdoms which are associated with the beast, and the beast (for so it is to be read) they do hate the whore and eat her flesh and burn her with fire (first, take all her substance and fatness, and then destroy her).   These rulers/called kings during the Apostle John's time, are to give their kingdom to this blasphemous beast until God's Words are fulfilled. Then we are expressly told that the woman, this whore, who as riding the beast was and is the Roman Catholic church is finally destroyed.

Here are the seven hills/mountains, that the city of Rome is built upon:
Aventinus (Aventine) 

Caelius (Caelian) 

Capitolium (Capitoline) 

Esquiliae (Esquiline) 

Palatium (Palatine) 

Quirinalis (Quirinal) 

Viminalis (Viminal)
Aventine: Mons/Collis Aventinus 

This hill is where Remus chose to live. In historical times it was the home of the plebeans, who built a temple to Ceres in the 5th century BC. It also had temples for Liber and Libera. 
Caelian: Mons/Collis Caelius 

Many of Rome's elite lived on this hill during the Roman Republic. 
Capitoline: Mons/Collis Capitolinus 

This hill was the site of many of Rome's earliest fortresses. It was also the hill of the government. The temples of Jupiter Optimus Maximus, Juno Moneta, and Concord are located on this hill. 
Esquiline: Mons/Collis Esquilinus 

This hill had a walled city on it since at least the 700s BC. 
Palatine: Mons/Collis Palatinus 

This hill is the hill of Romulus. In Classical times it was the hill where Rome's rich and powerful chose to live. Walled villages and tombs have been found here, and the people who lived in those villages seem to be dominant to their contemporaries since the 700s BC. The temple of Magna Mater is located on the Palentine. 
Quirinal: Mons/Collis Quirinalis 

It is on this hill that the Sabines once lived and built their city. Archaeological evidence supports habitation of this hill since at least the 8th century BC through tomb and walled village excavations. 
Viminalis: Mons/Collis Viminalis 

This is the smallest of the Seven Great Hills, and was one of the last to be included inside the walls of Rome.
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
