Hebrews 9:22

22 And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.

Note:  Remission in the Greek means:  Deliverance, pardon, complete forgiveness.  Completely releasing someone from obligation or their debt.
"And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; . . ."  "Some things" were cleansed by water, and others purged by fire:
Numbers 31:23

23 Every thing that may abide the fire, ye shall make it go through the fire, and it shall be clean: nevertheless it shall be purified with the water of separation: and all that abideth not the fire ye shall make go through the water.

Note:  "22 And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; . . ." Some things . . . the exceptions to all things being purified by blood are:  Exodus 19:10-15; Leviticus 15:5; Leviticus 16:26; Leviticus 16:28; Leviticus 22:6; Numbers 31:22-24.

". . . and without shedding of blood is no remission." 
Leviticus 17:11

11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul.
". . . and without shedding of blood is no remission."  Remission--of sins means remitting a debt, having a debt paid in full.
John 19:30

30 When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost.
Note:  Finished here in the Greek means:  I end, I accomplish, I pay.  To complete, to finish, to bring to an end.  Fulfill.  Pay the full price. "Paid in full".  The price is paid (for their sins). 

Leviticus 5:11-13; Matthew 6:12; Matthew 18:27; Matthew 18:32-35
". . . and without shedding of blood is no remission."  That is, without shedding of blood their is no remission, forgiveness of sin.  There was no, and is no remission without shedding of blood.  There can be no real remission but by, the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  There is no instance which can be given of God's pardon without shedding of blood.  If it could have been otherwise, the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ would not have been shed.  If there was pardon, remission, forgiveness of sin without the shedding of blood, then the Lord Jesus Christ's blood would have been shed in vain, and God's satisfaction to be unnecessary. Nor, is it agreeable to the Justice of God to forgive sin without this satisfaction of the violation of His Righteousness, which is sin.  God's Grace is given only AFTER the shedding of blood.

The Apostle Paul here describes some particular circumstances which characterized the First Covenant, the Old Testament, which shews that neither were men's sins put away, nor was the conscience purged by its means, nor was the entrance into the Holiest granted to the worshipers. The Veil concealed God. The High Priest went in once a year to make reconciliation for his sins, and for the sins of the people -no one else could enter. The way to God in His perfect Holiness was barred. Men could NOT be made perfect, as pertaining to the conscience before God, through the blood of bulls and of goats. These were but previsionary (Previsionary:  Meaning foresight:  an act of looking forward, to see or become aware of by showing a future event (something that has not yet happened)) and figurative ordinances, until God the Father, by God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth took up the real work itself, in order to accomplish it fully and for ever. 

Note:  The word perfect in the Greek means:  Complete, whole, to consummate, reaching the end-stage, i.e. working through the entire process (stages) to reach the final phase (conclusion,) to bring to an end, to complete, to finish, perfected,  pure, total:  lacking in no essential detail, complete, perfect.

"For the law made nothing perfect, . . ."  " . . .but the bringing in of a better hope did (MAKE PERFECT); . . ."  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His New Covenant, His blood, which made the Covenant between Him and His people, perfect, reached the final conclusion, brought to an end, made pure, total, lacking in no essential detail, complete, whole our Salvation before God, and our Eternal Life in Christ Jesus, the sole Mediator between man and God, " . . .by the which we draw nigh unto God."
Hebrews 9:22

Note:  Remission in the Greek means:  Deliverance, pardon, complete forgiveness.  Completely releasing someone from obligation or their debt.
"And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; . . ."  "Some things" were cleansed by water, and others purged by fire:
Note:  The Apostle Paul here, thus brings us to the focus of the Light which God gives us by the Holy Ghost in this Epistle, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  


John 8:12 


12Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.

