Exodus 33:10-12
10And all the people saw the cloudy pillar stand at the tabernacle door: and all the people rose up and worshipped, every man in his tent door. 
 11And the LORD spake unto Moses face to face, as a man speaketh unto his friend. And he turned again into the camp: but his servant Joshua, the son of Nun, a young man, departed not out of the tabernacle. 

 12And Moses said unto the LORD, See, thou sayest unto me, Bring up this people: and thou hast not let me know whom thou wilt send with me. Yet thou hast said, I know thee by name, and thou hast also found grace in my sight.
Note:  One God, God the Son, speaks to Moses as a man speaketh unto his friend – face to face.  When asked to show His Glory, the SHEKINAH   GLORY of God means:  Very Presence of God –DWELLING.  Example, below, Psalm 74:2, "This Mount Zion, wherein Thou hast made Thy Shekinah to dwell.
Psalm 74:2
2Remember thy congregation, which thou hast purchased of old; the rod of thine inheritance, which thou hast redeemed; this mount Zion, wherein thou hast dwelt.

The LORD spoke to Moses as a friend, face to face, i.e.:  freely, familiarly, plainly, cordially, openly, without any reserve or show of authority, or causing dread and fear. The LORD spake not as a prince to a subject, but as a man to his friend, whom he loves.
Certainly, there appears a contradiction between this statement and what we shall presently see, "Thou canst not see my face," the solution is easy, viz., that although God revealed Himself to Moses in a peculiar manner (as God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ), still He never appeared in the fullness of His Glory as God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit all at once which is pure Light, but only so far as man's infirmity could endure, 1 Timothy 6:12-16, therefore He appeared as God the Son to Moses, the human manifestation of God the Son.
No man hath seen God at any time . . . that is, No man hath seen God the Father at any time, for God is a Spirit, and a Spirit hath not flesh nor bone, his shape is therefore never seen by Angels or men; for though Jacob, Moses, the elders of Israel, Manoah, and his wife, are said to see God, and Job expected to see Him with his bodily eyes, and the Saints will see Him as He is, in which will lie their great happiness; yet all seems to be understood of the second person – God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who frequently appeared to the Old Testament Saints, in human form, and will be seen by the Saints in Heaven, in His real human nature; or of God in and by Him: for the essence of God is invisible, and not to be seen with the eyes of the body, nor indeed with the eyes of the understanding, so as to comprehend Him, nor immediately, but through, and by certain means as God the Father is seen in the works of creation and providence, in His Promises, and in His ordinances.  Above all, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth the brightness of His Glory, and the express image of His person.  This may chiefly intend here, man's not knowing anything of God in a spiritual and saving way, but in and by the Lord Jesus Christ; since it follows, the only begotten Son, the Word that was with God in the beginning.
Genesis 3:22 
 22And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:
The Word of the LORD is John 1:18 " . . .the only begotten, God which is in the bosom of the Father"; clearly showing, that He is the only begotten, as He is God: the phrase, which is in the bosom of the Father, denotes unity of nature, and essence, in the Father and Son; their distinct personality; strong love, and affection between Them.  The Son's acquaintance with His Father's secrets, God the Son being at that time with God the Father, indeed in the very bosom of His Father, when here on earth, as the Son of Man, and which qualified Him to make the declaration of of God the Father:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth hath declared Him, declared His Father, God the Father.
The Lord Jesus Christ has clearly and fully declared His Father's nature, perfections, purposes, promises, counsels, covenant, Word, and works.  Has full declared God's thoughts and schemes of Grace, His love and favor to the sons of men, His mind and Will concerning the Salvation of His people.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth has made, and delivered a fuller revelation of these things, than ever was yet, and to which no other revelation in the present state of things will be added. Somewhat like this the Jews say of the Messiah, "There is none that can declare the name of his Father, and that knows him; but this is hid from the eyes of the multitude, until he comes, whdygyw--the Word, 'and he shall declare him.'"  He is come, the Word, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and has declared Him -- God the Father: The "Logos," or Word of God, as the interpreter of the mind of God, and a Preacher and Teacher of men.
John 1:18 
18No man hath seen God at any time, the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.
Note:  The expression clearly shows that the Lord Jesus Christ had existence before He appeared on earth as man.  All fullness dwells in Him, from which alone fallen sinners have, and shall receive, by faith, all that renders them wise, strong, Holy, useful, and happy.

