Revelation 2:12-16
12 And to the angel of the church in Pergamos write; These things saith he which hath the sharp sword with two edges;

13 I know thy works, and where thou dwellest, even where Satan's seat is: and thou holdest fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, even in those days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.
14 But I have a few things against thee, because thou hast there them that hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumblingblock before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit fornication.
15 So hast thou also them that hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitanes, which thing I hate.
16 Repent; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will fight against them with the sword of my mouth.
Antipas is one of the few martyrs mentioned in the Holy Bible by name. Not only is he mentioned in the Holy Bible, he was spoken of by the only begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth. Revelation 2:13, below, which records the martyrdom of Antipas, who did not deny the Faith and was faithful to the point of death.

Antipas' martyrdom cannot be refuted of his death as recorded in 92 A.D. by Simeon Metaphrastes is that he was roasted alive in a copper bull-shaped altar. Antipas refused to deny the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and “worship the Roman Emperor” Valentinian II (375-92 A.D.,)  just as the Hebrews young men, Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael and Azariah (more commonly known by their Babylonian names – Belteshazzar (Daniel), Shadrach, Meshach and  Abednego) refused to worship anything or anybody except the one True God, Jehovah God.

Antipas, whose name means “against all”, was advised that “the whole world is against you!” before he was sentenced to be martyred.  His response was, “Then, I am against the whole world!”
Revelation 2:13
13 I know thy works, and where thou dwellest, even where Satan's seat is: and thou holdest fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, even in those days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.

Short Definition: Pergamum
Definition: Pergamum, an important city of the Roman province Asia.
Antipas was the Pastor, the Preacher, at the Church of Pergamos.  Pergamos:  Pergamum was where ALL of the satanic false religions of Babylon, all the witchcraft/black magic and the satanic priesthood which were the mystery religions of Babylon came from which were started at the Tower of Babel, Genesis 11:1-9.  The Head or leader of these false satanic black magic based mystery “religions,” full of witchcraft, sorcery, those who were enchanters, observer of times, soothsayers, at Pergamos:  Pergamum was known as the Pontifex Maximus.  Cyrus the Great conquered Babylon after Darius the Median took the Kingdom.  Darius = 'lord' 1) Darius the Mede, the son of Ahasuerus, King of the Chaldeans, who succeeded to the Babylonian Kingdom on the death of Belshazzar, ; probably the same as “Astyages” the last King of the Medes (538 B.C.), Daniel 5:1-31; Daniel 6:1-28. (same as H01867 (1)) 2) Darius, the son of Hystaspes, the founder of the Perso-Arian dynasty (521 BC) (same as H01867 (2)) 3) Darius II or Darius III 3a) Darius II, Nothus (Ochus) was King of Persia during the time of Nehemiah (424/3-405/4 B.C.). Darius II is the most probable because he is mentioned by the Prophet Nehemiah and ruled during the time of Nehemiah 3b) Darius III, Codomannus was King of Persia during its last years at the time of Alexander the Great and was his opponent (336-330 B.C.).
The Persians came in 539 B.C., led by Cyrus the Great the King of the Medo-Persian Empire who conquered the Babylonians. Cyrus the Great the King of Medo-Persia of which the two main groups of people were the Medes and the Persians, made his new Empire based in Babylon.  When Attalus III (138-133 B.C.) died without an heir in 133 B.C., he bequeathed the whole of Pergamon Pergamos:  Pergamum to Rome.
Pergamos:  Pergamum, where the black magicians/priesthood of Baal had dwelth was now Roman, under Rome's control.  Then, in 63 B.C. Julius Ceasar, who had taken the satanic magicians/priesthood of Pergamos:  Pergamum to Rome, ran for election to the post of Pontifex Maximus – the chief or high priest of the pagan Roman state religion.  Thus, the satanic/black magicians/priesthood -- the mystery religion of Babylon -- and their worship of Baal was moved from Pergamos:  Pergamum to Rome.  Pergamos:  Pergamum = ROME, Revelation 17:1-6.  Hince, from that time forth . . . where satan dwelleth has become:  Rome.
This note was to the Church at Pergamos where the Lord Jesus Christ’s name and True Worship held fast in spite of persecution, which pagan Rome now controlled.  However, not all practiced True Worship there. Another kind of evil came in -- seduction to fall in with the world's ways by evil teaching from within. The doctrine of Balaam was there. Idolatry flowed in. There were also sects within, which taught pretended sanctity, but practiced evil.  As Rome, and its dominions, were the principal seat of the Church during this period of time, it may well be called satan's seat or throne; not only because it had been the seat of the Roman emperors, the ten horned and seven headed beast,
Revelation 13:2
2 And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority.
but because it was now becoming the seat of the antichrist, which the great dragon satan gave him, whose coming was after the working of satan, and he was influenced by and controlled by satan, doing the will of his “father”.  He, the pope who, like satan, exalted himself above all that is called God; yea, placed himself in the Temple of God, the Christian Church, as God, showing himself to be God, assuming that power to himself which only belonged to God, and makes himself equal to God. Moreover, he may be called so for his enmity and malice against the True Saints of God, and for his art and subtlety, and insidious methods to ensnare and destroy them.

Now to dwell where such an evil one has his seat, his throne, has a kingdom, his power and authority, must be very uncomfortable, as well as dangerous.  It required great care, circumspection, and prudence how to behave: and yet to the commendation of this Church at Pergamos it is said by the Lord God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, “ . . . and thou holdest fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, . . . “: i.e.:  the pure members of this Church which rose up at the beginning of the apostasy of Pergamos:  Pergamum = ROME, and bore their testimony against it, even unto death, and for the Truth of the Gospel; and continued to do so amidst all the corruptions and persecutions of the pagan Romans state.
The Elect of the Church at Pergamos had the Truths of the Gospel in their possession, which were dear and valuable to them.  There was danger of losing them, however they held them fast, with great courage, magnanimity, and strength, though the overwhelming greater number was against them, and they were attended with reproach and persecution:  “ . . . even in those days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where Satan dwelleth.”
