I had a Baptist Preacher, who heard me Preach for two years.  The entire time, he struggled trying to figure out what was being Preached, because he said that he didn't understand God doing the Choosing before the foundation of the world.  He had Preached for all those years man's will to freely choose God.  He said, all I know is it says "whosoever will".

Mark 8:34
 And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me.

Those who are the "Whosoever will" that comes after the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, come so by denying themselves, dying to self (take up their cross, the journey to death) to follow the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  It's not about a man's will, but the Will of God the Father alone.

The persons encouraged to partake of the water of life freely are those "whosoever will"; that is, whoever has a spiritual will placed in Him by God to divine and spiritual things, i.e.:  has the Holy Spirit, God's seed in them placed by God, for no man has such a will of himself:


Philippians 2:13
13 For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.

Revelation 22:17
17And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.

"Ho, everyone that thirsteth," he is free to take, he is welcome to it; the same as "whosoever will"; that is, whoever has a will placed in Him by God to divine and spiritual things, for no man has such a will of himself . . .


Isaiah 55:1
1 Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy , and eat ; yea, come , buy wine and milk without money and without price.


John 1:13 
13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.


As no man comes to him on his own will, but by the Will of the Father, who shows mercy and compassion to those He Wills:


John 6:44
44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day.


Romans 9:15-16 
15 For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.

16 So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but of God that sheweth mercy. 

As to rights, both spiritual rights, and all rights whether in the spiritual realm or not, compare those of God to those of the creature who has sinned against Him. How can man, who is made of clay, dare to even reply against God? The Potter has the power and authority to do as He Wills with the lump of clay. No one can say to God, What doest Thou? God's sovereignty is the first of all immutable (unchangeable) rights, the foundation of all rights, the foundation of all morality, the foundation of God's Holy Word, the Holy Bible. If God is not God with full power/authority over all things, what will He be? The root of the question is this:  is God to judge man, or man by his "free will" judge God? God can do whatsoever He pleases. God is not nor will ever be the object for judgment by any creature, any of His creation. Such is God's Title: but when in fact the Apostle Paul presents the two cases, wrath and Grace, the Apostle Paul presents the case of God shewing long suffering towards one already fitted for wrath, in order to give at last an example to men of God's wrath in the execution of His Justice; and then of God displaying His Glory to the vessels of mercy whom He has prepared for Glory before the foundations of the world. There are then these three points established with marvelous exactitude of and by God for Himself:  (1.) the power to do all things, (2.) no man every having the right to say even a word against God's Will; (3.) wonderful endurance with the wicked, in whom at length His wrath is manifested (made known); and by demonstration of His Glory in vessels of Honor, whom He has Himself prepared by His Mercy for Glory, and whom He Has Called, whether from among the Jews or Gentiles, according to the declaration of the Prophet Hosea.

Hosea 2:23
23 And I will sow her unto me in the earth; and I will have mercy upon her that had not obtained mercy ; and I will say to them which were not my people, Thou art my people; and they shall say , Thou art my God.

The Doctrine is thus established, then, which is the Sovereignty of Almighty God the Father to do of His Own Will and good pleasure.
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
