Mark 14:40-62
40 And when he returned, he found them asleep again, (for their eyes were heavy,) neither wist they what to answer him.

41 And he cometh the third time, and saith unto them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: it is enough, the hour is come; behold, the Son of man is betrayed into the hands of sinners.

42 Rise up, let us go; lo, he that betrayeth me is at hand.

43 And immediately, while he yet spake, cometh Judas, one of the twelve, and with him a great multitude with swords and staves, from the chief priests and the scribes and the elders.

44 And he that betrayed him had given them a token, saying, Whomsoever I shall kiss, that same is he; take him, and lead him away safely.

45 And as soon as he was come, he goeth straightway to him, and saith, Master, master; and kissed him.

46 And they laid their hands on him, and took him.

47 And one of them that stood by drew a sword, and smote a servant of the high priest, and cut off his ear.

48 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Are ye come out, as against a thief, with swords and with staves to take me?

49 I was daily with you in the temple teaching, and ye took me not: but the scriptures must be fulfilled.

50 And they all forsook him, and fled.

51 And there followed him a certain young man, having a linen cloth cast about his naked body; and the young men laid hold on him:

52 And he left the linen cloth, and fled from them naked.
53 And they led Jesus away to the high priest: and with him were assembled all the chief priests and the elders and the scribes.
Note:  Here now is the Lord Jesus Christ's condemnation before the Great Council of the Jews, the Sanhedrin.
54 And Peter followed him afar off, even into the palace of the high priest: and he sat with the servants, and warmed himself at the fire.

55 And the chief priests and all the council sought for witness against Jesus to put him to death; and found none.

56 For many bare false witness against him, but their witness agreed not together.

57 And there arose certain, and bare false witness against him, saying,

58 We heard him say, I will destroy this temple that is made with hands, and within three days I will build another made without hands.

59 But neither so did their witness agree together.

60 And the high priest stood up in the midst, and asked Jesus, saying, Answerest thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?

61 But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him, Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?

Note:  Blessed here in the Greek means:  The One worthy of praise, to be blessed, adored -- blessed.  Used only of God the Father, blessed as Jehovah God, and of God the Son Who, alone, are entitled to receive blessing from man, as God the Father, and God the Son both are worthy of man's praise.  The root of the word Blessed, is our English terms or words, "eulogize, eulogy," properly, To "speak well of," and to celebrate by praising!  Blessed is only used of God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, God the Son, showing the Godhead is worthy of all man's commitment, honor, and praise, which thus would also include God the Holy Spirit. Indeed, for only God is inherently praiseworthy, deserving every blessing from man.

62 And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.

Note: To the Jews, God's Name was so sacred they dared not speak it, nor did they write it out, instead often times writing G_d for the Word God.  The Jews were afraid of violating the Third Commandment, not to take the name of the LORD thy God in vain.



Exodus 20:7
7 Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. 
The Jews believed God's name was so Holy that only the Hebrew, High Priests were allowed to pronounce it, and only once during the year when the High Priests entered the Holy of Holies. Yet, others simply would not pronounce God's name out of respect, while still others refuse to pronounce it, not even knowing why.

This tradition of the Jews was birthed out of fear. The Jews were so afraid that they would somehow, someway, inadvertently take the name of the Lord in vain that they stopped saying it all together. The Jews did NOT know the love of God through the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, thus they did not understand God's perfect love, as perfect love casteth out fear.  NOT setting aside the Third Commandment, but understand that there is NO Condemnation to them that are in Christ Jesus, Romans 8:1.  The Law was made for the lawless and disobedient, 1 Timothy 1:9.  The Law was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made, Galatians 3:19.
1 John 4:18
18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love. 


Note:  Perfect in the Greek here means:  Full grown, whole, or complete, complete in all its parts. 

Here now is the Lord Jesus Christ's condemnation before the Great Council of the Jews, the Sanhedrin.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was asked, ". . . Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?" That is, Art thou the Christ, the Son of God?  Thus, the Lord Jesus Christ answers, I AM,  Genesis 15:1, Genesis 15:7, Genesis 17:1, Genesis 26:24, Genesis 28:12-15, Genesis 35:11, Exodus 3:13-15,  etc . . .  Matthew 9:28, Matthew 20:22, Mark 8:27, Mark 10:38-39, John 4:25-27, John 6:35, John 7:28,  All of John 8, John 8:12, specifically John 8:28, John 8:58, John 9:39, John 10:7, John 11:25, John 14:6, John 18:5, John 18:8, John 20:17, Acts 9:4-6, Acts 22:1-8, Acts 26:14-16, Revelation 22:16.
Mark 14:61
61 But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him, Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?

Note:  (In case you might have a Roman Catholic, who has been taught false Doctrine their whole life, decide that the Blessed spoken of is Mary, let me help you with this error.
First, Mary was told by the Angel Gabriel that she was highly favoured, the Lord was with her, and that she was blessed among women, Luke 1:26-28.

Elisabeth spoke, filled with the Holy Spirit, speaking the same words as the Angel Gabriel, and said also that Mary was blessed among women, Luke 1:38-47.  


Mary was blessed among women, highly favored by God, as she would be the vessel by which the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would yet again appear, this time as a babe.  Mary was another vessel of Jehovah God's, no different than Abel, Seth, King David, Saul/Apostle Paul, all of the Apostles, etc . . .


