In the practice of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, LDS (or "Mormons"), a living person, acting as proxy, is baptized by immersion on behalf of a deceased person. After giving a short prayer that includes the name of the deceased individual, the proxy is immersed briefly in the water, then brought up again. Baptism for the dead is a distinctive ordinance of the church and is based on the belief that baptism is a required ordinance for entry into the Kingdom of God.

The LDS Church teaches that performing baptisms for the dead allows this saving ordinance to be offered on behalf of those who have died without accepting or knowing Jesus Christ or his teachings during their mortal lives. It is taught that this is the method by which all who have lived upon the earth will have the opportunity to receive baptism and to thereby enter the Kingdom of God.

The Mormons, the LDS "church" uses 1 Corinthians 15:29 to be baptized for the dead.

1 Corinthians 15:29
29 Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the dead?

Among other Biblical references, Latter-day Saints cite Peter's statements that Jesus preached to the spirits of the dead (KJV 1 Peter 3:19; 4:6) as evidence that God in his justice provides an opportunity for the deceased to hear and accept the gospel, if they don't receive that chance in mortality. As Peter affirmed in Acts 2:37-38, the next step after acceptance of the gospel is baptism for the remission of sins, which "doth also now save us" (KJV 1 Peter 3:21). 


Preaching to the dead:

1 Peter 3:19
19 By which also he went and preached unto the spirits in prison;

www.alemattec.com/21 The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us.doc

Note:  Those in prison, held in bondage, John 8:23-47, held captive by satan, 2 Timothy 2:24-26, especially the Jews.

1 Peter 3:20
20 Which sometime were disobedient, when once the longsuffering of God waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was a preparing, wherein few, that is, eight souls were saved by water. 
Note:  The word by here in the Greek means:  Through.  Properly, across (to the other side,) successfully across to the other side .  The Lord Jesus Christ is He, the I AM HE Who in those days (when God through his patience appointed a time of repentance to the world,) was present, not in a corporal or bodily presence among people, but by His Divine power, by the mouth of Noah, was the Preaching of repentance as Noah prepared the Ark, to those disobedient spirits, who are now in prison, waiting for the full recompense of their rebellion, and saved those few, (that is, only eight people) from the water. 

1 Peter 4:1-7
1 Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin;
2 That he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of God.

3 For the time past of our life may suffice us to have wrought the will of the Gentiles, when we walked in lasciviousness, lusts, excess of wine, revellings, banquetings, and abominable idolatries:
4 Wherein they think it strange that ye run not with them to the same excess of riot, speaking evil of you:

5 Who shall give account to him that is ready to judge the quick and the dead.
6 For for this cause was the gospel preached also to them that are dead, that they might be judged according to men in the flesh, but live according to God in the spirit.

Note:  “ . . . the gospel preached also to them that are dead, . . .”  Those dead in their trespasses and sins, Ephesians 2:1; Colossians 2:13-15.

The LDS Church, the Mormons, teaches that those who have died may choose to accept or reject the baptism done on their behalf.  

Note:  I don't know about you, but I've seen dead things.  Things that are dead do NOT make a choice.


Romans 10:14
14How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher?


2 Thessalonians 2:9-12

 9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,

 10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.

11 And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:

12 That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.


Hebrews 4:3
3For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, As I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest: although the works were finished from the foundation of the world.

1 Peter 2:6
6Wherefore also it is contained in the scripture, Behold, I lay in Sion a chief corner stone, elect, precious: and he that believeth on him shall not be confounded.

Isaiah 53:1
1Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed?

John 12:38
38That the saying of Esaias the prophet might be fulfilled, which he spake, Lord, who hath believed our report? and to whom hath the arm of the Lord been revealed?

Romans 10:16
16But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report?


Mark 16:16
16He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.


Romans 10:9
 9That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.



Galatians 3:27
 27 For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.
Note:  Many not ALL, as many that have been baptized into Christ . . . .


Question:  "If an infant is baptized and dies shortly after,doesn't His promise stand w/them to the end of the age?"

My answer:  No, there is no promise made to infants, ONLY to those who BELIEVE in their heart, see Romans 10:9 above.  Infants go to Hell (the grave) NOT to Hell (the place of torment):  www.alemattec.com/Death, Hell . . . .doc

There is no baptism of infants mentioned in all of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  Not one.  That is Roman Catholic made up "religion".


