Should a Christian be angry?  Can Christians be angry about sodomites openly denying God, taking away Lawful marriage, which is of God and ordained by God, for their sinful purposes, and for men who today who opening call evil good, and good evil, Isaiah 5:20?  Yes, in righteous anger . . .
Ephesians 4:11-32

11 And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:
14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;

15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ:

16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.
17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind,

18 Having the understanding darkened, being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance that is in them, because of the blindness of their heart:

19 Who being past feeling have given themselves over unto lasciviousness, to work all uncleanness with greediness.

20 But ye have not so learned Christ;

21 If so be that ye have heard him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus:
22 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;

23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;

24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.

25 Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another.
26 Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:

Note:  There is anger which is not sinful.  Anger is found in God Himself, in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, in the Holy Angels, and in God's people.  A man may be said to be angry and not sin, when his anger arises from a true zeal for God and the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.  When his anger is kindled not against persons, but sins.  When a man is displeased with his own sins, and with the sins of others.  When a man is angry with vice and immorality of every kind, with idolatry and idolatrous worship, and with all false Doctrines.  When a man's anger is carried on to answer good ends, as the good of those with whom we are angry, for the Glory of God, and the promoting of the interest of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  There certainly, though, is an anger which is sinful, as when it is without a cause.  When this sinful anger exceeds due bounds, when it is not directed to a good end nor for the Glory of God and the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.  When this sinful anger is productive of bad effects, either in words or actions, and when it is soon raised, or long continues.  There is an anger and an anger:  There is an anger which is blessed above and below, and it is called blessed, Genesis 14:1-24, specifically verses Genesis 14:18-20.  The righteous anger of God, Genesis 3:1-24.


Anger should not be continued, that it should not last at furthest more than a day.  When the heat of the day is over, the heat of anger should be over likewise.  That we should not sleep with it, lest it should be cherished and increased upon our pillows and dreamed about, Psalm 4:4.  Besides, the time of the going down of the sun, is the time of evening prayer, which may be greatly interrupted and hindered by a man's anger.

The only begotten Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ's righteous anger, without sin:

Mark 3:1-5

1 And he entered again into the synagogue; and there was a man there which had a withered hand.

2 And they watched him, whether he would heal him on the sabbath day; that they might accuse him.

3 And he saith unto the man which had the withered hand, Stand forth.

4 And he saith unto them, Is it lawful to do good on the sabbath days, or to do evil? to save life, or to kill? But they held their peace.
5 And when he had looked round about on them with anger, being grieved for the hardness of their hearts, he saith unto the man, Stretch forth thine hand. And he stretched it out: and his hand was restored whole as the other.

Note:  Anger at sin is not evil.  Should circumstances arise to call for anger on your part, let it be as the Lord Jesus Christ's anger, without sin.  Our natural feelings are not wrong, when sin causes grieving in a Christian's heart, when directed to their legitimate object, and when not exceeding due bounds.  Dishonor done to God, any of the Trinity, the One Triune God, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, and wrong to man, is justifiable anger. 
continuing with Ephesians 4:27-32


27 Neither give place to the devil.
28 Let him that stole steal no more: but rather let him labour, working with his hands the thing which is good, that he may have to give to him that needeth.

29 Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers.

30 And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption.

31 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice:

32 And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.
