Deuteronomy 11:25-28

25There shall no man be able to stand before you: for the LORD your God shall lay the fear of you and the dread of you upon all the land that ye shall tread upon, as he hath said unto you. 

 26Behold, I set before you this day a blessing and a curse; 

 27A blessing, if ye obey the commandments of the LORD your God, which I command you this day: 

 28And a curse, if ye will not obey the commandments of the LORD your God, but turn aside out of the way which I command you this day, to go after other gods, which ye have not known.



Daniel 9:11-12

11Yea, all Israel have transgressed thy law, even by departing, that they might not obey thy voice; therefore the curse is poured upon us, and the oath that is written in the law of Moses the servant of God, because we have sinned against him. 

 12And he hath confirmed his words, which he spake against us, and against our judges that judged us, by bringing upon us a great evil: for under the whole heaven hath not been done as hath been done upon Jerusalem.



During the Exodus from Egypt, the Jews had intermarried with Egyptians (mixed multitude); this is why they were so quick to "worship" the golden calf, which was one of the many "gods" of the Egyptians, when Moses went up mount Sinai, also known as mount Horeb, the mount of God, to speak to God (the son) and where Moses received the Law. 

Exodus 12:38
38And a mixed multitude went up also with them; and flocks, and herds, even very much cattle.

Nehemiah 13:3
3Now it came to pass, when they had heard the law, that they separated from Israel all the mixed multitude.


Leviticus 24:10-15

10And the son of an Israelitish woman, whose father was an Egyptian, went out among the children of Israel: and this son of the Israelitish woman and a man of Israel strove together in the camp; 

 11And the Israelitish woman's son blasphemed the name of the Lord, and cursed. And they brought him unto Moses: (and his mother's name was Shelomith, the daughter of Dibri, of the tribe of Dan:) 

 12And they put him in ward, that the mind of the LORD might be shewed them. 
Note:  ward:  Placed a guard over him, a ward is a place of confinement, jail, prison, guard, watch, observance

 13And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 

 14Bring forth him that hath cursed without the camp; and let all that heard him lay their hands upon his head, and let all the congregation stone him. 

 15And thou shalt speak unto the children of Israel, saying, Whosoever curseth his God shall bear his sin.

Outside the camp, was for those defiled (defiled is a verb that means:  one who has sin, one who has been made unclean or impure: as 
a : to corrupt the purity or perfection of : debase
b : to violate the chastity of : deflower 
c : to make physically unclean especially with something unpleasant or contaminating <boots defiled with blood> 
d : to violate the sanctity of : desecrate <defile a sanctuary> 
e : sully, dishonor


Hebrews 13:11
11For the bodies of those beasts, whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for sin, are burned without the camp. 

 12Wherefore Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people with his own blood, suffered without the gate. 
Note:  without or outside the gate or camp.

 13Let us go forth therefore unto him without the camp, bearing his reproach. 

 14For here have we no continuing city, but we seek one to come. 

 15By him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to his name


Numbers 5:1-4

 1And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, 

 2Command the children of Israel, that they put out of the camp every leper, and every one that hath an issue, and whosoever is defiled by the dead: 

 3Both male and female shall ye put out, without the camp shall ye put them; that they defile not their camps, in the midst whereof I dwell. 

 4And the children of Israel did so, and put them out without the camp: as the LORD spake unto Moses, so did the children of Israel.


Deuteronomy 4:27-31

27And the LORD shall scatter you among the nations, and ye shall be left few in number among the heathen, whither the LORD shall lead you. 

28And there ye shall serve gods, the work of men's hands, wood and stone, which neither see, nor hear, nor eat, nor smell. 

29But if from thence thou shalt seek the LORD thy God, thou shalt find him, if thou seek him with all thy heart and with all thy soul. 

30When thou art in tribulation, and all these things are come upon thee, even in the latter days, if thou turn to the LORD thy God, and shalt be obedient unto his voice; 

31(For the LORD thy God is a merciful God;) he will not forsake thee, neither destroy thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers which he sware unto them.

When they are in tribulation, in a strange land, in the power of a foreign enemy, and used ill:  and all these things are come upon thee; captivity, thraldom, hard labor, and want of the necessaries of life:  [even] in the latter days: in their present captivity for the rejection of the Messiah (the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth):  if thou turn to the Lord thy God; as the Jews will when they are converted and brought to a sense of their sin, and of their need of the Lord Jesus Christ, and seek to Him alone as their Savior, as they will do in the latter day:

Hosea 3:5
5Afterward shall the children of Israel return, and seek the LORD their God, and David their king; and shall fear the LORD and his goodness in the latter days.

and shall be obedient unto his voice; not of the God's Law only, but of the Gospel also:  proclaiming peace, pardon, righteousness, and Salvation by Him whom they have pierced, their Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

thraldom:  a servant slave, a bondman (slave, one in chains to sin and without power to free oneself), but here referring to being an actual slave, of a foreign power.


Philippians 3:1-3

 1Finally, my brethren, rejoice in the Lord. To write the same things to you, to me indeed is not grievous, but for you it is safe. 

 2Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision. 

 3For we are the circumcision, which worship God in the spirit, and rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no confidence in the flesh.

The Prophet Isaiah calls the false prophets dumb dogs, Isaiah 56:10 , instead of watching, protecting, their flock from evil they cannot bark a warning; to which the Apostle Paul then also here refers. Dogs, for their malice against faithful professors of the Gospel of Christ, biting, howling, gnashing at them, fierce.

Revelation 22:10-19

10And he saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the time is at hand. 

 11He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still. 

 12And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be. 

 13I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last. 

 14Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. 

 15For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. 
Note:  Without the camp, or without the gate (outside) of God's people, Not in Heaven!

 16I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star. 

 17And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely. 

 18For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: 

 19And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.
