
Let us pray . . .

Matthew 12:31

31 Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men. 
Mark 3:29

29 But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of eternal damnation:
This form of blasphemy is refusal to repent of sins, so is said to be committed by a person against the Holy Spirit. There is no forgiveness because there is normally never repentance of this type of sin. However, there can be, so that is why the person is said to be "in danger of eternal damnation", which implies that it is something that can be reversed.  However, it cannot be reverse by us but by God the Father in His Calling.  Calling one to repentance.  As we see in 2 Timothy 2:25 below, “. . . if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth;”  Yes, God the Father must Call one to repentance.  We cannot do it ourselves.  Why, because satan, the devil takes them captive at his will.  In other words, they cannot repent as they are held captive.  Only the Father, Jehovah God, through His Only Begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ as our perfect Passover Sacrifice, and by the power of His Holy Spirit can break the bonds which satan uses to hold one captive.
2 Timothy 2:24-26
 24And the servant of the Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient, 
 25In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; 
 26And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will.

 The clue to unlocking the understanding of this is the phrase "hath never forgiveness". This indicates that as long as the person never has forgiveness, then he remains "in danger of eternal damnation". With repentance, there is forgiveness so the person no longer is "in danger of eternal damnation". Hopefully, this makes sense to you. 

This can be considered a form of claiming to be God because it is a person saying that they have no need of submitting to God's Will in their life so long as they persist in this behavior. Only a being claiming to be equal to God, or one choosing to believe he is equal to God by choice of actions or by belief, will make such a claim, in other words needing no repentance.  As God needs no repentance.

 2And they found the stone rolled away from the sepulchre. 

 3And they entered in, and found not the body of the Lord Jesus. 

 4And it came to pass, as they were much perplexed thereabout, behold, two men stood by them in shining garments: 

 5And as they were afraid, and bowed down their faces to the earth, they said unto them, Why seek ye the living among the dead? 

 6He is not here, but is risen: remember how he spake unto you when he was yet in Galilee, 

 7Saying, The Son of man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again. 

 8And they remembered his words, 

 9And returned from the sepulchre, and told all these things unto the eleven, and to all the rest. 
 10It was Mary Magdalene and Joanna, and Mary the mother of James, and other women that were with them, which told these things unto the apostles. 

 11And their words seemed to them as idle tales, and they believed them not. 

 12Then arose Peter, and ran unto the sepulchre; and stooping down, he beheld the linen clothes laid by themselves, and departed, wondering in himself at that which was come to pass. 

 13And, behold, two of them went that same day to a village called Emmaus, which was from Jerusalem about threescore furlongs. 

 14And they talked together of all these things which had happened. 

 15And it came to pass, that, while they communed together and reasoned, Jesus himself drew near, and went with them. 

 16But their eyes were holden that they should not know him. 
 17And he said unto them, What manner of communications are these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad? 

 18And the one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answering said unto him, Art thou only a stranger in Jerusalem, and hast not known the things which are come to pass there in these days?  (Remember from John 19:25 that Cleophas was married to Mary, who was Jesus’ mother sister.  Both Jesus’ mother and her sister were named Mary.  Maybe different forms like Mariam which mean Mary, but Holy Scripture doesn't reveal exactly here.)

So, this disciple of Jesus, Cleopas, says to Jesus that you must be a stranger in Jerusalem, if you don’t know the things which are come to pass there in these days.
 19And he said unto them, What things? And they said unto him, Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people: 

 20And how the chief priests and our rulers delivered him to be condemned to death, and have crucified him. 

 21But we trusted that it had been he which should have redeemed Israel: and beside all this, to day is the third day since these things were done. 

 22Yea, and certain women also of our company made us astonished, which were early at the sepulchre; 

 23And when they found not his body, they came, saying, that they had also seen a vision of angels, which said that he was alive. 

 24And certain of them which were with us went to the sepulchre, and found it even so as the women had said: but him they saw not. 
 25Then he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: 
 26Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? 

 27And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning himself.

 38And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts? 

 39Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have. 

 40And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet. 

 41And while they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said unto them, Have ye here any meat? 

 42And they gave him a piece of a broiled fish, and of an honeycomb. 

 43And he took it, and did eat before them. 

 44And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. 

 45Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures, 

 46And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behooved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: 

 47And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 

 48And ye are witnesses of these things. 
 49And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high. 

