I think it's blasphemy calling oneself an Apostle, or Prophet, or Prophetess today.  To be an Apostle you need to have seen the resurrected Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth face-to-face, and have Christ Jesus Call you and Commission you, as the Lord Jesus Christ did with the 12, Luke 6:12-16.  The only people who satisfy these requirements are the Twelve (substitute Judas Iscariot with Matthias), The Apostle Paul on the road to Damascus, Acts 22:1-30; Acts 26:1-32, Barnabas, and a few others.  The Apostles were identified by the great signs and wonders that identified them as Apostles, Acts 2:43-47; Acts 5:5-12.  These signs and wonders disappeared with the Apostles, and are not gifts given to men today.  Calling oneself an Apostle sounds a lot like the Roman Catholic belief in Apostolic succession, www.alemattec.com/The Lie of Apostolic Succession . . . .doc.  We all know that such beliefs lead to false teachings. 

I think it is interesting that Matthias was chosen by the Eleven to be the Apostle to replace Judas.  (Matthias was not Chosen by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth to be an Apostle.)  Furthermore, what I find interesting about this is that when these men, even Apostles choosing by lot when they choose an Apostle, as in the case of Matthias, we don't hear from them again!  Not that the choice of Matthias was unauthorized and that he was never accepted as an Apostle. The reasons for this view are that Matthias is not named again, and some then said the Apostle Paul, Chosen after Judus as an Apostle made up the Twelve.  This is simply not true.  To this it may be replied, neither are more than half the other names in the Apostolic band ever mentioned again, such as -- Thomas, Thaddeus and Bartholomew.  The Apostle Paul was not an Apostle to the Jews, but to the Gentiles, Galatians 1:17, and hence, not one of the Twelve who were Called to be Apostles to the Jews.  The Apostles Paul and Barnabas were Apostles to the Gentiles, Galatians 2:9.   There is no hint anywhere in Acts, or elsewhere, that the selection of the Apostle Matthias was not recognized.  In fact in Acts 6:2, "the twelve" are spoken of, and Matthias must have been one of "the twelve," for Saul, aka:  "the future Apostle Paul" was not yet converted. 

2 Corinthians 11:12-14
12 But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we.
13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.

14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

We may NOT rightly speak of a New Testament Office of  a "prophetess".  I have been unable to find such an Office anywhere in all of Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible.  Anna, who was called a prophetess did not hold a New Testament Office, nor did she ever write any Epistle, nor did she ever teach the Church -- as this was strictly prohibited by the Apostle Paul, www.alemattec.com/Against Women Preaching, II.doc.  Surely no one would argue either that Jezebel held a New Testament Office, nor did she ever write an Epistles, etc . . . , but she is called a prophetess, rather she called herself a prophetess!  Yet the only two uses of the word “prophetess” in the New Testament apply to these women.  The fact that women prophesied (spoke the Truth of God) does not require one to come to the conclusion that these women were regarded as Prophetesses before the New Testament Church, nor of holding an Office of Prophetess.  In Acts 21:9 we read that Philip “ . . . had four daughters, virgins, which did prophesy.”  Furthermore, they are not identified as Prophetesses.  Yet in the following verse, Acts 21:10, we read of  “ . . . a certain prophet, named Agabus.”  The New Testament does not teach that there ever was an Office of Prophetess.  The Holy Bible names no woman as holding such an Office, as there was no such Office of Prophetess in the New Testament.  We should see, that it is then impossible for the Church to establish such an Office today.
