Psalm 23:4
4Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.

Psalm 86:17
17Shew me a token for good; that they which hate me may see it, and be ashamed: because thou, LORD, hast holpen me, and comforted me.


Psalm 119:52
52I remembered thy judgments of old, O LORD; and have comforted myself.


Ecclesiastes 4:1
1So I returned, and considered all the oppressions that are done under the sun: and behold the tears of such as were oppressed, and they had no comforter; and on the side of their oppressors there was power; but they had no comforter.

Isaiah 12:1
1And in that day thou shalt say, O LORD, I will praise thee: though thou wast angry with me, thine anger is turned away, and thou comfortedst me.

Isaiah 51:12
12 I, even I, am he that comforteth you: who art thou, that thou shouldest be afraid of a man that shall die, and of the son of man which shall be made as grass;
Isaiah 61:1-3
1 The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me; because the Lord hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound;
2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;
3 To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that he might be glorified.

Lamentations 1:16
16For these things I weep; mine eye, mine eye runneth down with water, because the comforter that should relieve my soul is far from me: my children are desolate, because the enemy prevailed.

Note:  Who is our comforter, in Who are we comforted?
Matthew 5:4
4Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.
Note:  Not all that mourn are spiritually comforted, but those who are Born Again, the True Worshipers of God, the Elect, as in 2 Corinthians 7:10 directly below:
2 Corinthians 7:10
10 For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.

Note:  Therefore godly sorrow, those who are Born Again, the Elect of God, the True Worshipers, worketh repentance to their Salvation turning their sorrow to gladness (they are comforted in their sorrow), but the sorrow of the world (satan’s family) worketh death.
Note:  Further, the woes . . .

Luke 6:25-26
25 Woe unto you that are full! for ye shall hunger. Woe unto you that laugh now! for ye shall mourn and weep.
26 Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for so did their fathers to the false prophets.
Note:  To be poor in spirit is, to be contentedly poor, willing to be emptied of worldly wealth, if God orders that to be our lot; to bring our mind to our condition, when it is a low condition, not to demand our way, my “right,” my “free will,” but desiring that God’s Will alone is done.  There are many who are poor in the world (but high in their spirit, poor and proud, murmuring and complaining, and blaming their lot on others).  We, though, as Born Again Christians, the Elect of God, the True Worshipers must accommodate ourselves to our poverty, must know how to be abased if that is our lot, and learn to be content with what God has Chosen for us, as God strengthens our Spirit by tribulation:
Philippians 4:11-13
11 Not that I speak in respect of want: for I have learned, in whatsoever state I am, therewith to be content.
12 I know both how to be abased, and I know how to abound: every where and in all things I am instructed both to be full and to be hungry, both to abound and to suffer need.
13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.
Note:  Acknowledging the wisdom of God in appointing us to poverty, we must be easy in it, patiently bear the inconveniences of it, always to be thankful for what we have, and make the best of that which is given to us. It is to sit loose to all worldly wealth, and not set our hearts upon it, but cheerfully to bear losses and disappointments which may befall us in the most prosperous state. It is not, in pride or pretense, to make ourselves poor, by throwing away what God has given us, especially as those in the false wicked “church” of Rome, who vow poverty, and yet engross the wealth of the nations; but if we be rich in the world we must be poor in spirit, that is, we must condescend to the poor and sympathize with them, as being touched with the feeling of their infirmities; we must expect and prepare for poverty; we must not inordinately fear or shun it, but must bid it welcome if God so Wills for our lives, especially when it comes upon us for keeping a good conscience while in the world (satan’s family):  Job was poor in his own spirit, when he blessed God in taking away, as well as giving.

Job 1:21
21 And said, Naked came I out of my mother's womb, and naked shall I return thither: the Lord gave, and the Lord hath taken away; blessed be the name of the Lord.
Note:  It is to be humble and lowly in our own eyes. To be poor in spirit, is to think meanly of ourselves, of what we are, and have, and do; the poor are often taken in the Old Testament for the humble and self-denying, as opposed to those that are at ease, and the proud; it is to be as little children in our opinion of ourselves, weak, foolish, and insignificant . . .
Matthew 18:4
4 Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.
Note:  The church at Laodicea was poor in or lacking the Holy Spirit, wretchedly and miserably poor, and yet rich in her own eyes (own spirit) and believed she was rich in the Holy Spirit thinking God had granted her all her good because He was pleased, so she was well increased with goods, as to have need of nothing.  The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth corrects that false notion, though:
Revelation 3:14-18
14 And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God;
15 I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: I would thou wert cold or hot.
16 So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of my mouth.
17 Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked:
18 I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see.
Note:  On the other hand, the Apostle Paul was rich in the Holy Spirit, excelling most in gifts and graces, and yet poor in his spirit, calling himself the least of all the Apostles, less than the least of all Saints, and nothing in his own account. It is to look with a Holy contempt upon ourselves, to value others and undervalue ourselves in comparison of them. It is to be willing to make ourselves cheap, and mean, and little, to do good; to become all things to all men. It is to acknowledge that God alone is good:

