Bowing the knee means:

1.)  Worship.

2.) To yield; submit:  To cause to submit; subdue; crush; humble oneself.  As a slave before his master.

3.)  Homage paid to man of rank:  The formal public acknowledgment by which a feudal tenant or vassal declared himself to be the man or vassal of his lord, owing him fealty and service.  To show fealty:  The obligation or the engagement to be faithful to a lord, usually sworn to by a vassal.


4.)  Humbled:  To destroy the independence, power, or will of a man or a group.


1 Kings 19:18

18 Yet I have left me seven thousand in Israel, all the knees which have not bowed unto Baal, and every mouth which hath not kissed him.

Note:  Seven thousand knees and mouths have not bowed nor serve Baal, either by action or acknowledgment.

Note:  So, what then is so significant about this event?  The significance is not what the knees and mouths did . . . , but what they did NOT do!  Seven thousand worshipers of the One True God – Jehovah -- knees did not bow down to the heathen gods named Baal, nor did seven thousand mouths kiss the image of any of the Baals.



What is man, the great men – the Kings and Judges of the earth, Commanded by God to do?




Psalm 2:10-12

10 Be wise now therefore, O ye kings: be instructed, ye judges of the earth.

Note:  Ye is plural, i.e.:  Meaning all of you.  All of you Kings, all of you Judges of the earth.

11 Serve the Lord with fear, and rejoice with trembling.

12 Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, and ye perish from the way, when his wrath is kindled but a little. Blessed are all they that put their trust in him.
Note:  Kiss here in the Hebrew means:  To draw near, close, place a kiss on the cheek. 
 


Psalm 95:6
6 O come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel before the Lord our maker.




Judges 7:5-7
5 So he brought down the people unto the water: and the Lord said unto Gideon, Every one that lappeth of the water with his tongue, as a dog lappeth, (putting their hand to their mouth to drink, verse 6 below) him shalt thou set by himself; likewise every one that boweth down upon his knees to drink.
Note:  Separate the one's that lappeth the water with his tongue, as a dog lappeth set by himself -- putting their hand to their mouth to drink, verse 6 below (separate off to the side from the others).  Likewise, everyone that boweth down upon his knees to drink, (separate off to the side from the others).
Therefore, two groups:  the ones separated off to the side from the others that lappeth the water with his tongue (putting their hand to their mouth to drink, verse 6 below,) as a dog lappeth set him off to the side (in one group) -- these are the alert aggressive men ready for battle.  A dog does not and cannot take water that way holding in a cup made from his hand; and this lapping was done standing upright on the alert able to look completely around while drinking – ready immediately if attacked.  Those that bowed were more timid, weak persons.  Those that lapped were courageous and mighty men, and so were ordered to be taken and go along with Gideon; and this agrees with the method before taken, to dismiss the fearful, and only take those that were men of courage.  The others, that boweth down upon his knees to drink (more relaxed, more feminine, could be taken by surprise from behind or before they could stand, turn and fight) set off together in their group.  
6 And the number of them that lapped, putting their hand to their mouth, were three hundred men: but all the rest of the people bowed down upon their knees to drink water.
7 And the Lord said unto Gideon, By the three hundred men that lapped will I save you, and deliver the Midianites into thine hand: and let all the other people go every man unto his place.

Note:  We are NOT Called to bow the knee to any man, neither to bow the knee to the world system, nor to its authority, etc  . . .  but, we as Christians are Called to OVERCOME the world (world-- satan's family) . . .



1 John 4:4
4 Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.


Note:  Overcome in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.



1 John 5:1-7

5 Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him.

2 By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments.

3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.

4 For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.

Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.
 
5 Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?

Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.

 
6 This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth.

7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.


Revelation 2:7

7 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God.

Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.



Revelation 2:11

11 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; He that overcometh shall not be hurt of the second death.


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.



Revelation 2:17

17 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.


Revelation 2:26

26 And he that overcometh, and keepeth my works unto the end, to him will I give power over the nations:


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.





Revelation 3:5

5 He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment; and I will not blot out his name out of the book of life, but I will confess his name before my Father, and before his angels.


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.

Revelation 3:12

12 Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and I will write upon him my new name.


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.



Revelation 3:21

21 To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne.


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.




Revelation 21:7

7 He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son.


Note:  Overcometh in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.






Romans 8:1-39

1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.

3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:

4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.

6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.

7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be.

8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

9 But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.

10 And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.

11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live after the flesh.

13 For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live.

14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

15 For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.

16 The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:

17 And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.

18 For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.

19 For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God.

20 For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.

22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now.

23 And not only they, but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body.

24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for?

25 But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it.

26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.

27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.

28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.

29 For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren.

30 Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified.

31 What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us?

32 He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?

33 Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth.

34 Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.

35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?

36 As it is written, For thy sake we are killed all the day long; we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.

37 Nay, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him that loved us.

Note:  Conquerors here in the Greek means:  Properly, exceedingly conquer, being "more than a conqueror," i.e. "super-conqueror" one who is "completely and overwhelmingly victorious".

38 For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come,

39 Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.





John 16:33

33 These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.


Note:  Overcome in the Greek here means:  I conquer, am victorious, overcome, prevail, subdue.




Philippians 4:13

13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.



Isaiah 2:16-18

16 And upon all the ships of Tarshish, and upon all pleasant pictures.

17 And the loftiness of man, and the haughtiness of men shall be made low: and the Lord alone shall be exalted in that day.
