Yes, the Promise is to the Elect alone.  Whosoever will, is only the Elect. 

We must proclaim the FULL Counsel of God, all the Counsel of God.  Holy Scripture was written by One Holy Spirit.  It is perfect.  The Doctrine of Election stands.  It cannot be undone by Holy Scripture, as Holy Scripture declares it.  In the Doctrine of Election, God the Father Chose, Called, Willed, Justified, and will Glorify those whom He Will.  Nobody can stay His hand.  The choice was made before the foundation of the world, before the Lord Jesus Christ created anything.  The Calling of God is specific to certain individuals called the Elect.  The Calling is NOT to anyone outside of the Elect.  Man has no say in the matter what so ever.


Acts 20:27

 27For I have not shunned to declare unto you all the counsel of God.


Isaiah 55:11 

11So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.




The Jews said they were God's Chosen, Called by Him, but they would not believe on the Son when He was revealed clearly to them.  People today, say they are God's Chosen, Called by Him, but they too do not believe the Report.



Isaiah 53:1-3

 1Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed? 

 2For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him. 

 3He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.



Called but NOT Chosen for Eternal Life.


John 12:37-43

 37But though he had done so many miracles before them, yet they believed not on him: 

 38That the saying of Esaias the prophet might be fulfilled, which he spake, Lord, who hath believed our report? and to whom hath the arm of the Lord been revealed? 

 39Therefore they could not believe, because that Esaias said again, 

 40He hath blinded their eyes, and hardened their heart; that they should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their heart, and be converted, and I should heal them. 

 41These things said Esaias, when he saw his glory, and spake of him. 

 42Nevertheless among the chief rulers also many believed on him; but because of the Pharisees they did not confess him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue: 

 43For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God.


Many preachers say they are Called of God, but they do NOT believe the Report, the Full Counsel of God, that God alone Chose whom He Will to Save.  Even if they knew this, they do not Preach it, as they love the praise of men more than the praise of God.

 
Romans 10:15-17

 15And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of good things! 

 16But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report? 

 17So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.


Jeremiah 2:7-9

 7And I brought you into a plentiful country, to eat the fruit thereof and the goodness thereof; but when ye entered, ye defiled my land, and made mine heritage an abomination. 

 8The priests said not, Where is the LORD? and they that handle the law knew me not: the pastors also transgressed against me, and the prophets prophesied by Baal, and walked after things that do not profit. 

 9Wherefore I will yet plead with you, saith the LORD, and with your children's children will I plead.



Jeremiah 23:1-3

 1Woe be unto the pastors that destroy and scatter the sheep of my pasture! saith the LORD. 

 2Therefore thus saith the LORD God of Israel against the pastors that feed my people; Ye have scattered my flock, and driven them away, and have not visited them: behold, I will visit upon you the evil of your doings, saith the LORD. 

 3And I will gather the remnant of my flock out of all countries whither I have driven them, and will bring them again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase.



Hebrews 6:16-20

 16For men verily swear by the greater: and an oath for confirmation is to them an end of all strife. 

 17Wherein God, willing more abundantly to shew unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath: 

 18That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us: 

 19Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil; 

 20Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an high priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.




James 2:5

5Hearken, my beloved brethren, Hath not God chosen the poor of this world rich in faith, and heirs of the kingdom which he hath promised to them that love him?



Mark 8:33-35

 33But when he had turned about and looked on his disciples, he rebuked Peter, saying, Get thee behind me, Satan: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but the things that be of men. 

 34And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me. 

 35For whosoever will save his life shall lose it; but whosoever shall lose his life for my sake and the gospel's, the same shall save it.

No one will come, till Divine Grace has subdued, and in part changed his stoney heart to a heart of flesh on which the Lord will write His Law; therefore no one who comes will ever be cast out. (The whosoever are those the Lord has already Called, Chosen, changed their stoney heart and wrote His Law on them.)  The Gospel finds none willing to be saved in the humbling, Holy manner on their own, as they are far from Him, and dead in their trespasses and sins; but God draws with His Word and the Holy Ghost.  The knowledge of the heavenly Truth is the gift and work of God -- Grace, and does not rest in any power of man.




