Acts 19:10-20

10 And this continued by the space of two years; so that all they which dwelt in Asia heard the word of the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks.
Note:  Asia, an ancient Roman province, Roman Province of Asia Minor.jpg, the first and westernmost Roman province in Asia Minor, stretching at its greatest extent from the Aegean coast in the west to a point beyond Philomelium (modern Akşehır) in the east and from the Sea of Marmara in the north to the strait between Rhodes and the mainland in the south. The province was first constituted when Attalus III, King of Pergamum, Greek Pergamon, or Pergamos, Revelation 1:11; Revelation 2:11-13 -- the Pastor's name at the Church of Pergamos was Antipas:  www.alemattec.com/Antipas.doc, www.alemattec.com/Model of the 2nd century BC Pergamon acropolis, Pergamon Museum in Berlin, which includes the Roman additions.htm, bequeathed his dominions to the Romans in 133 B.C.  Pergamum, Greek Pergamon, ancient Greek city in Mysia, situated 16 miles from the Aegean Sea on a lofty isolated hill on the northern side of the broad valley of the Caicus (modern Bakır) River. The site is occupied by the modern town of Bergama, in the il (province) of İzmir, Turkey. Pergamum existed at least from the 5th century B.C., but it became important only in the Hellenistic Age (323–30 B.C.), when it served as the residence of the Attalid dynasty. Their fortress and palace stood on the peak of the hill, while the town itself occupied the lower slopes. Under the Roman Empire the city was situated on the plain below.

11 And God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul: 
12 So that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases departed from them, and the evil spirits went out of them.
Note:  The clothes which the Apostle Paul wore, some of them were taken and carried to sick persons, and used by them.  Particularly "handkerchiefs" or "aprons".  The former were such as he might use to wipe his face with, and remove sweat.  The latter, what he would wear when working at his trade as a leather worker.  The diseases departed from them, and the evil spirits, devils, demons went out of them.  Devils, demons, evil spirits went out of them who were afflicted and possessed with them.  These were some of the special and uncommon miracles wrought by the hands of the Apostles, such as merely passing under the shadow of the Apostle Peter as he walked healed people, including those with unclean evil spirits, devils, demons, Acts 5:14-16, and which were wrought in an uncommon way.  Showing most clearly showed that they were wrought by the Divine Power of the Holy Spirit.  Furthermore, this shows clearly the "signs and wonders" of the Apostles was for a LIMITED TIME ONLY, during the "Age of Miracles," which ended with the Apostles.  These miraculous powers of the Holy Spirit ended when the Book of Revelation was completed, and WERE NOT handed down through Apostolic authority.  We have many who claim to have this Authority/Power granted them from the Apostles.  They claim that they, too, are Apostles.  False.  Lies of satan, the devil, straight from the pit.  There are NO Apostles today.  None.  None have the "signs and wonders" of an Apostle.  None that have the "rod" of an Apostle, as the Apostle Peter had exercised, by killing those in the early Church who deceived, or sought to deceive the Brethren, Acts 5:1-12.  This is spiritual warfare, and is serious business.  As the "Age of Miracles" ended, so too did exorcisms, instantaneous healings, speaking in tongues, raising people from the dead; as it is now appointed that man die once, www.alemattec.com/27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment . . . .doc, and after this Judgment, as these were all miracles, done by the Apostles as part of the "signs and wonders" of an Apostle.  These signs and wonders ended, when the PERFECT IS COME, when the New Testament was completed, and the Book of Revelation was closed by the Command of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth not to add to, nor take away anything, from God's Word, or all the curses in the Holy Bible, being upon one that changes the Word of God, Revelation 22:12-19.
Yes, speaking in tongues was done away with, as they were part of the "age of miracles":  www.alemattec.com/Black magic practice by the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . Original sin and baptism . . . , tongues, bells, satanism, etc . . . .doc,  www.alemattec.com/Tongues and the 'latter rain,' NOT 'later, later rain' . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/Dr. John MacArthur on Speaking in Tongues and the Rapture . . . .doc, www.alemattec.com/sons of God, & speaking in tongues.doc, etc . . .

