Over the centuries the Church has always characterized the moment of Holy Communion with sacredness and the greatest respect, forcing herself constantly to develop to the best of her ability external signs that would promote understanding of this great sacramental mystery. In her loving and pastoral solicitude the Church has made sure that the faithful receive Holy Communion having the right interior dispositions, among which dispositions stands out the need for the Faithful to comprehend and consider interiorly the Real Presence of Him Whom they are to receive. (See The Catechism of Pope Pius X, nn. 628 & 636). The Western Church has established kneeling as one of the signs of devotion appropriate to communicants. A celebrated saying of Saint Augustine, cited by Pope Benedict XVI in n. 66 of his Encyclical Sacramentum Caritatis, ("Sacrament of Love"), teaches: “No one eats that flesh without first adoring it; we should sin were we not to adore it” (Enarrationes in Psalmos 98, 9). Kneeling indicates and promotes the adoration necessary before receiving the Eucharistic Christ.

. . . By giving the Eucharist the prominence it deserves, and by being careful not to diminish any of its dimensions or demands, we show that we are truly conscious of the greatness of this gift. We are urged to do so by an uninterrupted tradition, which from the first centuries on has found the Christian community ever vigilant in guarding this “treasure”. Inspired by love, the Church is anxious to hand on to future generations of Christians, without loss, her faith and teaching with regard to the mystery of the Eucharist. There can be no danger of excess in our care for this mystery, for “in this sacrament is recapitulated the whole mystery of our salvation”.104

62. Let us take our place, dear brothers and sisters, at the school of the saints, who are the great interpreters of true Eucharistic piety. In them the theology of the Eucharist takes on all the splendour of a lived reality; it becomes “contagious” and, in a manner of speaking, it “warms our hearts”. Above all, let us listen to Mary Most Holy, in whom the mystery of the Eucharist appears, more than in anyone else, as a mystery of light.


Note:  Mary, a mystery of light, as a “church” dedicated to her, this church proclaims this “mystery of Mary being light” and is Mystery Babylon the Great …, Revelation 17:1-18.
Gazing upon Mary, we come to know the transforming power present in the Eucharist. In her we see the world renewed in love. Contemplating her, assumed body and soul into heaven, we see opening up before us those “new heavens” and that “new earth” which will appear at the second coming of Christ. Here below, the Eucharist represents their pledge, and in a certain way, their anticipation: “Veni, Domine Iesu! (I came, Lord Jesus! )” (Rev 22:20).
In the humble signs of bread and wine, changed into his body and blood, (I need to interrupt here, My Note:  The bread and wine do NOT change at all by the command of some satanic “priest” of the Roman Catholic “church”.  This is my body . . . that is, spiritually, the bread offered during a TRUE Christian Communion signifies and represents the Lord Jesus Christ's body – SPIRITUALLY.  It is the Lord's passover. The Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth in a Christian Communion is represented as slain, and by being slain began an entirely new order of things. In the Communion Supper the Lord Jesus Christ draws the Apostles attention to the blood of the New Covenant, a New Testament adding that which extends it to others besides the Jews, i.e.:  also to the Gentiles (without naming them) . . . “ . . . which is shed for many for the remission of sins."  Moreover, this blood is not, as at Mount Sinai, only to confirm the Covenant.  The blood of the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth was shed for the remission of sins.  So that the Lord's Supper presents the continued remembrance of Christ Jesus slain, Who, by dying and being resurrected, has broken with the past, has laid the foundation of the New Covenant, obtained the remission of sins, and opened the door to the Gentiles to enter into Heaven.  It is only in the Lord Jesus Christ's death that this sanctified supper presents Him to us.  The Lord Jesus Christ's blood is apart from His body.


The Lord Jesus Christ's blood of the Covenant, that is to say, by which the new league and a New Covenant (New Testament) is made.  By the making of leagues (Leagues:  A covenant or compact made between persons, parties, states, etc . . . , for the promotion or maintenance of common interests or for mutual assistance or service.) the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth used the pouring of wine to represent the shedding of  His blood which paid in full the price for a man's sin.  The red wine in the cup was an emblem and representation of the Lord Jesus Christ's precious blood shed for the remission of sin, representing what shortly would happen for all of the Elect of God in both the Old Covenant and the New Covenant.  Drink ye all of it. Observe that the Lord Jesus Christ simply said of the bread, "Take, eat; this is my body." Reverence for the Eucharist
65. A convincing indication of the effectiveness of eucharistic catechesis is surely an increased sense of the mystery of God present among us. This can be expressed in concrete outward signs of reverence for the Eucharist which the process of mystagogy should inculcate in the faithful. (190) I am thinking in general of the importance of gestures and posture, such as kneeling during the central moments of the Eucharistic Prayer. Amid the legitimate diversity of signs used in the context of different cultures, everyone should be able to experience and express the awareness that at each celebration we stand before the infinite majesty of God, who comes to us in the lowliness of the sacramental signs.