Before proving by the Holy Scriptures of the Old Testament, the Old Covenant, the Doctrine that the Apostle Paul was here to announce which was the discontinuance of the actual sacrifices - of all the Old Testament sacrifices for sin.  The Apostle Paul thus, with a heart full of the Truth of Holy Scripture, was taught these Truths by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself, being an Apostle, and of the importance of that Truth, he then teaches the value and the extent of the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth of Himself on the Cross of Calvary.  To show the Lord Jesus Christ (still in contrast with the former offerings of the Old Testament, but now a contrast that rests on the intrinsic value of the offering of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself). These three proofs thus presented:  First, the Veil was split from top to bottom, from Heaven to earth, God opened the way of access to Him, by the perfect sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, which opened the way into the sanctuary was now manifested (made known) to the sinner, that is, access to God Himself now granted, where He is in Heaven, through God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Second, the purification of the sinner's conscience knowing that through the perfect sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for his/her sin there is now no condemnation, Romans 8:1, as their sins have been forever paid for by the Lord Jesus Christ, "It is finished!, John 19:30 , Matthew 27:50-54".  Third, because of the Lord Jesus Christ's payment for the sinners sin they have eternal redemption (along with the promise of their eternal inheritance, which is incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, 1 Peter 1:3-5, God had reserved for the True Worshiper, the Born Again Believer, one Called by God before the foundation of the world, Ephesians 1:11-12, ).

The Born Again Believer, the True Worshiper, the Elect of God, is admitted into God's Own presence by "a new and living way" which God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has consecrated for us "through the veil, that is to say, His Own flesh, as 'the Way,'  "I am the way," into the presence of God the Father, John 14:6," only in, by, and through Him as the Veil that allows instant and now constant access to God, immediate access to the place where He is, in the Light. What complete salvation, what blessedness, what security!  Therefore, we enter and have access to God the Father by "a new and living way," not by the Old Covenant, the Old Testament, Law which required "the sacrifice by the blood of bulls and of goats" which could not take away their sins.



Hebrews 10:4-10

4 For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins.

5 Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared me:

6 In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure.

Note:  Psalm 51:16



7 Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, O God.

8 Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein; which are offered by the law;
Note: Above in verse 6:  Psalm 51:16

9 Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second.

Note:  God the Father thus took away the First Covenant, the Old Covenant, the Old Testament as it was old and decayeth and was to vanish, Hebrews 8:13, to establish the Second Covenant, the New Covenant, the New Testament made with the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

10 By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.


Hebrews 10:19-22

19 Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus,

20 By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh;

Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the High Priest over the House of God, grants the Born Again Believer, those Chosen of God, God's Elect, to enter into the Holy of Holies, the Holiest, by the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, consecreated for us, through the Veil, that is to say, His Flesh!  Those Born Again Believers now have direct access to God, before "the vail" (Now, the Veil, the body of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth,) and to the Mercy Seat all the days of our lives as opposed to only the High Priest of the Old Covenant, the Old Testament, the First Covenant, having access only once a year, Exodus 30:6-10, specifically verses Exodus 30:6; Exodus 30:10.  We are viewed as on the earth, and being on the earth we now have free and full access to God and into His sanctuary.  Born Again Believers, God's Elect go in before God the Father in perfect liberty to God, where His Holiness dwells, and where nothing that is contrary to Him can be admitted, by "a new and living way," having access by and into God by our High Priest, the sole Mediator between God and man, the man Jesus Christ, 1 Timothy 2:5. What joy, what happiness! What perfect Grace!

21 And having an high priest over the house of God;

22 Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.

Note:  Hearts, full of leprosy, (leposy=sin, i.e.:  sin, stony, Ezekiel 11:19-20, dead in our trespasses and sins, Ephesians 2:1-9, sprinkled with blood of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, taking away our evil conscience . . . ,  www.alemattec.com/To teach when it is unclean, and when it is clean -- this is the Law of leprosy.doc

Exodus 40:9-15

9 And thou shalt take the anointing oil, and anoint the tabernacle, and all that is therein, and shalt hallow it, and all the vessels thereof: and it shall be holy.

20 Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you.
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