The true knowledge of God proceeds only from the Lord Jesus Christ.  Who is nearest to His Father, not only in respect of His love towards Him, but by the bond of nature as the same essence one as the other - God, and by means of that union or oneness that is between them, by which the Father and the Son are One God.  God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ revealed Him, that is God the Father and showed Him unto us, whereas before He was hidden under the shadows of the Law, so that our minds were not able to perceive Him, the Only Begotten of the Father, the Lord Jesus Christ: for whoever sees Him, sees the Father also.
Deuteronomy 6:4-5
 4Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD: 

 5And thou shalt love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy might.
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John 6:46
46Not that any man hath seen the Father, save he which is of God, he hath seen the Father.
Note:  Lest it should be thought from the above words, that our Lord Jesus Christ meant that men should be so taught of God the Father, as that they should visibly see the Father, and/or vocally hear His voice, and be personally instructed by Him; for His voice is not heard, nor His shape seen; see John 1:18; save He which is of God; who is begotten of Him, and of the same nature and perfections with Him, though a distinct person from Him, and who was always with Him, and lay in His bosom: He, the Lord Jesus Christ hath seen the Father; has perfect knowledge of Him, personal communion with Him; has seen the perfections and glory of His Person, and the thoughts, purposes, and counsels of His heart, His whole mind, and Will, and all the Grace, goodness, and mercy which is in Him, and He, the Lord Jesus Christ has declared those things to us of His Father; again, see John 1:18.
Exodus 33:18-23
18And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory. 

 19And he said, I will make all my goodness pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of the LORD before thee; and will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy. 
20And he said, Thou canst not see my face: for there shall no man see me, and live.
21And the LORD said, Behold, there is a place by me, and thou shalt stand upon a rock: 

 22And it shall come to pass, while my glory passeth by, that I will put thee in a clift of the rock, and will cover thee with my hand while I pass by: 

 23And I will take away mine hand, and thou shalt see my back parts: but my face shall not be seen.
Exodus 34:1-17
 1And the LORD said unto Moses, Hew thee two tables of stone like unto the first: and I will write upon these tables the words that were in the first tables, which thou brakest. 
 2And be ready in the morning, and come up in the morning unto mount Sinai, and present thyself there to me in the top of the mount. 

 3And no man shall come up with thee, neither let any man be seen throughout all the mount; neither let the flocks nor herds feed before that mount. 
 4And he hewed two tables of stone like unto the first; and Moses rose up early in the morning, and went up unto mount Sinai, as the LORD had commanded him, and took in his hand the two tables of stone. 

 5And the LORD descended in the cloud, and stood with him there, and proclaimed the name of the LORD. 

 6And the LORD passed by before him, and proclaimed, The LORD, The LORD God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abundant in goodness and truth, 

 7Keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty; visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, and upon the children's children, unto the third and to the fourth generation. 
 8And Moses made haste, and bowed his head toward the earth, and worshipped. 

 9And he said, If now I have found grace in thy sight, O LORD, let my LORD, I pray thee, go among us; for it is a stiffnecked people; and pardon our iniquity and our sin, and take us for thine inheritance. 

 10And he said, Behold, I make a covenant: before all thy people I will do marvels, such as have not been done in all the earth, nor in any nation: and all the people among which thou art shall see the work of the LORD: for it is a terrible thing that I will do with thee. 

 11Observe thou that which I command thee this day: behold, I drive out before thee the Amorite, and the Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite. 

 12Take heed to thyself, lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land whither thou goest, lest it be for a snare in the midst of thee: 

 13But ye shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut down their groves: 

 14For thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God: 

 15Lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they go a whoring after their gods, and do sacrifice unto their gods, and one call thee, and thou eat of his sacrifice; 

 16And thou take of their daughters unto thy sons, and their daughters go a whoring after their gods, and make thy sons go a whoring after their gods. 

 17Thou shalt make thee no molten gods. 
Exodus 31:17-18
17 It is a sign between me and the children of Israel for ever: for in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was refreshed.
18 And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing with him upon mount Sinai, two tables of testimony, tables of stone, written with the finger of God.
Deuteronomy 9:9-11
9 When I was gone up into the mount to receive the tables of stone, even the tables of the covenant which the Lord made with you, then I abode in the mount forty days and forty nights, I neither did eat bread nor drink water:
10 And the Lord delivered unto me two tables of stone written with the finger of God; and on them was written according to all the words, which the Lord spake with you in the mount out of the midst of the fire in the day of the assembly.
11 And it came to pass at the end of forty days and forty nights, that the Lord gave me the two tables of stone, even the tables of the covenant.
Acts 7:37-40
37 This is that Moses, which said unto the children of Israel, A prophet shall the Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear.