If Mary was the Blessed spoken of above, in Mark 14:61, then the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth would also have called her the Blessed, which He never did.  Mary was blessed among women.  Women in particular would call her blessed.  Let's see the intercourse between a woman trying to exalt Mary, and see what the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth had to say:

Luke 11:27-28
27 And it came to pass, as he spake these things, a certain woman of the company lifted up her voice, and said unto him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee, and the paps which thou hast sucked.
28 But he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear the word of God, and keep it.
Note:  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth repeatedly minimize Mary's importance, and He new that there was to be a cult around Mary in the future which would seek to take the place of “the Blessed,” which is God the Father and give to Mary, taking God's Glory.  Thus, yet again the Lord Jesus Christ minimizes Mary's importance:


Matthew 12:46-50
46 While he yet talked to the people, behold, his mother and his brethren stood without, desiring to speak with him.

47 Then one said unto him, Behold, thy mother and thy brethren stand without, desiring to speak with thee.
48 But he answered and said unto him that told him, Who is my mother? and who are my brethren?
49 And he stretched forth his hand toward his disciples, and said, Behold my mother and my brethren!
50 For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, the same is my brother, and sister, and mother.
Note:  Throughout ALL of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, not once did the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth ever call Mary his mother.  ALWAYS, the Lord Jesus Christ called Mary, “woman.”  Why?  Mary was but another of God's vessels.  The Lord Jesus Christ did honor and protect Mary, but the important point was that she was his PHYSICAL mother only, NOT important, as the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was to exalt ALWAYS the Spiritual, and in so doing ALWAYS exalt His Father, God.

Again, ALWAYS, the Lord Jesus Christ called Mary, “woman.”

John 2:3-5
3 And when they wanted wine, the mother of Jesus saith unto him, They have no wine.
4 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? mine hour is not yet come.

5 His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith unto you, do it.

John 19:25-27

25 Now there stood by the cross of Jesus his mother, and his mother's sister, Mary the wife of Cleophas, and Mary Magdalene.

26 When Jesus therefore saw his mother, and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, he saith unto his mother, Woman, behold thy son!
27 Then saith he to the disciple, Behold thy mother! And from that hour that disciple took her unto his own home.
Mark 14:61-62
61 But he held his peace, and answered nothing. Again the high priest asked him, and said unto him, Art thou the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?
62 And Jesus said, I am: and ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of power, and coming in the clouds of heaven.
Genesis 35:11
“And God said unto him, I am God Almighty:”
Directly above, Mark 14:62, “And Jesus said, I am: . . .”

Note:  For the proof of His being the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ then refers to His Second Coming, as the Son of God sitting at the right hand of the Blessed, of God the Father, and returning from Heaven to earth as the Lord of Hosts.

Who is this I AM God Almighty?  The Mighty God of Israel, the Stone, the Shepherd from thence.  Thence in the Hebrew means:  From that place, from there. So, from Joseph did the Stone, the One Who was rejected by the builders, become the Head of the Corner, i.e.:  the Corner Stone, the Stone most precious, then come!  The Stone of stumbling to those who opposed God's Word, who are disobedient, are called the “children of disobedience,” who by their very nature are “the children of God's wrath,” Ephesians 2:2-3 


The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth IS God's Word, John 1:1-2, and is called the Word of God, Revelation 19:11-16.  The Word, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who IS the Corner stone and also the Rock of Offence, “. . . even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed, 1 Peter 2:6-8.”

(Joseph, a “type” of Lord Jesus Christ, “or a shadow” of the One to come, the Savior of the world (World:  His Family, which is “His people, Matthew 1:21” Chosen of God before the foundation of the world, Ephesians 1:4-5 – world here meaning earth, before the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Created anything, Deuteronomy 33:13-17, www.alemattec.com/Watchman, lion, unicorns . . . .doc)).
Genesis 49:24
24 But his bow abode in strength, and the arms of his hands were made strong by the hands of the mighty God of Jacob; (from thence is the shepherd, the stone of Israel:)
Psalm 118:22
22 The stone which the builders refused is become the head stone of the corner.
Matthew 21:42
42 Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures, The stone which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of the corner: this is the Lord's doing, and it is marvellous in our eyes?

1 Peter 2:6-8
6 Wherefore also it is contained in the scripture, Behold, I lay in Sion a chief corner stone, elect, precious: and he that believeth on him shall not be confounded.
7 Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them which be disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of the corner,
8 And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed.
Note: “whereunto also they were appointed.”  Appointed both to stumble at the Word of the Gospel, and at the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, the Stumbling Stone, and the Rock of Offence, at Christ Jesus' Word they are offended and stumble the sum and substance of it.  As the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was set in the counsel and purpose of God, for the rising of some, so for the stumbling and falling of others, Luke 2:34. Also, to that disobedience and infidelity which was the cause of their stumbling at God's Word was foreordained. As there are some whom God hath appointed and foreordained to believe in the Word of God, Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, on whom God has determined to bestow true faith in the Lord Jesus Christ alone as their Lord, God, King, and Savior, in Whom they have this Salvation as a pure gift, in consequence of such appointment.  Yet, others, whom God has determined to leave in that disobedience and infidelity into which the fall of Adam into sin has brought and concluded them, through which they stumble at the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Gospel, at His Word, and, in consequence thereof, justly perish, and they are the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction, Romans 9:22. 
Deuteronomy 7:21
21 Thou shalt not be affrighted at them: for the Lord thy God is among you, a mighty God and terrible.