Question:  "If faith comes from hearing then we must rec. faith when we here the Word of God spoken at a Baptism and in the Gospel spoken or else it becomes a work we do to prove our worth thru obedience and works of law,Right? I heard somewhere if we reject one miniscule of Jesus' work and have to add our 'part' to salvation,we reject all he did and become a false religion,the beast...

My answer:  True.  I don't believe that we received faith " . . . when we here (sic) -- hear the Word of God spoken 'AT A BAPTISM' . . .  When we hear, or read God's Holy Word (hearing in our mind by reading and BELIEVE, we are Saved).  Nothing else required.  This is ALL OF AND BY GOD.  We don't do anything unless He has placed His Holy Spirit in us.  Faith is ALWAYS God's Choice, (Election) of His own, and done so before the foundation of the world (Ephesians 1; 2).


As part of their Sacraments, the New Apostolic Church and Old Apostolic Church also practices Baptism for the Dead, as well as Communion and Sealing to the Departed. In this practice a proxy or substitute is baptised in the place of an unknown number of deceased persons. According to NAC and OAC doctrine the deceased do not enter the body of the substitute.

Outside of Christianity, baptism for the dead is practice by gnostics.  www.alemattec.com/Gnosticism -- in the Church and in politics today, both have an eroding effect.doc, Mandaeism or Mandaeanism (Modern Mandaic: Mandaʻiūtā‎ (מנדעיותא); Arabic: مندائية‎ Mandāʼīyah/Mandāʾiyyah; Persian: مندائیان‎ Mandâ'iyân) is a gnostic religion[1] (Aramaic manda means "knowledge", as does Greek gnosis) with a strongly dualistic worldview. Its adherents, the Mandaeans, revere Adam, Abel, Seth, Enosh, Noah, Shem, Aram and especially John the Baptist, but reject Abraham, Moses and Jesus of Nazareth.[2][3]

In the practice of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, LDS (or "Mormons"), not knowing the Truth of Holy Scripture, which is the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, Who is the Truth, John 14:6, (and if we know Him as our Lord and Savior, we are made free, John 8:32, John 8:36 ) they do err as the Scribes and Pharisees, Matthew 22:29. The Mormons take their position to pray for the dead from one verse, out of context:  


1 Corinthians 15:29
29 Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the dead?


Note:  This appears to be an allusion to a practice at Corinth, by this evil "church" which had brought every pagan belief into the Church, of Baptizing a living person in behalf of a friend or relative who died unbaptized.  Thus, the Apostle Paul, without giving the least sanction or approval to the practice, uses an ad hominem (Ad Hominem:  short for argumentum ad hominem, is an argument made personally against an opponent instead of against their argument.) argument against its practitioners, most of whom, though using it, openly denied the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, as they followed the false teach of the Sadducees.  

Luke 20:27 
27Then came to him certain of the Sadducees, which deny that there is any resurrection; and they asked him,

Thus, response to their false practice and wrong doctrine following that of the Sadducees, the Apostle Paul here argues, what account can they give of their practice, and why are they going through the trouble of it, if the dead rise not?

1 Corinthians 15:12-14

12 Now if Christ be preached that he rose from the dead, how say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead?

13 But if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is Christ not risen:

14 And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain.


1 Corinthians 15:29-34

29 Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the dead?

30 And why stand we in jeopardy every hour?

31 I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily.

32 If after the manner of men I have fought with beasts at Ephesus, what advantageth it me, if the dead rise not? let us eat and drink; for to morrow we die.

33 Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners.

34 Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame.


Being Baptized for the dead (for the dead are represented as the old dead man the Christian used to be before being Saved, the unforgiven man, the natural man, the man dead in his trespasses and sins):

The Christian in being baptized (represents the dead man in him, buried in baptism, and raised from the dead, unto a new birth,) represents being Born Again.  That is to say, that Christians have a remedy against death, because Baptism is a token of one's regeneration, done in obedience to the Command of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.
Christians are Baptized to this end and purpose.  Being Baptized is a symbol, that death may be put out in them, as a True Believer, one Born Again will rise again from the dead, of which Baptism is a seal.




Ephesians 2:1
1 And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins;


Colossians 2:13-15

13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;

14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.