 50And he led them out as far as to Bethany, and he lifted up his hands, and blessed them. 

 51And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he was parted from them, and carried up into heaven. 

 52And they worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy: 

 53And were continually in the temple, praising and blessing God. Amen.


We must understand, also, that verses 16 and 31 doesn't mean to know of him.  When Jesus says in:

Matthew 7:22-23
 22Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 
 23And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.
It does NOT mean that He didn't know of them.  It means Jesus never had an intimate, personal, up close relationship with them.  So, in verses 16 and 31 we see that they clearly knew who Jesus was, but didn't KNOW Him by understanding the fullness of who He was as they spoke with the same understanding as the rest of the Jews (Scribes and Pharisees) by expecting that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was to be a leader that came and over threw the Romans and led Israel to political independence.  They had pinned their hope there . . .
21But we trusted that it had been he which should have redeemed Israel: and beside all this, to day is the third day since these things were done. 

Then the Lord Jesus Christ makes them to KNOW Him:
44And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. (Note:  There were many writings claiming to speak for God.  Ezra, The High Priests, under Jeremiah the Governor, and with Nehemiah which all came with Zerubbabel to rebuild the Temple of Solomon, held The Great Assembly:
We have the testimony of Josephus, the Jewish historian, that the complete Old Testament was finally settled and established in the days of Artaxerxes, king of Persia (Against Apion, I, 8). By this, Josephus meant that the Old Testament canon was completed in the days of Ezra and Nehemiah, for these two men of YEHOVAH God, Ezra and Nehemiah lived in Artaxerxes' time. 

Josephus also mentions that there had not been any prophet who had left any writings from the time of Artaxerxes until the New Testament Period (ibid.). Without men of YEHOVAH God in a Prophetical Office, it was impossible to have inspired writings. It was agreed in the days of Ezra and Nehemiah, that Malachi was the last of the inspired Old Testament writer/prophets.  (John the Baptist was the last Old Testament Prophet, and the greatest Prophet but never wrote as a writer.)  It is therefore plain that Josephus, who was one of the leading Pharisees of his day, and other prominent Jews, believed the Canon of the Old Testament was completed under Ezra and Nehemiah.

Thus, the inspired Old Testament, from Genesis to II Chronicles (the Hebrew order), was divided into three divisions -- THE LAW, THE PROPHETS, and THE PSALMS. This arrangement of the Books has always been reckoned by the Jews as having had its origin in the time of Ezra and Nehemiah (Ryle, Canon of the Old Testament, p. 252; Angus, Bible Handbook, p. 568). There is no question about this fact.
It is important to realize that the Jews have accepted only the Books within the Triparte (three) Divisions as inspired. No other books were ever recognized as being Canonical. The Apocrypha were never accepted. The term apocrypha refers to any collection of “scriptural texts” that falls outside the Canon. Regardless of the beliefs of official Judaism, we have the testimony of much greater authority, telling us of what Books the inspired Old Testament consisted. That witness is the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself. 

After the resurrection of the Messiah, we are told in the Gospels, He began to teach His disciples many important Truths from the Scriptures. On one occasion, mentioned in Luke 24:44-47, the Lord Jesus Christ referred to "THE SCRIPTURES" of the Old Testament and about the prophecies concerning Him. What Books did the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ, mean by the expression, "the Scriptures"? What was the Old Testament to Him? Notice what the Messiah himself related:

"And He said unto them, these are the words I spake unto you while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in THE LAW OF MOSES, and IN THE PROPHETS, and IN THE PSALMS, concerning Me.

"Then opened He their understanding, that they might understand THE SCRIPTURES" (Luke 24:44-47).

Yes, the inspired Old Testament Scriptures for the Messiah comprised those books found in "The Law, The Prophets, and The Psalms" -- the Triparte (three) Divisions. These were the very Books compiled by Ezra and Nehemiah, and the very Books that have come down to us today in the King James Version. We can assuredly know that OUR OLD TESTAMENT is the complete Old Testament of YEHOVAH God. The Messiah of God, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, has told us this in the plainest of words. 
The Arrangement of the Old Testament Books
You will notice, however, that the Old Testament in the King James Bible begins with the book of Genesis and ends with the book of Malachi. In the original authoritative arrangement of the Old Testament books by Ezra and Nehemiah, however, this was not so.