Mark 10:18
18And Jesus said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God.
Note:  We are mean, are nothing; God is Holy and we are sinful; that God is all and we are nothing, we are less than nothing, we are worse than nothing; and to humble ourselves before our great God, and under His mighty hand. It is to come off from all confidence in our own righteousness and strength, that we may depend only upon the merit and work of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for our justification and Salvation, and in only the Spirit and Grace of the Lord Jesus Christ for our sanctification. That broken and contrite spirit with which the Publican cried for mercy to a poor sinner, is a prime example of that poverty of spirit.
Luke 18:13
13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner.

1 Corinthians 15:9
9For I am the least of the apostles, that am not meet to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.
Ephesians 3:1-21
1 For this cause I Paul, the prisoner of Jesus Christ for you Gentiles,
2 If ye have heard of the dispensation of the grace of God which is given me to you-ward:
3 How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in few words,
4 Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ)
5 Which in other ages was not made known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit;
6 That the Gentiles should be fellowheirs, and of the same body, and partakers of his promise in Christ by the gospel:
7 Whereof I was made a minister, according to the gift of the grace of God given unto me by the effectual working of his power.
8 Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given, that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ;
9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ:
10 To the intent that now unto the principalities and powers in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God,
11 According to the eternal purpose which he purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord:
12 In whom we have boldness and access with confidence by the faith of him.
13 Wherefore I desire that ye faint not at my tribulations for you, which is your glory.
14 For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,
15 Of whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named,
16 That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner man;
17 That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love,
18 May be able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height;
19 And to know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God.
20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us,
21 Unto him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end. Amen.
Note:  Self-denial is the first lesson to be learned in the Lord Jesus Christ’s school, and poverty of our human spirit entitled to the first Beatitude. The foundation of all other graces is laid in humility. Those who would build high must begin low and become the servant of all; and it is an excellent preparative for the entrance of the Gospel-Grace into the soul; it fits the soil to receive the seed. Those who are weary and heavy laden, and who are the poor in spirit, they shall find rest with the Lord Jesus Christ.


Matthew 11:28
28Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.

Matthew 9:22
22But Jesus turned him about, and when he saw her, he said, Daughter, be of good comfort; thy faith hath made thee whole. And the woman was made whole from that hour.


Mark 10:49
49And Jesus stood still, and commanded him to be called. And they call the blind man, saying unto him, Be of good comfort, rise; he calleth thee.

Luke 8:48
48And he said unto her, Daughter, be of good comfort: thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace.


John 14:16
16And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;
John 14:18
18I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.

John 14:26
26But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.

John 15:26
26But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me:

John 16:7
7Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.
2 Corinthians 1:1-6
1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, and Timothy our brother, unto the church of God which is at Corinth, with all the saints which are in all Achaia:
2 Grace be to you and peace from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.
3 Blessed be God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, and the God of all comfort;
4 Who comforteth us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort them which are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves are comforted of God.
5 For as the sufferings of Christ abound in us, so our consolation also aboundeth by Christ.
6 And whether we be afflicted, it is for your consolation and salvation, which is effectual in the enduring of the same sufferings which we also suffer: or whether we be comforted, it is for your consolation and salvation.
Note:  Effectual in the Greek mentioned in 2 Corinthians 1:6 directly above means:  I work, am operative, am at work, am made to work, am made to accomplish; mid: I work, display activity.  1754 energéō (from 1722 /en, "engaged in," which intensifies 2041 /érgon, "work") – properly, energize, working in a situation which brings it from one stage (point) to the next, like an electrical current energizing a wire, bringing it to a shining light bulb.  Called for a purpose for a specific work, i.e.:  energized and made to work, am made to  accomplish the work God Called us into under His Holy Spirit when He Saved us.  Saves us for a purpose, His work He Called us for to accomplish in His name.
Note:  Consolation in 2 Corinthians 1:6 above and in Philippians 2:1 below means in the Greek:  exhortation, entreaty, encouragement, comfort.

Philippians 2:1-3
1 If there be therefore any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any bowels and mercies,
Note:  Comfort in the Greek means:  comfort, consolation, an exhortation, persuasion, encouragement.  That produced by using soothing words (or by our actions). focuses on the principle and results of comfort (being consoled).
2 Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind.
3 Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves.