Ezekiel 11:18-20

 18And they shall come thither, and they shall take away all the detestable things thereof and all the abominations thereof from thence. 

 19And I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within you; and I will take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh: 

 20That they may walk in my statutes, and keep mine ordinances, and do them: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God.




Ezekiel 36:25-27

 25Then will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and ye shall be clean: from all your filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you. 

 26A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh. 

 27And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.


(God puts His Spirit in the Believer, causes them to walk in His Statutes, and they shall keep His judgments and do them).



John 6:43-45

43Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Murmur not among yourselves. 

 44No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw him: and I will raise him up at the last day. 

 45It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me.

What does this mean?  " . . . Every man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto me."  



Always those who hath learned of the Lord Jesus Christ, by man, they fall away.  Those who hath learned of the Father (by the Power of the Holy Spirit,) cometh unto the Lord Jesus Christ.

No man can come to me,.... That is, by faith, as in:

John 6:35

 35And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.


or otherwise they could corporeally (Corporeally -- Having, consisting of, or relating to a physical body: not spiritual.) come to Him, but not spiritually for they sought physical food not spiritual, because they had neither power nor will of themselves.  Being dead in trespasses and sins, and impotent to everything that is spiritual, and whilst men are in a state of unregeneracy, blindness, and darkness, they see no need of coming to Christ, nor anything in Him worth coming for, as they are prejudiced against Him, and their hearts are set on other things as they love their sins.  Besides, coming to Christ Jesus and believing in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth being the same thing, it is certain faith is not of a man's self, it is the free gift of God - Grace, and the operation of His Spirit.  Therefore, efficacious (Efficacious -- Having the power to produce a desired effect.) Grace must be exerted on a man's stoney heart to enable a soul to come to the Lord Jesus Christ.  Which, then, is expressed in the following words:  Except the Father which hath sent me, draw him . . . which is not to be understood of moral persuasion, or a being persuaded and prevailed upon to come to the Lord Jesus Christ by the consideration of the mighty works which God had done to justify that He was the true Messiah, but of the internal and powerful influence of the Grace of God upon a stoney heart.  It is thus this act of drawing then which is something distinct from, and superior to, both Doctrine and miracles. The Capernaites had heard the Doctrine of Christ Jesus, which was taught with authority, and had seen His miracles, which were full proofs of His being the Messiah, and yet they believed not, but murmured at His person and parentage. This gave occasion to the Lord Jesus Christ to observe to them, that something more than these was necessary to their coming to Him, or Savingly believing in Him.  Even the powerful and efficacious Grace of God the Father in drawing is required.  If then it be considered what men in conversion are drawn off "from" and "to," from their beloved lusts and darling righteousness of self, to look unto, and rely upon the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, alone, for their eternal Salvation, from that which was before so very agreeable, to that which, previous to this work, was so very disagreeable, to what else can this be ascribed, but to unfrustrable and insuperable Grace?   Though this act of drawing is an act of power, yet not of force.  God in drawing of the unwilling, makes a man willing in the day of God's power by His Spirit, the Holy Spirit with which He enlightens their understanding, bends their will, gives them a heart of flesh, sweetly allures them by the power of His Grace, and engages the soul to come to the Lord Jesus Christ, and give up itself to Him as His slave.  God draws with the bands of love. Drawing, though it supposes power and influence, yet not always coaction and force, as music draws the ear, love the heart, and pleasure the mind. God is love, and draws us to Him by His great love toward us in that while we were yet sinners (far from God and an enemy of God, not knowing God, not seeking God) Christ died for us.


1 John 4:9-11

 9In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him. 

 10Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 

 11Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another.




Matthew 16:16-17

16And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. 

 17And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.



As many as receive Him by the Father (through the Power of His Holy Spirit) the Father gave them power to become the Sons of God.  This new birth, by the Father (through the Power of His Holy Spirit) is not of man, but of God and His Will.  Those who receive Him by the Father's Will are Born Again.  They are Born again, not according to blood (flesh and blood,) nor of the will of the flesh (man's will or choice,) nor of the will of the man (by man's spirit) but of God's Will and Choice.


John 1:12-14

 12But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: 

 13Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. 