13 Then certain of the vagabond Jews, exorcists, took upon them to call over them which had evil spirits the name of the Lord Jesus, saying, We adjure you by Jesus whom Paul preacheth.
14 And there were seven sons of one Sceva, a Jew, and chief of the priests, which did so.
15 And the evil spirit answered and said, Jesus I know, and Paul I know; but who are ye?
16 And the man in whom the evil spirit was leaped on them, and overcame them, and prevailed against them, so that they fled out of that house naked and wounded.
17 And this was known to all the Jews and Greeks also dwelling at Ephesus; and fear fell on them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was magnified.
18 And many that believed came, and confessed, and shewed their deeds.
19 Many of them also which used curious arts brought their books together, and burned them before all men: and they counted the price of them, and found it fifty thousand pieces of silver.
20 So mightily grew the word of God and prevailed.


Note:  As in those days, as today, there are those who claim the ability to cast our devils, demons, such as did the sons of a Levite Chief Priest. They, like Simon Mangus, the Magos, the sorcerer, www.alemattec.com/Black magic practice by the Roman Catholic 'church' . . . Original sin and baptism . . . , tongues, bells, satanism, etc . . . .doc, who sought to purchase the Power of the Holy Spirit, these too must have thought of themselves as becoming very important and powerful among the people, they believed (as many falsely do today) that they could simply assume to use the name (power/authority) of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth (after only hearing of Him through the Apostle Paul) "to command obedience from this devil, demon, evil spirit, to cast them out," Matthew 7:22. 

However, there was one MAJOR problem. These men believed all they needed to do was use the name of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, kind of like a magician who says some "magical words" before a trick like:  HOCUS POCUS or ABRACADABRA and simply at their command what they wanted to happen would occur! The problem was the devil(s,) demon(s,) evil spirit(s) that they were trying to cast out KNEW the True power, which was the Holy Spirit's gift that it took to cast them out of the person.  These devils, demons, evil spirits KNEW these men were only PRETENDING that they had such power/authority.  Ironically, the men trying to act like they had such power/authority were in reality self-DECEIVED.  These men all the while wanting the power/authority but followed after him, the devil, satan, the old serpent, whose existence is based entirely on lies, murder, DECEPTION, i.e.: the devils, demons knew what was the REAL Truth is; which is the power/authority given by the Holy Spirit of God, sent by God the Son, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in whose name was gloried in the casting out of the devil, demon. 

Those who saw or heard of what happened quickly learned not to take the name and power/authority of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth lightly --- and especially not to ASSUME they had God's power/authority to do whatever they pleased, and to think twice before possibly wanting to exercise this power/authority themselves to be held in high esteem by men.  If God has not ordained a man to use His Name for casting out demons, men should not be self-deceived into thinking they can simply conjure up some faith and do it.

 The "pope" comes into the "churches" like Simon Mangus who with sorcery was regarded as a god and honored with a statue on the island in the Tiber river which the two bridges cross, with the inscription -- Simoni Deo Sancto, "To Simon the Holy God" . . .
www.Alemattec.com/The 'pope' of Rome controls the world . . . .htm
Matthew 13:53-58

53 And it came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed thence.
54 And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty works?
55 Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?
56 And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things?
57 And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and in his own house.
58 And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.
The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth could and did cast out the devil, the demon, out of the man's son. The son was immediately healed. Perplexed as to why they could not help the man, they Apostles asked the Lord Jesus Christ why they could not cast out the evil spirit.  The Lord Jesus Christ responds that it was due to their lack of faith, and that this kind of devil, demon, required fasting and prayer to remove.
Matthew 17:14-21