Adoration and eucharistic devotion

The intrinsic relationship between celebration and adoration
66. One of the most moving moments of the Synod came when we gathered in Saint Peter's Basilica, together with a great number of the faithful, for eucharistic adoration. In this act of prayer, and not just in words, the assembly of Bishops wanted to point out the intrinsic relationship between eucharistic celebration and eucharistic adoration. A growing appreciation of this significant aspect of the Church's faith has been an important part of our experience in the years following the liturgical renewal desired by the Second Vatican Council. During the early phases of the reform, the inherent relationship between Mass and adoration of the Blessed Sacrament was not always perceived with sufficient clarity. For example, an objection that was widespread at the time argued that the eucharistic bread was given to us not to be looked at, but to be eaten. In the light of the Church's experience of prayer, however, this was seen to be a false dichotomy. As Saint Augustine put it: "nemo autem illam carnem manducat, nisi prius adoraverit; peccemus non adorando – no one eats that flesh without first adoring it; we should sin were we not to adore it." (191) In the Eucharist, the Son of God comes to meet us and desires to become one with us; eucharistic adoration is simply the natural consequence of the eucharistic celebration, which is itself the Church's supreme act of adoration. (192) Receiving the Eucharist means adoring him whom we receive. Only in this way do we become one with him, and are given, as it were, a foretaste of the beauty of the heavenly liturgy. The act of adoration outside Mass prolongs and intensifies all that takes place during the liturgical celebration itself. Indeed, "only in adoration can a profound and genuine reception mature. And it is precisely this personal encounter with the Lord that then strengthens the social mission contained in the Eucharist, which seeks to break down not only the walls that separate the Lord and ourselves, but also and especially the walls that separate us from one another." (193)
The practice of eucharistic adoration

67. With the Synod Assembly, therefore, I heartily recommend to the Church's pastors and to the People of God the practice of eucharistic adoration, both individually and in community. (194) Great benefit would ensue from a suitable catechesis explaining the importance of this act of worship, which enables the faithful to experience the liturgical celebration more fully and more fruitfully. Wherever possible, it would be appropriate, especially in densely populated areas, to set aside specific churches or oratories for perpetual adoration. I also recommend that, in their catechetical training, and especially in their preparation for First Holy Communion, children be taught the meaning and the beauty of spending time with Jesus, and helped to cultivate a sense of awe before his presence in the Eucharist.

Here I would like to express appreciation and support for all those Institutes of Consecrated Life whose members dedicate a significant amount of time to eucharistic adoration. In this way they give us an example of lives shaped by the Lord's real presence. I would also like to encourage those associations of the faithful and confraternities specifically devoted to eucharistic adoration; they serve as a leaven of contemplation for the whole Church and a summons to individuals and communities to place Christ at the centre of their lives.

The Roman Catholic “church's” Eucharistic Prayer is the heart of the “Liturgy of the Eucharist”. A complete solemn bow of the body is equivalent to a single-knee genuflection (Genuflection:  An act of bending the knee or touching it to the ground in reverence or worship). 

, but this genuflection traditionally is not as symbolically reverent as the complete kneeling posture. (This is why traditionally the Exposed eucharist is honored with a full kneeling posture.) 