38 This is he, that was in the church in the wilderness with the angel which spake to him in the mount Sina, and with our fathers: who received the lively oracles to give unto us:


Note:  Angel – is God's Messenger – the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Who gave Moses the Law.


39 To whom our fathers would not obey, but thrust him from them, and in their hearts turned back again into Egypt,

40 Saying unto Aaron, Make us gods to go before us: for as for this Moses, which brought us out of the land of Egypt, we wot not what is become of him.

John 1:17
17 For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.

Note:  The Law was given by Moses to the Hebrews, to the people.  Moses had received the Law, Deuteronomy 9:9 above, from the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  This God who wrote the Law with His finger in stone, spoke to Moses as a man would a friend – face-to-face.  This is a meeting between two men, One of Whom was God, i.e.:  God the Son Who is the physical representation of God the Father Who is a Spirit, John 4:24, Luke 24:39.  A Spirit hath not flesh and bones as did God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Grace and Truth came by the Lord Jesus Christ.
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Exodus 34:27-35
27And the LORD said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for after the tenor of these words I have made a covenant with thee and with Israel. 

 28And he was there with the LORD forty days and forty nights; he did neither eat bread, nor drink water. And he wrote upon the tables the words of the covenant, the ten commandments. 

 29And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount Sinai with the two tables of testimony in Moses' hand, when he came down from the mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face shone while he talked with him. 
 30And when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his face shone; and they were afraid to come nigh him. 
 31And Moses called unto them; and Aaron and all the rulers of the congregation returned unto him: and Moses talked with them. 

 32And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and he gave them in commandment all that the LORD had spoken with him in mount Sinai. 
 33And till Moses had done speaking with them, he put a vail on his face. 
 34But when Moses went in before the LORD to speak with him, he took the vail off, until he came out. And he came out, and spake unto the children of Israel that which he was commanded. 

 35And the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses' face shone: and Moses put the vail upon his face again, until he went in to speak with him.
Deuteronomy 34:10-13
 10And there arose not a prophet since in Israel like unto Moses, whom the LORD knew face to face, 
 11In all the signs and the wonders, which the LORD sent him to do in the land of Egypt to Pharaoh, and to all his servants, and to all his land, 

 12And in all that mighty hand, and in all the great terror which Moses shewed in the sight of all Israel.
Note:  Moses having taken his place outside the camp, God the Son reveals Himself to Moses as He never had done before. The people see God standing at the door of the tabernacle which Moses had pitched; and they Worship, every man at his tent door. God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, speaks unto Moses face to face as a man speaks unto His friend. We shall see that it is to these communications that God alludes when He speaks of the glory of Moses (Numbers 12 below), and not to those on Mount Sinai. Moses, as mediator in the way of testimony, goes into the camp.
Numbers 12:1-16
 1And Miriam and Aaron spake against Moses because of the Ethiopian woman whom he had married: for he had married an Ethiopian woman. 

 2And they said, Hath the LORD indeed spoken only by Moses? hath he not spoken also by us? And the LORD heard it. 

 3(Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the earth.) 

 4And the LORD spake suddenly unto Moses, and unto Aaron, and unto Miriam, Come out ye three unto the tabernacle of the congregation. And they three came out. 
 5And the LORD came down in the pillar of the cloud, and stood in the door of the tabernacle, and called Aaron and Miriam: and they both came forth. 
 6And he said, Hear now my words: If there be a prophet among you, I the LORD will make myself known unto him in a vision, and will speak unto him in a dream. 
 7My servant Moses is not so, who is faithful in all mine house. 

 8With him will I speak mouth to mouth, even apparently, and not in dark speeches; and the similitude of the LORD shall he behold: wherefore then were ye not afraid to speak against my servant Moses? 
 9And the anger of the LORD was kindled against them; and he departed. 

 10And the cloud departed from off the tabernacle; and, behold, Miriam became leprous, white as snow: and Aaron looked upon Miriam, and, behold, she was leprous. 
 11And Aaron said unto Moses, Alas, my lord, I beseech thee, lay not the sin upon us, wherein we have done foolishly, and wherein we have sinned. 

 12Let her not be as one dead, of whom the flesh is half consumed when he cometh out of his mother's womb. 

 13And Moses cried unto the LORD, saying, Heal her now, O God, I beseech thee. 

 14And the LORD said unto Moses, If her father had but spit in her face, should she not be ashamed seven days? let her be shut out from the camp seven days, and after that let her be received in again. 

 15And Miriam was shut out from the camp seven days: and the people journeyed not till Miriam was brought in again. 

 16And afterward the people removed from Hazeroth, and pitched in the wilderness of Paran.