Note:  Baptized, then, for the dead, is to become a Christian with the view fixed on those who have fallen asleep in Christ Jesus, and particularly as being slain for Him, taking one's portion with the dead, yes, with the dead in the Lord Christ Jesus of Nazareth.  In this, we have the very meaning of Baptism:


Romans 6:4 
4Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

Colossians 2:12 
12Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.


Romans 6: 1-23

1 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound?

2 God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?

3 Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:

6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

7 For he that is dead is freed from sin.

8 Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him:

9 Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him.

10 For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.

11 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

12 Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof.

13 Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.

14 For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

15 What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid.

16 Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?

17 But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you.

18 Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness.

19 I speak after the manner of men because of the infirmity of your flesh: for as ye have yielded your members servants to uncleanness and to iniquity unto iniquity; even so now yield your members servants to righteousness unto holiness.

20 For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were free from righteousness.

21 What fruit had ye then in those things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those things is death.

22 But now being made free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.

23 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.


How senseless if they do not rise after being baptized with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth unto death!


1 Thessalonians 4:13-15

13 But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope.

14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him.

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.

Note:  The word "for" in the Greek is frequently used in these Epistles for "in view of," "with reference to."


Baptism is used here in a figure, for afflictions, sufferings, and martyrdom:


Matthew 20:20-23

20 Then came to him the mother of Zebedees children with her sons, worshipping him, and desiring a certain thing of him.

21 And he said unto her, What wilt thou? She saith unto him, Grant that these my two sons may sit, the one on thy right hand, and the other on the left, in thy kingdom.

22 But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink of the cup that I shall drink of, and to be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with? They say unto him, We are able.

23 And he saith unto them, Ye shall drink indeed of my cup, and be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with: but to sit on my right hand, and on my left, is not mine to give, but it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared of my Father.



Mark 10:38-40

38 But Jesus said unto them, Ye know not what ye ask: can ye drink of the cup that I drink of? and be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with?

39 And they said unto him, We can. And Jesus said unto them, Ye shall indeed drink of the cup that I drink of; and with the baptism that I am baptized withal shall ye be baptized:

40 But to sit on my right hand and on my left hand is not mine to give; but it shall be given to them for whom it is prepared.


Again, Baptism is used here in a figure, for afflictions, sufferings, and martyrdom:

Luke 12:50
50 But I have a baptism to be baptized with; and how am I straitened till it be accomplished!


Note:  What is, or will become of those who have suffered many and great injuries, and have even lost their lives, for this Doctrine of the resurrection, if the dead rise not at all?  We must not live like beasts, as we do not die like them.  God's Divine Power, which all see, is reflected year after year, in the death and revival of the plants. It is foolish to question the Almighty Power of God to raise the dead, when we see it every day quickening and reviving things that are dead.  Yes, even that which is dead, which waxes old in the earth, the stock or root which had died in the ground (representing the old man, dead in his trespasses and sins) . . . yet, through the scent of water (the Holy Spirit doing his job to raise one Called by God, God's Chosen, God's Elect, those Born Again) it will bud unto new life, being raised from the dead . . .


Job 14:8-22

8 Though the root thereof wax old in the earth, and the stock thereof die in the ground;

9 Yet through the scent of water it will bud, and bring forth boughs like a plant.

10 But man dieth, and wasteth away: yea, man giveth up the ghost, and where is he?

11 As the waters fail from the sea, and the flood decayeth and drieth up:

12 So man lieth down, and riseth not: till the heavens be no more, they shall not awake, nor be raised out of their sleep.

13 O that thou wouldest hide me in the grave, that thou wouldest keep me secret, until thy wrath be past, that thou wouldest appoint me a set time, and remember me!

14 If a man die, shall he live again? all the days of my appointed time will I wait, till my change come.

15 Thou shalt call, and I will answer thee: thou wilt have a desire to the work of thine hands.
Note:  Yes, though dead in the ground, with just a hint or scent of water, God will raise a man from the dead, through the work of God's Hands.  God will Call, and those Called, Chosen, Elect, the True Worshipers, will answer Him, for His sheep knows His voice:


John 10:27-28

27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:

28 And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.


Returning to Job 14:16-22

16 For now thou numberest my steps: dost thou not watch over my sin?

17 My transgression is sealed up in a bag, and thou sewest up mine iniquity.

18 And surely the mountains falling cometh to nought, and the rock is removed out of his place.

19 The waters wear the stones: thou washest away the things which grow out of the dust of the earth; and thou destroyest the hope of man.