The Jews have never approved the King James arrangement of the Old Testament, because ITS ORIGIN WAS IN EGYPT. About 250 years before the birth of the Lord Jesus Christ in Bethalem, there was a Greek translation made of the Hebrew Old Testament. This has become known as the Septuagint Version. The translators of this version decided to CHANGE THE ORDER of the books. Our King James Version follows the Latin which had this erroneous Egyptian arrangement of the books in it. The Latin translations followed the Septuagint Greek translation made in Egypt. The Septuagint does not follow the original Hebrew order established by Ezra and Nehemiah. 
When the Jews of official Judaism recognized the corruptions in the Septuagint Version, they completely repudiated it. Notice how the early Jews looked on this translation: "The day on which the translation of the Holy Bible into Greek was made was regarded as a great calamity, equal to that of the golden calf" (Sopherim, i, 7). "The day on which it was accomplished ... was commemorated as a day of fasting and humiliation (ibid.).
The Septuagint Version translators did not take away or add to the books of the Old Testament, but they did disrupt the Divine order of the books and faultily translated much of the original Hebrew into Greek (Prologue to Sirach).  Hebrew into English, or Greek into English, can be translated very close to the original, however Hebrew into Greek has many errors do to the way words are translated from Hebrew into Greek.  The King James Bible does NOT use Hebrew to Greek translation.  It uses Hebrew to English.  Therefore, the order of the Books is the only major problem the Jews have with the King James translation of the Holy Bible.
It will be profitable for you to know what the authoritative order of the Old Testament Books of the Bible really is,  so I  listed below. Also, notice that originally before printing, the number of scrolls were 22 -- now subdivided in the King James Version into 39 which makes up the 39 Books of the Old Testament.

Notice that the first seven books are the same as in our King James version of the Holy Bible, but afterward there are considerable changes. You will notice that the so-called "Minor Prophets" -- from Hosea to Malachi -- are not really the last Books of the Old Testament as ordered in the King James Version of the Holy Bible. These Minor Prophets really belong in the center. The last Books are actually I and II Chronicles part of which is called The Writings.
This arrangement of the Old Testament Books of the Holy Bible is the one which the official Jewish community has always recognized as authoritative.
Other Books Rejected
Let us clearly understand that the “books of the Apocrypha and all other spurious books” NEVER found a place in the official Triparte (three) Divisions of the Jewish Old Testament. (Again, the term apocrypha refers to any collection of  so called “scriptural texts that falls outside the Canon”.) All these "outside" books were totally rejected by the Jews. You will recall that Josephus, the Jewish priest and historian, who represented the beliefs of official Judaism in the days of the Apostle Paul, said that the Jews NEVER accepted any other books as inspired other than those compiled in the days of Ezra and Nehemiah.

"It is true," says Josephus, "our history has been written since the time of Artaxerxes [the time of Ezra and Nehemiah] very particularly, BUT HAS NOT BEEN ESTEEMED OF THE LIKE AUTHORITY WITH THE FORMER [writings] OF OUR FOREFATHERS, since that time" (Against Apion, I, 8).

What was the last Book written during the times of Ezra and Nehemiah, during the time of King Artaxerxes?  Yes it was the Prophet Malachi.  Malachi was the last Prophet to write an inspired Book.  It was Malachi -- a contemporary of Ezra and Nehemiah who wrote the last inspired Book, according to even Josephus.
The Messiah Used Only the Inspired Old Testament
Another proof that the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth used only the Holy Scriptures recognized by official Judaism is the fact that He never once quoted from or alluded to any of the Apocrypha or other spurious books. Had the Lord Jesus Christ alluded to, or made even the slightest indication that the sources of His Doctrines were from these unrecognized books, the Jews would have vehemently countered Him with all their intellectual might. They would have loudly and persistently pointed out to the people that Yeshua, Jesus could not possibly be the Messiah, for He was making use of uninspired books. However, the Jews NEVER had an opportunity of accusing the Messiah of such things. They railed against Him for going contrary to the doctrines of the Jewish denominations of His day, but they never criticized Him for using uncanonical books. The silence of any Jewish censure on this point IS DEFINITE PROOF that the Messiah utilized only the Inspired Books in the official Jewish Old Testament as the Holy Scriptures. 
Further Witness From the New Testament
We have further evidence throughout the New Testament that the Messiah and the Apostles recognized only the Books of the Jewish Version as the complete Old Testament. Notice how it is taken for granted, in so many parts of the New Testament, that the Jews had the "Scripture" (John 10:35; 19:36; II Peter 1:20), "the Scriptures" (Matthew 22:29; Acts 18:24), "Holy Scriptures" (Romans 1:2, II Timothy 3:15), "the Law" (John 10:34), "the Law and Prophets" (Matthew 5:17; 22:40), and “the Law, Prophets and Psalms” (Luke 24:44). All the New Testament writers recognized the Jews to have had the complete Old Testament.