 14And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.




Galatians 1:15-17

 15But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace, 

 16To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: 

 17Neither went I up to Jerusalem to them which were apostles before me; but I went into Arabia, and returned again unto Damascus


The Apostle Paul conferred with the Lord Jesus Christ in Heaven, according to the Calling of God the Father, Called to be an Apostle, a Chosen vessel.



Romans 1:1-7

 1Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God, 

 2(Which he had promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) 

 3Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh; 

 4And declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead: 

 5By whom we have received grace and apostleship, for obedience to the faith among all nations, for his name: 

 6Among whom are ye also the called of Jesus Christ: 

 7To all that be in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ.

 2Unto the church of God which is at Corinth, to them that are sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, with all that in every place call upon the name of Jesus Christ our Lord, both their's and our's: 

 3Grace be unto you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ.




The Lord Jesus Christ Called out His Apostles from the disciples (learners).  They were Called by Him to be Apostles, as was the Apostle Paul in 1 Corinthians 1:1 above.


Luke 6:12-16

12And it came to pass in those days, that he went out into a mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God. 

 13And when it was day, he called unto him his disciples: and of them he chose twelve, whom also he named apostles; 

 14Simon, (whom he also named Peter,) and Andrew his brother, James and John, Philip and Bartholomew, 

 15Matthew and Thomas, James the son of Alphaeus, and Simon called Zelotes, 

 16And Judas the brother of James, and Judas Iscariot, which also was the traitor




John 13:17-19

 17If ye know these things, happy are ye if ye do them. 

 18I speak not of you all: I know whom I have chosen: but that the scripture may be fulfilled, He that eateth bread with me hath lifted up his heel against me. 

 19Now I tell you before it come, that, when it is come to pass, ye may believe that I am he.




They did not chose Him . . .


John 15:15-17

 15Henceforth I call you not servants; for the servant knoweth not what his lord doeth: but I have called you friends; for all things that I have heard of my Father I have made known unto you. 

 16Ye have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it you. 

 17These things I command you, that ye love one another.




Not only Called, but Chosen by God for Salvation -- the Elect.



Matthew 22:13-14

 13Then said the king to the servants, Bind him hand and foot, and take him away, and cast him into outer darkness, there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 

 14For many are called, but few are chosen.


Many be called, that is externally, under the Ministers of the Gospel for much fill the “churches” today who claim His Calling, but they give Him only lip service as the Jews in general were first Called then gave only lip service, then by Christ Jesus and His Apostles.  Few, though were Chosen.  That is, Chosen in Christ Jesus from all eternity, both to Grace and Glory by God the Father.  In consequence, and as an evidence of it, but few among the Jews, as also in the Gentile world, comparatively speaking.  Even but a few of those that are outwardly Called to hear God's Word, or of those who claim to be, are inwardly and effectually Called by the powerful Grace of God, who are Called out of darkness into His marvelous Light, into the Grace and liberty of the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ, into communion with Christ Jesus, and to the obtaining His Kingdom and Glory, according to the eternal purpose and Will of God the Father.



Ephesians 1:4-14

4According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love: 

 5Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, 

 6To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted in the beloved. 

 7In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace; 

 8Wherein he hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence; 

 9Having made known unto us the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself: 

 10That in the dispensation of the fulness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him: 

 11In whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of his own will: 

 12That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ. 

 13In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, 

 14Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.




Those who will be Saved, the Elect, where predestinated to be Saved, as we were foreknown by God the Father in His perfect plan.


Romans 8:29-31

 29For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brethren. 

 30Moreover whom he did predestinate, them he also called: and whom he called, them he also justified: and whom he justified, them he also glorified. 

 31What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us?




1 Peter 2:7-10

 7Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them which be disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of the corner, 

 8And a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offence, even to them which stumble at the word, being disobedient: whereunto also they were appointed. 

 9But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light; 

 10Which in time past were not a people, but are now the people of God: which had not obtained mercy, but now have obtained mercy.




Revelation 17:14-15

 14These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful. 

 15And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues.




Acts 13:48

 48And when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad, and glorified the word of the Lord: and as many as were ordained to eternal life believed.