14 And when they were come to the multitude, there came to him a certain man, kneeling down to him, and saying,
15 Lord, have mercy on my son: for he is lunatick, and sore vexed: for ofttimes he falleth into the fire, and oft into the water.
16 And I brought him to thy disciples, and they could not cure him.
17 Then Jesus answered and said, O faithless and perverse generation, how long shall I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him hither to me.
18 And Jesus rebuked the devil; and he departed out of him: and the child was cured from that very hour.
19 Then came the disciples to Jesus apart, and said, Why could not we cast him out?
20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.
21 Howbeit this kind goeth not out but by prayer and fasting.
The devil, demon mentioned above in Matthew 17 could not be cast out, not only due to a lack of faith on the part of the Apostles, but also because of the FAITHLESSNESS of those around the demonically-possessed person, as is testified by the Lord Jesus Christ NOT doing many mighty works . . . because of the people’s unbelief, Matthew 13:58, above.

It was only after the Apostles had failed and the crowd was chided for their faithlessness that the Lord Jesus Christ rebuked and cast out the devil, i.e.:  demon.
Like the men in Acts 19:10-20 above many will follow after their pernicious ways, 2 Peter 2:1-3:
Note:  Pernicious in the Greek means:  Destructive, causing loss.  Destruction, ruin, loss, perishing, causing eternal ruin.  Destruction, causing someone to be completely severed – cut off (entirely) from what could have been.  Cut Off:  Damnable destruction, to die (in their trespasses and sins,) assigned to perdition, i.e.:  Hell, the pit, the place of torment, perish -- but this does NOT mean to go out of existence, pernicious ways, waste. 
Matthew 7:21-23

21 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.
22 Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?
23 And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.
One of these gifts was the power to cast out devils, demons.  The ability to cast out demons, or the ability to speak in tongues, is no longer available today, as the age of miracles ended with the Apostles, and the finishing of the Book of Revelation, when "the perfect" was come.

1 Corinthians 13:8-13

8 Charity never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish away.
9 For we know in part, and we prophesy in part.
10 But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away.
11 When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.
Note:  "When I was a child . . ."  I knew in part . . .  "but when I became a man, . . ."  ". . . I put away childish things."  The Apostle Paul went from partial understanding to KNOW the Truth, the whole Truth, not just partial truth.  Likewise, as each Apostle was ONLY GIVEN their PART of the Gospel to commit to writing, their Part of revelation, their Part to prophesy, "But when that which IS PERFECT is come, . . ."  Meaning, NOT JUST THEIR PART, of the Gospel message, the revelation of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, not just a PART of the New Testament to commit to writing, but when the PERFECT, the WHOLE OR COMPLETE New Testament was finished, THEN . . . that which is IN PART, like the understanding when a child, SHALL BE DONE AWAY (with).  Shall be; as no longer needed.  Only partial Truth, only partial information is a lie, even if the Truth.  Satan himself quoted to the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth God's Word, which is Truth, but misquoted, providing only PARTIAL (in part) Truth, and thus twisted God's Word, His Truth, into a lie.  The Jews kept the Law, the parts they wanted to emphasize or decided to keep, were partial (in part,) biased, of or relating to a part rather than the whole, i.e.:  not all or total), and in so doing, missed or withheld the weightier part of the Law, www.alemattec.com/The_Letter_of_the_Law_kills_._._._.doc.  Partial in the Hebrew meaning literally:  To lift up (against) to be in rebellion, as in Ezra 4:19, hath made insurrection in keeping the Law, thus God made them contemptible and base before all people, Malachi 2:9.  Therefore, the Apostle Paul declared that when he Preached, he provided all the counsel, the full counsel, of God, the whole of the Truth, not partial counsel, nor partial Truth, which can, and is often, twisted into a lie, Acts 20:27.

12 For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.
13 And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.
Note:   The Apostle Paul said these gifts of the Holy Spirit would fail, cease, and vanish away, 1 Corinthians 13:8-10, above. These miraculous gifts, instantaneous healings, casting out devils, demons, evil spirits, raising the dead, speaking in tongues, would cease when that which is perfect has come, verse 10, above.  The Perfect (in the Greek the word perfect means:  whole or complete) refers to the New Testament, which is called the “perfect law of liberty,” James 1:25, below, the whole or complete Law of Liberty, i.e.:  Freedom.  The whole or complete Law of Christ, which makes a man free.  Thus, the “perfect law of liberty” which is meant, is not the Moral Law, but the Gospel itself, the whole of the New Testament.  Only of that is the Apostle James speaking in this context.  This is no other than the Word of Truth, with which God begets men of God’s Own Will, James 1:18, and not by the will of men.  This is the ingrafted Word of God, which is able to Save, and of which men should be doers, as well as hearers.