Or:  

Mary, treated as equal with the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth, one without sin, Immaculate (Immaculate:  having no stain or blemish: pure: containing no flaw or error : spotlessly clean b : having no colored spots or marks,) as the Lord Jesus Christ was without sin. Marian teachings received considerable impetus at the Councils of Ephesus 431 A.D., and Chalcedon 451 A.D., both of which upheld the Title theotokos ("God-bearer," or Mother of God) as descriptive of Mary. The doctrine of Mary's bodily assumption into heaven can be traced to Apocryphal documents dating from the 4th century, but this doctrine was not officially formulated and defined for Roman Catholics until 1950 (see Assumption of Mary). 
The term apocrypha is used with various meanings, including "hidden", "esoteric", "spurious", "of questionable authenticity", ancient Chinese "revealed texts and objects" and "Christian texts that are not Canonical (Canonical:  Canon comes from the greek word κανών kanon, "rule" or "measuring stick", an authoritative list of books accepted as Holy Scripture; all others are rejected).  Apocrypha are text outside the Holy Bible, that "didn't measure up".   Apocrypha is originally Greek (ἀπόκρυφα) and means "those hidden away". Specifically, ἀπόκρυφα is the neuter plural of ἀπόκρυφος, an adjective related to the verb ἀποκρύπτω [infinitive: ἀποκρύπτειν] (apocriptein), "to hide something away."[1]
The doctrine of Mary's Immaculate Conception was a matter of dispute throughout the Middle Ages. In 1854, however, Pope Pius IX declared that Mary was freed from original sin by "a special act of grace the moment she was conceived in the womb of Saint Anne". (Roman Catholic tradition names Saint Anne and Saint Joachim as Mary's parents.) 
Pope Pius XII strongly promoted Marian piety during his reign (1939-58). Because Roman Catholic teaching holds that Mary is deserving of the "highest veneration," the church observes 17 Marian festivals each year, 5 of which are major: Immaculate Conception, Dec. 8; Purification, Feb. 2; Annunciation, Mar. 25; Assumption, Aug. 15; and Birth, Sept. 8. The rosary contains 50 Ave Marias ("hail Marys"), and devotion to the "immaculate heart" of Mary is popular in some circles. 
The Immaculate Conception is a Roman Catholic doctrine asserting that Mary, the mother of Jesus, was preserved from the effects of original sin from the first moment of her conception. The doctrine was defined as a dogma binding on Catholics by Pope Pius IX in the papal bull Ineffabilis Deus (1854). The doctrine as defined was debated by theologians during the Middle Ages and was rejected by Saint Thomas Aquinas. It is based on the biblical idea of Mary's holiness (Luke 1:28), early church teachings on Mary as the "new Eve," and the belief that Mary is the mother of God (Theotokos, or "God-bearer"), articulated at the Council of Ephesus (431; see Ephesus, Council of). The feast of the Immaculate Conception is observed on Dec. 8.

Who is the God of forces? This is the pagan Roman "god" that Roman Catholics (generally unwittingly) still honor.  In imperial Rome, the Emperor was responsible for all military, political, and religious matters (hence that is part of why he for a while held the title Pontifex Maximus, a title now claimed by Roman Catholic Pontiffs. 6.)  All the other "religions" of the world, that have rejected the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth:  Jews, Hindus, etc . . .

Modern Pentecostalism is only about a century old.  Outbreaks of Pentecostal or Charismatic-type activity are discernible in church history. These include Montanism as early as the second century. (Montanism was an early Christian movement of the late 2nd century, later referred to by the name of its founder, Montanus, but originally known by its adherents as the New Prophecy. It originated in Phrygia, a province of Asia Minor, and flourished throughout the region, leading to the movement being referred to elsewhere as Cataphrygian (meaning it was "from Phrygia") or simply as "Phrygians". It spread rapidly to other regions in the Roman Empire at a time before Christianity was generally tolerated or legal. It persisted in some isolated places into the 6th century. Although it came to be labelled a heresy, the movement held similar views about the basic tenets of Christian doctrine to those of the wider Christian Church. It was a prophetic movement that called for a reliance on the spontaneity of the Holy Spirit and a more conservative personal ethic. Parallels have been drawn between Montanism and modern day movements such as Pentecostalism, the charismatic movement, and the New Apostolic Reformation.)

The Zwickau Prophets in Luther’s day.  Zwickau Prophets present a radical alternative to Luther and mainstream Protestantism.  Perhaps the most distinctive feature of the Zwickau Prophets was their spiritualism, which was that direct revelations from the Holy Spirit, not Holy Scripture, were their authority in theological matters.

Irvingism or more widely known as The Catholic Apostolic Church was organized in 1835 under the lead of apostles. The last apostle died in 1901 after which the membership gradually declined. in the nineteenth century. 