20 Thou prevailest for ever against him, and he passeth: thou changest his countenance, and sendest him away.

21 His sons come to honour, and he knoweth it not; and they are brought low, but he perceiveth it not of them.

22 But his flesh upon him shall have pain, and his soul within him shall mourn.

Note:  Job is conscious of the fact that God destroys the hope of man, who does NOT have hope in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone as their Savior.  The man is conscious of the bad, but not the good.  His sons come to honor him at his grave, but he does not know it.  God destroys his sons, they are brought low, but the man is dead in his trespasses and sins and does not perceive how his sons are destroyed.  Yet, the man is conscious of his flesh upon him in Hell (the place of torment) www.alemattec.com/Death, Hell . . . .doc,as he is in pain, and his soul within him mourns.

The grain undergoes a great change, and so will the dead, when they rise and live again. The seed dies, though a part of it springs into new life, though how it is we cannot fully understand. The works of creation and God's Providence daily teach us to be humble, as well as to admire the Creator's wisdom and goodness. There is a great variety among other bodies, as there is among plants. There is a variety of glory among heavenly bodies. The bodies of the dead, of those who are Born Again, when they rise, will be fitted for their Heavenly bodies. The bodies of the Christian dead, when they rise, will be fitted for the heavenly state, and there will be a variety of glories among them. Burying the dead, is like committing seed to the earth, that it may spring out of it again. Nothing is more loathsome than a dead body. True Worshipers, True Believers, those Born Again of God shall at the resurrection have bodies, made fit to be for ever united with their Spirits made perfect. To God all things are possible. God the Father is the Author and source of all spiritual life and Holiness, unto all His people, by the supply of His Holy Spirit to their soul.  God the Father will also quicken and change the body by His Holy Spirit. The dead in Christ Jesus shall not only rise, but shall rise thus gloriously changed. The bodies of the Saints, the True Worshipers, the True Believers, those Born Again Christians when they rise again, shall be changed. They will be then glorious and spiritual bodies, fitted to the Heavenly world and state, where they are ever afterwards to dwell forever in the midst of the Lamb, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, forever giving praise, honor, and glory to God the Father. The human body in its present form, and with its wants and weaknesses, cannot enter or enjoy the Kingdom of God, i.e.:  Heaven. Therefore, let us not sow to the flesh, of which we can only reap corruption. The body follows the state of the soul. The man therefore who neglects the life of his soul, casts away his present good.  He who refuses to live to God by faith alone in His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, squanders all he has, and like the grass withers.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Bread of Life, the Manna that came down from Heaven.

John 6:48
48 I am that bread of life.


John 6:57-58

57 As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me.

58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.


Psalm 102:4
4 My heart is smitten, and withered like grass; so that I forget to eat my bread.



Matthew 6:1-34

1 Take heed that ye do not your alms before men, to be seen of them: otherwise ye have no reward of your Father which is in heaven.

2 Therefore when thou doest thine alms, do not sound a trumpet before thee, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward.

3 But when thou doest alms, let not thy left hand know what thy right hand doeth:

4 That thine alms may be in secret: and thy Father which seeth in secret himself shall reward thee openly.

5 And when thou prayest, thou shalt not be as the hypocrites are: for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward.

6 But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.

7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.

8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.

9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.

10 Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.

11 Give us this day our daily bread.

12 And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.

13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.

14 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you:

15 But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.

16 Moreover when ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance: for they disfigure their faces, that they may appear unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward.

17 But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy face;

18 That thou appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in secret: and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall reward thee openly.

19 Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal:

20 But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal:

21 For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.

22 The light of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of light.

23 But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If therefore the light that is in thee be darkness, how great is that darkness!

24 No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.

25 Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for your life, what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on. Is not the life more than meat, and the body than raiment?

26 Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap, nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much better than they?

27 Which of you by taking thought can add one cubit unto his stature?

28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:

29 And yet I say unto you, That even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these.

30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which to day is, and to morrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe you, O ye of little faith?

31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

32 (For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.

33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.

34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof.

Hebrews 6:1-3

1 Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God,

2 Of the doctrine of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.