The Apostle Paul was also careful to let the Romans know that unto the Jews, "WERE COMMITTED THE ORACLES OF GOD" -- the Old Testament (Romans 3:2). Yes, the Apostle Paul was fully aware that the oracles of the Jews were the Inspired Books of the Jewish Canon -- the same books that are in our King James Version of the Holy Bible today.
It is very clear, from secular history, and especially from the Word of YEHOVAH God, that we have the complete Old Testament Canon laid down and quoted directly by the Highest Authority the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself.  He proved to them that all the Inspired Books of the Jewish Canon which make up the Old Testament Books which are the in the King James Version of the Holy Bible was about and concerning the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth Himself.  ALL OTHER BOOKS NOT FOUND WITHIN THE HOLY BIBLE'S CANON are entirely worthless for teaching true or whole Doctrine, and are to be completely rejected in this respect. The Apocrypha, and all other books, are the writings of men, not of YEHOVAH God. 
With the Canonization of the Old Testament Scriptures, the Jews of this time entered into a period of prosperity and happiness. They were keeping the Law and being taught by the Great Assembly under Ezra and Nehemiah. This period from about 430 B.C. to 331 B.C., until the overthrow of the Persian Empire by the Greeks, can be called a time when the Law of Moses was adhered to by the majority of the Jews.

We are now compelled to look to a period later than the time of Persian control after King Artaxerxes for the origin of the confused and mixed-up condition of Judaism.
THE canonization of the Old Testament by the members of the Great Assembly was the real stabilizing factor in the religious life of the Jews.  Ezra and Nehemiah bound upon the people the Law of Moses as the constitutional law of the land. Even after the deaths of Ezra and Nehemiah, those of the Great Assembly enforced THIS SAME LAW in every respect. 

 Luke 24: 45-38
45Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures, 

 46And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behooved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: 

 47And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 

 48And ye are witnesses of these things.
Acts 2:36-38

 36Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made the same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ. 

 37Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do? 

 38Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.

(When you repent, you sins are forgiven.  Remission means release from bondage or imprisonment, or forgiveness or pardon, of sins (letting them go as if they had never been committed in the first place, remission of the penalty.)
Acts 5:25-33
25Then came one and told them, saying, Behold, the men whom ye put in prison are standing in the temple, and teaching the people. 

 26Then went the captain with the officers, and brought them without violence: for they feared the people, lest they should have been stoned. 

 27And when they had brought them, they set them before the council: and the high priest asked them, 

 28Saying, Did not we straitly command you that ye should not teach in this name? and, behold, ye have filled Jerusalem with your doctrine, and intend to bring this man's blood upon us. 

 29Then Peter and the other apostles answered and said, We ought to obey God rather than men. 

 30The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew and hanged on a tree. 
 31Him hath God exalted with his right hand to be a Prince and a Saviour, for to give repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins. 
 32And we are his witnesses of these things; and so is also the Holy Ghost, whom God hath given to them that obey him. 
 33When they heard that, they were cut to the heart, and took counsel to slay them. 

Why did they want to slay the Apostles for preaching the Lord Jesus Christ as God's Messiah, as the Prince and Saviour, for to give repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins?  Simply, because these religious leaders thought they were right with God through their works, and didn’t need to repent to be forgiven of sins.  The Apostles claimed they were not right with God with their works, and thus the Jews sought to have them killed.
Matthew 12:31

The Lord Jesus Christ says that all manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men.  Sin, even murder, and even blasphemy against God the Father, which we do when we sin even once by denying Him and by not walking in all of His Commandments, this blasphemy shall be forgiven says the Lord Jesus Christ.  Even blasphemy against the Son – the Lord Jesus Christ is forgiven, as we blasphemy against the Lord Jesus Christ by not accepting Him as Lord and Savior and not following His Commands.  Each time, our will is placed before God the Father, and God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit we are in effect making ourselves “god”.  This is worthy of death.  However, the Lord Jesus Christ says all such sin and blasphemy shall be forgeven unto men (if not, then none could be saved because all of sinned in this manner by denying God the Father and God the Son Their rightful place) however, the Lord Jesus Christ says all sins shall be forgiven, except one -- blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.  We blaspheme against the Holy Ghost by denying the works of the Holy Ghost, thus making ourself “god”.  What are the works of the Holy Ghost?