Note:  Ingrafted, meaning to be grafted in, by someone else, i.e.:  God grafting in, not man himself grafting himself by his "free will" in, Romans 11:17; Romans 11:19; Romans 11:23; Romans 11:24.
James 1:25
25 But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.
“ . . . the perfect law of liberty, . . .”  Which has liberty for its subject, which treats of it, even of the liberty, i.e.:  freedom, wherewith the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth alone makes His people, the True Worshipers, those Called of God, Born Again Believers free.  The Gospel message proclaims this liberty to captive souls, who were in bondage to satan, dead in their trespasses and sins, as the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth is the Word of Truth, that makes them free, John 8:32; John 8:36.  Which means of freeing them from the slavery of sin, from the captivity of satan, and from the "bondage of the Law".  The Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ is what gives souls freedom and boldness at the Throne of Grace, and is that which leads them into the liberty of God’s Grace here, and gives them a view and hope of the glorious liberty of being a child of God in the hereafter, in Heaven.
The principle of love takes the place of the “letter of the Law,” so that by the Holy Spirit's quickening men are free from the yoke of sin, and now free to obey by spontaneous instinct, James 2:8,10,12, John 8:31-36, 15:14,15, and 1 Corinthians 7:22, Galatians 5:1,13, 1 Peter 2:16. The Law is thus not made void, but fulfilled.
“. . .and continueth therein . . .” that is continues both looking into the mirror of God's Word, and doing its precepts, the Lord Jesus Christ’s Commands, Commandments.  “ . . . a doer of the work, . . .”  A doer of work means an actual worker for the cause of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and His Gospel.  
“. . . this man shall be blessed in his deed.”  I.e:  "In his doing," in the very doing of proclaiming and following the Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, there is blessedness:  Matthew 10:42; Mark 9:41.
The Ceremonial Law, the Law of Moses was a yoke of bondage.  The Gospel of Christ is a Law of Liberty -- freedom. The Law of Liberty is a perfect Law.  Nothing can be added to it.  In hearing the Word of God, the Lord Jesus Christ’s Gospel, we look into this Perfect Law.  We consult it for counsel and direction, we look into it, that we may thence take our measures in following the author and finisher of the faith, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Then only do we look into the Law of Liberty as we should when we continue therein—when we dwell in the study of it, till it turn to a spiritual life, ingrafted and digested in us. When we are not forgetful of it, but practice it as our work and business, set it always before our eyes, and make it the constant rule of our conversation and behavior, and model the temper of our minds by it, it makes us free from bondage, give us freedom, liberty. Those who thus do, and continue in the Law of Christ and the Word of God, are, and shall be, blessed in their deed.  Blessed in all their ways:

Psalm 1:1-6

1 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful.
2 But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.
3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.

Note:  Men as Trees . . . , www.alemattec.com/Men as Trees.doc.
4 The ungodly are not so: but are like the chaff which the wind driveth away.
5 Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.
6 For the Lord knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the ungodly shall perish.

Note:  According to the first Psalm, to which, many believe, the Apostle James here alludes. He that meditates in the Law of God, and walks according to it, the Psalmist says, shall prosper in whatsoever he does.  He that is not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work which God's Word, the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, sets him about, the Apostle James says, shall be blessed.
The Apostle James does not say, “for his deeds,” that any man is blessed, but “in his deed”. This is a way in which we shall certainly find blessedness, but not the cause of it. This blessedness does not lie in knowing, alone, but in doing the Will of God, John 13:13-17.  If you know these things, happy are you if you do them. It is not talking or even in the knowing, but being a doer of the work, that will bring us to Heaven.
To cast out demons is classified in the New Testament as a miraculous ability:

Mark 9:38-40

38 And John answered him, saying, Master, we saw one casting out devils in thy name, and he followeth not us: and we forbad him, because he followeth not us.
39 But Jesus said, Forbid him not: for there is no man which shall do a miracle in my name, that can lightly speak evil of me.
40 For he that is not against us is on our part.