But these movements have always been on the margins of the church and were decisively rejected by the mainstream.  The modern day Pentecostal churches themselves largely arose from the radical wing of the Holiness movement, itself the radical wing of Methodism. From their earliest beginnings, they were characterised by theological divisiveness and heresy. U.S. Theologian Donald Bloesch points out that almost one-fifth of American Pentecostals today are unorthodox with respect to the Doctrine of the Trinity!  
Even as recently as the 1950s and into the 1960s, Pentecostal churches were regarded as distinctly sect-like because of their "novel doctrines and practices". However, all this changed with the rise of the Charismatic movement (from 1960, and known originally as Neo-Pentecostalism) which saw the introduction of Pentecostal-type teachings into the older denominations.  Even the Roman Catholic Church (from 1967) was not immune. Within a decade, Pentecostalism had gone mainstream.

The Third Wave . . .
Following the mainstreaming of Pentecostalism, the 1970s saw the movement established. A plethora of Charismatic organizations were set up and numerous Charismatic conferences were held, often attended by huge audiences. 

Then in the eighties there arose another spate of Pentecostal-Charismatic activity. Known as the Third Wave, and focused particularly on the ministry of John Wimber (the leading figure in the Vineyard churches), this represented a further radicalization of the movement.
A succession of novel teachings were introduced. These included: power healing; power evangelism; restorationism; the new prophetic movement; demonization of the believer; territorial spirits; exorcism marches; spiritual warfare; and signs and wonders.
Needless to say, none of these is based soundly on Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible. Some of them even had their roots in the ‘Latter Rain’ teachings of the late 1940s, which the older Pentecostal denominations themselves declared heretical. 
As the decade progressed, this Third Wave led to further acceptance of all things charismatic across denominational boundaries. At the same time, a worship revolution was taking place, with the introduction of songs rooted in the popular music styles of secular culture, starting in Pentecostal chuches introduced Jazz into their worship in the 1920s and 1930s.
The place of Biblical Authority having been progressively usurped in the previous decades.  In the 1990s, we saw many of these trends institutionalized. ‘March for Jesus’, often misunderstood as a "united Christian witness", but is rooted explicitly in the theology of territorial spirits, promoted by Kingdom Now theology, Territorial Spirits are thought to be demons who rule over certain geographical areas in the world.. Through the work of songwriter Graham Kendrick, it has generated its own music and ecumenical momentum.
Kingdom Now Theology is a branch of Dominion Theology which has had a following within Pentecostalism. It attracted attention in the late 1980s.[1]

[2] Kingdom Now Theology states that although Satan has been in control of the world since the Fall, God is looking for people who will help him take back dominion. Those who yield themselves to the authority of God's apostles and prophets will take control of the kingdoms of this world, being defined as all social institutions, the "kingdom" of education, the "kingdom" of science, the "kingdom" of the arts, etc.[3]
Kingdom Now Theology is influenced by the Latter Rain movement,[4] and critics have connected it to the New Apostolic Reformation,[5] "Spiritual Warfare Christianity",[4] and Fivefold ministry thinking.[6]
However, the single biggest event of the decade was, without doubt, the Toronto Blessing. This phenomenon brought together many of the trends of the previous decade, including prophecies concerning ‘a great revival’. 
The manifestations associated with this movement (e.g. falling, shaking, laughter) had been in evidence previously, in Wimber’s Vineyard churches and elsewhere. But their increased intensity from 1993 was largely the result of association with false teachers in the Word Faith camp, such as Benny Hinn, Kenneth Copeland and Rodney Howard-Browne.

Meanwhile, the specter of heresy arose in the form of the Word Faith movement which began to exercise more and more influence in Pentecostal-Charismatic circles.

Word Faith movement
The Toronto Blessing is known to most readers, but this may not be true of the Word Faith (also known as ‘Health and Wealth’ or ‘Positive Confession’) movement. Chief among Word Faith teachings are that:
1. God is a supernatural power who operates by spiritual law and who can be influenced by men to accomplish their desires (e.g. with regard to financial prosperity).
2. Jesus Christ came to earth to deliver men from sin, sickness, failure and poverty. Following his crucifixion, he went to hell where he was born again. 
3. Faith is a spiritual force that can be used to control the created order, command angels, influence the future and manipulate God.
4. The Bible contains words of divine power which must, however, be interpreted in the light of Word Faith principles. 
5. Revelation is given supernaturally and directly to the leaders of the movement. 