 5He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

 6Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. 

 7Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham. 

 8And the scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the heathen through faith, preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be blessed. 

Righteousness
Romans 8:4-14
4That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 
 5For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 
 6For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. 
 7Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 

 8So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 

 9But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his. 
 10And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 

 11But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken (or make alive) your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you. 
 12Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after the flesh. 

 13For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 

 14For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.
 
Redemption
Romans 8:22-26
22For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now. 

 23And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body. 
 24For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for? 

 25But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it. 

 26Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.
Intercession or Intercedes for believers on our behalf
Romans 8:27

 27And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.

Teaches
1 Corinthians 2:9-13
9But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 

 10But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. 

 11For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God. 
 12Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. 
 13Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 

Birth
Matthew 1:19-23
19Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make her a public example, was minded to put her away privily. (They weren’t yet married, so Joseph wasn’t required to give her a Writ of Divorcement.)

 20But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. 
 21And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. 
 22Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, 
 23Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. 

Birth (continued)
John 3:1-9

 1There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: 

 2The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him. 

 3Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 

 4Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? 

 5Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 
 6That which is born of the flesh is flesh (born of water or physical birth); and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 

 7Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again. 

 8The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.
Jesus says you don't see the wind that bloweth and where it listeth (same Greek word that speaks of God's will=Thelo, desires or wish)
so, therefore you could rightly interpret what the Lord Jesus Christ was saying here as " . . . you don't see where the wind bloweth as the wind bloweth where it wills or desires (Thelo) or listeth.
1 Timothy 2:4
4Who will have=(Thelo, desire or wish) all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.
Birth (Continued)

1 Peter 1:22:23
22Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently: 
 23Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. 
The work of the Spirit is birth, the Apostle Peter says here that we are born again, by the word of God.  I thought the Holy Spirit caused us to be born again.  He does, as He wrote the Word of God:

Author
2 Peter 1:20-21

 20Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. 

 21For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

The Holy Spirit makes us Wise unto Salvation, Inspired, profitable, and furnishes us so we do all our good works by and through Him.
2 Timothy 3:15-17
15And that from a child (Timothy) thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. 
 16All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 

 17That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.


Sanctification
John 17:17

 17Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. 

(Since the Holy Spirit wrote the Word, He sanctifies those who believe as True Worshipers.)

Glorifacation
1 Peter 1:11
11Searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which was in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and the glory that should follow.

1 Peter 4:14
14If ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye; for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part he is evil spoken of, but on your part he is glorified.
So, blasphemy against the Holy Spirit denies all of this and more, and in so doing there is no forgiveness.  Why? Simply because denying the works of the Holy Spirit denies all that He has brought to the table:  denies all of His work, and denies the need for Him to work repentence in a sinners life.  Denying repentance, denies the need for God and this can be considered a form of claiming to be God, because it is a person saying that they have no need of submitting to God's Will in their life so long as they persist in this denial they act as a god to themselve.

Only a being claiming to be equal to God, or one choosing to believe he is equal to God by choice of actions or by belief, will make such a heretical claim, and in so doing by lack of faith and refusing to repent and turn to God through the Lord Jesus Christ blasphemes the Holy Spirit Himself and the whole of His work. 

If anyone makes such a foolish claim, Jesus' response to them is:
Matthew 7:21-23
21Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. 
 22Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 

 23And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity. 
Not that the Lord Jesus Christ never knew “of them”, it is like those on the road to Emmaus, who didn't understand that He was God and didn't understand why He had came.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth came the first time not to set up a earthly Kingdom.  The Lord Jesus Christ,  according to His Own Words came the first time to seek and to save that which was lost.  If we don't realize the fullness of what He did, realize we are lost and spiritually dead in our trespasses and sins, and do not see that we deny the work of the Holy Ghost throughout Holy Scripture testifying to that fact, then the Lord Jesus Christ responds that He never knew us as we obviously don't know Him.