Note:  As casting out devils, demons, was a miracle, and as the "Age of Miracles" has ended, then the ability to cast out demons is no longer available.  There were in fact a number of events referred to in the Gospels:  Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John of demonic possession, and the casting out of these devils, demons.  There were also a few references in the Acts of the Apostles, i.e.:  The Book of Acts. The subject falls silent toward the end of the Book of Acts, and there is no mention of devil, i.e.:  demon possession at all in the Epistles. The ability to cast out demons is not listed as a specific gift of the Holy Spirit.  Again, casting out devils, demons was a miraculous ability, which was available to Christians during the time of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth and the Apostles only, during the "age of miracles," which ended with the New Testament being completed, and the Apostles dying.  There are no more Apostles, nor is their direct Apostolic authority, such as is claimed by many false "churches," like the Roman Catholic "church".  Casting out devils, demons, like speaking in tongues, and raising the dead was to end.  This gift, casting out devils, demons was not to be passed on after the Book of Revelation was written.
1 Corinthians 12:1-31

1 Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would not have you ignorant.
2 Ye know that ye were Gentiles, carried away unto these dumb idols, even as ye were led.
3 Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.
4 Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit.
5 And there are differences of administrations, but the same Lord.
6 And there are diversities of operations, but it is the same God which worketh all in all.
7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal.
8 For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit;
9 To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit;
10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues:
11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will.
12 For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ.
13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.
14 For the body is not one member, but many.
15 If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body?
16 And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the body; is it therefore not of the body?
17 If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where were the smelling?
18 But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him.
19 And if they were all one member, where were the body?
20 But now are they many members, yet but one body.
21 And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again the head to the feet, I have no need of you.
22 Nay, much more those members of the body, which seem to be more feeble, are necessary:
23 And those members of the body, which we think to be less honourable, upon these we bestow more abundant honour; and our uncomely parts have more abundant comeliness.
24 For our comely parts have no need: but God hath tempered the body together, having given more abundant honour to that part which lacked.
25 That there should be no schism in the body; but that the members should have the same care one for another.
26 And whether one member suffer, all the members suffer with it; or one member be honoured, all the members rejoice with it.
27 Now ye are the body of Christ, and members in particular.
28 And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities of tongues.
29 Are all apostles? are all prophets? are all teachers? are all workers of miracles?
30 Have all the gifts of healing? do all speak with tongues? do all interpret?
31 But covet earnestly the best gifts: and yet shew I unto you a more excellent way.

“. . . a more excellent way.”  To Prophesy, but most importantly to excel one another in love, which far surpasses all other gifts, for of the three main gifts:  faith, hope, and love (charity), these three abide, remain . . .  but the GREATEST of these is love (charity):
1 Corinthians 13:13
13 And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.
Note:  Charity, i.e.:  love, is the greatest of all the Graces of the Holy Spirit, and is of such a nature, that when Prophecies, tongues, and knowledge, faith and hope shall cease, as faith being changed by the reality of being with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for all eternity, and the hope swallowed up in actual enjoyment of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth for all eternity, love alone, charity, i.e.:  love which is the greatest of these will continue.
Spiritual gifts, including those extraordinary powers bestowed in the first ages, were to convince unbelievers, specifically the Jews, and to spread the Gospel.  The extraordinary gifts mentioned were exact understanding, and uttering the Doctrines of the Christian faith, along with the knowledge of mysteries, and skill to give advice and counsel. Also, extraordinary gifts of healing the sick, the working of miracles, and the ability to speak and interpret languages, too, ended along with casting out devils, demons, i.e.:  evil spirits. There were, and are today, evil spirits, devils, demons, tares, many who themselves believe they are of God, as THEY are self-deceived, and who sought to creep in among the Christians, and to speak or act, i.e.:  pretending, to be infused with the Spirit of God, and thus to confound everything, and are tares in the Churches.  Among the early Chris there was at least one who made claim that the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was cursed of God, 1 Corinthians 12:3, above.
2 Peter 2:1
1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.
Note:  Here the Spirit of God manifested Himself by the effects of His power, which broke forth in the midst of the assembled Christians, attracting the attention even of the world, i.e.:  satan’s family around them. As satan, the enemy of the Lord Jesus Christ’s Church, imitated the things of God. The greater part of the Christians at Corinth previously Gentiles, many having come into the Church without discernment, were stupidly led by the delusions of the enemy; such are many today in the Churches.  Thus, seeking extraordinary gifts that were to be, and now are, done away with, they were the more in danger of being again deceived by this means.