6. Sanctification is spiritual growth in the knowledge of the God, who offers health, wealth, happiness and success through signs and wonders, notably the ‘slain in the Spirit’ experience.

7.) Salvation involves promotion to the ‘God class’, a higher spiritual life.  Man is thus a potential, even actual, 'little god'.  http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=7Y4eVu2oxP8

Let's look at what Holy Scripture, the Holy Bible states about being a "little god".

Genesis 3:5 
 5For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. 

Hebrew word 'gods' lower case:  
elohim:  applied to magistrate:  great or mighty judges
Exodus 22:9
9For all manner of trespass, whether it be for ox, for ass, for sheep, for raiment, or for any manner of lost thing which another challengeth to be his, the cause of both parties shall come before the judges; and whom the judges shall condemn, he shall pay double unto his neighbour.

Hebrew word 'judges' lower case:  
elohim:  applied to magistrate:  great or mighty judges
Psalm 82:6

6I have said, Ye are gods; and all of you are children of the most High.

Note:  " . . . Ye are gods?" When they judge truly and aright, according to God's Law.  
John 10:31-36
31Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him. 

 32Jesus answered them, Many good works have I shewed you from my Father; for which of those works do ye stone me? 

 33The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we stone thee not; but for blasphemy; and because that thou, being a man, makest thyself God. 

 34Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods? 
 35If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came, and the scripture cannot be broken; 
 36Say ye of him, whom the Father hath sanctified, and sent into the world, Thou blasphemest; because I said, I am the Son of God?

Greek word 'gods":  theos, meaning:  a magistrate; one in religion who Judges in the place of God.

Note:  " . . . Ye are gods?" When they judge truly and aright, according to God's Law. 
 

" . . . Ye are Gods?" Why did the Lord Jesus Christ say this to the Jews:  that is, the Scribes and the Pharisees? Simply, because the Word of God came to them!  They had received the Old Testament, that is the divine "Logos," the essential Word of God, the very Son of God, who appeared to Moses, and made Moses appear as a god (mighty Judge) to Pharaoh, and this same Moses appointed rulers and magistrates among the Jews; and this very Word of God dwelt among them as the King of kings, and Lord of lords, from whom all receive their power and dominion.  Therefore, if the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth called them gods (mighty judges) to whom God the Son appeared, the Word of God was with them who is "The Judge", the Supreme Judge was among them!  

This Word of God had given them (the Jews) their commission from God, authorizing them to act in the capacity of rulers, governors, and as Judges . . . and the Scripture cannot be broken; or be made null and void; whatever God had said in His Word is true, there is no contradicting it, or objecting to it.  The Lord Jesus Christ spoke to them this way, as it is a Jewish way of speaking, much used by them as Judges in the Sanhedrin in the time of the Lord Jesus Christ, when one Doctor of the Law, Scribe, has produced an argument, or instance, in any point of debate, another says, Krpyml akya, "it may be broken"; or objected to, in such and such a manner, and be refuted; here, the Lord Jesus Christ speaks and states that Holy Scripture cannot be broken, that is cannot be objected to, there can be no confutation of that! In that manner, God the Father hath sanctified, and sent into the world, His Only Begotten Son, and you speak against God's Word saying this is blasphemy, the one that is your Judge?
Luke 19:10-27
10For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost. 
 11And as they heard these things, he added and spake a parable, because he was nigh to Jerusalem, and because they thought that the kingdom of God should immediately appear. 
 12He said therefore, A certain nobleman went into a far country to receive for himself a kingdom, and to return. 
 13And he called his ten servants, and delivered them ten pounds, and said unto them, Occupy till I come. 

 14But his citizens hated him, and sent a message after him, saying, We will not have this man to reign over us. 
 15And it came to pass, that when he was returned, having received the kingdom, then he commanded these servants to be called unto him, to whom he had given the money, that he might know how much every man had gained by trading. 

 16Then came the first, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained ten pounds. 

 17And he said unto him, Well, thou good servant: because thou hast been faithful in a very little, have thou authority over ten cities. 

 18And the second came, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained five pounds. 

 19And he said likewise to him, Be thou also over five cities. 

 20And another came, saying, Lord, behold, here is thy pound, which I have kept laid up in a napkin: 

 21For I feared thee, because thou art an austere man: thou takest up that thou layedst not down, and reapest that thou didst not sow. 