Again, it is not that the Lord Jesus Christ doesn't know who they are, when he says I never knew you, it is that He never had an intimate relationship with them.
Amos 3:2

 1Hear this word that the LORD hath spoken against you, O children of Israel, against the whole family which I brought up from the land of Egypt, saying, 
 2You only have I known of all the families of the earth: therefore I will punish you for all your iniquities. 
What is God saying here?  Is Israel the only people on the face of the earth He knows about?  Hardly, He created all things.  God is saying that only Israel was Chosen by God to have an intimate relationship with Him as a nation/people.  The Holy Bible proves over and over that God Himself does the Choosing and that man does not Choose Him.
Genesis 4:1

 1And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, and said, I have gotten a man from the LORD. 

This intimate "knowing" brought forth a child.  (Furthermore, this intimate relationship of "knowing" by the Holy Spirit also brought forth the Lord Jesus Christ when He was conceived.)
Knowing means more than knowing of, but means in Holy Scripture having an intimate relationship with someone, that is knowing them as well as they knowing you.  The Lord Jesus Christ tell those who don't have that kind of relationship, to depart from Him forever, and in so doing cast them into Hell.  They don't know Him, because they deny the sacred Holy work of the Holy Spirit, and in effect, deny the Holy Trinity in so doing.  They deny that the Holy Spirit caused the Lord Jesus Christ to be born as a man, and also deny that the Holy Spirit raised the Lord Jesus Christ from the dead.  In fact, in Holy Scripture it declares that God the Father raised the Lord Jesus Christ from the dead; that the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ raised Himself from the dead; that the Holy Spirit raise the Lord Jesus Christ from the dead.  The Holy Trinity.
1 John 4:1-3

 1Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. 

 2Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God: 

 3And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even now already is it in the world. 
What does that mean?  I mean to DENY that the Lord Jesus Christ has come in the flesh?  Means that God, God the Son, came and was born as a man.  God the Son came in the flesh as man, Immanuel, the Messiah, the Lord Jesus Christ made as man  The God man.  Fully God; fully man.  Anyone denying this is the “spirit of the antichrist”.

Certainly then the Mormons, “Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints” deny the Lord Jesus Christ as God.  Islam, Muslims do NOT believe the the Lord Jesus Christ was/is God the Son but only a great prophet.  Muslims claim the return of ISA (JESUS) son of Mary & Dajjal (Anti-Christ) & (Ya'juj Ma'juj).

As the Roman Catholics deny the Lord Jesus Christ ALONE is the ONLY path to Salvation by worshiping Mary and praying to their “saints,” claiming that the Apostle Peter is the rock that their church is built on.  If anyone redefines who the Lord Jesus Christ is or what He has done they have a different (false) Messiah, Christ.  As an example, if I were to teach that, "the Lord Jesus Christ was born in Japan in 1530, He killed 37 people, He lied to many people during His lifetime, and finally died in 1622 of old age," I would be teaching a false Messiah (Christ), a false Lord, a false Jesus. At the least, I would be denying His birth place, His Jewish ancestry, and His death on the Cross. If I were to teach this, a Japanese Christ, or any other Christ, than the True Lord Jesus Christ spoken of in His fullness in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, as the Lord Jesus Christ, it would be enough to define a different (false) Messiah, false Lord Jesus Christ. By definition then, anyone who professes a false Jesus Christ denies the True One. 
The Lord Jesus Christ asked His disciples a very important question, “Who do you say that I am?” 
Matthew 16:13-20

 13When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom do men say that I the Son of man am? 
 14And they said, Some say that thou art John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets. 
 15He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am? 
 16And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. 

 17And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven. 

 18And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. 

 19And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. 

 20Then charged he his disciples that they should tell no man that he was Jesus the Christ.

Here, the Lord Jesus Christ is asking the key question of the Holy Bible:  He is asking us to correctly identify Him. This is the question that inspects the very foundation of the Christian faith. If we do not know who the real Lord Jesus Christ is, then we cannot be saved. We can not get to Heaven with a false Lord and Savior with a false Christ, with a false Jesus. The Lord Jesus Christ of the Holy Bible is the true foundation (rock) of the Christian faith. He alone is the rock of salvation. The Apostle Peter claimed that the Lord Jesus Christ is the rock, the cornerstone that the builders rejected (Acts 4:10 & 1 Peter 2:1-6).  The Apostle Paul says, “For no man can lay a foundation other than the one which is laid, which is Jesus Christ... ‘the rock was Christ”.