Much like most of the “churches” today, the Church at Corinth, long led blindly by the power of evil spirits, devils, demons, the converted Gentiles were hardly in a state to discern and judge them. Strange to say, this demoniac power exercised such an influence that they soon forgot the importance even of the name of and sacrifice made by the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth.

The devil, satan, demons, the enemy of the Lord Jesus Christ’s True Church, "transforms himself into an angel of light," but never is Born Again, never owned by Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior, but simply “acts” looks like, is an actor, a hypocrite.  Many of these so called “pastors” today love to act as though they follow the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, but like the Jews of old who, proselytized, i.e.:  converted others to their false, interfaith mixture of Egyptian, Babylonian, Old Testament Hebrew faith, mixing these “religions” brought about death, Hell.  www.alemattec.com/Interfaith . . . Danger, Danger, Will Robinson . . . .doc, Matthew 23:15.

2 Corinthians 11:13-15

13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.
14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.
15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.
Note:  There ARE NOT divers Spirits, as is with the case of demons.  There IS only one and the same Holy Spirit, but a diversity of gifts.

The Baptism of the Holy Ghost, then, is that which forms Christians into one and only one body, and they are all made partakers of, are animated individually by, one and the same Holy Spirit. Thus, there are many members, but one and only one body of Christ Jesus.  A body, composed of these members, are dependent the one on the other, and have need of each other. Even those gifts which appear the most shining and most desired were comparatively of the least value, even as a man or woman clothes the least honorable parts of his or her body, and leaves the more beautiful parts uncovered.
Another point which the Apostle Paul stresses is the common interest that exists among the Brethren, in that they are members of the one and the same body of Christ Jesus. If one suffers, all then suffer.

Casting out devils, demons, and healings and tongues, are not in Heaven, and these Apostles were not those of an individual assembly.  Tongues, as with Pentecostals today, were the cause of great pride to the Corinthians.  What they call tongues today, is gibberish, but of the miraculous gifts now done away with, tongues are the last gifts named in the list. Some gifts then, were more excellent than others.  As they were to be estimated according to the measure in which they served for the edification of the Assembly, the True Church. Those which served this end desiring to “Edify the Church” were to desire, above all Prophesying, speaking the Truth of God.
1 Corinthians 14:1
1 Follow after charity, and desire spiritual gifts, but rather that ye may prophesy.

The sovereign Will of the Holy Spirit which distributes the gifts, precluding individuals from desiring gifts not vouchsafed to them. 
1 Corinthians 12:11
11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will.

1 Corinthians 12:18
18 But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him.

1 Corinthians 13:1-13

1 Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal.
2 And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing.
3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth me nothing.
4 Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up,
5 Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh no evil;
6 Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth;
7 Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all things.
8 Charity never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall fail; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish away.
Note:  Love, Charity encompasses both "faith" and "hope" and bears much fruit, Galatians 5:22-23., Romans 5:5; Romans 15:30.

9 For we know in part, and we prophesy in part.
10 But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away.
11 When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.
12 For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.
13 And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of these is charity.