 22And he saith unto him, Out of thine own mouth will I judge thee, thou wicked servant. Thou knewest that I was an austere man, taking up that I laid not down, and reaping that I did not sow: 

 23Wherefore then gavest not thou my money into the bank, that at my coming I might have required mine own with usury? 

 24And he said unto them that stood by, Take from him the pound, and give it to him that hath ten pounds. 

 25(And they said unto him, Lord, he hath ten pounds.) 

 26For I say unto you, That unto every one which hath shall be given; and from him that hath not, even that he hath shall be taken away from him. 
 27But those mine enemies, which would not that I should reign over them, bring hither, and slay them before me.
Again, This Word of God had given them (the Jews) their commission from God, authorizing them to act in the capacity of rulers, governors, and as Judges . . . and the Scripture cannot be broken; or be made null and void; whatever God had said in His Word is true, there is no contradicting it, or objecting to it. False revival 
With the advent of ‘Toronto blessing’, the Biblical and historic understanding of revival suffered a near-fatal blow. The intensity and variety of psycho-spiritual phenomena in evidence, and the claims of profound personal transformation, convinced many that revival had indeed come.
The major Pentecostal and Charismatic leaders fell over themselves to hail this ‘great move of God’. As a result, most Charismatic "churches" and a large proportion of the older Pentecostal churches were persuaded that the movement was genuine. 

Even nonCharismatics were divided in their view. Those who had Biblical discernment, and could see where things were leading, and protested that Toronto was a step too far, were largely marginalized. The result has been further division, confusion and ignorance. 
Jeremiah 3:25
25We lie down in our shame, and our confusion covereth us: for we have sinned against the LORD our God, we and our fathers, from our youth even unto this day, and have not obeyed the voice of the LORD our God.
1 Corinthians 14:33
33For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints.
Tragically, the many Biblical and historically informed critiques of the 'Toronto Blessing' will probably go unread by the very leaders who most need them. Although there is little talk these days of the ‘Toronto Blessing’, its practices have spread far and wide. We find it incorporated into the ‘Holy Spirit Weekend’ of the popular Alpha Course, which is being pursued in thousands of "churches" of all denominations, including Roman Catholic.  Even Spring Harvest, the mainstream Charismatic ‘shop front’, has experienced Toronto-style manifestations. 
The question of Truth
When the witness of the Holy Bible and the testimony of true Church history are set aside, the result is a crisis of discernment. No wonder so many leaders are unable to see the events of the past few years in their true light. Whole ministries, which make a good living for those who propagate these false teachings, have been built on the back of nonBiblical false teachings and movements.  Such leaders, if they were to admit that they have been wrong would be to them "professional suicide".  The very family (world) they have joined together would treat them as an outcast. 

What Born again Believers need to know from their leaders is whether a particular teaching or movement is truly Biblical. However, the current climate is dominated by a post-modern suspicion of all claims to possess Truth.  In the modern politically correct world, speaking Doctrinal Truth is attacked as mere opinion.  The person speaking God's Truth is called nonChristian, not showing "brotherly love" and attacked for holding fast to the Truth of the Holy Bible.  The greatest sin today in these false "churches" is not heresy,  but to claim that something is True in an absolute sense. Their "faith" is built instead on "their ecstatic feeling".

NonCharismatics are not immune from this corrosive tendency. It is possible to be regarded as "an Evangelical" today while denying such Doctrines as God’s foreknowledge; God's Election; the inerrancy of the Holy Bible; justification by faith alone; the reality of Hell; the need for Divine Grace in conversion; and faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ of Nazareth as the only way of Salvation.
Privatized so called "truth"
Post-modern subjectivism has brought us to the point where, according to many so called "respected theologians", we should accept other professing "false Christians" such as Roman Catholics "as Brethren" despite major differences with regard to the way of Salvation. The scandal of the recent Evangelicals and Catholics Together initiative is a case in point.  Apparently, false "churches" now operate on some non-Doctrinal existential level in these matters. 

The past decade has seen a radical privatization of truth. Subjectivism is dominant in the Charismatic movement, and its poison is spreading further afield. Current moves to ‘free up’ worship, for example, will not revitalize our Churches, as many hope, but will only move once Biblical churches further into heresy.