1 Corinthians 3:11 
 11For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ. 
1 Corinthians 10:4 

 4And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Christ. 
John 14:6 
 6Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. 

The Roman Catholic church claims that the Apostle Peter is the rock that the church is built on. They say that the Apostle Peter is the first pope who stands in the place of Christ. This position is known as the Vicar of Christ, or Vicar of the Son of God (Vicar meaning substitute for). This is the lineage through which the present pope receives his authority. Today, the pope is still the rock that the Roman Catholic church is built on.  A man.  The Roman Catholic church declares. “...that it is altogether necessary to salvation for every human creature to be subject to the Roman Pontiff [Pope].” (Pope Boniface VIII, 1302 AD in an ex cathedra in his Bull Unum Sanctum). Pope Pius IX said about himself, “I am the way, the truth, and the life”. By the office of the pope, the Roman Catholic church denies the Lord Jesus Christ his rightful place as the foundation of the True Church.
If I were to teach this, a Japanese Christ or any other than the True Lord Jesus Christ spoken of in His fullness in Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible, as the Lord Jesus Christ, it would be enough to define a different (false) Messiah, false Lord Jesus Christ. By definition then, anyone who professes a false Jesus Christ denies the True One. 
The Jews deny that the Lord Jesus Christ is God.  

All religions of the world, except True Christianity deny the Lord Jesus Christ as God coming as man, and who alone by His completed work at the Cross, allows man access to God the Father and eternal life.
2 John 1:7

 7For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist.
1 John 2:22-23

 22Who is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist, that denieth the Father and the Son. 

 23Whosoever denieth the Son, the same hath not the Father: he that acknowledgeth the Son hath the Father also. 


Why, because the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are One God!

 28And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. 

 29My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand. 

 30I and my Father are one. 
 31Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him. 

 32Jesus answered them, Many good works have I shewed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me? 

 33The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God.
John 17:15-26
15I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest keep them from the evil. 

 16They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world. 

 17Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. 
 18As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world. 

 19And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also might be sanctified through the truth. 

 20Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their word; 

 21That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. 

 22And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: 

 23I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me. 
24Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world. 

 25O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I have known thee, and these have known that thou hast sent me. 

 26And I have declared unto them thy name, and will declare it: that the love wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, and I in them.
In verse 24, Jesus says, the world hath not known thee:  but I have know thee, not know of thee, but had a personal relationship with God.  In verses 21-23, we become one with God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit when we KNOW Jesus as Lord and Savior, that is to have a personal relationship with Him, and intimate relationship with Him.  Jesus says in verse 23, "I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one . . ."  One relationship, intimate, of and with God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  Deny this, and you deny the truth of the Holy Spirit as He wrote by the Holy men of God His Words that are Truth.  Furthermore, the Lord Jesus Christ Who is the very Word of God in living form is the Truth.  Those that deny this, are sent to hell as the Lord Jesus Christ declares, "I never knew you."  Never had an intimate personal relationship with you.  We never knew one another.

1 John 2:1-4
1My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: 

 2And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. 
  (The whole world here means:  any aggregate or general collection of particulars of any sort (a group, an organized group of people, a family.)
a. the Gentiles as contrasted to the Jews (Romans 11:9-12, etc . . . ) 
b.  of believers only,  John 1:29; 3:16; 3:17; 6:33; 12:47and 1 Corinthians 4:9; 2 Corinthians 5:19. 
 3And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. 
 4He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.
John 14:1-21

 1Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 

 2In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 

 3And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 

 4And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know. 

 5Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; and how can we know the way? 

 6Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. 
 7If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also: and from henceforth ye know him, and have seen him. 
 8Philip saith unto him, Lord, show us the Father, and it sufficeth us. 

 9Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Show us the Father? 

 10Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? the words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works.

11Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or else believe me for the very works' sake. 
 12Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. 

 13And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 

 14If ye shall ask any thing in my name, I will do it. 

 15If ye love me, keep my commandments. 
 16And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; 

 17Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. 
 18I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you. 
 19Yet a little while, and the world seeth me no more; but ye see me: because I live, ye shall live also. 

 20At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you. (Intimate knowing, personal relationship) 
 21He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him.

Deny the Holy Spirit, you deny all of this truth.  You deny the need for repentance, and are guilty of blasphemy against the Holy Spirit.  Praise be to God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  Amen, and again I say Amen!
